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BRUINS FALL TO LUTES 85-80 DESPITE MACY'S CAREER-HIGH 27

TACOMA, Wash. --- In a long-range gunning game in which over half the shots taken were three-
pointers, James Macy scored a career-high 27 points and Jordan Green added 20, but it was not enough as the
George Fox University Bruins dropped an 85-80 decision to the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes in a Northwest
Conference men's basketball game Saturday night (Dec. 16) here at Olson Auditorium.

After trading leads several times for the first 10 minutes of the game, the Lutes got hot and pulled away to
a 50-38 halftime lead, hitting .655 from the field (19-29) in the half. Macy kept the Bruins in the ballgame with 17
in the first half, but picked up three quick fouls early in the second half and had to sit for a while, enabling PLU to
maintain a comfortable lead at 73-61 with nine minutes left.

The Bruins rallied late as Green got hot, hitting three threes and a pair of free throws to spark a 17-3 run
that gave George Fox a 78-76 lead with 4:11 to play. The Bruins cooled off, however, making only a Macy field
goal with 1:12 to go the rest of the way. A pair of Treven Vander Ploeg free throws and a jumper by Parker Barth
by PLU back in front for good, and the Lutes sank 4 of 6 free throws in the final minute to seal the win.

Macy finished with a 10-for-14 night from the field, including 4 of 5 from three-point range and 3 of 3
from the line. He and Green were joined in the scoring column by Bryan Wadlow, who hit 6 of 7, including a trey,
for a career-high 13 points. Sean Linder led the Bruins on the boards with 8 and Wadlow had 6. Travis Melvin
scored 9 while passing out 6 assists, while Green had 5 assists and 4 steals.

Parker Barth sizzled for the Lutes, sinking 8 of 9 from the field en route to 20 points, Eric Dordal sank 5
three-pointers for 15 points, and Michael Kelley and Treven Vander Ploeg scored 14 apeiece. Davis had a game-
high 10 rebounds and Kelley added 8 as the Lutes controlled the boards 37-31. Barth led the Lutes with 6 assists.

For the game, the Bruins took 34 of their 62 shots from three-point range, while the Lutes took exactly half
of their shots - 28 of 56 - from outside the arc.

George Fox fell to 3-5 overall and 0-2 in the conference, while Pacific Lutheran climbed to 3-4 overall with
a win in its first conference game. The Bruins are off until Tuesday, Jan. 2, when they visit Pomona-Pitzer Colleges
in Claremont, Calif., for a 7:30 p.m. game. The Lutes play Friday-Saturday, Dec. 29-30, in the Lutheran
Brotherhood Classic at California Lutheran University in Thousand Qaks, Calif.

PLU HOLDS OFF GEORGE FOX IN NWC MEN'S BASKETBALL

TACOMA, WA -- Parker Barth scored 20 points to lead four players in double figures as Pacific
Lutheran opened its Northwest Conference men's basketball schedule with an 85-80 victory over the visiting
George Fox Bruins on Saturday night in Olson Auditorium.

With the win, the Lutes improve to 3-4 overall and 1-0 in the conference. The Bruins fall to 3~5 overall
and 0-2 in the conference.

Pacific Lutheran shot 66 percent from the field in building up a 50-38 halftime lead, increased the
margin to 13, and still held a comfortable 73-61 lead with nine minutes left in the game when senior guard
Jordan Green led a furious George Fox charge. Green, the Bruins' leading scorer, knocked home a trio of three-
point shots and added a pair of free throws as the Bruins went on a 17-3 run to take a 78-76 lead with 4:11 to
play. Destte having several good scoring chances after that, however, the Bruins scored only two more points,
those coming on James Macy's field goal with 1:12 remaining.

In the meantime, the Lutes got a pair of free throws from Treven Vander Ploeg, a jumper from Barth and
a free throw from Josh Davis to take an 81-78 lead. Macy, who scored a career-high of 27 points to lead all
scorers, pulled the Bruins to within a point, but the Lutes hit 4-of-6 charity tosses to wrap up the victory. In fact,
PLU could have put a wrap on the win even earlier but struggled at the foul line in the second half, hitting only
8-0f-17 attempts.

Both teams found the three-point shot to their liking in the fast-paced game. Of the 62 shots they
attempted, the Bruins took 34 from beyond the arc. Macy had the hot hand, hitting 4-of-5, while Green warmed
up after a slow start to finish with 4-of-11 accuracy on the way to 20 points. George Fox center Brian Wadlow
hit 6-0f-7 from the field on the way to a career-high of 13 points. Erik Dordal was 5-0f-8 from beyond the arc
for the Lutes for all of his 15 points. Vander Ploeg and Michael Kelley both scored 14 for PLU.

Pacific Lutheran's Davis led all rebounders in the game with 10.

MELVIN NAMED NORTHWEST CONFERENCE "PLAYER OF THE WEEK"

Travis Melvin (W, Jr., Pleasant Hill, Ore.) earned Northwest Conference “Player of
the Week” honors after sparking the Bruins to two wins in three games during the week of Dec.
4-10. In a 94-88 upset of Cascade, which had beaten the Bruins by 39 a week earlier, he led the
team with 28 points, hitting 11-19 from the field (4-9 on 3's) and 2-4 from the line, with 6
assists, 5 steals, and 2 rebounds. In an 83-75 loss to Westminster-Salt Lake City in the opening
round of the Concordia Classic, he scored 17 on 6-15 from the floor (2-8 on 3's) and 3-4 at the
line, adding 7 assists and 3 rebounds.

NEWBERG, Ore. --- Travis Melvin scored 28 points, Jordan Green (W, Sr., Cashmere, Wash.) set
three personal records en route to a 24-point game, and the George Fox University Bruins over came Tyron
Manlove's triple-double for a 94-88 upset of the Cascade College Thunderbirds Tuesday night (Dec. 5) here at the
Wheeler Sports Center

Cascade jumped out to an early 7-0 lead, conjuring up visions of the Thunderbirds’ 118-79 rout of the
Bruins a week ago. But George Fox went on a 17-2 run, including 12 straight to start the streak, to make a game
of it. With Cascade holding a 22-21 lead, the Bruins went on another 12-0 run to take a 33-22 lead before the T-
Birds battled back. Kenny Macy (G, So., Culver, Ore.) came off the bench to hit two big 3-pointers near the end
of the half, lifting the Bruins to a 49-45 halftime lead.

The second half was a back-and-forth affair, the Bruins going up 70-60 with 12:43 to play on a Melvin
basket, but the T-Birds rallied behind Manlove, who had 31 points, 13 rebounds, and 10 assists on the night.
Manlove's tip-in with 5:21 to play gave Cascade an 82-77 lead, but the Bruins rallied on a pair of free throws by
Bryan Wadlow (P, Fr., Albany, Ore.) and Jeff Greene (W, So., Beaverton, Ore.) and Melvin's 3-pointer that
tied it at 84-84 with 3:41 to play.

A Jordan Green free throw at 3:09 put the Bruins up for good, 85-84, with 3:09 left, and he added six
more freebies in the final two minutes as the Thunderbirds were forced to foul trying to catch up. Green finished
the game making 13 of 14 free throws, setting new personal records for free throws made and attempted.

Green, who was 6th nationally in steals last year, led the Bruins' defensive effort with 9 swipes, a
personal high and two short of the team record. As a team, George Fox had 18 steals as the T-Birds made 26
turnovers to only 14 for the Bruins (Manlove actually had a quadruple-double as he also had 10 turnovers).

Melvin hit 11 of 19 from the field while scoring 28 and added 6 assists and 5 steals. Sean Linder (W,
Jr., Azalea, Ore.) and Wadlow chipped in with career highs as well, scoring 17 and 10 respectively.

In addition to Manlove's 31, Mark Hobson scored 20, all in the first half, and Glenn Baird added 17 for
the Thunderbirds. Manlove had 13 rebounds and Baird 11 as Cascade dominated the much-smaller Bruins 43-28.

LATE LEAD SLIPS AWAY FROM BRUINS IN CONCORDIA TOURNAMENT OPENER

PORTLAND, Ore. --- Pounding the offensive boards and hitting their free throws down the stretch, the
Westminster College-Salt Lake City Griffins rallied to pin an 83-75 loss on the George Fox University Bruins in
the opening game of the G.I. Joe's/New Balance Concordia Classic in men's basketball Friday night (Dec. 8) here
at the Concordia University-Portland Gymnasium.

With Jordan Green making a four-point play (he was fouled making a three-pointer and hit the ensuing
free throw), George Fox had taken a 64-62 lead with 7:07 left. The Bruins stretched it to 68-64 at 6:14 on a
Travis Melvin free throw and a Jeff Greene three after a rebound of Melvin's miss on the second freebie.

The Griffins battled back, however, and regained the lead for good when Matt Sparrow drained a three
from the top of the key for a 73-70 lead with 2:52 to play. Green nailed a three with 1:50 to go, cutting the lead to
74-73, but Westminster point guard Cory Carlston sank five of six free throws in the final minute to hold off a final
comeback by the Bruins.

George Fox owned the early portion of the game, jumping out to an 11-point lead at 31-20 before the
Griffins reeled off 12 unanswered points to take a brief 32-31lead. The Bruins revived to take a 37-34 edge into
the break, and the second half was a nip-and-tuck battle, neither team taking more than a three-point lead until the
final six minutes.

Jordan Green finished with 31 points, his season high, to lead the Bruins, Melvin added 17, and Sean
Linder scored 10. Jeff Greene led the Bruins on the boards with 7 rebounds, while Melvin passed out a game-
high 7 assists.

The Griffins placed five in double figures in points, led by Dave Nielsen's 25. Carlston and Sparrow
added 15 each, Mitch Montgomery scored 14, and Brad Willden had 10. Sparrow grabbed 11 rebounds as the
Griffins out-rebounded the smaller Bruins 40-29, including 14 on the offensive end. Carlston had 5 assists.

BRUINS CRUISE PAST MULTNOMAH 70-54 BEHIND MELVIN'S 21

PORTLAND, Ore. --- Led by Travis Melvin's 21 points, every George Fox University player but one got
into the scoring act as the Bruins cruised past the Multnomah Bible College Ambassadors 70-54 in the consolation
game of the G.1. Joe's/New Balance Concordia Classic in men's basketball Saturday night (Dec. 9) here at the
Concordia University-Portland Gymnasium.
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Melvin hit five straight three-pointers at one stretch in the second half en route to a big game that
included a team-leading 8 rebounds and 3 assists. Jeff Greene, starting at forward in placed of injured Sean
Linder who sat out the game with a sprained ankle, added a career-high 15 points. Eight other Bruins scored, and
the only one who did not scratch, starting point guard James Macy (PG, Jr., Culver, Ore.), was second for the
Bruins with 6 rebounds.

Sam Couture led all players with 24 points and 9 rebounds for Multnomah, while Ryan Franklin came off
the bench to score 13.

Multnomah took an early 5-3 lead, but the Bruins exploded in front 28-10 and led 41-23 at the half.
George Fox stretched the lead to as many as 26 points early in the second half, and the Ambassadors got no closer
than 13 the rest of the way.

George Fox improved to 3-4 on the season, while Multnomah dropped its 10th straight and fell to 1-11. It
was only the second meeting of the two teams (since 1965, as far back as current George Fox records go), who last
met in 1989 with the Bruins taking a 90-66 win.

BRUINS CRUISE PAST MULTNOMAH 70-54 BEHIND MELVIN'S 21

PORTLAND, Ore. --- Led by Travis Melvin's 21 points, every George Fox University player but one got
into the scoring act as the Bruins cruised past the Multnomah Bible College Ambassadors 70-54 in the consolation
game of the G.I. Joe's/New Balance Concordia Classic in men's basketball Saturday night (Dec. 9) here at the
Concordia University-Portland Gymnasium.

Melvin hit five straight three-pointers at one stretch in the second half en route to a big game that included
a team-leading 8 rebounds and 3 assists. Jeff Greene, starting at forward in placed of injured Sean Linder who sat
out the game with a sprained ankle, added a career-high 15 points. Eight other Bruins scored, and the only one who
did not scratch, starting point guard James Macy, was second for the Bruins with 6 rebounds.

Sam Couture led all players with 24 points and 9 rebounds for Multnomah, while Ryan Franklin came off
the bench to score 13.

Multnomah took an early 5-3 lead, but the Bruins exploded in front 28-10 and led 41-23 at the half.
George Fox stretched the lead to as many as 26 points early in the second half, and the Ambassadors got no closer
than 13 the rest of the way.

George Fox improved to 3-4 on the season, while Multnomah dropped its 10th straight and fell to 1-11. It
was only the second meeting of the two teams (since 1963, as far back as current George Fox records go), who last
met in 1989 with the Bruins taking a 90-66 win.

In the championship game of the tournament, host Concordia University-Portland and Westminster
College-Salt Lake City met at 8:00 p.m.

The Bruins return to Northwest Conference play Saturday, Dec. 16, after taking time off for exams this
week, visiting Pacific Lutheran University for a 7:00 p.m. contest. The Ambassadors are off until Tuesday, Dec. 19,
when they visit Evergreen State College at 7:30 p.m.

LATE LEAD SLIPS AWAY FROM BRUINS IN CONCORDIA TOURNAMENT OPENER

PORTLAND, Ore. --- Pounding the offensive boards and hitting their free throws down the stretch, the
Westminster College-Salt Lake City Griffins rallied to pin an 83-75 loss on the George Fox University Bruins in the
opening game of the G.I. Joe's/New Balance Concordia Classic in men's basketball Friday night (Dec. 8) here at the
Concordia University-Portland Gymnasium.

With Jordan Green making a four-point play (he was fouled making a three-pointer and hit the ensuing free
throw), George Fox had taken a 64-62 lead with 7:07 left. The Bruins stretched it to 68-64 at 6:14 on a Travis
Melvin free throw and a Jeff Greene three after a rebound of Melvin's miss on the second freebie.

The Griffins battled back, however, and regained the lead for good when Matt Sparrow drained a three
from the top of the key for a 73-70 lead with 2:52 to play. Green nailed a three with 1:50 to go, cutting the lead to
74-73, but Westminster point guard Cory Carlston sank five of six free throws in the final minute to hold off a final
comeback by the Bruins.

George Fox owned the early portion of the game, jumping out to an 11-point lead at 31-20 before the
Griffins reeled off 12 unanswered points to take a brief 32-31lead. The Bruins revived to take a 37-34 edge into the
break, and the second half was a nip-and-tuck battle, neither team taking more than a three-point lead until the final

six minutes.

Jordan Green finished with 31 points, his season high, to lead the Bruins, Melvin added 17, and Sean
Linder scored 10. Jeff Greene led the Bruins on the boards with 7 rebounds, while Melvin passed out a game-high 7
assists.

The Griffins placed five in double figures in points, led by Dave Nielsen's 25. Carlston and Sparrow added
15 each, Mitch Montgomery scored 14, and Brad Willden had 10. Sparrow grabbed 11 rebounds as the Griffins out-
rebounded the smaller Bruins 40-29, including 14 on the offensive end. Carlston had 5 assists.

George Fox dropped to 2-4 overall, while Westminster improved to 6-4. Host Concordia and Multnomah
Bible College played the second game, with the Bruins to play the loser at 4:00 p.m. Saturday (Dec. 9) and the
winner to take on Westminster in the title game at 8:00 p.m.

BRUINS FALTER AGAIN ON THE ROAD IN 118-79 SETBACK AT CASCADE

PORTLAND, Ore. --- With six players scoring in double figures, the Cascade College
Thunderbirds thumped the George Fox University Bruins 118-79 in a non-conference men's
college basketball game Tuesday night (Nov. 28) here at the Cascade Thunderdome.

The Bruins fell to 1-2 on the season, all on the road, in dropping their second straight,
while the Thunderbirds snapped a four-game losing streak and evened their record at 4-4,

Mark Hudson scored 20 to lead the Thunderbirds, followed by Glenn Baird with 17 and
a quartet - Mark Fritzler, Tyrone Manlove, Troy Chambers and Ernie Woodfy - with 12 each.
Cascade shot .692 in the first half (27-39) to only .265 (9-34) for the Bruins and took a 67-26
halftime lead. The Thunderbirds also out-rebounded the Bruins in the game 58-34.
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The Bruins were led by Jordan Green (W, Sr., Cashmere, Wash.) with 15 points, followed by Aaron
Milner (P, Jr., Seattle, Wash.) with 12 and Zach Hollin (P, So., Salem, Ore.) with a career-high 11. Bryan
Wadlow (P, Fr., Albany, Ore.) was the Bruins' top rebounder with 6. George Fox was without the services of
starting center Andrew Coleman (P, Sr., Richland, Wash.), who has had recurring back problems and is listed as
day-to-day as far as availability to the team is concerned.

INJURY-DEPLETED BRUINS PUSH PIONEERS BEFORE FALLING 71-63

NEWBERG, Ore. --- Playing without their two starting post players, the injury-depleted George Fox
University Bruins pushed pre-season Northwest Conference favorite Lewis & Clark College hard before finally
succumbing 71-63 in a men's college basketball game Friday night (Dec. 1) here at the Wheeler Sports Center.

The Bruins were without center Andrew Coleman, one of the conference's best shot blockers, and
forward Aaron Milner, a double-figure scorer whose field goal percentage is second in the league. Despite an
obvious size disadvantage, however, the Bruins used good outside shooting and the hot hand of point guard James
Macy (PG, Jr., Culver, Ore.), who had 19 first-half points, to trail only 35-33 at the half against the 20th-ranked
Pioneers. Colin Oriard's 14 first-half points en route to a 25-point night were the key to the Lewis & Clark lead.

Macy hit the opening bucket of the second half to knot the game at 35-35, but the Pioneers gradually
pulled away as NWC Player of the Year Scott Davis got untracked to score 12 of his 14 points and took a 66-52
lead with only 2:34 to play. The Bruins cut the lead in half to 66-59 with seven unanswered points in a span off
just over a minute, but the Pioneers sank 5 of 8 free throws in the last 1:13 to seal the win.

Macy finished with 23 points and Jordan Green added 17, 14 of them in the second half, for the Bruins
in their home opener. Bryan Wadlow, starting at center for Coleman, and Macy grabbed 8 rebounds apiece as
the Bruins hung with the bigger Pioneers on the boards, being out-rebounded only 36-33. Travis Melvin (W, Jr.,
Pleasant Hill, Ore.) led George Fox with 5 assists. Turnovers, however, were the Bruins' undoing as they made
23 to only 10 for Lewis & Clark.

John Mietus chipped in with 11 points to join Oriard's 25 and Davis' 14 for the Pioneers. Mietus had a
game-high 10 rebounds, while Josh Ulmer passed out 7 assists.

BRUINS FALTER AGAIN ON THE ROAD IN 118-79 SETBACK AT CASCADE

PORTLAND, Ore. --- With six players scoring in double figures, the Cascade College Thunderbirds
thumped the George Fox University Bruins 118-79 in a non-conference men's college basketball game Tuesday
night (Nov. 28) here at the Cascade Thunderdome.

The Bruins fell to 1-2 on the season, all on the road, in dropping their second straight, while the
Thunderbirds snapped a four-game losing streak and evened their record at 4-4.

Mark Hudson scored 20 to lead the Thunderbirds, followed by Glenn Baird with 17 and a quartet - Mark
Fritzler, Tyrone Manlove, Troy Chambers and Ernie Woodfy - with 12 each. Cascade shot .692 in the first half (27-

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BRUINS TABBED TOQ FINISH LAST IN PRE-SEASON NWC POLL

NEWBERG, Ore. --- As the old saying goes, "There's nowhere to go but up" for
George Fox University during the 2000-01 Northwest Conference men's basketball season after
the Bruins were picked to finish 9th and last in the upcoming campaign by a pre-season vote of
the league's coaches.

The Bruins were 8-16 overall and 4-12 in the conference last year, finishing in 8th, one
game ahead of last-place Whitman College. Long-time coach Mark Vernon resigned at the end
of the spring and new coach Mark Sundquist, who coached last year at Newberg High School,
took over in August, too late to do much recruiting. As a result, while the Bruins have almost all
their lettermen returning, the squad will still be rather short on height and inside strength.

"You play with the hand you're dealt,” said Sundquist, "and everyone knows we're not
going to be very big. But that doesn't mean we aren't going to surprise some people. We should
still be a good outside-shooting team (the Bruins were second in the nation in three-pointers per
game last year), we'll be aggressive on defense, and we'll be in good shape and out-hustle some
teams."

The top returning player for the Bruins will be wing man Jordan Green (5-10, Sr.,
Cashmere, Wash.), a First Team All-Conference pick who was second in the NWC in scoring
(18.6 ppg) for the second year in a row and who set a new team record for steals per game (3.62
spg). The other four starters also return: wing Travis Melvin (5-10, Jr., Pleasant Hill, Ore.),
who averaged 12.4 ppg; point guard James Macy (6-0, Jr., Culver, Ore.), who scored at a 10.6
clip and passed out 3.9 assists per game; post Aaron Milner (6-5, So., Seattle, Wash.), who
averaged 4.8 ppg and 3.2 rebounds; and post Andrew Coleman (6-7, Sr., Richland, Wash.),
who averaged 4.3 ppg and was among the NWC leaders in blocked shots (1.5 bpg) and
rebounding (6.9 rpg).

Lewis and Clark College (21-6, 15-1), led by returning NWC "Player of the Year" Scott
Davis, was a unanimous pick to repeat as league champion after winning the title by four games,
garnering 90 points. Linfield College (16-10, 10-6) received every vote for second, picking up 72
points. Whitworth College (12-12, 7-9) edged Willamette University (15-10, 9-7) for the third
spot, 59 points to 53.

The University of Puget Sound (8-15, 6-10) was slated for the fifth spot with 44 points,
followed by Pacific Lutheran University (12-12, 7-9) in sixth with 34, last year's conference
runner-up Pacific University (16-9,11-5) in seventh with 26, Whitman College (4-20, 3-13) in
eighth with 22, and then George Fox with 14.

For the first time, the Northwest Conference champion is eligible for an automatic bid to
the NCAA Division III National Tournament, though both Lewis & Clark and Pacific received
at-large bids last year. The NWC's representative will be determined by a conference tournament
at the end of the season that will have the No. 3 team visit the No. 2 team on Feb. 22, then that
winner will go to the No. 1 team on Feb. 24, with that winner to get the bid. Regardless of the
tournament's outcome, the regular-season winner will be crowned the conference champion.

The Bruins open their season on Saturday, Nov. 18, at Warner Pacific College in
Portland at 7:30 p.m. Their first home game is set for Friday, Dec. 1, a conference game against
pre-season favorite Lewis & Clark at 8:00 p.m.

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George Fox 2000-01 Men's Basketball Pre-Season Outlook ---

BRUINS HOPE TO FOIL PROGNOSTICATORS
IN YEAR OF TRANSITION TO NEW COACH

It will be a year of transition for the George Fox University men's basketball team in
2000-01. After 18 years under the direction of Mark Vernon, the winningest coach in GFU
history, Mark Sundquist takes over as head coach of the Bruins.

Sundaquist, in his first year of college coaching, is optimistic about the upcoming season.
“We have a solid nucleus of players to improve upon,” says the 34-year-old coach. "We hope to
turn around the attitude of George Fox basketball and get back to what it was a few years ago.”

The Bruins, coming off an 8-16 record and a 4-12 Northwest Conference mark that put
them in 8th place, were picked to finish 9th and last in this year's pre-season poll, but Sundquist
has some reason to be optimistic that his team will surpass that prediction. Ten players, including
the five players who started most often last year, are returning for the Bruins. The most
significant loss was Ryan Cruz, a part-time starter at wing and one of the team's best long-range
shooters, who transferred to Linfield for his senior year.

Because of so many returning players, scoring should not be a problem for the Bruins,
who finished fourth in the NWC in points per game (76.8). They led the league in 3-point field
goals made with 11.17 per game, a mark good enough for second nationally.

“Shooting will continue to be our strength this year, but I'd like us to be more
aggressive,” says Sundquist. “I would like the players to go attack the basket and draw fouls.”

Bruins Return All Five Starters

One player who has shown the ability to do that is wing Jordan Green (5-10, Sr.,
Cashmere, Wash.), a First Team All-Conference pick who led the NWC in scoring (19.5) two
years ago, was second in '99-00 (18.6), and who led the league while setting a new team record
for steals per game (3.62 spg). Green, who ranks 25th in career points (1,026) at George Fox,
led the team in scoring, assists, steals, free throw percentage, and minutes played, and was
second in rebounding last year.

“Jordan's the type of player who makes those around him better,” says Sundquist.
“Teams will key in on him, and that should give an opportunity for Travis Melvin (5-11, Jr.,
Pleasant Hill, Ore.) to step up. ”

The Bruins expect continued scoring from Melvin, a wing, who was second on the team
with 12.4 points a game. “Travis has had some big scoring nights,” Sundquist notes. "The
biggest thing we need from him is consistency.”

Running the show for George Fox is point guard James Macy (6-0, Jr., Culver, Ore.),
who scored 10.6 points a game and handed out 3.9 assists per game.

Though talented on the perimeter, it is the inside that Sundquist stresses. The Bruins'
top returning post is Andrew Coleman (6-7, Sr., Richland, Wash.), who was second in the
NWC last season in blocked shots (1.5 bspg) and seventh in rebounding (6.9 rpg) while
averaging 4.3 points a game. Says Sundquist, "Andrew’s inside presence is very important to us.
We’ll try to play him inside more. His experience is vital to our success."”

Fellow post Aaron Milner (6-5, Jr., Seattle, Wash.), who averaged 4.8 ppg and 3.2
rebounds while starting 15 games, will be a contributor both inside and outside.

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Providing a spark off the bench will be wing Sean Linder (6-2, Jr., Azalea, Ore.), whose
defense will earn him minutes, and wing/post Zach Hollin (6-5, So., Salem, Ore.), from whom
Sundquist expects increased production. “Zach has put weight on in the offseason and is stronger," sasy
the new coach. "He is able to play both on the inside and the outside, and that versatility will help the
team.”

Wings Joe Nichols (6-2, Jr., Brookings, Ore.), Joe Gonzales (5-11, So., Roseburg, Ore.) and
Kenny Macy (6-2, So., Culver, Ore.) are other lettermen who will all fight for minutes off the bench.

Newcomers Could Make Immediate Impact

New to the Bruins backcourt is Jeff Greene (6-1, So., Beaverton, Ore.), who has a shot at a
starting role at the point. One newcomer at wing who should also make an impact on the team is Bryan
Wadlow (6-4, Fr., West Albany, Ore.), whom Sundquist touts as "a very athletic, smart player who
could see significant playing time. He is the same type of player as James Macy; statistics mean nothing
to him, he just wants to win. Like a lot of the players we have, he’ll do anything for the team.”

Ryan Melvin (5-10, Jr., Pleasant Hill, Ore.), Travis' twin brother, joins the team at wing after
two years on the Bruins' soccer team, while Brett Yeager (6-3, Fr., Oakridge, Ore.) can play wing or
post but needs experience.

New Coach Expects Team to Pull Some Upsets

“We’ll be a fun team to watch,” promises Sundquist. “We’ll press and get after people. Some
teams will overlook us and we should be able to surprise them.

“Our number one strength is our unselfish play. Second, our players have done a lot of maturing
through all the adversity they’ve been through with the coaching change. And finally, the team has
worked extremely hard to earn their spots; no one, and I mean no one, has taken their spot for granted.”

Also new to the team this year is former Bruin basketball player Mitch Ratzlaff, who starts his
coaching career as a new assistant coach. Justin Sherwood, an assistant for three years under Vernon, has
remained aboard, helping ease the transition to the Sundquist era in George Fox basketball.

Season Tips Off This Weekend

The new season gets under way for the Bruins this weekend as the team visits Warner Pacific
College Saturday, Nov. 18, for a 7:30 p.m. contest. The Knight, who reinstituted basketball last year after
a seven-year hiatus, are coached by forner George Fox assistant Bart Valentine, and are led by point guard
Jared Valentine, who played one year for the Bruins. The Bruins hold a 42-18 edge in the series (since
1965, the latest George Fox records go back) after splitting a pair of games last year.

The Bruins have road trips to Northwest College on Nov. 25 and Cascade College on Nov. 28
before opening the home schedule against Northwest Conference foe Pacific Lutheran University on Dec.
1.
