Bethany's Tigers -with wins in three events and two seconds - outdistanced runner-up 
Adams State (Colo.) by 25, 67-42, and host Abilene Christian by 30. 

Meet Outstanding Performer Frank Gross of Adams State accounted for two of the event's 
five individual records - winning the shot put at 63-1 and the discus at 198-5. The 
Colorado Springs bred senior weightman also took second in the hammer. Wisconsin­
LaCrosse's Tom Antczak set a marathon record, winning the event in 2:22:26.49 while 
Kelly Jensen's (Southern Oregon) 8:47.49 was a new electronically timed best in the 
steeplechase. Abilene's Billy Olson soared 16-7 for a new pole vault mark. Two 
records were also set in the decathlon where Western New Mexico's Jack Wiley took the 
long jump at 24-1 3/4 and Point Lorna's (Calif.) Bill Waters won the javelin at 207-0. 
Abilene's Carl 11 Sugar11 Williams defended his aational long jump crown going 27-1 but the 
effort was wind-aided. 

Williams and Waters were joined by Prairie View A&M's (Tex.) Evans White - the 800 -
as the only successful defending champions of a year ago Meet double winners were 
Gross, Pembroke State's (N.C.) Garry Henry (5000 and 10,000 meters); Southern U.-
Baton Rouge's (La.) James McCraney (110 and 400 meter hurdles); and Eastern Washington's 
Vic White (high jump/triple jump). 

Individuals representing 123 institutions competed in the meet - the first held in 
Abilene since 1955.
