Women's Soccer 
Outlook 1997 

Staying healthy and earning a 
Northwest Conference playoff berth 
are the intentions of the George Fox 
women 's soccer team. 

The Lady Bruins are trying to avoid 
a repeat of the 1996 season, when six 
starters were knocked out for signifi­
cant portions of the year. An NCAA 
study ranked George Fox third in the 
nation for injuries suffered by a 
women's soccer team. It's a rating 
head coach Byron Shenk -who also 
is a certified athletic trainer -would 
rather not receive again. 

Mter finishing tied for fifth in the 
Northwest Conference of Indepen­
dent Colleges last year, George Fox 
would like to move up in the stand­
ings into one of the top-four playoff 
spots. 

The Lady Bruins have improved 
their depth. Ten freshmen join 10 
returning starters and two injury 
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redshirts who are expected to step 
into starting roles. 

The entire offensive line-up 
returns, led by forward Katrina Crabb 
Qr., Hilo HS, Hawaii) who netted a 
team-high 11 goals in a stellar sopho­
more season. Sarah Bowder Qr., 
Tigard HS, Tigard, Ore.) also will 
start up front. 

"Katrina's strength is in the air," 
says Shenk. "Sara has excellent ball 
control and the ability to beat defend­
ers one-on-one . They both have good 
speed. We're looking for our for­
wards not necessarily to score, but to 
create scoring opportunities." 

Other forwards expected to 
contribute are Jen Overstreet (So., 
Beaverton HS, Ore.) and newcomer 
Jessica Olsen (Fr., Foothill HS, Palo 
Cedro, Calif.). 

George Fox will have depth and 
experience in the midfield. 

Staci Morris (Sr., Camas HS, 
Wash.), Beth Kahut (Sr., La Salle HS, 
Milwaukie, Ore.), and Kyla Yokers 
Qr., Seattle Christian HS, Wash.) have 
all played at least two seasons of 
college soccer. 

New to the midfield this season are 
two fresh faces. 

Ashleigh Hughes (Fr., Jesuit HS, 
Portland, Ore.) was a member of 
Jesuit's three-time Oregon 4A state 
championship team. 

Melissa Heuberger (So., Yamhill­
Carlton HS, Ore.) joins the soccer 
team after playing varsity basketball 
last year. 

Morris and Hughes will quarter­
back the team as the center mid­
fielders while Kahut and Yokers are 
being asked to control the flanks as 
outside midfielders. 

The defense has a new look. At 
sweeper, the Lady Bruins will replace 
1996 NCIC First Team defender Lisel 
Goertzen with speedy redshirt fresh­
man Valerie Cole (Fr., Sheldon HS, 
Eugene, Ore.) or Kelly McCabe (Fr., 
Camas HS, Wash.) a Greater St. 
Helens League First Team selection. 

Kara Erickson (Sr., W.F. West HS, 
Chehalis, Wash.) returns to the 
defensive unit after sitting out last 
season with a knee injury. Despite 
her sideline role , she was voted Most 
Inspirational by her teammates last 
season. 

Newcomer Erin Oates (Fr., Arroyo 
Grande HS, Grover Beach, Calif.) 
also is expected to contend for a 
starting defensive role . 

Defensive returners are Heidi 
Hughes (Sr., Sunnyside Christian HS, 
Prosser, Wash.), April Sterhan Qr., 
Milwaukie HS, Ore.) and Amy Donlan 
(So., Liberty HS, Renton, Wash.). 

The goalkeepers are all freshmen. 
Oregon 3A All-State First Team pick 
Meghan Gibson (Fr., Henley HS, 
Klamath Falls, Ore.) provides a strong 
presence in the goal and consistently 
punts to midfield and beyond. 

"She's very aggressive in the box 
and likes to challenge people," says 
Shenk. 

Gibson will be backed up by Katie 
McCoy (Fr., Mead HS, Spokane, 
Wash.) .

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Head Coach Byron Shenk 
Byron Shenk has built George Fox's 
women's soccer program from infancy to 
conference contender. 

He was the program's first coach in 
1991. His first squad was made up almost 
exclusively of freshmen but won its first 
game and advanced to the NAIA District 
2 semifinals. The next year, George Fox 

ranked in the NAIA's national top 20 poll after upsetting 
No. 1-ranked and defending national champion Pacific 
Lutheran University. The 1992 and 1993 teams both ad-
vanced to the district championship game. 

In 1994, George Fox recorded its best ever record at 
9-3-3. The team outscored its opponents 58-17, ranking in 
the NAIA's top 20 in offense and defense. 

Coaching honors have come with the team successes. In 
1992, he shared the National Soccer Coaches Association of 
America Coach of the Year award for the West Region. He 
was named NAJA District 2 Coach of the Year in 1992 and 
1993. 

Shenk's players are well-cared for. He is a certified 
athletic trainer and strength and conditioning specialist. He 
earned a doctorate in education in sports medicine from the 
University of Virginia and a master's in physical education 
from the University of Oregon. 

He is chair of George Fox's Department of Health and 
Human Performance. 

Shenk has plenty of coaching experience. He coached 
men's soccer for 18 years at Eastern Mennonite College in 
Virginia and three years at Goshen College in Indiana. 

Shenk and his wife, Ina, live in McMinnville. 
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Assistant Coach Tim 
Tsohantaridis 
Tim Tsohantaridis is adding another 
title to his already long resume: women's 
soccer assistant coach. 
He joins the women's team after spend­
ing the last four seasons as an assistant 
coach for the George Fox men's soccer 
team. 

Tsohantaridis brings professional soccer experience and 
a ministerial background. 

A Greek-born U.S. citizen, he has played with three East 
Coast professional soccer clubs and the U.S. select team. 

He played and coached soccer at Barrington College in 
Rhode Island. 

Tsohantaridis has worn plenty of hats during his nine 
years at George Fox. On the soccer coaching side, he came 
to the men's team as an assistant in 1985, was named head 
field coach the next season, and in 1989 shared the co­
coach title. While he was head coach, the Bruins made 
three National Christian College Athletic Association 
national tournament appearances and won the 1988 
national title. His four-year record was 50-23-4. Mter three 
years as pastor of a Greek Evangelical Church in Massachu­
setts, Tsohantaridis returned to George Fox as an assistant 
coach. 

In the academic field, he is an assistant professor of 
religion with a bachelor's degree from Barrington and a 
master's from Ashland Theological Seminary. From 1986 
to 1990 he served as George Fox's chaplain.

Todd Williams will coach the men's and 
women's goalkeepers this year. 

Williams was a member of the 
George Fox men's soccer team from 
1990-93. His career goals-against 
average of 1.69 ranks fourth at Geroge 
Fox.
