GEORGE FOX NIPS WHITWORTH 2-1 IN DOUBLE OVERTIME

SPOKANE, Wash. --- Brooke Pitner scored on a put-back off of a keeper save with just over one minute
left in the second overtime period to give the visiting George Fox University Bruins a 2-1 win over the Whitworth
College Pirates in a Northwest Conference women's soccer match here Sunday afternoon (Oct. 22).

The win improves the Bruins' record to 12-4 overall and 10-2 in the NWC, and keeps their hopes alive for a
conference title. The Bruins trail first-place Puget Sound by one game and are tied with Willamette for second place
in the NWC after the Loggers beat the Bearcats 1-0 in overtime Sunday in Tacoma. Whitworth fell to 5-9-2 overall

and 3-8-1 in the conference.

Pitner scored when Whitworth keeper Stacey Roberts made a diving stop on a shot by Sara Oates. The ball
bounced off of Roberts to the right side of the net where Pitner was waiting to score the winning goal.

The Bruins got on the board first when Karli Holub headed the ball into the net off of a corner kick by
Ashleigh Hughes at 27:21. Pitner actually headed the ball to Holub to set up the goal, giving both Hughes and
Pitner an assist on the play.

George Fox dominated the first half of play, out-shooting the Pirates 11-3, but Whitworth rallied in the
second half and scored the equalizer when Piper Moore took a short crossing pass from Heather Sale and beat Bruin
keeper Cori Wulf to the bottom left corner of the net.

Both teams had chances to score the winning goal in the first overtime period, but each keeper made a big
save. Roberts finished with a season-high 12 saves for the Pirates. Wulf made six stops for the Bruins.

George Fox visits Willamette Friday (Oct. 27) for a 1:00 p.m. contest, while Whitworth will visit Pacific
Lutheran University on Friday at 12:00 noon.

NEWBERG, Ore. --- George Fox used three late game goals, two by freshman forward Sara Oates (Fr.,
Grover Beach, Calif./Arroyo Grande HS) to put away the visiting Whitworth College Pirates in Northwest
Conference women'’s soccer action on Saturday.

The Bruins took a 1-0 first half lead when forward Karli Holub (Jr., Pleasant Hill, Ore./Pleasant Hill
HS) headed in a corner kick from Ashleigh Hughes (MF, Sr., Portland, Ore./Jesuit HS). It was Holub’s 33"
career goal, tying her with Gegi Bonera (1992-95) as George Fox’s all-time goals leader.

Whitworth fought back in the second half, with Erika McGraw (MF, Fr., Vancouver, Wash./Skyview HS)
drilling a shot to the left post off a high midfield feed from teammate Dalyce Young (D, So., Bellingham,
Wash./Ferndale HS), to tie the game 1-1 at 73 minutes.

Less than one minute later, Hughes put the Bruins back up for good by connecting on a penalty kick
following a Whitworth handball inside the box.

At 77 minutes, Sara Oates notched her first score when a Tori Taylor (So., Portland, Ore./Wilson HS) pass
was bobbled by the defense and Oates hooked it to the left post.

Oates struck again on a fast break when Holub sent a short cross to midfielder Mindy Venable (So.,
Newberg, Ore./Faith Acadamy), who tapped to the left wing where Oates beat the keeper for the game’s final
score.

George Fox moved to 4-2 on the season, 2-0 in Northwest Conference play, while Whitworth fell to 3-2-1
overall, 1-1 in conference. The Bruins are back in action tomorrow, hosting Whitman College at noon, where
forward Karli Holub will continue her assault on the record books. She needs only three points to break the school
record for career goals (32) and points (79), both by Gegi Bonera. Whitworth will go on to play at Pacific
tomorrow.

NEWBERG, Ore. --- Junior forward Karli Holub (Pleasant Hill, Ore./Pleasant Hill HS) had two goals
and one assist, breaking the George Fox University record for career goals and career points, to lead the Bruins to a
5-0 shutout win over visiting Whitman College in Northwest Conference women's soccer action Sunday (Sept. 24)
here at Morse Athletic Field.

Holub assisted on a Tori Taylor (So., Wilson HS, Portland, Ore.) score in the first half, and then scored
on back-to-back shots in the second half to break Gegi Bonera's (1992-95) career record of 32 goals and 79 points.

PORTLAND, Ore. --- A goal within the last two minutes of regulation play tied the game, and another
goal 43 seconds into overtime ended it as the Concordia University-Portland Cavaliers stunned the George Fox
University Bruins 2-1 in a women's soccer match here Saturday afternoon (Sept. 16).

The defensive struggle was knotted 0-0 at the half before the Bruins' Rachel Denning put George Fox ahead
at 57:03 with a penalty Kick, courtesy of a foul by Concordia keeper Shelley Butcher inside the box. Bruin goalie
Cori Wulf turned away 10 Concordia shots and it appeared she might get her first shutout of the season, but the
Cavaliers' Bre Starzecki deflected a shot into the net off a feed from Missy Clark at the 88:05 mark to tie it 1-1.

Just 43 seconds into overtime, at 90:43, Clark came in from the right side and nailed the winner off a pass
from Amy Jackson. It was the first win for Concordia over George Fox in their sixth meeting, the Bruins having
owned a 4-0-1 record against the Cavs before this game.

George Fox closed out its pre-conference schedule with a 2-2 record. Bruins forward Karli Holub was shut
out of point production and will have to wait until the Bruins' next game to move closer to the team records for
career goals and career points (she has 31 goals and 72 points, second all-time to Gegi Bonera's 32 goals and 79
points).

McMINNVILLE, Ore. --- Still hopeful of receiving an at-large bid to the NCAA Division III National
Tournament, the George Fox University women's soccer team kept its dream alive for a while longer with a critical
3-0 win over Linfield College in their final regular season game, a Northwest Conference match, here Saturday
afternoon (Oct. 28)

The University of Puget Sound has the conference title and the automatic bid that goes with it, and runner-
up Willamette University, nationally-ranked in the top 10, seems assured of a playoff spot. The Bruins are 13-5
overall, 11-3 and in third in the conference, and with three of their losses to UPS and Willamette, are relying on their
strength of schedule to persuade the selection committee of their credentials for inclusion in the tournament.

BRUINS BLANK PLU 4-0 TO REMAIN IN NWC TOP SPOT

NEWBERG, Ore. --- Spreading the scoring wealth around among four different players, the George Fox
University Bruins shut out the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes 4-0 in Northwest Conference women's soccer
action on Saturday (Oct. 14) here at Morse Athletic Field.

The Bruins were overpowering on offense in the first half, taking 20 shots and jumping to a 3-0 halftime
lead. Forward Karli Holub put George Fox on the board when she sent a high midfield flick from Ashleigh Hughes
to the back of the net at 7:29. Ten minutes later, Holub assisted Sara Oates, passing to Oates inside the box, and
Oates turned, faked the keeper right, and drove in a hard shot to the left to make it 2-0. Forward Anna Carlson came
off the bench to score the final goal of the first half off a high cross from midfielder Tori Taylor.

In the opening minutes of the second half, Carlson collided with a defender at the top of the box on a fast
break and midfielder Mindy Venable powered the loose ball to the left post at 49:56 for a 4-0 George Fox lead. Play
was more even for the remainder of the second half, but GFU's defensive squad of Beth, Kelly McCabe, and Samara
Thornburg frustrated the PLU offense with double teams to preserve the Bruins' third shutout of the season.

Keeper Cori Wulf made five saves on 11 shots for George Fox, while PLU's Gloria Cefali, the NWC leader
in saves, collected 11 more as the Bruin offense took 27 shots on the day.

George Fox improves to 9-3 and maintains its share of the conference lead with a 7-1 NWC record. Pacific
Lutheran drops to 3-9 on the season, 2-6 in conference play. Sunday (Oct. 15) the Bruins will battle the University
of Puget Sound in Newberg at 12:00 noon for first place in the conference. The two teams are currently tied with
Willamette for the top spot. PLU travels to Forest Grove to face Pacific Sunday at 12:00 noon.

HOLUB'S HAT TRICK LEADS BRUINS PAST LUTES 3-2 INTWO OT'S

TACOMA, Wash. -- Karli Holub scored her third goal of the game with 16 seconds remaining in the
second overtime, leading the George Fox University Bruins to a 3-2 Northwest Conference women's soccer victory
over the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes Sunday afternoon (Oct. 1) here at the PLU soccer field.

The host Lutes took the early lead on Alison Brennan's goal at the 18:46 mark, her shot angling from right
to left and into the far side net. George Fox showed its offensive prowess throughout the first half, however, taking
10 shots and forcing PLU goalkeeper Gloria Cefali to make seven saves in the opening 45 minutes.

The Bruins finally tied the score at the 74:50 mark when Holub, who two games ago became the Bruins'
career leader in goals scored and total points, scored her first goal on an assist from Anna Carlson. A little less than
four minutes later, Holub spun away from her defender and beat Cefali for her second goal. With 1:06 remaining in
regulation, however, PLU's Katie Pfister right-footed an 18-yard blast through a crowd and past Bruins goalkeeper
Cori Wulf for the 2-2 tie.

In the second 15-minute overtime period, the Lutes came close to pulling off an upset of the Bruins, the No.
7 team in the NCAA Division III West Region, only to see Brennan's left-footed shot bang off the crossbar. A
minute later, with the seconds counting down, Holub pounced on a rebound off a Tori Taylor shot in front of the
goal and lifted it over Cefali, who was on the ground after making a save, to complete her hat trick.

George Fox fired 31 shots in the game, forcing Cefali to make 15 saves, one short of the PLU record for
saves in a game of 16 set twice by Lisa Cole in 1996. Wulf had eight saves on 20 Lute shots,

The Bruins improved to 6-3 overall and 4-1 in the conference, while the Lutes lost for the sixth straight
time and are now 0-5 in conference play and 1-8 overall. George Fox returns to NWC action Saturday (QOct.7),
hosting Linfield College at 12:00 p.m., while Pacific Lutheran visits Whitman College Saturday, also at noon.

Despite missing seven matches with an injury,
Brennan led the '99 squad with four goals and four assists. Brennan, who
had nine assists as a sophomore, is tied for ninth on the PLU career
assists list with 17. Joining Brennan in the midfield will be sophomore

Abby Buck (Portland, Ore. / Lincoln HS), who had a goal in four starts
there last year. The Lutes welcome junior Leah Anderson (Shoreline,
Wash. / Shorewood HS), who transfers from Western Washington University.
Other than Brennan, there are no proven goal scorers at the collegiate
level on the Pacific Lutheran roster. PLU has hardly an offensive power
last year, managing just 20 goals in 17 matches, and only 35 percent of
those goals were scored by players on this year's squad. Junior Brionne
Shimoda (Seattle, Wash. / Kennedy HS) and sophomore Laurie Allen (Port
Orchard, Wash. / South Kitsap HS) both return at forward. Head coach Sue

LOGGERS EARN WET WIN OVER BRUINS 3-2

TACOMA, Wash. --- While wet playing conditions played havoc with the match, the University of Puget
Sound and George Fox University provided plenty of action, the Loggers scoring quick early goals and hanging on
for a 3-2 win over the Bruins in a critical Northwest Conference contest Saturday afternoon here (Sept. 30) here at
Baker Stadium.

The Loggers got on the board at the 7:14 mark off of a corner kick by Dusty Marcell when Beth Taimi
flicked the ball to the left corner of the net past Cori Wulf, the Bruins' goalkeeper. Less than two minutes later, it
was Dusty Marcell on a breakaway, beating two Bruin defenders and nailing the goal at the 8:45 mark. Puget Sound
went in at half with the 2-0 lead.

Puget Sound looked to put the game away, going up 3-0 as Michelle Moore broke free and beat two Bruin
defenders to score a goal in the 57th minute. But the Bruins came roaring back, scoring at the 58:03 mark when
Brooke Pitner got free in the box and connected with the back of the net, making the score 3-1 in favor of Puget
Sound. Just four minutes later, the Bruins were at it again, Tori Taylor receiving a cross from Karli Holub that a
Logger defender did not quite clear well enough, and Taylor slotted the ball home past the extended arms of Karen
Ecklebe, the Logger goalkeeper, putting George Fox down just one goal.

The Loggers clamped down defensively and the two teams battled for field position for the remaining 25
minutes without another goal being scored. UPS out-shot the Bruins 16-7 and had 6 corners compared to 3 for the
Bruins.

It was the first conference loss of the season for the Bruins, the 7th-ranked team in the NCAA Division III
West Region, dropping them to 5-3 overall and 3-1 in the league. The win moves the Loggers to 3-1 in the NWC
and 5-1-1 overall. The Loggers host Pacific University Sunday (Oct. 1) at 12:00 noon, while George Fox also plays
Sunday at 12:00 noon at Pacific Lutheran University.

SALEM, Ore. --- Buffy Morris, the leading scorer in the Northwest Conference, scored three goals,
including two in the first 18 minutes, sparking the Willamette University Bearcats to a 4-0 win over the George Fox
University Bruins in a conference women's soccer match Friday afternoon (Oct. 27) here at Sparks Field.

The Bearcats’ victory avenged a 1-0 loss to the Bruins on Oct. 8§ that snapped Willamette’s 62-game
regular-season conference winning streak, and broke a tie for second place in the conference. Willamette is 16-2-1
overall and 11-2 in the NWC, while George Fox dropped to 12-5 overall and 10-3 in the league.

Willamette, ranked No. 8 in the NCAA Division III national poll and No. 2 in the West Region, struck
quickly against the Bruins, ranked No. 5 in the West, scoring at the 4:48 mark on a header by Morris off a perfectly-
executed corner kick from Heather Ebert a mere 4:48 into the game. Morris made it 2-0 at 17:38, dribbling around a
Bruins defender and drilling a point-blank shot into the net from the left side.

In the second half, Morris added a third goal from in front of the net off a pass from Anne Merten for a 3-0
lead at 47:52. Merten capped off the scoring with a shot from the left side after a feed from Jenny Bellone at 71:31.

George Fox closes out the regular season at Linfield College Saturday (Oct. 28) at 12:00 noon, while
Willamette hosts Pacific University Saturday at noon. While the Bearcats seem a lock for the NCAA playoffs, the
Bruins have high hopes of receiving an at-large bid as well. Playoff teams will be announced Sunday afterncon.

GEQORGE FOX UPSETS NO. 4-RANKED WILLAMETTE 1-0

NEWBERG, Ore, --- For the first time in three years, Willamette University lost a Northwest Conference
match, as the George Fox University Bruins squeaked out a 1-0 win over the NCAA Division III No. 4-ranked
Bearcats in women's soccer action Sunday (Oct, 8) here at Morse Athletic Field.

With less than seven minutes left in the scoreless contest, Bruins forward Karli Holub (Jr., Pleasant Hill,
Ore.) flicked a loose ball while five feet out from the left post. The ball bounced off Willamette keeper Shelby
Springer's hands and rolled across the goal line between two Willamette defenders for the game's only score at the
82:51 mark. The Bruin defense then held off a tenacious Willamette comeback bid in the final minutes to preserve
the shutout win.

Both teams played evenly through the first half, and Willamette had a chance to take the lead early in the
second half when forward Buffy Morris beat Bruin keeper Cori Wulf (So., Salem, Ore.) on a fast break, but Morris'
shot missed the left post by just inches. Wulf finished the day with six saves on 11 shots to notch the biggest
shutout of her career.

It was the first win for the Bruins over the Bearcats since a 1-0 victory on Sept. 21, 1993, a string of 12
straight games (the Bruins did manage one tie during that time). The loss breaks Willamette's nine-game winning
streak this season, and also ends the Bearcats' 58-game regular-season unbeaten string. Willamette's most recent
regular season defeat was a 2-1 loss to Pacific on Sept. 24, 1997.

George Fox moves to 8-3 on the season and moves them into a share of first place in the conference with
Willamette at 6-1. Willamette drops to 10-1-1 overall and 6-1 in the NWC standings. The Bruins will host Pacific
Lutheran University next on Saturday (Oct. 14), and Willamette will play Whitman Coliege in Salem, QOre., on the
same date. Both games are set for 12:00 noon.

NEWBERG, Ore. - George Fox University forward Karli Holub (Jr., Pleasant Hill,
Ore.) and Bruin defender Erin Oates (Sr., Grover Beach, Calif.) have received two more post-
season honors, being named to the NCAA Division IIT All-Far West Second and Third Teams
respectively by the National Soccer Coaches Association of American / adidas All-America

Committee.

Holub was the 2000 Northwest Conference "Player of the Year" after finishing second in
the conference in scoring (35 points, 1.94), goal scoring (13, 0.72) and assists (9, 0.50) while
leading the Bruins to their second-best record ever at 13-5. Of the 13 goals she scored, 9 either
tied a game, put the Bruins ahead at that point, or was a game-winner. She had a hat trick to beat
Pacific Lutheran 3-0, and scored the goal in a 1-0 win over Willamette that snapped the national
power's 62-game regular season winning streak in conference play. A three-time All-NWC First
Team selection, she was Third Team All-Far West last year.

Oates, a four-year starter for the Bruins, was a key player in the backfield, anchoring a
defense that allowed only 23 goals in 18 games for a 1.22 goals allowed average, tied for third-
best in the conference, and recorded four shutouts. One of this year's team captains, she was an
All-Northwest Conference First Team honoree as well.

George Fox 2000 Women's Soccer Pre-Season Outlook ---

BRUINS RETURN STRONG NUCLEUS IN BID
TO CHALLENGE FOR CONFERENCE CROWN

With seven starters and 11 letterwinners returning, the George Fox University Bruins are
hopeful of challenging for their first-ever Northwest Conference women's soccer crown in 2000.

The Bruins finished 11-8 overall and were fourth in the NWC with a 7-7 mark last year,
including single-goal losses to No. 2-ranked and conference champion Willamette. Close
encounters such as the Willamette series and an improved defense could give the team a legitimate
shot at the top.

"Our returning players have come to fall practice better prepared than last year, and are
showing more maturity,” notes veteran coach Byron Shenk, the only coach the George Fox
women's soccer program has ever known (he's 79-68-11 in nine years at George Fox and 183-181-
37 in 30 years overall). "The team seems more ready to compete than last year, and I like our
front-line payers. The big issue this year will be our depth; that's a area of concern.

Records-Chasing Holub Leads Returning Nucleus

The Bruins' offense should not suffer much, despite the loss of the team's second- and
third-leading scorers, forward Jen Overstreet (7 goals, 5 assists) and midfielder Noelle Miller (5
goals, 6 assists), the latter an Honorable Mention All-Conference selection. That's because Karli
Hotub (Jr., Pleasant Hill, Ore.) and Tori Taylor (So., Portland, Ore.), a pair of outstanding
scorers, are back to lead the attack.

Holub, a First Team All-Conference pick and possible All-America candidate, was
second in the league in scoring with 30 points (14 goals, 2 assists) last year after leading the NWC
in scoring as a freshman. Already she ranks second on the all-time George Fox list for points (67)
and goals (29), and should pass Gegi Bonera's records (79 points, 32 goals) with any kind of
season at all. Taylor came on strong at the end of the year with three goals in her final four
games, finished with 12 points (5 goals, 2 assists), and will be counted on to continue her
offensive output from her midfield position.

"Karli and Tori are two of the most aggressiveness, hustling players I've ever had, and we
know we're going to get a few goals from them,"” Shenk affirms, "but we must also get some goals
from the other midfielders, and maybe even a few backs."

Two returning midfielders whom Shenk hopes can step up their offensive output are
Rachel Denning (So., Boring, Ore.), who produced 8 points (2 goals, 4 assists) in her first year,
and three-year starter Ashleigh Hoghes (Sr., Portland, Ore.), whom Shenk says "must develop
more consistency in the middle".

On defense, the Bruins lost Second Team All-Conference defender Megan Diefenbaugh
to graduation, but return Honorable Mention All-NWC Beth Liljenberg (Jr., Portland, Ore.),
Erin Oates (Sr., Grover Beach, Calif.), and part-time starter Samara Thornburg (So., Tigard,
Ore.) to give the team an experienced backfield.

"Beth is coming into her own as one of the best defenders in the conference,” says Shenk.
"Erin is one of our captains this year, giving us lots of leadership both on and off the field.
Samara is probably our most improved player from last year to this and has been playing very
well."

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As the Bruins' last line of defense, goalkeeper Cori Wulf (So., Salem, Ore.), who played every minute of
every game last year, has shown steady improvement. "Cori is more aggressive coming off the line and has
improved on crosses," Shenk notes," but we've got to hope she can stay injury-free, because we have no backup
goalie."

Returning to provide depth and challenge for starting roles are forwards Mindy Venable (So., Newberg,
Ore.) and Anna Carlson (So., Beaverton, Ore.), and defender Kelly McCabe (Sr., Camas, Wash.). "Mindy is a
talented athlete but still very young in her knowledge of the game,” Shenk comments. “Anna has improved as a
forward, and she moves the ball well and is more of a feeder than a scorer. Kelly is steady and reliable and gives us
some senior leadership."

One or Two Freshmen Could Start

At least one or two of the Bruin newcomers are expected to start, with the best candidates to emerge in the
regular lineup being Brooke Pitner (Fr., Vancouver, Wash.) and Sara Oates (¥r., Grover Beach, Calif.), Erin's
younger sister. "Brooke is our fastest player, with good skills and very athletic,” notes Shenk. "She will probably
play a flanker with Tori on the other side. Sara is a strong scorer who is a good possibility for the other forward
position if Anna doesn't claim it."

Two newcomers to the program who did not play soccer the last couple of years, Sarah Jones (Jr., Lake
Oswego, Ore.) and Darcey Stocking (Fr., The Dalles, Ore.), have been hampered by pre-season injuries but will
contend for playing time on defense. Jones transferred from Westmont College, while Stocking played basketball at
George Fox last winter.

Others who could get opportunities before the season is over include Shayda Rohani (Fr., Oregon City,
Ore.) and Sydney Seyfert (Fr., Lewistown, Mont.), who can play either midfield or forward, midfielder Kristen
Gooch (Fr., Taylorsville, Utah), and defender Nicole Fitzhugh (Fr., Coos Bay, Ore.)

Summary

Assessing his team as a whole, Shenk says, "Defense is still a bit of a concern, because we're going to have
to rely on it more this year than in the past several seasons, and our depth is not as extensive as it has been.

"One of the things I do like about our team is that they play more physically, more aggressively this year
than last. Another strength is our team unity, and I'm not talking about just typical team spirit; these players really
enjoy being with one another. I think our new assistant coach, Heather Thibodeau, is one of the reasons behind our
great team chemistry; she relates so well to our players, and having come from a very successful Division I program
at the University of Portland, they pay close attention to her.

"All in all, I think it's going to be a fun year."

BRUINS PICKED STH IN NWC; SEASON OPENS SEPT. 1

NEWBERG, Ore. --- George Fox University has been picked to finish fifth in
the 2000 Northwest Conference women's soccer race, according to a pre-season poll of
conference coaches, while the defending champion Willamette University was a narrow
choice over the University of Puget Sound to win the league.

The 2000 campaign gets under way for the Bruins on Friday, Sept. 1, when they
take on Trinity Western University at 11:00 a.m. in the Western Baptist Tournament in
Salem, Ore. As TWU is a Canadian school, the game will not count on the Bruins' record
for NCAA purposes.

Willamette, which went 13-0-1 in the NWC and 18-0-3 overall but lost to UPS in
a shootout in the first round of the NCAA Division I National Tournament, received
five first-place votes and 66 points, UPS, 9-3-2 in the league, 12-6-3 overall, and a West
Region finalist, received three firsts and 62 points.

Whitworth College (9-8-2, NWC 7-6-1) was third with 43 points, followed by
Pacific Lutheran University (7-10, 6-8) with 39, George Fox (11-8, 7-7) with 35, Pacific
University (9-8-2, 5-7-2) with 19, Linfield College (4-15, 2-12) with 17, and Whitman
College (7-12, 4-10) with 15.

The Bruins lost two All-Conference players, Second Team defender Megan
Diefenbaugh and Honorable Mention midfielder Noelle Miller, but return First Team All-
NWC forward Karli Holub, the second-leading scorer in the conference with 30 total
points, and Honorable Mention All-NWC defender Beth Liljenberg. Five other starters
also return as the Bruins seek their third straight winning season.

Veteran Bruins coach Byron Shenk, the only coach the women's program has
had, is 79-68-11 in nine years at George Fox and 183-181-37 overall in 30 years of
college coaching.

In addition to the season opener, the Bruins will play four more road games
against Western Baptist College, United State International University, the University of
La Verne, and Concordia University-Portland before their home opener on Sept. 20
against Pacific. That match also marks the start of a 14-game conference schedule.

"The game of soccer has given me so much enjoyment in
life, and I'd like to take some time to give a little something back to the game through coaching. The
position at George Fox, even though it's only for three months, is an ideal situation for me right now."

Bruins head coach Byron Shenk is delighted to have Thibodeau on board. "We'll miss Tim, of
course, but we're excited about Heather joining our program,” says Shenk, who is entering his 10th season
at George Fox. "She brings to our athletes the knowledge of what it takes to compete at the highest level
possible, and can relate it from a female perspective obviously better than I can! I know she will connect
with our players and can teach them much from her experiences. She is definitely a "people person" who
has a real love for the Lord that will be right at home here at George Fox."

HOLUB LEADS LIST OF FIVE BRUINS HONORED BY CONFERENCE

NEWBERG, Ore. - George Fox University forward Karli Holub (Jr., Pleasant Hill, Ore.) was named
the 2000 Northwest Conference "Player of the Year" in women's soccer , highlighting the choice of five Bruins for
All-Conference honors, according to an announcement from NWC information director Steve Flegel at Whitworth
College.

Bruin defender Erin Oates (Sr., Grover Beach, Calif.) joined Holub on the First Team, while defender
Beth Liljenburg (Jr., Portland, Ore.), midfielder Rachel Denning (So., Boring Ore.) and midfielder Brooke
Pitner (Fr., Vancouver, Wash.) were named to the All-Conference Second Team.

Holub, who surpassed every George Fox career scoring record this season with 102 points, 42 goals and 18
assists, earned NWC “Player of the Week” honors for the week of Sept. 18-24 and was Honorable Mention once.
She finished the regular season second in the conference in scoring (35 points, 1.94), goal scoring (13, 0.72) and
assists (9, 0.50). It was her ability to score in the clutch that attracted the attention of the conference coaches who
elected her, for of the 13 goals she scored, 9 either tied a game, put the Bruins ahead at that point, or was a game-
winner. She had a hat trick to beat Pacific Lutheran 3-0, and scored the goal in a 1-0 win over Willamette that
snapped the national power's 62-game regular season winning streak in conference play. It was the third straight
year for her to make First Team All-NWC.

QOates, a four-year starter for the Bruins, was a key player in the backfield, anchoring a defense that
allowed only 23 goals in 18 games for a 1.22 goals allowed average, tied for third-best in the conference, and
recorded four shutouts. One of this year's team captains, she earned All-Conference for the first time.

Liljenberg, who teamed with Oates in the Bruin defensive line, continued to be recognized as one of the
top defenders in the league. She was a First Team All-Conference pick as a freshman, and received Honorable
Mention last year.

Denning, a versatile player who contributed both offensively and defensively, was named All-Conference
for the first time. She had the team's lone goal against Concordia-Portland and assisted on an insurance goal in a 5-1
win at Whitman.

Pitner was eighth in the conference in points per game (1.00) and goal scoring (0.39), tying for the ninth-
most goals in a season at George Fox with 7 and ranking 12th in total points in a season with 18. She also had four
assists, and was Northwest Conference “Player of the Week™ for Oct. 16-22 when she had two goals and three
assists on the week. She scored the first George Fox goal of the season to ignite a 5-1 win over Western Baptist.

All five were instrumental in the Bruins' 13-5 overall record, third-place conference finish at 11-3, and No.
6 ranking in the NCAA Division III West Region.

Randy Hanson of Puget Sound was named NWC “Coach of the Year” for leading the Loggers to the
conference championship, a No. 4 national ranking, and a berth in the NCAA Division III National Tournament.

Defending champion Willamette University is a narrow choice of Northwest Conference coaches to repeat as conference
champions over the University of Puget Sound. The Bearcats received five first place and 66 tota! points, while the Loggers
were tabbed by three coaches to win and got 62 points.

Willamette, which has won or tied for the previous seven NWC titles, finished 18-0-3 averall last season and won the
conference title handily with & 13-0-1 record. But the Bearcats have lost 1999 NWC Player of the Year Katie Edmonds and
First Team AIl-NWC selection Natalie Flindt to graduation,

Puget Sound (12-6-3 overall, 9-3-2 in 1999) finished second to Willamette last season, but knocked off the Bearcats on
penalty kicks in the first round of the NCAA playoffs. Randy Hanson, 1999 NWC Coach of the Vear, led the Loggers to
another win in the playoffs before finally losing 1-0 at UC San Diego in triple overtime of the West Region final.

~ Whitworth College finished third in the poll, well behind the leaders with 43 points. Pacific Lutheran University and
George Fox University were grouped behind the Pirates with 39 and 35 points, respectively.
Pacific University, Linfield College and Whitman College rounded out the coaches” poll in 6th - 8th places.
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
