PEACE REPORT.

Among the encouraging features along Peace lines
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may be mentioned the Peace Price contests in the uni-
versities and colleges of our country. A larger number
of college men and women have been drawn into the study
and advocacy of Peace. The great audiences that have
been moved by such educational forces will greatly influ-
ence larger numbers in favor of the Peace policy, and
ultimately rebuke the reactionary course of the Senate
in refusing to ratify the treaties with Great Britain and
France, as proposed by President Taft.

The vigorous protests of John Sharp Williams and
other prominent leaders of the House of Representatives
against the colossal military expenditures makes it harder
each year for government to waste the people’s money.

The secular press is also more alert than the religious
journals to call attention to the folly of our militory
policy.

The Peace Association of Friends and the American
Peace Society among other potent agencies should have
a much better support morally and influence than they
receive, for they furnish us up to date, reliable inform?.—
tion and are leaders in sentiment and plan of action in
the great battle for Righteousness and Peace.

Your committee have used the opportunii.;ies ar.ld
means at our disposal in promoting public sentiment in
favor of the treaties alluded to above by addresses, ser-
mons and literature.

Our Quarterly meetings have promptly appealed to
Congress in behalf of measures promoting the cause of
Peace.

Peace Day and Sabbath School celebrtions, which
are doing so much for our children, are agencies that be-
come better appreciated each year.

Hague Day in the public schools has been more gen-
erally observed than before, with increased interest by
Superintendents and teachers. i
