George Fox University soccer, baseball, and soft­
ball teams play home games on the Curtis and 
Margaret Morse Athletic Complex. 

Located on the northeast section of the campus, 
the complex was renovated in 1989 using a major 
donation from Curtis and Margaret Morse, avid sup­
porters of Bruin athletics. Four generations of the 
Morse family have attended George Fox. 

All three Morse Fields are natural-grass surfaces. 
The soccer field, home to both the men's and 
women's soccer teams, has seating for 250 spectators. 

The baseball field has seating for 250 spectators. 
Directly behind home plate is the concession stand 
and press box. The field measures 340 feet down the 
left field line, 3 75 to the left field power alley, 400 to 
dead center, 370 to the alley in right, and 335 down 
the line in right. 

The softball field, which has an all-dirt infield, 
has seating for 100 fans. The outfield wall is 205 
feet down the left field line, 200 down the right field 
line, and 200 to straightaway center. 

Fund-raising efforts are now under way for a 
new athletic field complex located on 24 acres of 
land donated to the university by Newberg business 
owners Ken and Joan Austin. 
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
