George Fox. it shouldn ' t be long before the 
Bruins are once again among the nation 's 

elite. 

All 4 programs under Cook's leadership 

regularl y participated in NA JA national 
meets and o ft en fini shed among the top 
IS tea ms in the nati on. 

In 1992. followin g the men's 5th-place 
and women' s 2nd-place fini shes at the 
national mee t. Cross Country Express mag­
azine declared hi s cross country program 

bes t in the nation at the NA IA level. 

In George Fox's final year in the 

National Christian College Athletic 
Assoc iati on (NCCAA). Cook's women's 
cross country tea m won the 1988 national 
titl e with a reco rd sco re of 19. 

Cook was named Na tional Coach of the 
Year in women 's cross country by the 
NCCAA in 1988 and the NAJA in 1992. In the West Coast 
region (NAIA Area I), he won Coach of the Year honors for 
men' s cross country in 1990 and 1992. At the di strict and con­
ference leve l, he has been named Coach of the Year 12 ti mes, 
at leas t once in each sport he coaches . including North west 
Conference Women 's Coach of the Year in track and field for 
guiding the team to the 2000 conference championship. In 
1992-93, he was named NAIA District 2 Coach of the Year for 

all wo men' s spo rt s. 
Cook also was involved with the NAIA for several yea rs as 

a ncltional rater and se rved on the NA JA wo men's track and 
fi eld games committee. Cook 's athletes wo n 80 NA JA All­
America awards and 53 NAIA All-Ameri ca Scholar-Athlete 

awards. 
In 1995. George Fox was the only school to put both men's 

and wo men's tea ms in the top 5 of the NAIA cross country 

national meet team scholastic competition. 
In the Bruins· 3 years in the NCAA . 3 at hletes have ea rned 

All -America honors, while 5 cross coun try runners and 8 track 
and field athl etes have been named Academic All-Americans. 
The 2000 wo men's trac k team had the 2nd-highes t cumulati ve 
CPA (3. 56) in th e country and the men were 3rd (3 .25). and 
the 2001 women's track team finished with the highes t nat ion­

al CPA (3.95). 
A Nebraska native. Cook rose to the rank of Eagle in the 

Boy Scouts of America before becom ing a 4- time conference 
track scorer at the Univers it y of No rthern Colorado. He se t the 
UN C record in the 800 meters and helped the mile re lay tea m 
to 4 consecuti ve conference titles. He was the nationa l winner 
oi the Hol mes Award. given to the most outstand ing senior in
