SALEM, Ore. - One night after knocking off 23rd-ranked Puget Sound, the Willamette
University Bearcats were ripe for an upset, and the George Fox University Bruins gave it to them with a 3-

0 road win in Northwest Conference volleyball Saturday night (Oct. 11) here at Cone Fieldhouse.

The Bruins used a balanced and consistent offense and another stellar defensive performance to
sweep the Bearcats 30-25, 30-24, 30-26. Four players recorded double figures in kills for the Bruins, who
hit .290 for the match, their 3rd-best effort of the season, with 51 kills and only 13 errors. Defensively, the
Bruins made 76 digs, an average of over 25 a game, after recording 101 in just three games the night before
against Pacific Lutheran.

Libby Rietze led the Bruins’ attack with 13 kills and only one error in 18 attempts, a sizzling .667
percentage. Nicole Bostic and Liz Clark had 11 kills each, and Melissa Farrens added 10. Clark, a George
Fox basketball starter playing her first college volleyball, had 25 kills in the Bruins® two weekend matches.
Gina Coolen passed out 44 assists

Bostic, the NWC leader in digs, was at it again, saving 18 from hitting the floor, while Michol
Roberts, Annie May Brown, and Haley Stapleton had 14 apiece. Farrens and Jeni Nelson each had 3
blocks.

Willamette, which had 49 kills but 24 errors, got 14 kills from Kristin Halleck and 12 from Angie

NEWBERG, Ore. - In a hard-fought defensive battle that saw both teams make over 100 digs in
only three games, the visiting Pacific Lutheran University Lutes outlasted the George Fox University
Bruins 3-0 in a Northwest Conference volleyball match Friday night (Oct. 10) here at Miller Gym in the
Wheeler Sports Center.

Pacific Lutheran, ranked 16th nationally, had to come from behind in all three games to prevail
30-25, 38-36, 32-30. The Lutes improved to 14-3 overall and 6-1 in the conference, while the Bruins
slipped to 7-9 overall and 3-4 in the league.

George Fox came out of the chute quickly to start the match, opening up an early 10-4 lead before
the PLU offense began to assert itself. The Lutes took their first lead at 13-12 and never trailed again,
taking their biggest lead at 29-22. PLU made 21 kills in the first game to only 8 for the Bruins.

The second game resulted in the highest number of points scored in a game in a George Fox match
since the college game went to rally scoring three years ago. PLU held an early 4-1 lead before the Bruins
rallied to go up 11-9, but the Lutes reeled off six unanswered points to regain the advantage. Down 29-25,
the Bruins scored four straight points to tie it at 29-29, and from that point on, PLU gained a one-point edge
five times and George Fox three. At 36-36, the Lutes finished the game with a kill by Stephanie Turner
and a Bruin attack error.

Game three saw the Bruins jump ahead 14-6 before the Lutes awoke, out-scoring the Bruins 14-2
to take a 20-16 lead. George Fox stayed close and actually took a 30-29 lead on a Liz Clark kill, but the
Lutes got the win on a setting error and two attack errors by the Bruins.

Turner led the PLU attack with 20 kills, Julie Locke added 14, and Jenne Heu-Weller recorded a
triple-double with 10 kills, 46 assists, and 14 digs. April Lee was the defensive ace of the match with 32
digs, while Locke had 20 digs. The Lutes made 104 digs and hit .152 with 62 kills.

Nicole Bostic had 15 kills and 19 digs to pace the Bruins, who got offensive help from newcomer
Liz Clark, a Bruin basketball player who had 14 kills in her first appearance ever for the volleyball team.
Haley Stapleton added 19 digs, Gina Coolen 16 digs and 37 assists, and Michol Roberts had 15 digs.
Melissa Farrens had 8 blocks as the Bruins made a total of 14 stuffs for winners. The Bruins had 101 digs
and 45 kills but hit only .085.

11/8 - WILLAMETTE 3, GEORGE FOX I: Break-Even Season Eludes Bruins with Loss to Bearcats

NEWBERG, Ore. — Hoping to go out on a strong note and finish with an even .500 record, the
George Fox University instead were victimized by too many attack errors for the second night in a row and
dropped a 3-1 decision to the Willamette University Bearcats in the Northwest Conference women’s
volleyball season finale for both team Saturday here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

Willamette avenged an earlier 3-0 loss to George Fox in Salem with its 30-13, 30-28, 22-30, 30-27
victory over the home-standing Bruins. The Bearcats finished the season with an 18-8 overall record and a
10-6 mark in the league, while the Bruins dropped to 12-14 overall and 7-9 in the NWC.

The Bearcats were in total control in game one after Kristin Halleck served 8 winning points in a
row to boost Willamette to a 13-5 lead. The Bearcats hit .364 in the game to a minus-.081 for the Bruins.
Game two was a tight one, with neither team holding more than a 4-point lead throughout. A Bruin attack
error enabled the Bearcats to break a 22-22 tie and hang on for the win.

George Fox trailed by one point twice in the early going in game three, but after leading for most
of the game, broke away from a slim 19-16 lead with 6 unanswered points and cruised the rest of the way.
After snapping an 8-8 tie with a 5-point run, Willamette never trailed again in game four, but the Bruins
twice battled back for ties at 20-20 and 22-22. The Bearcats finally put the match away with a game-
ending kill by Angie Sammons.

Sammons finished with 19 kills to lead all attackers, while Halleck added 16 and Jenni Linden 10.
Jodi Zaffino had 52 assists. The Bearcats also benefited from a strong serving game, recording 12 aces, 5
by Sammons. Halleck led all defenders with 25 kills, Celia Batlan added 23, Sammons 20, and Zaffino 14.
The Bearcats hit .203 for the match, with 62 kills and 24 errors, and made 98 digs.

For the Bruins, Libby Rietze and Jeni Nelson had 11 each and Melissa Farrens added 10. Gina
Coolen chalked up 42 assists. Farrens had 4 of the Bruins’ 8 aces. Nicole Bostic led the home team with
20 digs, Annie May Brown and Haley Stapleton had 16 apiece, Michol Roberts dug 15, and Coolen had 13.
After making 32 errors Friday night at Pacific Lutheran, the Bruins made 31 against Willamette, with 53
kills, hitting only .111. The Bruins did their usual fine job on defense, however, with 98 digs.

It was the final match for three Bruins: Christine McCandless, Nelson, and Bostic. All three were
honored in pre-game ceremonies for their fine careers and contributions this season. Bostic finished as the
#3 all-time Bruin in digs (1,549) and #7 in kills (1,042), while Nelson stands #5 in career blocks (194).

11/7 - PACIFIC LUTHERAN 3, GEORGE FOX 0: Too Many Errors Costly to Bruins as Lutes Sweep

TACOMA, Wash. — In their final road match of the season, too many errors at critical points proved to be
the undoing of the George Fox University Bruins, who went down to defeat 3-0 at the hands of the Pacific Lutheran
University Lutes in Northwest Conference women’s volleyball Friday night here at Memorial Gymnasium.

Pacific Lutheran, keeping alive its hopes for a possible conference championship, improved to 20-5 overall
and and 12-3 in the league with a 30-24, 30-25, 30-20 sweep of the Bruins. The Lutes trailed Linfield College by a
game in the standings entering Friday’s play. George Fox dipped a game under .500 at 12-13 overall and 7-8 in the
conference.

The Lutes led virtually from start to finish in the first game. PLU scored five straight points, two on kills
by Julie Locke and Heather Johnson, to take a 9-3 lead. The Bruins later closed the margin to three, 23-20, on a
block by Jeni Nelson and Nicole Bostic. But kills by Jenne Heu-Weller and Heather Johnson pushed the lead back
to five, and the Lutes were not threatened the rest of the game.

George Fox jumped out to a 5-1 lead to start game two, but the Lutes rallied to tie the score at 10-10. Three
straight Bruin attack errors gave PLU a 16-13 lead and the Lutes led the rest of the game. Stephanie Turner's kill
was the game-winning point.

PLU gained control in the final game on Heu-Weller’s kill and two GFU attack errors, which put the Lutes
in front 12-10. Five straight Bruin errors gave the Lutes a 17-12 lead and the Lutes cruised to the win.

It was the Bruins’ worst attacking night of the season as they hit a minus-.028, making 32 errors to only 28
kills. Nelson led the Bruins with 9 kills, and Gina Coolen had 25 assists. Bostic led the defense with 11 digs, and
Libby Rietze had 5 blocks.

Locke had 9 kills to pace the Lutes, who hit .157, and Jenne Heu-Weller had 32 assists. Defensively, April
Lee had 16 digs and Locke had 11, while Kati McGinn had 6 blocks.

George Fox returns home to host Willamette University at 7:00 p.m., and Bruin seniors Bostic, Nelson, and
Christine McCandless will be honored in ceremonies before the final game of their careers. Pacific Lutheran hosts
Pacific University Saturday, also at 7:00 p.m. The matches mark the end of regular season play for all the
conference teams.

10729 — LINFIELD 3, GEORGE FOX 1: Bostic Reaches 1,000 Kills but Bruins Fall to #17 Linfield

McMINNVILLE, Ore. — Nicole Bostic became the 7th player in George Fox University
women’s volleyball history to record 1,000 kills and led all players in the match with 30 digs, but even her
efforts were not enough for the Bruins to stop the Linfield College Wildcats, who downed their Yamihill
County rivals 3-1 Wednesday night here at Ted Wilson Gym.

Linfield moved within one win of a share of the Northwest Conference title with a 30-24, 30-26,
29-31, 30-24 victory. The Wildcats, ranked 17th in the latest AVCA/NCAA Division III national poll, are
now 21-2 overall and 12-1 in the conference, while the Bruins slipped under .500 at 11-12 overall and 6-7
in the league.

Linfield jumped out to a quick lead in the first game but struggled to hold on against the resilient
Bruins, eventually pulling away for the 30-24 win. After numerous lead changes in game two, the Wildcats
forced game point at 29-22. The Bruins scored four unanswered points, but Lindsay Harksen drove the ball
to the floor off an assist from Katie Leitheiser, giving the Wildcats a 30-26 win.

Still in the hunt, the Bruins tied up game three at 22-22. After a Wildcat timeout, George Fox went
on a 4-0 for a 26-22 lead and forced a fourth game with a 31-29 win. The 'Cats prevailed in game four,
however, steadily picking apart the George Fox defense. Linfield surged in front 26-19 before ultimately
winning 30-24.

Bostic had 15 kills in the match, giving her 1,009 for her four-year George Fox career, and got
help from Melissa Farrens with 13 and Jeni Nelson with 12. However, the Bruins hit only .080 as a team,
with 54 kills and 36 errors. Gina Coolen had 43 assists. The Bruins played a strong defensive game,
holding Linfield to a .153 hitting mark, and came up with 112 digs, led by Bostic’s 30, with Haley
Stapleton adding 21, Michol Roberts 19, and Coolen with 15. Nelson was in on 9 of the Bruins’ 12 blocks,
and Bostic served 4 of the team’s 7 aces.

Andrea Beck led all attackers with 17 kills for the Wildcats, followed by Harksen with 16, Kelly
Sharpe with 15, and Sarah Hahn with 12. Leitheiser had 36 assists and Kelly Herold 23. Linfield had 120
digs, paced by Ashley Bellwood with 27, Liz McClung with 26, and Beck with 25. Herold added 14 digs
and Leithesier 12.

George Fox hosts Pacific University Saturday (Nov. 1), while Linfield plays a Halloween contest
Friday (Oct. 31) at home against Willamette University. Both matches are set for 7:00 p.m.

10/24 - LEWIS & CLARK 3, GEORGE FOX 1: Pioneers Snap 19-Game Losing Streak to Bruins

PORTLAND, Ore. — Not since 1990 had the George Fox University Bruins lost to the Lewis &
Clark College Pioneers in women’s volleyball, but the Bruins’ string of 19 straight wins over the Pios came
to an end as they fell 3-1 in a Northwest Conference contest Friday night here at the Pamplin Sports Center.

Lewis & Clark claimed its first victory of the season in winning 30-27, 24-30, 30-23, 33-31, The
Pioneers are 1-14 overall and 1-10 in the league, while the Bruins are now 10-11 overall and 5-6 in the
conference. The Bruins had beaten the Pios 3-1 in their first meeting of the season on Sept. 26 in Newberg.
The Pios’ last win against the Bruins had been a 15-4, 15-5 triumph on Nov. 3, 1990, in the NAIA District
2 Tournament.

Melissa Farrens led the Bruins with 18 kills, Nicole Bostic added 16, and Libby Rietze posted 10,
but it was not enough to forestall the upset. Farrens and Bostic were particular hot as they hit .382 and .350
respectively in the match, but the rest of the team hit only .067 for a team mark of .201. Gina Coolen
passed out 50 assists. Bostic had 16 digs on defense and Coolen 12, while Jeni Nelson was in on all 6 of
the Bruins’ blocks.

Lewis & Clark got 17 kills from Audrey Dilling, 16 from Jennifer Slaton, 13 from Alexis Hansen,
and 11 from Lauren Lesser as the Pios hit .221, led by Dilling’s .441 percentage. Kristin Head had 44
assists. Lessner had 16 digs on defense, Hansen and Head 13 each, and Slaton added 11. The Pios were
tough on the serves with 17 aces, Annika Brumpton serving a game-high 8.

The Bruins return home to host the University of Puget Sound while the Pioneers host league-
leading Linfield College Saturday (Oct. 25), both matches at 7:00 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. ~ Nicole Bostic posted game highs with 22 kills and 14 digs, leading the
George Fox University Bruins past the University of California-Santa Cruz Banana Slugs 3-1 in a non-
conference women’s volleyball battle Thursday night here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

The Bruins blew a big lead in game three that cost them a sweep but still prevailed 30-11, 30-20,
35-37, 30-24, evening their record at 10-10. The Slugs slipped to 5-12.

9/27 - PUGET SOUND 3, GEORGE FOX 0: 11th-Ranked Loggers Find It Easier vs. Bruins This Time

TACOMA, Wash. - Back on Aug. 30, the George Fox University Bruins pushed the nationally-
ranked University of Puget Sound Loggers to five games before losing on the Loggers’ home court in the
UPS Invitational Tournament. In Saturday night’s (Sept. 27) George Fox return to Memorial Fieldhouse
for a Northwest Conference volleyball match, the Loggers took care of business in easier fashion, defeating
the Bruins 3-0.

The 11th-ranked Loggers prevailed 30-26, 30-25, 30-16, improving to 12-4 overall and 3-1 in the
conference. The Bruins fell to 6-7 overall and 1-2 in league play.

Game one had the Bruins leading the entire way behind Jeni Nelson’s five kills. Puget Sound
woke, tying the score at 22-22 behind the arm of Nikki Esposito. From there, it was a service ace by the
Loggers and a two Hillary Scott kills that pushed Puget Sound to the 30-26 win. Puget Sound had 21 kills
in the game and the Bruins 12 as the Loggers out-hit GFU .264% to .180%.

Game two saw the two teams battle to 10 ties and three lead changes. With the Loggers down 16~
19, it was timely hitting by Alena Bennett with six kills and Scott and Esposito with four each to give the
Loggers the 30-25 win. Again it was Nelson trying to keep the Bruins in the game with a team-high three
kills.

The Loggers dominated game three as Esposito served nine straight points, pushing the Loggers
out to a 14-3 lead.

FOREST GROVE, Ore. — After dropping the first two games, the George Fox University Bruins
rallied to win the next two, then took a come-from-behind victory in the decisive fifth game of a 3-2 win
over the stunned Pacific University Boxers in Northwest Conference volleyball action Saturday (Oct. 4)
here at the Pacific Athletic Center.

George Fox defeated Pacific 26-30, 12-30, 30-23, 30-22, 15-12, improving to 7-8 overall and 3-3
in the conference.

NEWBERG, Ore. - Two George Fox University players, outside hitter Nicole Bostic and libero Haley
Stapleton, have received recognition on the 2003 All-Northwest Conference Volleyball Team, according to a
release from NWC information director Steve Flegel at Whitworth College.

Bostic, a senior from Lake Stevens, Wash, was named to the All-NWC Second Team, while Stapleton, a
sophomore from Dallas, Ore., received Honorable Mention. Both made major contributions to the Bruins’ season,
in which the team went 12-14 overall and tied for 5th in the conference at 7-9.

Bostic started and played in all 26 matches and 99 games, leading the Bruins in kills (322), kills per game
(3.25), attacks (1,089), digs (493), and digs per game (4.98). She led the conference in digs per game and was Sth in
kills per game. She also recorded 25 service aces, 28 assists, and had 32 blocks.

A Second Team All-Conference performer last year as well, Bostic ranked 28th nationally and 2nd in the
league to teammate Mindi Cotner in digs per game (5.08) and was 10th in the conference in kills per game (3.18).
As a sophomore, she was Honorable Mention All-Conference while ranking 19th nationally and tops in the league in

TACOMA, Wash. — In their final road match of the season, too many errors at critical points proved to be
the undoing of the George Fox University Bruins, who went down to defeat 3-0 at the hands of the Pacific Lutheran
University Lutes in Northwest Conference women’s volleyball Friday night here at Memorial Gymnasium.

Pacific Lutheran, keeping alive its hopes for a possible conference championship, improved to 20-5 overall
and 12-3 in the league with a 30-24, 30-25, 30-20 sweep of the Bruins. The Lutes trailed Linfield College by a
game in the standings entering Friday’s play. George Fox dipped a game under .500 at 12-13 overall and 7-8 in the
conference.

The Lutes led virtually from start to finish in the first game. PLU scored five straight points, two on kills
by Julie Locke and Heather Johnson, to take a 9-3 lead. The Bruins later closed the margin to three, 23-20, on a
block by Jeni Nelson and Nicole Bostic. But kills by Jenne Heu-Weller and Heather Johnson pushed the lead back
to five, and the Lutes were not threatened the rest of the game.

George Fox jumped out to a 5-1 lead to start game two, but the Lutes rallied to tie the score at 10-10. Three
straight Bruin attack errors gave PLU a 16-13 lead and the Lutes led the rest of the game. Stephanie Turner's kill
was the game-winning point.

PLU gained control in the final game on Heu-Weller’s kill and two GFU attack errors, which put the Lutes
in front 12-10. Five straight Bruin errors gave the Lutes a 17-12 lead and the Lutes cruised to the win.




It was the Bruins’ worst attacking night of the season as they hit a minus-.028, making 32 errors to only 28
kills. Nelson led the Bruins with 9 kills, and Gina Coolen had 25 assists. Bostic led the defense with 11 digs, and
Libby Rietze (So., Kodiak, Alaska / Kodiak HS) had 5 blocks.

Locke had 9 kills to pace the Lutes, who hit .157, and Jenne Heu-Weller had 32 assists. Defensively, April
Lee had 16 digs and Locke had 11, while Kati McGinn had 6 blocks.

11/8 - WILLAMETTE 3, GEORGE FOX 1: Break-Even Season Eludes Bruins with Loss fo Bearcats

NEWBERG, Ore. — Hoping to go out on a strong note and finish with an even .500 record, the George
Fox University instead were victimized by too many attack errors for the second night in a row and dropped a 3-1
decision to the Willamette University Bearcats in the Northwest Conference women’s volleyball season finale for
both team Saturday here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

Willamette avenged an earlier 3-0 loss to George Fox in Salem with its 30-13, 30-28, 22-30, 30-27 victory
over the home-standing Bruins. The Bearcats finished the season with an 18-8 overall record and a 10-6 mark in the
league, while the Bruins dropped to 12-14 overall and 7-9 in the NWC.

The Bearcats were in total control in game one after Kristin Halleck served 8 winning points in a row to
boost Willamette to a 13-5 lead. The Bearcats hit .364 in the game to a minus-.081 for the Bruins. Game two was a
tight one, with neither team holding more than a 4-point lead throughout. A Bruin attack error enabled the Bearcats
to break a 22-22 tie and hang on for the win.

George Fox trailed by one point twice in the early going in game three, but after leading for most of the
game, broke away from a slim 19-16 lead with 6 unanswered points and cruised the rest of the way. After snapping
an 8-8 tie with a 5-point run, Willamette never trailed again in game four, but the Bruins twice battled back for ties
at 20-20 and 22-22. The Bearcats finally put the match away with a game-ending kill by Angie Sammons.

Sammons finished with 19 kills to lead all attackers, while Halleck added 16 and Jenni Linden 10. Jodi
Zaffino had 52 assists. The Bearcats also benefited from a strong serving game, recording 12 aces, 5 by Sammons.
Halleck led all defenders with 25 kills, Celia Batlan added 23, Sammons 20, and Zaffino 14.

The Bearcats hit .203 for the match, with 62 kills and 24 errors, and made 98 digs.

For the Bruins, Libby Rietze and Jeni Nelson had 11 each and Melissa Farrens added 10. Gina Coolen
chalked up 42 assists. Farrens had 4 of the Bruins’ 8 aces. Nicole Bostic led the home team with 20 digs, Annie
May Brown (Fr., Salem, Ore. / North Salem HS) and Haley Stapleton had 16 apiece, Michol Roberts (So.,
Pacific Palisades, Calif. / Marymount HS) dug 15, and Coolen had 13. After making 32 errors Friday night at
Pacific Lutheran, the Bruins made 31 against Willamette, with 53 kills, hitting only .111. The Bruins did their usual
fine job on defense, however, with 98 digs.

It was the final match for three Bruins: Christine McCandless, Nelson, and Bostic. All three were
honored in pre-game ceremonies for their fine careers and contributions this season. Bostic finished as the #3 all-
time Bruin in digs (1,549) and #7 in kills (1,042), while Nelson stands #5 in career blocks (194).

10729 - LINFIELD 3, GEORGE FOX 1: Bostic Reaches 1,000 Kills but Bruins Fall to #17 Linfield

McMINNVILLE, Ore. - Nicole Bostic became the 7th player in George Fox University women’s
volleyball history to record 1,000 kills and led all players in the match with 30 digs, but even her efforts were not
enough for the Bruins to stop the Linfield College Wildcats, who downed their Yamhill County rivals 3-1
Wednesday night here at Ted Wilson Gym.

Linfield moved within one win of a share of the Northwest Conference title with a 30-24, 30-26, 29-31, 30-
24 victory. The Wildcats, ranked 17th in the latest AVCA/NCAA Division III national poll, are now 21-2 overall
and 12-1 in the conference, while the Bruins slipped under .500 at 11-12 overall and 6-7 in the league.

Linfield jumped out to a quick lead in the first game but struggled to hold on against the resilient Bruins,
eventually pulling away for the 30-24 win. After numerous lead changes in game two, the Wildcats forced game




point at 29-22. The Bruins scored four unanswered points, but Lindsay Harksen drove the ball to the floor off an
assist from Katie Leitheiser, giving the Wildcats a 30-26 win.

Still in the hunt, the Bruins tied up game three at 22-22. After a Wildcat timeout, George Fox went on a 4-0
for a 26-22 lead and forced a fourth game with a 31-29 win. The 'Cats prevailed in game four, however, steadily
picking apart the George Fox defense. Linfield surged in front 26-19 before ultimately winning 30-24.

Bostic had 15 kills in the match, giving her 1,009 for her four-year George Fox career, and got help from
Melissa Farrens with 13 and Jeni Nelson with 12. However, the Bruins hit only .080 as a team, with 54 kills and
36 errors. Gina Coolen had 43 assists. The Bruins played a strong defensive game, holding Linfield to a .153
hitting mark, and came up with 112 digs, led by Bostic’s 30, with Haley Stapleton adding 21, Michol Roberts (So.,
Pacific Palisades, Calif. / Marymount HS) 19, and Coolen with 15.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Another night of triple-digit digs and some fine blocking in the last three games
enabled the George Fox University to rally after a first-game loss to defeat the Pacific University Boxers 3-1 in a
Northwest Conference women’s volleyball match Saturday night here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

With 101 digs in the match and 12 blocks after getting none in the first game, the Bruins overcame the
Boxers 25-30, 30-14, 30-23, 30-27 to even their records at 12-12 overall and 7-7 in the conference.

NEWBERG, Ore. — With four different players posting double figures in kills and five players reaching
double digits in digs, the George Fox University Bruins parlayed that balance into a 3-1 win over the visiting
Warner Pacific College Knights in a non-conference volleyball match Tuesday night (Sept. 23) here at Miller Gym
in the Wheeler Sports Center.

Jeni Nelson led the Bruins with 16 kills, joined by Nicole Bostic and Niki McCorkle (Fr., Seattle, Wash.
/ Seattle Christian HS) with 13 each, and Melissa Farrens (So., Vancouver, Wash. / Skyview HS) with 12. Asa
team, the Bruins had a .250 attack percentage. Gina Coolen passed out 49 assists. Bostic led the way defensively
with 16 digs, while Haley Stapleton (So., Dallas, Ore.) and Michol Roberts (So., Pacific Palisades, Calif, /
Marymount HS) had 15 each, Annie May Brown (Fr., Salem, Ore. / North Salem HS) 12, and Coolen 11. The
Bruins also had 10 blocks in the match, with Farrens in on 6 and Libby Rietze (So., Kodiak, Alaska / Kodiak HS)
on4.

The Knights had two in double figures in kills, Joel’ene Bogle with 21 and Michelle Allen with 18. Bogle
and Shannon Horsely had 14 digs each, Allen 13, and Kaylee Stone 10. Allison Tingey was the Knights” top
blocker with 4. The Knights hit only .173 and were victimized by 18 service errors, including 7 in the final game
alone.

Game one was tight until the Bruins, trailing 17-19, went on a 10-2 run to take control. Game two was
even closer throughout, the final six-point Bruin victory margin being the largest lead of the game. In game three,
the Bruins rallied from a 29-24 deficit with five unanswered points to tie the game, only to have the Knights take the
final two points. The Bruins kept a slim lead throughout the final game, but those 7 serving errors kept the Knights
from mounting any kind of sustained rally to overcome the home team.

George Fox improved to 5-6 on the season while Warner Pacific slipped to 4-9.

NEWBERG, Ore. — After taking the first two games with relative ease, the George Fox University Bruins
struggled through the next two before finally dispatching the pesky Lewis & Clark College Pioneers 3-1 ina
Northwest Conference volleyball match Friday night (Sept. 26) here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

The Bruins won 30-11, 30-14, 22-30, 30-24, improving to 6-6 overall and 2-1 in the conference with their
third straight win. The Pioneers skidded to 0-7 overall and 0-3 in league play.

In game one, Annie May Brown served nine straight winning points to get the home team off to a 9-0 lead
and the Bruins, behind a .520 attack percentage (14 kills and only one error), coasted to victory. Game two was
similar as the Bruins hit .382 and used a run of seven unanswered poinis to go from a 13-7 edge to a more
comfortable 20-7 margin before winning.

The tables turned dramatically in game three, however, as the Pioneers hit .351 while the Bruins struggled
to an .077 mark. After trailing 2-1 early, the Pios forged a 20-10 lead and fought off a Bruin comeback that closed
within two at 22-20 before the visitors regained momentum.

Game four was tight throughout, neither team taking more than a three-point lead until the latter stages.
Trailing 21-20, the Bruins finally caught fire again and out-scored the Pios 10-3 down the stretch.

Nicole Bostic had 18 kills, Libby Rietze 15, and Melissa Farrens 12 to lead the George Fox offense.
Rietze in particular came up big for the Bruins with several crucial kills in game four while hitting .636 for the night
(15 kills and one error in 22 attempts) as the Bruins out-hit the Pios .292 to .140. Gina Coolen had 43 assists.
Defensively, Bostic had 14 digs, Brown and Micho! Roberts had 12, and Coolen had 11. Jeni Nelson was in on 4
of the Bruins’ 7 blocks.

Jennifer Slaton led Lewis & Clark with an outstanding night of 18 kills and only 2 errors in 39 attempts, a
.410 percentage. Alexis Hansen added 13 kills and Audrey Dilling 10, while Kristin Head had 43 assists. Slaton
and Liz Nguyen had 13 digs each and Hansen picked up 11.

927 - PUGET SOUND 3, GEORGE FOX 0: 11th-Ranked Loggers Find It Easier vs. Bruins This Time

TACOMA, Wash. - Back on Aug. 30, the George Fox University Bruins pushed the nationally-ranked
University of Puget Sound Loggers to five games before losing on the Loggers’ home court in the UPS Invitational
Tournament. In Saturday night’s (Sept. 27) George Fox return to Memorial Fieldhouse for a Northwest Conference
volleyball match, the Loggers took care of business in easier fashion, defeating the Bruins 3-0.

The 11th-ranked Loggers prevailed 30-26, 30-25, 30-16, improving to 12-4 overall and 3-1 in the
conference. The Bruins fell to 6-7 overall and 2-2 in league play.

Game one had the Bruins leading the entire way behind Jeni Nelson’s five kills. Puget Sound woke, tying
the score at 22-22 behind the arm of Nikki Esposito. From there, it was a service ace by the Loggers and a two
Hillary Scott kills that pushed Puget Sound to the 30-26 win. Puget Sound had 21 kills in the game and the Bruins
12 as the Loggers out-hit GFU .264% to .180%.

Game two saw the two teams battle to 10 ties and three lead changes. With the Loggers down 16-19, it was
timely hitting by Alena Bennett with six kills and Scott and Esposito with four each to give the Loggers the 30-25
win. Again it was Nelson trying to keep the Bruins in the game with a team-high three kills.

The Loggers dominated game three as Esposito served nine straight points, pushing the Loggers out to a
14-3 lead. The Bruins made a mini-run at Puget Sound behind two kills by Nicole Bostic and three from Nelson,
but it wasn't enough to overcome the Logger lead and Puget Sound prevailed 30-16.

Stephanie Ferris had a match-high 14 kills, followed by Scott with 12 and Esposito 11 for Puget Sound.
Megan Apperson had 17 digs and 43 assists.

The Bruins had just one player in double digits in kills, Nelson with 11, while Gina Coolen had 33 assists.
Bostic had a match-high 22 digs.

After winning the opener 30-20, the Bruins fell 32-34, 22-30, 16-30 while playing their first match in
almost two weeks. George Fox fell to 3-6 on the season, while Whitman improved to 6-4.

The first game was close until Michol Roberts (So., Pacific Palisades, Calif. / Marymount HS) served
six straight winning points to give the Bruins an insurmountable 27-18 lead. The home team then took a 26-21 lead
in the second, only to have the Missionaries rally. The Bruins held late leads and the serve at 29-28, 30-29, 31-30,
and 32-31, but Jill Huber made three kills in a row to pull out the victory for Whitman.

Game three was tight until Whitman scored six of the final seven points to take a 2-1 lead in the match. In
the final game, Elly Smith served nine unanswered points to give the Missionaries a 9-1 lead, and the Bruins got no
closer than seven the rest of the way.




Denise Kirstein led the Whitman attack with 28 kills and a .379 attack percentage, while Huber added 18
kills and Lyndsay Buckingham 12.

9/20 - GEQRGE FOX 3, WHITWORTH 0: Bruins Knock Off 21st-Ranked Pirates in Three Straight

NEWBERG, Ore. - For the second time this season, the George Fox University Bruins prevailed over an
opponent ranked in the AVCA/NCAA Division III national poll, sweeping the No. 21 Whitworth College Pirates 3-
0 in a Northwest Conference volleyball match Saturday afternoon (Sept. 20) here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler
Sports Center.

The Bruins won 30-23, 30-23, 30-28, using a reliable attack that more than doubled the Pirates’ attack
percentage. George Fox made 48 kills and only 14 errors for a mark of .246, while holding Whitworth to 50 kills
but 33 errors for an average of only .108.

George Fox trailed in the opening game 11-16 before Jeni Nelson went to the line and served for 10
unanswered points as the Bruins took control 21-16. A 6-0 run midway through the second game enabled the Bruins
to forge ahead from a slim 12-10 lead to a more comfortable 18-10 margin, and the Pirates got no closer than five
the rest of that game. The final game was nip-and-tuck until the very end, when kills by Libby Rietze (So.,
Kodiak, Alaska / Kodiak HS) and Nicole Bostic broke a 28-28 tie and gave the Bruins the upset win.

Bostic had 13 kills, Nelson 12 kills and only one error, and Melissa Farrens had 10 kills, while Gina Coolen
passed out 42 assists to lead the Bruins on offense. Haley Stapleton had 18 digs, Bostic 14, and Coolen 11, and
Rietze and Farrens had 5 blocks apiece.

Angie Florence was the only Pirate in double figures in kills with 19, and Bekah Horner had 42 assists.
Horner and Whitney Murphy had 12 digs, Brittney Bower 11, and Katy Schrader 10 for Whitworth.

George Fox, which defeated pre-season No. 18 Nebraska Wesleyan University in the Puget Sound
Tournament on Aug. 30, is now 4-6 overall and 1-1 in the conference, while Whitworth slipped to 6-8 overall and 0-

YOUTHFUL BRUINS LOOKING TO REBUILD IN 2003
AFTER LOSS OF THREE ALL-CONFERENCE PLAYERS

‘When George Fox University volleyball coach Steve Grant heard that his Bruins had been picked 26th in
the nation in the NCAA Division III pre-season poll conducted by the American Volleyball Coaches Association, he
just smiled and shook his head.



“I’'m sure we were voted that high based on reputation, and it’s flattering to think that we have developed a
program that people think of as a winner,” Grant admits, “but it’s also obvious that some voters didn’t realize how
much we’ve lost from last year.”

The Bruins lost five starters (four to graduation and one to transfer), including setter Mindi Cotner and
middle blocker Sehlly Schultens, both First Team All-Northwest Conference selections, and All-NWC Honorable
Mention outside hitter Brandy Mailer. With only two seniors, a few inexperienced returnees, and several
newcomers, the Bruins may be hard-pressed to approach last year’s 20-6 record that netted them a No. 23 final
national ranking.

“We are definitely in a rebuilding year,” Grant sums up his team’s outlook for 2003.

Bruins Return Potential AIl-NWC Candidates

The George Fox cupboard is not exactly bare, however, with three returning players who could conceivably
earn All-Conference honors this year: outside hitter Nicole Bostic (Sr., Lake Stevens, Wash.), middle blocker Jeni
Nelson (Sr., Seattle, Wash.), and defensive specialist/libero Haley Stapleton (So., Dallas, Ore.).

Bostic was a Second Team All-NWC pick after placing second in the league in digs (5.08) and 10th in kills
(3.18). Nelson averaged 1.62 kills and 0.58 blocks in part-time duty that included 11 starts. Stapleton placed 10th
in the NWC in digs (3.73) as the Bruins’ first-ever libero.

“Not only are they all three solid players, they are solid people whom our new players can look to for
leadership and strength,” says Grant. “Haley is so quick on defense, and Jeni will be a force to be reckoned with in
the middle. As for Nicole, her defense has been so good that it has sometimes overshadowed her offensive
contributions, yet there is no doubt she’s our ‘go-to’ person this year.”

Three other players who saw very limited action are also back and will be counted on heavily this fall:
middle blocker Melissa Farrens (So., Vancouver, Wash.), outside hitter Libby Rietze (So., Kodiak, Alaska), and
defensive specialist Michol Roberts (So., Pacific Palisades, Calif.).

“We knew that all three could be contributors down the road, but they had good people in front of them,”
Grant points out. “Melissa was hampered most of last year by a broken ankle, but she makes good contact and is a
capable blocker. Libby, when she puts it all together, hits the ball harder than anyone we’ve had since All-American
Sharon Barnett. Mikey is a solid defensive player who will be an asset as she gains confidence in what she can do.
The only shortfall for those three is that, coming into the season, they had only played about the equivalent of maybe
three college matches total.”

Newcomers Will Get Court Time Quickly

Gina Coolen (Jr., North Bend, Ore.) is no stranger at George Fox, having competed as thrower for the
Bruin track and field team for two years, but this is her first season of volleyball since high school as she steps in at
setter for Cotner.

“We wouldn’t have known about Gina if she hadn’t been in my advanced volleyball class,” admits Grant.
“She was sort of like finding $100 in your sock drawer — a very pleasant surprise. She’s a good team leader who
works hard to improve, and is learning to be more vocal on the court, which a good setter must do.”

Another nice surprise has been Annie May Brown (Fr., Salem, Ore.), a defensive specialist with plenty of
club ball experience. Says Grant, “She reads plays and reacts well, brings a positive and upbeat atmosphere to the
court, and is resistant to pressure.”

Two others who will see increased playing time as the year progresses are outside hitter Niki McCorkle
(Fr., Seattle, Wash.) and setter Lynsee Gonzales (Fr., Roseburg, Ore.).

“Niki came out of a small Christian school and has very little club ball experience,” notes Grant, “so she
hasn’t had a volleyball background, but she wants to learn and is always seeking feedback from the coaches. She’s
a very strong hitter who needs help with her approach and arm swing.”

Gonzales comes from an athletic family — her brother Joe played basketball and was an All-Conference
tennis player for the Bruins — and her all-around skills make her a valuable asset.

Also on this year’s team, but red-shirting, is outside hitter Valerie Rogers (Fr., McMinnville, Ore.), who is
returning to college to pursue a degree after last playing competitively at Weiser (Idaho) High School in 1988.

Summary
“We’re going to be less experienced than a lot of the teams we play, so we must focus on character even

more than we usually do,” Grant emphasizes. “We must play with heart more than for wins, but if we do that, the
wins will take care of themselves. If we can overcome the discouragement that might come with some early losses,
we will certainly surprise some teams toward the end of the season with competitive scores.”

SPOKANE, Wash. — With the loss of five starters, including three All-Northwest Conference players,
from last year’s 20-6 team that finished 3rd in the conference at 11-5 with a No. 23 national ranking, the George Fox
University Bruins have been picked to finish Sth in the 2003 NWC volleyball race in pre-season voting by the
league’s nine coaches.

The Bruins lost First Team All-NWC setter Mindi Cotner and middle blocker Shelly Schultens as well as
Honorable Mention AIl-NWC outside hitter Brandy Mailer, but return All-NWC Second Team outside hitter Nicole
Bostic to lead a very young and inexperienced squad. Middle blocker Jeni Nelson, a part-time starter, and first-
string libero Haley Stapleton also return for veteran coach Steve Grant, who is 470-277 in 21 years at George Fox.
