ANDREW.JESKI SHUTS OUT LUTES AS BRUINS WIN SERIES OPENER 6-0 
NEWBERG, Ore. --- Southpaw Paul Andrewjeski (Sr., LHP, Vancouver, Wash.) 

scattered seven hits over nine innings and struck out 11 while walking only one, leading the 
George Fox University Bruins to a 6-0 win over the Pacitic Lutheran University Lutes in the 
opening game of a three-game Northwest Conference baseball series Friday afternoon (Apr. 13) 
here at Morse Athletic Complex Field. 

The Lutes managed to get only one runner as far as third base, when Lew England 
doubled and went to third on a ground out in the 6th inning. England was stranded, however, 
when third baseman Aaron Bliss (Sr., 3B, Hillsboro, Ore.) backhanded Nolan Soete's sharp 
grounder down the line and threw him out to end the inning. Andrewjeski evened his record at 4-4 
with his third complete game and fi rst shutout of the season. 

The Bruins banged out 14 hits against Lute starter James Andrew, also 4-4, who gave up 
all the George Fox runs, and two relievers. Greg Dombek (Fr., C, Vaughn, Wash.) singled to 
score Ryan Brown (Fr., OF, Kingston, Wash.), who had opened the bottom of the 1st by getting 
hit by a pitch and stealing second, with the only run Andrewjeski would need, but the Bruins 
added single runs in the 3rd and 4th and put the game away with three in the 7th.

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In the Bruin 3rd, Kevin Tucker (So, 2B, Forest Grove, Ore.) walked and Eric Bell (So., 1B, Spokane, 
Wash.) singled to start a rally. After Dombek bounced into a double play, Kyle Langeliers (Jr., 1B, Pleasant Hill, 
Ore.) singled to right to deliver Tucker. In the 4th, Paul Gramenz (Jr., SS, Sequim, Wash.) singled, was balked to 
second, and scored on P.J. Pardee's (Fr., OF, Central Point, Ore.) single to left center. In the 7th, Dombek 
singled in Tucker after a double, Bliss hit a sacrifice fly to plate Bell, and Gramenz singled home Dombek to cap the 
scoring. 

Bell finished with a 4-for-5 day to boost his batting average to .419, while Tucker, Dombek, Bliss, and 
Gramenz had two hits apiece. Tucker scored twice and Dombek knocked in two. 

For PLU, England posted a 3-for-4 game, and Rob White had two hits in four trips to the plate. 
The Bruins improved to 12-18 overall and 9-7 in the conference, while the Lutes dropped to 10-15 overall 

and 5-8 in the league. 

BRUINS STUN LUTES TWICE WITH LAST AT-BAT RALUES 
NEWBERG, Ore.--- On the day before Easter, it was George Fox University's baseball team that rose 

from the dead, scoring four runs in their last time at bat not once but twice, enabling the Bruins to pin 5-4 and 6-4 
defeats on the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes in a Northwest Conference doubleheader Saturday afternoon (Apr. 
14) here at Morse Athletic Complex Field. 

In the first game, Greg Dombek's two-run pinch single capped a four-run rally in the 6th and Glenn Boss 
(Jr., RHP, Beaverton, Ore.) hurled four shutout relief innings for the 5-4 win. In the nightcap, Eric Bell hit a two­
run homer in the 8th and a two-out three run blast in the last of the 9th, giving the Bruins a dramatic 6-4 victory. 

The Bruins jumped on top 1-0 in the 1st inning of the opener as Ryan Brown reached on an error by 
second baseman Josh Reiman, stole second, and scored on Bell's single to right. The Lutes knocked out GFU starter 
Damon Lorenz (Sr., LHP, Gaston, Ore.) with a four-run 4th, starting with a Rob White double. Nolan Soete 
walked, Jason Both doubled in White, and Todd Haberly, batting only .Ill with one RBI on the season, hammered a 
home run to left for a 4-1 Lute lead. 

Boss, making his school-record 19th appearance, then came in to shut down the Lutes on three hits over the 
remainder of the game and raise his record to 2-1 when the Bruins rallied in the 6th. Josh Sargent (Fr., lB, Oak 
Harbor, Wash.) opened the assault with a pinch-double and P.J. Pardee singled pinch~runner Travis Maffey (Jr., 
OF, Boise, Idaho) to third. Dave Janney replaced PLU starter Luke Faxon and gave up a run-scoring pinch-single 
to Seann Hammon (Fr., 3B, Port Orchard, Wash.). Mitch Sheppler (So., OF, Portland, Ore.) ran for Hammon, 
and all hands were safe when Jason Anglin fumbled Kevin Tucker's sacrifice bunt to third, loading the bases. 
Janney balked home Pardee to make it 4-3, and one out later, Dombek delivered Sheppler and Tucker with his hit to 
left. Boss gave up a one-out single to Chris Ullom in the 7th, but stranded him at second as Soete flied out to center 
to end the game. 

The second game was a tight pitchers' duel, George Fox's Brody Wilson (Jr., RHP, Eugene, Ore.) and 
PLU's Brian Farman matching zeroes through seven innings. Farman allowed four hits through seven, and Wilson 
only three, retiring 13 in a row at one stretch from the 2nd to the start of the 7th. 

In the 8th, though, Wilson gave up a leadoff single to Ullom and hit Lew England, bringing on Mike Beck 
Fr., RHP, Livermore, Calif.) to pitch. Haberly fanned and White grounded out, but Soete walked to load the 
bases, and Both unloaded them with a line drive down the right field line on a 3-2 pitch that landed in the George 
Fox softball field for a 4-0 PLU lead. 

The Bruins cut the lead in half in the bottom of the 8th as Farman hit Ryan Dearinger (Jr., 2B, 
Vancouver, Wash.) with one out and Bell drilled his 7th home run to left-center. Matt Sievers (Jr., RHP, Albany, 
Ore.) worked a 1-2-3 9th for the Bruins, then picked up his first win to even his record at 1-1 when his teammates 
pulled it out the last of the 9th. 

Farman struck out Paul Gramenz to open the frame, but Aaron Bliss walked. Pardee flied out to center 
for the second out, but Maffey was hit by a pitch to keep things going. Dearinger's single to left-center brought in 
Bliss to make it 4-3, then Bell hammered a 450-foot shot, his 8th homer of the season, over the batting practice 
building in deep right-center on a 1-1 pitch for the stunning 6-4 win. Farman dropped to 3-6 with the sudden change 
in fortune. 

George Fox is 14-18 overall and 11-7 in the NWC after sweeping the three-game series, while PLU is I 0-
17 and 5-10 in the league. 
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COACH PAT BAILEY (Idaho '78) is 156-79 (.664) in his 6th season at George Fox and as a college head coach. 
His career winning percentage of .700 (142-61) entering this season ranked 14th among active Division III coaches 
with five or more years ' experience. Against this week's opponents, he is 4-0 vs. Concordia-Portland (3-0 in 
Newberg, 1-0 in Portland), and 10-5 vs. Linfield (7-1 in Newberg, 3-4 in McMinnville).

Glenn Boss appeared in his 19th game in the first game of the Bruins' doubleheader against Pacific 
Lutheran on Saturday, extending his record for most games pitched in a season. The old record of 17 was held by 
Vincent DeJoia (1991), Will Clark (1995), Paul Andrewjeski (1999), and Mike Shear (1999). Boss also notched his 
4th save in the Bruins' 12-3 win at Whitworth on Apr. 8, tying the single-season record held by Tom Bohlman 
(1993), Ryan Munoz (1997), Eric Beasley (1998), and Brody Wilson (2000). 

*** Double Trouble 
Eric Bell has 14 doubles in 31 games, an average of0.45 per game. With 12 games remaining, he could 

possibly break the team record of 21 set by Mark Tyler in 1999. 

*** Rack 'Em Up! 
Paul Andrewjeski has 57 strikeouts in 48.1 innings, an average of 10.67 whiffs per nine innings. That 

ratio is better than the Bruin record of 10.53 K's per nine set by Mark Andersen in 1994. 

*** Location, Location, Location! 
Brody Wilson has walked only 8 batters in 52.2 innings, an average of 1.38 walks per nine innings, which would 
rank as 3rd-best all-time if he can maintain that pace. The top two are Kess Romano ( 1.14 in 2000) and Nate 
Barnett (1.31 in 1998).

BRUINS BATTLE BACK BUT BOW TO DIVISION I PILOTS 4-3 
PORTLAND, Ore.--- Down 4-0 after six innings of play, the George Fox University 

Bruins fought back but came up a run short, dropping a 4-3 decision to the NCAA Division I 
University of Portland Pilots in a college baseball game Wednesday afternoon (Apr. 4) here at 
Pilot Stadium. 

It was the first game for the Bruins against a Division I opponents in two-plus seasons, 
having last played an upper-level opponent to open the 1999 season when George Fox took a 7-6 
win over the Pilots. The loss dropped the Bruins to 10-16 overall, while Portland climbed to 16-

in order before Paul Gramenz (Jr., SS, Sequim, Wash.) hit a one-out single in the third. He got out of a bases­
loaded jam in the third with a strikeout, and then retired the next seven batters in order before a one-out walk in the 
seventh to Jake Johnson (So., OF, Newberg, Ore.). He got Michael Halverson (So., C, Redmond, Wash.) out on 
a ground ball, but Aaron Bliss (Sr., 3B, Hillsboro, Ore.) singled to score Johnson and chase Cambers. Michael 
Padgett quelled the uprising, however, getting a harmless infield popup to end the inning with the bases loaded. 

In the eighth, Padgett gave up a leadoff double to Eric Bell (So., lB, Spokane, Wash.), and after getting 
an out, walked Johnson. Steve Chamberlain then relieved Padgett, only to move both runners up with a passed ball.

Casto, Hull, and Travis Hanson each had two hits for Portland, while Gramenz had three of the Bruins' 
seven hits. 

PIRATES SWEEP BRUINS BEHIND NO-HITTER AND 19-HIT ASSAULT 
SPOKANE, Wash.--- Matt Squires of Whitworth College threw a no-hitter to win a 3-1 pitchers' duel in 

the first game, and the Pirates outslugged George Fox University 14-12 in the second, completing a doubleheader 
sweep of the Bruins in Northwest Conference baseball action Saturday afternoon (Apr. 7) here at Merkel Field. 

Squires, 3-2, struck out seven and walked three in out-dueling Bruin ace Paul Andrewjeski (Sr., LHP, 
Vancouver, Wash.), 3-4. The Bruins, despite being no-hit, took a 1-0 lead in the 2nd inning when Kyle Langeliers 
(Jr., lB, Pleasant Hill, Ore.) walked, Greg Dombek was hit by a pitch, Paul Gramenz sacrificed, and Aaron

For George Fox, Langeliers was 3-for-6, and Eric Bell drove in 4 with a run-scoring grounder and a three­
run home run, his 6th round-tripper of the season. Starter Glenn Boss (Jr., RHP, Beaverton, Ore.) suffered the 
setback, falling to 1-1.

SPOKANE, Wash.--- Greg Dombek's two-run home run snapped a 3-3 tie in the 8th, and Jake Johnson 

added a grand slam in a 7-run 9th as the George Fox University Bruins hammered the Whitworth College Pirates 12-
3 in a Northwest Conference baseball game Sunday afternoon (Apr. 8) here at Merkel Field. 

The win enabled the Bruins to salvage the final game of the three-game series, raising their record to 11-18 
overall and 8-7 in the conference. The Pirates, clinging to first place in the league by percentage points over 
Linfield College, dropped to 13-15 overall and 8-2 in conference play. 

After Whitworth took a 1-0 lead in the 4th on Josh Taylor' sixth home run of the season, the Bruins tied it 
in the 5th as Ryan Dearinger (Jr., 2B, Vancouver, Wash.) was hit by a pitch, moved up on a sacrifice and a 
ground out, and scored on Ryan Brown's single to right. George Fox went ahead with a pair in the 6th as Eric Bell 
and Dombek singled, advanced on a Johnson sacrifice, and scored on Dearinger's double to left.

(1997), Eric Beasley (1998), and Brody Wilson (2000).

Eric Bell has 14 doubles in 28 games, an average of 0.50 per game. With 15 games remaining, he could 

possible break the team record of 21 set by Mark Tyler in 1999.

Paul Andrewjeski has 46 strikeouts in 39.1 innings, an average of I 0.53 whiffs per nine innings. That ratio is dea­
even with the Bruin record pace of I 0.53 K's per nine by Mark Andersen in 1994. 
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*** Location. Location, Location! 
Brody Wilson has walked only 7 batters in 45.2 innings, an average of 1.38 walks per nine innings, which would 
rank as 3rd-best all-time if he can maintain that pace. The top two are Kess Romano (1.14 in 2000) and Nate 
Barnett (1.31 in 1998).

BRUINS BATTLE BACK BUT BOW TO DIVISION I PILOTS 4-3 
PORTLAND, Ore. --- Down 4-0 after six innings of play, the George Fox University 

Bruins fought back but came up a run short, dropping a 4-3 decision to the NCAA Division I 
University of Portland Pilots in a college baseball game Wednesday afternoon (Apr. 4) here at 
Pilot Stadium. 

It was the first game for the Bruins against a Division I opponents in two-plus seasons, 
having last played an upper-level opponent to open the 1999 season when George Fox took a 7-6 
win over the Pilots.

BELL NAMED NWC "HITTER OF THE WEEK"; ANDREWJESKI HM FOR "PITCHER" 
George Fox University slugger Eric Bell (So., DH, Spokane, Wash.) has been named 

Northwest Conference "Hitter of the Week" for his play Mar. 26-Apr. 1. The lefty-swinging Bell 
helped the Bruins to two wins in a three-game series at Puget Sound that kept the team in the thick 
of the NWC pennant race. He went 5-for-9 (.556) with 4 doubles for 9 total bases (1.000 slugging 
pet.), and drew 3 walks and got hit by a pitch, reaching base 9 times in 13 trips (.692 on base pet.). 
He scored 3 runs and drove in 3. In an 8-2 win on Saturday, he was 3-4 with 2 doubles, 2 runs and 
an RBI. In Sunday's 7-5 win, he put the Bruins ahead for good with a 2-run double in the 1st, 
walked twice and got hit. 

Bruin ace Paul Andrewjeski (Sr., LHP, Vancouver, Wash.) received Honorable

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ANDREWJESKI'S FOUR-HITTER GIVES BRUINS OPENER IN SPLIT AT UPS 
TACOMA, Wash.--- Paul Andrewjeski's masterful four-hitter in the opening game gave the George Fox 

University Bruins an 8-2 win, but the University of Puget Sound Loggers rebounded to take the nightcap 6-1 for a 
split of a Northwest Conference baseball twin bill Saturday afternoon (Mar. 31) here at Logger Field. 

Heavy rains pushed the start of the first game back 40 minutes, and both teams battled steady rain and high 
winds throughout the opener. George Fox pounded out 11 hits to back Andrewjeski, jumping on top in the 1st 
inning with three runs. After Kevin Tucker (So., 2B, Forest Grove, Ore.) walked, Eric Bell singled, and Jake 
Johnson (So., OF, Newberg, Ore.) walked to load the bases with one out, Mike Halverson (So., C, Redmond, 
Wash.) delivered Tucker with a single, and Kyle Langeliers (Jr., lB, Pleasant Hill, Ore.) plated Bell and Johnson 
with a double to left. 

UPS answered in the bottom of the 1st as Ryan Keller singled and scored on a Kyle Hoover home run that 
cleared the roof of the Memorial Fieldhouse. But Andrewjeski, evening his record at 3-3, stifled the Loggers the 
rest of the way, fanning 12 and walking none. 

The Bruins added two more runs in the 3rd and 4th innings and another in the 6th to secure the victory. In 
the 3rd, Bell doubled, Johnson tripled him in, and Langeliers doubled for another run. In the 4th, Paul Gramenz

TACOMA, Wash.--- Damon Lorenz (Sr., LHP, Gaston, Ore.) threw 4.2 innings of shutout ball, halting 

a University ofPuget Sound comeback and enabling the George Fox University Bruins to hang on for a 7-5 win 
over the Loggers in Northwest Conference baseball action Sunday afternoon (Apr. 1) here at Logger Field. 

George Fox jumped on top in the 3rd inning as Travis Maffey and Ryan Dearinger (Jr., 2B, Vancouver, 
Wash.) hit back-to-back singles up the middle followed by an Eric Bell double to score both runners. Kyle 
Langeliers continued the hitting spree, driving the ball down the left field line to score Bell and give the Bruins the 
3-0 advantage. The Bruins added another run in the 4th as Aaron Bliss (Sr., 3B, Hillsboro, Ore.) singled through 
the right side, advanced to second on a Maffey single, and scored on a Dearinger single to center field. 

The Loggers got on the board in the bottom of the 4th as Kyle Hoover walked, advanced to third on a 
double by Olin Wick, and scored on a wild pitch by Bruin starter Glenn Boss (Jr., RHP, Beaverton, Ore.). 

George Fox added three more insurance runs in the 5th, starting with a Langliers single through the left 
side. A sacrifice bunt by Paul Gramez advanced Langliers to third, followed by a walk and a stolen base by Jake 
Johnson. A Greg Dombek (Fr., C, Vaughn, Wash.) double to center field drove in Gramez and Johnson, and a 
triple by Mitch Sheppler (So., OF, Portland, Ore.) scored Dombek to push the Bruin lead to 7-1. 

Puget Sound made a run in the 5th as Mike Kennewick led off with a walk and advanced to third on two 
passed balls. Willie Keith walked, followed by a Tim Friedman single up the middle to drive in Kennewick and 
move Keith to second. Hoover drove the ball through the right side to load the bases, and Wick reached base on a 
walk to score Keith. 

The Bruins made a pitching change at that point, bringing in Lorenz. Chris Garland drove in two more runs 
on a fielder's choice to make the score 7-5, but Lorenz shut the door the rest of the way, allowing only 4 hits with 3 
strikeouts and a walk to raise his record to 4-1. UPS starter Casey Cowles took the loss, falling to 1-4. 

The win enabled the Bruins to take the series 2-1 and remain in the thick of the NWC race. The Bruins are 
10-15 overall and 7-5 in the league, while Puget Sound is 11-16 overall and also 7-5 in the conference.

His career winning percentage of .700 (142-61) entering this season ranked 14th among active Division ill coaches 
with five or more years' experience. Against this week's opponents, he is 1-2 vs. the University of Portland, and 10-
4 vs. Whitworth. 

BRUIN BITS: 

*** Bruins vs. D-1 Portland 
The Bruin and Pilots last met two years ago, with George Fox taking a 7-6 decision to open the season on 

Feb. 20, 1999, in Portland. Current GFU baseball records only have scores as far back as 1990, and in that span, the 
teams have met 7 times, with Portland holding a 5-2 edge. 

*** Concordia Rainout Rescheduled 
The Bruins were rained out of a game with Concordia University-Portland in Portland, Ore., on Mar. 27. 

That game has been rescheduled for Wednesday, April 11, when the teams were scheduled to meet again anyway, as 
a doubleheader beginning at 1:00 p.m. in Newberg, Ore. George Fox will be the home team in both 7-inning games. 

*** Double Trouble 
Eric Bell has 13 doubles in 24 games, an average of 0.54 per game. At that pace, with 19 games remaining, he 
would finish with 23 doubles, which would break the team record of21 set by Mark Tyler in 1999. 

*** Rack 'Em Up! 
Paul Andrewjeski has 42 strikeouts in 33.1 innings, an average of 11.34 whiffs per nine innings. That ratio is 
ahead of the Bruin record pace of 10.53 K's per nine by Mark Andersen in 1994. 

***Who's the Boss? 
Glenn Boss, with 3 saves is only one away from the single-season Bruin record of 4 held by Tom Bohlman (1993), 
Ryan Mufioz (1997), Eric Beasley (1998), and Brody Wilson (2000). With 15 appearances already, he is also likely 
to break the record for most games pitched of 17 by Vincent DeJoia (1991), Will Clark (1995), Paul Andrewjeski 
(1999), and Mike Shear (1999). 

*** Location. Location, Location! 
Brody Wilson has walked only 7 batters in 44.1 innings, an average of 1.42 walks per nine innings, which would 
rank as 3rd-best all-time if he can maintain that pace. The top two are Kess Romano (1.14 in 2000) and Nate 
Barnett (1.31 in 1998).

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ANDREWJESKI'S FOUR-HITTER GIVES BRUINS OPENER IN SPLIT AT UPS 
TACOMA, Wash.--- Paul Andrewjeski's masterful four-hitter in the opening game gave the George Fox 

University Bruins an 8-2 win, but the University ofPuget Sound Loggers rebounded to take the nightcap 6-1 for a 
split of a Northwest Conference baseball twinbill Saturday afternoon (Mar. 31) here at Logger Field. 

Heavy rains pushed the start of the first game back 40 minutes, and both teams battled steady rain and high 
winds throughout the opener. George Fox pounded out 11 hits to back Andrewjeski, jumping on top in the 1st 
inning with three runs.

George Fox jumped on top in the 3rd inning as Travis Maffey and Ryan Dearinger (Jr., 2B, Vancouver, 
Wash.) hit back-to-back singles up the middle followed by an Eric Bell double to score both runners. Kyle 
Langeliers continued the hitting spree, driving the ball down the left field line to score Bell and give the Bruins the 
3-0 advantage. The Bruins added another run in the 4th as Aaron Bliss (Sr., 3B, Hillsboro, Ore.) singled through 
the right side, advanced to second on a Maffey single, and scored on a Dearinger single to center field. 

The Loggers got on the board in the bottom of the 4th as Kyle Hoover walked, advanced to third on a 
double by Olin Wick, and scored on a wild pitch by Bruin starter Glenn Boss (Jr., RHP, Beaverton, Ore.). 

George Fox added three more insurance runs in the 5th, starting with a Langliers single through the left 
side. A sacrifice bunt by Paul Gramez advanced Langliers to third, followed by a walk and a stolen base by Jake 
Johnson. A Greg Dombek (Fr., C, Vaughn, Wash.) double to center tield drove in Gramez and Johnson, and a 
triple by Mitch Sheppler (So., OF, Portland, Ore.) scored Dombek to push the Bruin lead to 7-1. 

Puget Sound made a run in the 5th as Mike Kennewick led off with a walk and advanced to third on two 
passed balls.

*** Bruins vs. D-1 Portland 
The Bruin and Pilots last met two years ago, with George Fox taking a 7-6 decision to open the season on 

Feb. 20, 1999, in Portland. Current GFU baseball records only have scores as far back as 1990, and in that span, the 
teams have met 7 times, with Portland holding a 5-2 edge. 

*** Concordia Rainout Rescheduled 
The Bruins were rained out of a game with Concordia University-Portland in Portland, Ore., on Mar. 27. 

That game has been rescheduled for Wednesday, April 11, when the teams were scheduled to meet again anyway, as 
a doubleheader beginning at 1 :00 p.m. in Newberg, Ore. George Fox will be the home team in both 7 -inning games. 

*** Double Trouble 
Eric Bell has 13 doubles in 24 games, an average of 0.54 per game. At that pace, with 19 games remaining, he 
would finish with 23 doubles, which would break the team record of 21 set by Mark Tyler in 1999. 

*** Rack 'Em Up! 
Paul Andrewjeski has 42 strikeouts in 33.1 innings, an average of 11.34 whiffs per nine innings. That ratio is 
ahead of the Bruin record pace of 10.53 K's per nine by Mark Andersen in 1994. 

*** Who's the Boss? 
Glenn Boss, with 3 saves is only one away from the single-season Bruin record of 4 held by Tom Bohlman (1993), 
Ryan Munoz (1997), Eric Beasley (1998), and Brody Wilson (2000). With 15 appearances already, he is also likely 
to break the record for most games pitched of 17 by Vincent DeJoia (1991 ), Will Clark (1995), Paul Andrewjeski 
(1999), and Mike Shear (1999). 

*** Location, Location, Location! 
Brody Wilson has walked only 7 batters in 44.1 innings, an average of 1.42 walks per nine innings, which would 
rank as 3rd-best all-time if he can maintain that pace. The top two are Kess Romano ( 1.14 in 2000) and Nate 
Barnett ( 1.31 in 1998).

ROBERTSES RULE AS WARRIORS BEST BRUINS 11-4 
NEWBERG, Ore. --- Dave Roberts sliced an opposite-field two-run homer to break at 4-

4 tie in the 6th inning, giving a win to reliever Austin Roberts (no relation), as the Western Baptist 
College Warriors rallied past the George Fox University Bruins 11-4 in a non-conference college 
baseball game Wednesday afternoon (Mar. 14) here at the Morse Athletic Complex Field. 

Roberts' home run, his first of the season, capped a three-run inning that brought the 
Warriors from a 4-3 deficit to a 6-4 lead, and a five-run explosion in the 8th inning sealed the win, 
raising Western Baptist's record to 5-3. The Bruins dropped to 5-11, and are 0-3 against the 
Warriors this season, with one game left against them on April19 in Salem. 

K. C. Rumrey led off the game with his first home run of the season for an early 1-0 WBC 
lead, but the Bruins responded with three in the home half of the 1st. Travis Maffey (Jr., OF, 
Boise, Idaho) led off with a single, Kevin Tucker (So., 2B, Forest Grove, Ore.) walked, and 
Eric Bell (So., DH, Spokane, Wash.) reached on Nate Mayben's error at short, loading the bases. 
One out later, Paul Gramenz (Jr., SS, Sequim, Wash.) was hit by a pitch to force in Maffey, and 
with two out, Seann Hammon (Fr., 3B, Port Orchard, Wash.), making his first start at third in 
place of injured Aaron Bliss (Sr., 3B, Hillsboro, Ore.), lined a single to left, scoring Tucker and 
Bell. 
The Warriors knotted it at 3-3 in the 2nd, Roberts' ground out scoring Sam Owre, who had started 
the rally with a single, and Mayben singling in Steele Bailey, who had been hit by a pitch to get 
on. George Fox went ahead 4-3 in the 4th, however, on Hammon's single, Mike Halverson's 
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(So., C, Redmond, Wash.) sacrifice, and a flare to left for an RBI single by Jake Johnson (So., OF, Newberg, 
Ore.). 

Western Baptist went ahead for good in the 6th, starting with a leadoff double by Jason Brownell and a 
double off the wall in center by Owre on which Brownell only advanced to third, having to hold up in case the ball 
was caught. Mitch Sheppler (So., OF, Portland, Ore.) relieved Matt Sievers (Jr., P, Albany, Ore.) on the mound 
for the Bruins and got Bailey to ground out, with Brownell scoring and Owre holding. It appeared as if the Bruins 
might get out of the inning with a tie when Owre was cut down at the plate on Dustin Purnell's single to left by a 
perfect throw from Johnson, but Roberts followed with his game-winning homer, dropping Sheppler to 0-2. 

Austin Roberts, 1-1, the third of five Warrior hurlers, got the win with two innings of one-hit shutout ball, 
and Mayben and Rumrey combined for three innings of no-hit ball to close out the game. Four hits, a walk, and two 
throwing errors contributed to the Warriors' big 8th inning. 

Owre led WBC by going 3-for-5, while Rumrey, Purnell, Roberts and Mayben had two hits apiece in the 
Warriors' 13-hit attack. Hammon, with a 3-for-4 game and a pair of RBI, had half of the Bruins' six hits. 

BELL DINGERS BOOST BRUINS TO TWIN WINS OVER PIOS 
PORTLAND, Ore. --- Eric Bell slugged three home runs and drove in eight runs on the day, propelling 

the George Fox University Bruins past the Lewis & Clark College Pioneers 12-2 and 8-6 and into a first-place tie for 
the Northwest Conference lead in a baseball doubleheader Sunday afternoon (Mar. 18) here at Huston Sports 
Complex. 

With the twin wins, the Bruins improved to 7-11 overall and 4-1 in the conference, tied for the top spot 
with the University ofPuget Sound, which suffered its first conference loss earlier in the day 7-3 at Pacific Lutheran 
University. The Pioneers dropped to 3-9-1 overall and 0-5 in the league. 

In the first game, George Fox hammered Pioneer righthander, Bill Allen, 0-4, for nine hits and 11 runs in 
2.2 innings, scoring four in the 1st, one in the 2nd, and 6 in the 3rd to coast to victory. Bell, a lefty-swinging 
designated hitter, lined a solo shot the opposite way to left for the 2nd-inning run, then capped the six-run 3rd with a 
grand-slam in the same direction. Bell also was hit by a pitch and scored a run in the Bruins' 1st-inning outburst, 
coming in on Grady Shaver's (Fr., OF, The Dalles, Ore.) two-run single to center. 

Michael Halverson hit his first home run of the season, a two-run towering blast that landed on top of the 
scoreboard in right-center in the 3rd, and went 3-for-4 with 3 RBI, while Kevin Tucker was 2-for-3 with a double. 
The Bruins' 12-hit assault made an easy winner of southpaw Paul Andrewjeski (Sr., LHP, Vancouver, Wash.), 2-
2, who scattered four hits over six innings and fanned nine while walking only two. Matt Sievers worked a 
scoreless 7th. 

In the second game, the Bruins pounded out 14 hits, with Tucker, Shaver, Bell, Aaron Bliss, and Paul 
Gramenz collecting two hits apiece. Bell's two-run shot to left, his 4th of the season, with Travis Maffey aboard 
gave the Bruins a lead they would not relinquish in the 1st inning and pinned the loss on Dan Floyd, 1-2. A three­
run rally in the 5th, Bell's RBI single in the 6th, and Gramenz' first home run to deep left-center in the 9th sent the 
Bruins into the last inning with a seemingly-comfortable 8-2 lead. 

Bruin righty Brody Wilson (Jr., RHP, Eugene, Ore.), 1-3, breezed through the first eight innings, 
surrendering only five hits while striking out 10, eight of them looking, and walking no one. But Dan Barth reached 
on a error to open the 9th for the Pioneers and Jonathan Ball lined a home run to left, cutting the George Fox lead to 
8-4 and finishing Wilson. 

Chris Smith drew a walk from reliever Sievers, and Doug Reed did the same from Bruin relief ace Glenn 
Boss (Jr., RHP, Beaverton, Ore.). After a ground out moved the runners up, pinch-hitter Bryan Tull fanned, but 
Jayson Echternach lined a single to center to make it 8-6. Rob Broberg doubled to right, putting the tying runners in 
scoring position for Allen, the Pios' leading hitter. Boss bore down, however, and nailed Allen on a called third 
strike to end the game, notching his 3rd save, one short of the team record. 

The two teams conclude their three-game series, which was postponed a day by rain, Monday afternoon in 
Newberg at 3:00p.m.

BRUINS SPLIT WITH BOXERS TO BEGIN CONFERENCE PLAY 
NEWBERG, Ore.--- Kyle Langeliers (Jr., lB, Pleasant Hill, Ore.) went 3-for-4 with 

two doubles and three RBI as the George Fox University Bruins took the opener 8-2, but Matt 
Lengwenus's solo home run in the 8th inning gave the Pacific University Boxers a 3-2 second­
game win as the Northwest Conference baseball season got under way for both teams Saturday 
afternoon (Mar. 10) here at the Morse Athletic Complex Field. 

Paul Andrewjeski (Sr., LHP, Vancouver, Wash.), 1-2, who had missed two weeks due 
to soreness in his shoulder, appeared to be back on the beam for the Bruins in the first game, 
scattering five hits in as many innings while striking out seven. The southpaw benefited from a13-
hit attack that pinned the loss on Boxer starter Dustin Bare, 0-2. 

Langeliers doubled to drive in Eric Bell (So., DH, Spokane, Wash.), capping a three-run 
outburst in the 1st, doubled and scored the first run of another three-run inning in the 3rd, then 
capped the Bruin scoring with a bases-loaded single in the 6th. Travis Maffey (Jr., OF, Boise, 
Idaho) also went 3-for-4 with a double and two runs scored, Bell was 2-for-3 with a double and 
two runs scored, and Paul Gramenz (Jr., SS, Sequim, Wash.) was 2-for-4 and drove in two. 
Glenn Boss (Jr., RHP, Beaverton, Ore.) pitched two perfect innings to record his first save. 

Lengwenus drove in both Boxer runs with a ground out in the 3rd and his first home run, 
a solo shot, in the 5th. David Barney went 2-for-4 for Pacific. 

The nightcap was a fine pitching duel between righthanders Brody Wilson (Jr., RHP, 
Eugene, Ore.) for George Fox and Kelly DeVoy of Pacific. The two matched zeros until the 6th 
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when the Bruins touched DeVoy for a pair, Maffey and Grady Shaver (Fr., OF, The Dalles, Ore.) reaching on 
singles and Langeliers doubling them home with two out. 

The Boxers knotted it with a pair of unearned runs in the top of the 7th. Bron Rowley started the trouble 
with a one-out single and was safe at second when Kevin Tucker (So., 2B, Foreste Grove, Ore.) at second missed 
a throw from third baseman Aaron Bliss (Sr., 3B, Hillsboro, Ore.) on a potential double-play grounder hit by H.J. 
Williams. Luke Voorhies flied to left, but Isaac Goya, who was 3-for-4 in the game, dumped a single into short left­
center to score Rowley, and when the ball got away momentarily from Mitch Sheppler (So., OF, Portland, Ore.) 
in left, Williams hustled home, barely beating the throw home. 

In the 8th, Lengwenus led off with his game-winning homer to center, but the Bruins threatened in the 9th. 
Bliss singled off the glove of Barney at deep short to start the inning, and Sheppler sacrificed pinch-runner P.J. 
Pardee (Fr., Central Point, Ore.) to second. Pardee went to third on Michael Halverson's (So., C, Redmond, 
Wash.) grounder back to the box, but DeVoy nailed it down by getting Gramenz on a foul pop to third. Wilson, 0-3, 
was the tough-luck loser, while DeVoy is 2-0. 

FOUR-RUN FIRST IS AU BRUINS NEED TO BEAT BOXERS 4-2 
FOREST GROVE, Ore.--- Southpaw Damon Lorenz (Sr., LHP, Gaston, Ore.) threw seven strong 

innings to run his record to 3-0, and a missed third strike led to a four-run 1st innings that was all Lorenz would 
need as the George Fox University Bruins took a 4-2 win over the Pacific University Boxers in Northwest 
Conference baseball Sunday afternoon (Mar. 11) here at Bond Field. 

With two down in the first, the floodgates opened for the Bruins when Eric Bell's swinging strike three 
went into the dirt for a wild pitch and Bell reached first safely.

WARRIORS SPOIL BRUINS' HOME OPENER WITH TWINBILL SWEEP 
NEWBERG, Ore.--- Playing the role of "spoiler" to perfection, the Western Baptist 

College Warriors knocked off George Fox University twice in the Bruins' home-opening 
doubleheader, winning the opener 5-1 and the nightcap 7-6, in the Jugs Baseball Spring Classic 
here at the Morse Athletic Complex baseball field Saturday afternoon (Mar. 2). 

In the first game, lefty Rich White and righty Jeff Tollison of Western Baptist combined 
to toss a six-hitter and allow the Bruins only a single unearned run. White, 1-0, scattered two hits 
over five innings, allowing a run in the 3rd when Grady Shavers (Fr., OF, The Dalles, Ore.) 
singled sharply off Micah Mills' glove at first, was sacrificed to second, then went to third on a 
wild pitch and scored when catcher Jason Brownell's throw sailed into left field. Tollison allowed 
four hits, a double to Aaron Bliss (Sr., 3B, Hillsboro, Ore.) in the 6th and three ground singles in 
the 7th, but escaped unscathed by striking out five of the six outs he recorded for his first save. 

George Fox starter Brody Wilson (Jr., P, Eugene, Ore.), 0-2, allowed only four hits in 
5.1 innings, but hit four batters, two of whom scored. Steele Bailey lined a solo home run to left 
in the 2nd, then hit a two-run double in the 6th as the Warriors scored three times to ice the game. 

In the second game, Sam Owre's two-run homer off Matt Sievers (Jr., P, Albany, Ore.) 
gave Western Baptist a 2-0 lead in the 1st, but the Bruins scratched out two tying runs in the home 
half as Grady Shaver walked, stole second and third and scored on a wild throw by Brownell, and 
Kevin Tucker (So., 2B, Forest Grove, Ore.) reached on a infield hit, stole second, and later 
scored on Michael Halverson's (So., C, Redmond, Wash.) RBI ground out. 

Tucker singled in Jake Johnson (So., OF, Newberg, Ore.), who had bunted for a hit and 
stolen second, for a 3-2 Bruin lead in the 3rd, and Eric Bell singled home Tucker following a walk 
and a sacrifice to make it 4-2 in the 5th. The Warriors knotted it at 4-4 in the 6th when Beau 
BatselJ and Owre drew leadoff walks from George Fox reliever Mike Beck (Fr., P, Livermore, 
Calif.), moved up on a wild pickoff attempt at second, and scored on Mills' single and Brownell's 
sacrifice fly. 

In the top of the 7th, Bruin reliever Mitch Sheppler (So., P, Portland, Ore.), 0-1, got the 
first two outs on a grounder and a pickoff of Nate Mayben after a walk, but allowed a single to 
K.C. Rumrey and a walk to Batsell. Owre then hit what should have been the third out, but right 
fielder Shaver thought the ball had been hit much deeper, went back to the fence, and the ball 
dropped in for a two-run double. Mills then singled in Owre for a 7-4 Warrior lead that would 
turn out to be critical. 
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Warrior reliever Shane Emmert, 1-0, allowed back-to-back doubles to Shaver and Tucker to start the 
inning, and Tollison came in to try to stem the tide. He got two outs on grounders, but Paul Gramenz (Jr., SS, 
Sequim, Wash.) doubled down the left-field line to score Tucker and make it a 7-6 game. Halverson then flied out 
to deep center for the final out. 

BRUINS, WOLVES SPLIT A PAIR WITH BIG OFFENSIVE OUTPUTS 
NEWBERG, Ore.--- A 10-run outburst in the first inning was enough to give the George Fox University 

Bruins a 12-3 win in the first game, while the Western Oregon University Wolves relied on a trio of three-run 
frames to coast to an 11-4 second-game win as the two split in the Jugs Baseball Spring Classic here at the Morse 
Athletic Complex baseball field Saturday afternoon (Mar. 3). 

In the opener, the Bruins hammered out eight hits, including doubles by Grady Shaver, Jake Johnson, 
Kevin Tucker and Eric Bell (So., lB, Spokane, Wash.), and took advantage of four Western Oregon errors, to put 
together a 10-run first inning. Every Bruin except Kyle Langeliers (Jr., lB, Pleasant Hill, Ore.) had a hit in the 
frame-- and he got hit by a pitch to force in a run -- and every Bruins scored a run in the inning, with Tucker scoring 
twice. Fourteen players batted in the inning. 

Langeliers eventually added a hit so that every Bruin starter was in the safety column. Shaver, Aaron 
Bliss, and Paul Gramenz had two hits apiece in the Bruins' 12-hit attack, while Johnson picked up three RBI with 
his two-run double in the first and sacrifice fly in the fourth. 

Southpaw Damon Lorenz (Jr., P, Gaston, Ore.), 2-0, benefited from the George Fox assault by cruising 
to his second win and first complete game, tossing a five-hitter. He appeared to have been knocked from the game 
during the Wolves' two-run fifth inning when Toby Bottorf hit a wicked liner off Lorenz' head and into left field for 
an RBI single. Fortunately, Lorenz had managed to partially deflect the shot with his glove so that it struck him a 
hard but glancing blow, and he got up and finished the game. WOU starter Donavan Martin, 0-2, took the loss. 

In the nightcap, the Wolves posted three-spots in the first, fifth and sixth innings to salvage a split with the 
Bruins. Joey Price, Andy Ortrnayer and Craig Towne had two hits each as the Wolves collected 10 hits in the game, 
with Towne and Travis Anderson driving in two runs apiece and Ortrnayer scoring three times. Luke Caldwell, 1-0, 
got the win for WOU despite surrendering 7 hits and 5 walks in 4.2 innings, with Kryspin Rozewski coming in to 
earn a save before the Wolves exploded late in the game. 

Tucker and Travis Maffey (Jr., OF, Boise, Idaho) had a pair of hits each for the Bruins, including 
Maffey's first home run, a solo shot to left leading off the third. Southpaw starter Cory Dixon (Fr., P, Springfield, 
Ore.), 0-3, took the loss. 

George Fox is now 3-9 overall, while Western Oregon is 2-5. The Bruins begin Northwest Conference 
play Saturday (Mar. 10), hosting Pacific University for a 12:00 p.m. doubleheader.

Michael 
Padgett quelled the uprising, however, getting a harmless infield popup to end the inning with the bases loaded. 

In the eighth, Padgett gave up a leadoff double to Eric Bell (So., lB, Spokane, Wash.), and after getting 
an out, walked Johnson. Steve Chamberlain then relieved Padgett, only to move both runners up with a passed ball. 
Greg Dombeck (Fr., C, Vaughn, Wash.) singled softly just over shortstop Cory Lunde's head to score Bell and 
pull George Fox within 4-3, but a double play got Chamberlain out of the inning. 

In the ninth, Chamberlain allowed a one-out single to Ryan Brown (Fr., OF, Kingston, Wash.), then got 
Travis Maffey (Jr., OF, Boise, Idaho) to line into a double play to end the game and earn his first career save. 

Casto, Hull, and Travis Hanson each had two hits for Portland, while Gramenz had three of the Bruins' 
seven hits. 

PIRATES SWEEP BRUINS BEHIND NO-HITTER AND 19-HIT ASSAULT 
SPOKANE, Wash.--- Matt Squires ofWhitworth College threw a no-hitter to win a 3-1 pitchers' duel in 

the first game, and the Pirates outslugged George Fox University 14-12 in the second, completing a doubleheader 
sweep of the Bruins in Northwest Conference baseball action Saturday afternoon (Apr. 7) here at Merkel Field. 

Squires, 3-2, struck out seven and walked three in out-dueling Bruin ace Paul Andrewjeski (Sr., LHP, 
Vancouver, Wash.), 3-4. The Bruins, despite being no-hit, took a 1-0 lead in the 2nd inning when Kyle Langeliers 
(Jr., lB, Pleasant Hill, Ore.) walked, Greg Dombek was hit by a pitch, Paul Gramenz sacrificed, and Aaron

3 in a Northwest Conference baseball game Sunday afternoon (Apr. 8) here at Merkel Field. 

The win enabled the Bruins to salvage the final game of the three-game series, raising their record to 11-18 
overall and 8-7 in the conference. The Pirates, clinging to first place in the league by percentage points over 
Lint1eld College, dropped to 13-15 overall and 8-2 in conference play. 

After Whitworth took a 1-0 lead in the 4th on Josh Taylor' sixth home run of the season, the Bruins tied it 
in the 5th as Ryan Dearinger (Jr., 2B, Vancouver, Wash.) was hit by a pitch, moved up on a sacrit1ce and a 
ground out, and scored on Ryan Brown's single to right.

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ANDREWJESKI'S FOUR-HITTER GIVES BRUINS OPENER IN SPLIT AT UPS 
TACOMA, Wash.--- Paul Andrewjeski's masterful four-hitter in the opening game gave the George Fox 

University Bruins an 8-2 win, but the University of Puget Sound Loggers rebounded to take the nightcap 6-1 for a 
split of a Northwest Conference baseball twinbill Saturday afternoon (Mar. 31) here at Logger Field. 

Heavy rains pushed the start of the first game back 40 minutes, and both teams battled steady rain and high 
winds throughout the opener. George Fox pounded out 11 hits to back Andrewjeski, jumping on top in the 1st 
inning with three runs. After Kevin Tucker (So., 2B, Forest Grove, Ore.) walked, Eric Bell singled, and Jake 
Johnson (So., OF, Newberg, Ore.) walked to load the bases with one out, Mike Halverson (So., C, Redmond, 
Wash.) delivered Tucker with a single, and Kyle Langeliers (Jr., lB, Pleasant Hill, Ore.) plated Bell and Johnson 
with a double to left. 

UPS answered in the bottom of the 1st as Ryan Keller singled and scored on a Kyle Hoover home run that 
cleared the roof of the Memorial Fieldhouse. But Andrewjeski, evening his record at 3-3, stifled the Loggers the 
rest of the way, fanning 12 and walking none. 

The Bruins added two more runs in the 3rd and 4th innings and another in the 6th to secure the victory. In 
the 3rd, Bell doubled, Johnson tripled him in, and Langeliers doubled for another run.

LORENZ CUTS DOWN LOGGERS AS BRUINS TAKE SERIES WITH 7-5 WIN 
TACOMA, Wash.--- Damon Lorenz (Sr., LHP, Gaston, Ore.) threw 4.2 innings of shutout ball, halting 

a University of Puget Sound comeback and enabling the George Fox University Bruins to hang on for a 7-5 win 
over the Loggers in Northwest Conference baseball action Sunday afternoon (Apr. 1) here at Logger Field. 

George Fox jumped on top in the 3rd inning as Travis Maffey and Ryan Dearinger (Jr., 2B, Vancouver, 
Wash.) hit back-to-back singles up the middle followed by an Eric Bell double to score both runners. Kyle 
Langeliers continued the hitting spree, driving the ball down the left field line to score Bell and give the Bruins the 
3-0 advantage. The Bruins added another run in the 4th as Aaron Bliss (Sr., 3B, Hillsboro, Ore.) singled through 
the right side, advanced to second on a Maffey single, and scored on a Dearinger single to center field. 

The Loggers got on the board in the bottom of the 4th as Kyle Hoover walked, advanced to third on a 
double by Olin Wick, and scored on a wild pitch by Bruin starter Glenn Boss (Jr., RHP, Beaverton, Ore.). 

George Fox added three more insurance runs in the 5th, starting with a Langliers single through the left 
side. A sacrifice bunt by Paul Gramez advanced Langliers to third, followed by a walk and a stolen base by Jake 
Johnson. A Greg Dombek (Fr., C, Vaughn, Wash.) double to center field drove in Gramez and Johnson, and a 
triple by Mitch Sheppler (So., OF, Portland, Ore.) scored Dombek to push the Bruin lead to 7-1. 

Puget Sound made a run in the 5th as Mike Kennewick led off with a walk and advanced to third on two 
passed balls. Willie Keith walked, followed by a Tim Friedman single up the middle to drive in Kennewick and 
move Keith to second. Hoover drove the ball through the right side to load the bases, and Wick reached base on a 
walk to score Keith. 

The Bruins made a pitching change at that point, bringing in Lorenz. Chris Garland drove in two more runs 
on a fielder's choice to make the score 7-5, but Lorenz shut the door the rest of the way, allowing only 4 hits with 3 
strikeouts and a walk to raise his record to 4-I. UPS starter Casey Cowles took the loss, falling to 1-4. 

The win enabled the Bruins to take the series 2-1 and remain in the thick of the NWC race. The Bruins are 
10-15 overall and 7-5 in the league, while Puget Sound is 11-16 overall and also 7-5 in the conference. 
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COACH PAT BAILEY (Idaho '78) is 152-76 (.667) in his 6th season at George Fox and as a college head coach. 
His career winning percentage of .700 (142-61) entering this season ranked 14th among active Division III coaches 
with five or more years' experience. Against this week's opponents, he is 1-2 vs. the University of Portland, and 10-
4 vs. Whitworth. 

BRUIN BITS: 

*** Bruins vs. D-1 Portland 
The Bruin and Pilots last met two years ago, with George Fox taking a 7-6 decision to open the season on 

Feb. 20, 1999, in Portland. Current GFU baseball records only have scores as far back as 1990, and in that span, the 
teams have met 7 times, with Portland holding a 5-2 edge. 

*** Concordia Rainout Rescheduled 
The Bruins were rained out of a game with Concordia University-Portland in Portland, Ore., on Mar. 27. 

That game has been rescheduled for Wednesday, April 11, when the teams were scheduled to meet again anyway, as 
a doubleheader beginning at 1:00 p.m. in Newberg, Ore. George Fox will be the home team in both ?-inning games. 

*** Double Trouble 
Eric BeD has 13 doubles in 24 games, an average of 0.54 per game. At that pace, with 19 games remaining, he 
would finish with 23 doubles, which would break the team record of 21 set by Mark Tyler in 1999. 

*** Rack 'Em Up! 
Paul Andrewjeski has 42 strikeouts in 33.1 innings, an average of 11.34 whiffs per nine innings. That ratio is 
ahead of the Bruin record pace of 10.53 K's per nine by Mark Andersen in 1994. 

*** Who's the Boss? 
Glenn Boss, with 3 saves is only one away from the single-season Bruin record of 4 held by Tom Bohlman (1993), 
Ryan Munoz (1997), Eric Beasley (1998), and Brody Wilson (2000). With 15 appearances already, he is also likely 
to break the record for most games pitched of 17 by Vincent DeJoia ( 1991 ), Will Clark ( 1 995), Paul Andrewjeski 
(1999), and Mike Shear (1999). 

*** Location, Location, Location! 
Brody Wilson has walked only 7 batters in 44.1 innings, an average of 1.42 walks per nine innings, which would 
rank as 3rd-best all-time if he can maintain that pace. The top two are Kess Romano (1.14 in 2000) and Nate 
Barnett (1.31 in 1998).
