DEDICATION OF FRANK COLCORD FIELD 

The Quakers and the Oregon College of Education Wolves are playing on Frank C.Colcord Memorial 
Field being dedicated at half-time today in honor of an early college alumnus and outstanding ath­
lete. 

Frank Colcord was a member of the 1916 basketball squad that twice defeated Oregon Agricultur­
al College,now Oregon State University. In 1917 he was named all-conference guard for his outstand­
ing play. 

As a student, Mr. Colcord was president of the Men's Athletic Association, treasurer of the 
student body, and associate editor of the Crescent newspaper. 

In later life, Mr. Colcord returned to his alma mater to serve on the Board of Trustees begin­
ning In 1932,and later becoming chairman of the investment committee, a position held for 19 years. 

At the time of his death in August of last year, Mr. Colcord was treasurer of the college. 
In public life Mr. Colcord served as Mayor of Newberg for two terms, was chairman of the New­

berg Community Hospital Board, and chairman of the city budget committee. In private life, Mr. Col­
cord was office manager for Portland General Electric Company, having been with the firm and its 
predecessor for 41 years. 

Mr. Colcord was instrumental in securing these new athletic facilities,whlch include the foot­
ball field, track, and field area, through his efforts on behalf of the committee. 

Participating In the dedication program will be Dr. Milo C. Ross, President of the college and 
Darwin Smith, Chairman of the Religious Life and Student Affairs Committee of the college Board of 
Trustees.
