The landscape of small-college
athletics in the Pacific Northwest is
undergoing sweeping changes, and
George Fox University is in the midst
of the transformation.

In the fall of 1994, the University
joined the Northwest Conference of
Independent Colleges (NCIC), a
league of 10 strong academic institu-
tions in Oregon and Washington.
That winter, the NCIC applied for
membership in the National Colle-
giate Athletic Association (NCAA)
Division 111. The move meant
leaving the National Association of
Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA), an
association George Fox had held
membership in since 1965.

George Fox and the NCIC mem-
bers have provisional membership in
the NCAA but continue to compete in
NAIA national championships.
George Fox expects to be eligible for
NCAA Division 111 national champi-
onships in 1999-2000.

George Fox’s men’s and women’s
basketball teams compete in NAIA
Division 11, while the University’s
other 11 sports are not divided into
divisions by the NAIA.

The NAIA is an autonomous
association administering programs
leading to 13 men’s and 11 women’s
championships. The NAIA includes
about 350 four-year colleges and
universities in 49 states and Canada.
They are grouped in nine regions
and 44 conferences.

The NCAA administers 80 cham-
pionships in 21 sports for its 1,201
member institutions, involving nearly
21,000 men and women scholar-
athletes. There are more than 350
schools in Division 111
