Led by Northwest Conference
Player of the Year Nancy Rissmiller,
George Fox’s 199798 team came
within one game of the conference title
and made its third straight appearance
in the NAIA Div. II national top-25
poll.

Rissmiller, a second-team All-
American, helped George Fox go 11-1
at home and 169 overall. The Lady
Bruins had a shot at the Northwest
Conference title, but a road loss to the
eventual champions on the final day of
the regular season dropped them to a
tie for second.

George Fox relied upon three
senior starters, but two of the Lady
Bruins’ top four scorers were fresh-
men. Newcomers Katie Greller and
Tabitha Dawson shot themselves into
the record book. Greller obliterated
the George Fox field-goal shooting
percentage season record of 51.8
percent by hitting 58.2 percent of her
shots. She was the highest honored
freshman in the conference, earning

second-team all-Northwest Conference
honors.

Dawson drilled five of five 3-point-
ers in her first game, tying a school
game record. She also led the North-
west Conference in free-throw percent-
age at 88.6.
