The Bruins hope to take the next step into the post-season in 1999-2000. 

They were "Oh! So close!" Last year's 

18-6 record left the Bruins tied with 

Puget Sound for the best record 

among independents in the NAIA's 

Pacific Northwest Region - and UPS 

won an at-large bid based on tiebreak­

ers, leaving the best George Fox ream 

ever (based on a school-record . 750 

won-lost percentage) out of the playoffs , 
des pite a No. 24 final national ranking. 

"We'd been in NAJA post-season 

play the past six years, and would have 

again, but the conference was split 

between NAJA and NCAA, and that 

affected the selection process," said head 

coach Scott Rueck, who is 49-25 in his 

three years at GFU. "Any other year, we 

would have been in. Nationals is anoth­
er story - that's the next step. " 

If the Bruins are to take that big step 

in their first year as full-rime NCAA 

Division III-members only, they will 

have to replace their top scorer and bes t 

rebounder. Wing Christy Brock, an All­

Northwest Conference First Team pick, 

led the league in scoring (17.5 ppg) and 

set four new GFU records, including 

most three-pointers in a game (7) and a 

season (74), while post Rachel Powell, 

the team's seventh-best career shot 

blocker (70), had 8.3 rpg.

The Best Year Ever, but • • • 

I twas a record-breaking year for the 

George Fox women's basketball team 

in 1998-99, bur one rhar ended in 

disappointment for the Bruins when 

they failed ro receive a bid ro rhe NAJA 

playoffs. 

Because rhe Norrhwesr Conference 

was divided, wirh some reams opting to 

go to NCAA playoffs and others 

remaining for a final year wirh rhe 

NAlA, conference play was nor a factor 

in rhe selection of playoff reams. NAIA 

teams in the conference were considered 

independents, and only one ream would 

be taken from among them. 

The Bruins posted an 18-6 record for 

a won-lost percentage of .750, rhe best 

in rhe team's 18-year history, went 14-4 

in the conference ro tie for second 

behind league champion Pacific 

Lutheran, and were ranked 24th in the 

final NAIA regular-season poll. But 

George Fox and Puget Sound tied for 

the rop spot among the independents, 

and UPS won the playoff berth on 

tiebreakers, leaving the hard-luck Bruins 

home. 

Sri ll, the Bruins had much for which 

they could be proud. In addirion to the 

record-breaking percentage, the team

Goach Rueck 
believes that ball handling and shooting will give the Bruins a chance to finish at 
or near the top of the league this year. 

Christy Brock, a 
sharp-shooting wing who had trans­

ferred in from Azusa Pacific for her sen­

ior season, made an immediate impact 

on the team and the conference by lead­

ing the NWC in scoring with 17.5 

points per game. She established new 

school records for three-point field goals 

made in a game, sinking seven against 

Whitman on Jan. 8, and three times 

attempted 12 three-pointers in a game, 

setting another record. Her 74 rhree-

pointers made and 195 attempted also 

set new single-season standards. 

Brock and sophomore center Katie 

Greller, who averaged 14.2 points and 

7.8 rebounds a game, were both First 

Team All-Northwest Conference and 

NAIA All-Pacific Northwest Region 

selections. Greller was named NWC 

Player of the Week three times, Brock 

once, and each was a three-time pick as 

NAJA Regional Player of the Week. 

Greller also received Honorable 

Mention as an NAIA All-American.

n his three years as women's basketball head coach at George Fox University, Rueck 

has guided the Bruins ro two playoff appearances, national recognition in the NAIA 

Division II rop 25, and with last year's 18-6 record, the best single-season winning 

percentage in team history. 

Rueck earned the head coaching position with hard work. After putting in two sea­

sons as assistant coach and one as interim head coach of the women's program, he 

earned the permanent job at the beginning of last season. He was selected after a 

,, national search yielded four finalists. 

Under his direction, George Fox has gone 49-25 

overall and 28-7 at home. His players have earned 

four NAIA All-American and seven All-Northwest 

Conference awards. 

Rueck, 31, has ten years of coaching experience. 

He was a George Fox women's basketball assistant 

from 1993 to '95 while the Bruins compiled a 37-

23 record and made two NAIA postseason appear­

ances . In 1995-96, he served as George Fox's 

women's tennis head coach. Prior to coming to 

George Fox, he spent four years as assistant boys' 

basketball coach at Santiam Christian High School 

in Corvallis. 

Rueck teaches in the department of health and human performance. He is in his 

sixth year as director of the Victory Hoop Camp for Portland yourh. 

A graduate of Glencoe High School in Hillsboro, Ore., Rueck comes from a basket­

ball family. His sister, Heidi, a 1995 George Fox graduate, set the school's career, season 

and single-game assist records as an All-American point guard . His father, Marv, was a 

long-rime member of rhe basketball coaching staffs at Hillsboro Union and G lencoe 

High Schools. When G lencoe opened in 1980, he spent a season as head coach. 

Rueck earned his bachelor's degree in exercise and sports sc ience in 1991 and a mas­

ter of arts degree in physical education teaching, borh from Oregon State University. 

He and hi s wife, Kerry, live in Newberg.

Background on the 
Bruin Nickname 

G 
eorge Fox's Bruin nickname comes from a real bear 

caprured in 1887 just nvo years after Pacific 

Academy (the University's predecessor) was estab­

lished. The small cub was found in the Coast Range 

foothills west of Carl ron when irs mother was shot. The 

young cub was brought ro campus by a student and later 

lived with a faculty member. 

When it grew ro adulthood, it was kept in a pit in 

Hess Creek Canyon south of the campus. It escaped one 

roo many rimes and was turned into steak for the dining 

table and rhe hide preserved on a frame and displayed in 

an early campus museum. When the hide deteriorated 

several years later, it was taken to a campus furnace room 

to be destroyed, but the framework proved a problem in 

dismantling so it was left sitting in a corner. 

Students found rhe old Bruin skin later and began 

skirmishes over ownership, a tradition that conrinues 

today. "Bruin Junior," a replica, under a set of guidelines 

passed down for years, is fought over periodically in class 

competition, with rhe class able ro physically drag the 

Bruin replica off campus declared the rightful owner 

until next "Aashed." 

Even with the Bruin tradition, somewhere 

along the line, the "Quaker" tag for athlet­

ic reams came into popularity with sports­

writers because of the University's church 

affiliation, and that nickname was used, 

along with the mascot "Foxy G eorge," a lit­

tle fo x with a Quaker hat. Both gained 

acceptance for a period in the 1950s and 1960s 

unril a vote of faculty, students and administration in 

1970 reinstated the Bruin nickname to irs rightful place.

At George Fox, Taylor is responsible for athletic department functions, including eli ­

gibili ty and compli ance with George Fox, Northwest Conference, and NCAA regula­

tions; budgeting; and department and spo rts center management. In 1992 he was 

named NAIA District 2 Administrator of the Year. 

Taylor has three children: Leah, 25; Bree, 20, who plays volleyball for the Bruins; 

and Casey, 10. He and his wife, Kathy, live in McMinnville.

reputation . Enrollment has nearly 

quadrupled in rhe las t 14 years, 

increasi ng from 549 in 1986 to 2,432 in 

the fall of 1999. 

In the same time span, George Fox 

has been named one of "America's Best 

Colleges" 12 rimes by US. News & 
World Report. In 1999, George Fox 

ranked second overall and third in aca­

demic reputation among Western 

regional liberal arts colleges. The maga­

zine also named rhe University one of 

the region's best values among schools in 

ns category. 

George Fox offers unique programs to 

irs students. Every incoming freshman is 

given a com puter to use and keep upon 

graduation. When students reach their 

th ird year, they are eli gible for the 

Juniors Ab road program, in which the 

University pays transpo rtation costs for 

an overseas study tour. 

Early Willamette Valley Quaker set­

tlers estab li shed Pacific Academy in 

1885. The college division was organ­

ized in 189 1 to provide more advanced 

instruction. In 1949, because of the 

many co lleges in the Northwest with 

"Pacific" in rheir name, Pacific Co ll ege 

was renamed George Fox College in 

honor of the founder of the Friends 

(Quaker) C hurch. 

In 1996, with the addition ofWestern 

Evangeli cal Sem inary, George Fox 

became a university, offering students a 

Ch ri sr-ccnrered education and rh e 
choice of 3'5 undergradua te majors and 
nine grad uate degrees. On Jan. 1, 2000,

A Natural Place for Basketball 

Entered hy crossing a wooded canyon on a 

200-foor bridge, the Coleman H. 

Wheeler Center for Sports and Physical 

Education was designed by noted architect 

Pierro Belluschi to sit unpretentiously along­

side tree-shaded Hess Creek Canyon. Built 

using gifts from prominent lumbermen, rhe 

building features a rwo-level oak parquet 

lobby and a large window area overlooking 

the adjacent natural terrain. 

Completed in June 1977, the $2.7 mil­

lion, 55,000-square-foor complex is the 

University's largest building. lr contains rhe 

James and Lila Miller Gymnasium, the 

Bruin home court. 

Wheeler Center features a 116-by-174-foot gymnasium with three basketball courts 

and seat ing for 2,500 spectato rs. The gymnasium ceilings are 32 feet over the hard­

wood maple floor. The gym provides three volleyball courts and 10 badminton courts. 

The building may be entered on rwo levels. The east-side ground level is accessible 

from rhe parking lor by crossing the foot bridge. The on-campus community enters on 

rhe west-side second floor. 

Contained on rh e upper level are a staff room, multipurpose room, classrooms, and 

athletic administration and faculty offices. A 1 ,500-square-foor weight room was 

remodeled in rhe summer of 1993. The lower level contains a concession area, dressing 

rooms, team rooms, laundry, equipment-issuing room, and storage space. An east wing 

of the building houses rwo racquetball courts. 

The building is named for long-rime Oregon lumberman Coleman H. Wheeler, for­

mer chairman of the board of Willamette Industries . The gymnasium is named for for­

mer George Fox board member James Miller and his wife, Lila. He is the former presi­

dent of Cascadia Lumber Co.
