Bailey was named National Coach of the Year for leading the Bruins to the NCAA Divisierr i1l National Championship
this past spring Appleton, Wisc.

NEWBERG, Ore. — For leading his team to conference, regional, and national basebali championships in 2004, head
coach Pat Bailey of the George Fox University Bruins has been named NCAA Division 11l West Region Coach of the
Year and NCAA Division lil National Coach of the Year by the American Baseball Coaches Association.

The announcement of all regional and national coaches of the year at ali levels — NCAA |, Il, and 1il, NAIA, and
NJCAA - was made during the recentiy-completed NCAA Division | World Series in Omaha, Neb. A complete list of
all award winners can be found at the ABCA web site at hitp://www.abca.org/topnav/awards/coachesofyear.html.

During the regular season, the Bruins went 20-4 in the Northwest Conference, sharing the league titie with Linfield
College and earning Bailey NWC Co-Coach of the Year honors, the sixth time in nine seasons at George Fox he has
either won or shared the award. The Bruins then went 4-0 in the NCAA Division Il West Regionai in Orange, Calif.,
capturing their first regional crown in four NCAA piayoff appearances, before going 5-1 in the Division Il World Series
in Appleton, Wisc. The Bruins defeated Eastern Connecticut State University 6-3 in the title game to bring the
university its first NCAA team championship in any sport, and finished the year with a record-setting 40-10 record.

Bailey has compiied a 262-120 record in nine seasons, all winning ones, at George Fox. He is the winningest coach
in Bruin baseball history, and his career won-lost percentage of .686 ranks among the top 25 among active coaches
at the Division lll ievel.

6/9 — Nice Guys CAN Finish First: NCAA Title Highlights Life-Long Devotion to Baseball for Bruins’ Pat Bailey

NEWBERG, Ore. — From his youngest days as a Little Leaguer to a nine-year stint as a college coach, baseball has
been a life-long love of Pat Bailey, the head coach of the George Fox University Bruins. The only things he loves
more, he will tell you, are Jesus Christ and his family: wife Susan and children Alex and Ann.

Bailey sees his work at George Fox as more than just a job, and more than just an effort to build a winning program.
For him, it is a ministry, a chance to influence and moid a group of young student-athletes into successful people,
both on the field and off the field in the everyday walks of life.

“There is nothing that pleases me more,” Bailey admits, “than having people wherever we play tell me what fine
young men we have, and how classy and polite our players are. | want our team to represent themselves, their
teammates, their school, and the Lord with character and integrity.”

The Bruins got the opportunity to do just that on a nation-wide scale this past spring, winning the NCAA Division I!i
Regionali for the first time and earning a berth in the Division i1l World Series in Appleton, Wisc. The winning didn't
stop after the regional, though, as the Bruins went on to capture the whole thing, going 5-1 in the tournament and
defeating #1-ranked Eastern Connecticut State University 6-3 in the title game to bring home the first NCAA national
championship in George Fox history.

The World Series crown was the culmination of a highly-successful nine years for Bailey at the Quaker institution 24
miles southwest of Portland, Ore. The Bruins have never had a losing season with Bailey at the helm, posting a 262-
120 record during his tenure, including this year’s record-setting 40-10 mark. The team has won or tied for six
Northwest Conference championships in that time, earning Bailey six NWC Coach of the Year awards, and he is a
virtual lock for National Coach of the Year honors this time around as chosen by the American Baseball Coaches
Association.

Bailey developed his love for baseball while growing up in Rock Springs, Wyo., where he was born, and Moscow,
idaho, to which his family moved when he was 10. Each summer, his parents allowed him to return to Rock Springs
to live with his grandfather, Alex Clark, Sr., and play ball for his uncle, Alex Clark, Jr.

“My love for baseball really grew because of them,” says Bailey. “My grandpa was my best friend, and my uncle was
my coach. | thought | might be through playing ball after Littie League because we didn't have a Babe Ruth League
for 13-to-15-year-olds in Rock Springs, so my uncle literally started the program there just so | couid play. It caught
on real fast; we had six teams that first year.”

Bailey’s skills as a left-handed outfielder for the high school and American Legion teams in Moscow eventually
carried him to the college ranks. He played for North idaho College in Coeur d'Alene for two years, then returned
home to the University of Idaho, where he started for two years for the Vandals and served as team captain as a
senior. After graduating from Idaho in 1978 with a degree in business education, he continued to play on the semi-
pro level until he was 28.

Bailey’s first head coaching job was at Willamette High School in Eugene, Ore., where he went 46-37 in three years.
He then moved on the West Linn (Ore.) High, where he was 177-97 in 10 seasons, taking the team to four state 4A
tournament appearances and the state championship game in 1995. He got his first taste of college coaching with a
sabbatical year away from the West Linn job in 1992, serving as an assistant coach at the University of Portland.

Pat Casey, who had developed the first consistently-winning programs at George Fox while coaching the Bruins from
1988-94, left after the 1994 season for the job at Oregon State University, and the opening was offered to Bailey, who
initially turned it down because it was only a part-time position.

“I've always enjoyed teaching, and | wanted to do that as well, but that wasn’t what the George Fox job originally
was,” recalls Bailey. “The school eventually re-opened the search when the administration realized that it was going



to have to be a fuil-time job if they wanted to build a truly successful program. When they did that, | accepted the job,
but that was in December of '94 and it was already too late for the *95 season, so | had to wait and finish out the year
at West Linn before starting at George Fox.”

Bailey, who also earned a master of education degree in educational administration from the University of Oregon in
1983, is a teacher in the department of business and economics at George Fox. He also serves as associate director
of athletics, directs the Bruin Club support organization, and is chair of the school’s Sports Hall of Fame Committee.

Bailey’s first basebail team went 25-16 and finished second in the conference, then captured its first NWC fitle in
1997. The Bruins were co-champs in 1999, won league titles again in 2000, 2002, and 2003, and tied for first in
2004. The Bruins have made it to post-season play in four of their five years of NCAA eligibility (George Fox was an
NAIA member through the 1998-99 year), going 0-2 in the 2000 regional, 1-2 in 2002, and 2-2 in 2003 as they feli to
eventual national champion Chapman University on the last day.

“To get so close to the World Series and not make it last year was disappointing, of course,” Bailey admits, “but by
losing to the team that won it all, that told us we didn't have far to go to compete with the very best and made us even
hungrier this year. We knew, with the quality pitching we had returning, plus a strong defensive team, that we at least
had a shot at going to the nationals.”

Despite their best record ever in conference play (20-4), the Bruins had to settle for a tie with their Yamhill County
arch-rivals from Linfield College, which earned the league’s automatic berth by taking two out of three from the Bruins
during the regular season. George Fox was granted one of only three at-large bids awarded to teams from
conferences which did not get their league’s automatic bids, and made the most of their sliver of opportunity.

The Bruins went 4-0 in the West Regional in Orange, Calif., then won their first four games in the World Series to
reach the finals. Eastern Connecticut came through the loser’s bracket and had to beat the Bruins twice on the final
day. The Warriors, four-time NCAA champions, came from behind to beat the Bruins 12-7, setting up a “winner-take-
all" game, and the Bruins responded with a 6-3 win behind National Co-Pitcher of the Year Scott Hyde. All nine of the
Bruins’ post-season wins were against nationally-ranked teams, and of their five World Series victories, four came
against First or Second Team All-American pitchers.

Hyde and shortstop David Peterson were themselves First Team All-America selections, giving Bailey six NAIA or
NCAA All-Americans under his direction.

“It helps to have talented players, of course, and | enjoy recruiting,” says Bailey, “but you've aiso got to have a plan
for the program, and you've got to have kids who will buy into what we’re trying to do. We stress hard work, attention
to fundamentals, teamwork before individual accomplishments, and self-discipline. if they give attention to these
things on the field as well as in life, they will be successful, no matter what the final scoreboard says.”

Sometimes, though, the rewards are on the scoreboard as well. Despite an often-quoted but misunderstood baseball
aphorism, nice guys — such as Pat Bailey and his George Fox Bruins — CAN finish first.

5/16 — NCAA TOURNAMENT: They’re in! Bruins Receive At-Large Bid to West Regionals in Orange, Calif.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Punching one of the most-difficult tickets to obtain in all of coilege athletics, one of three at-large
bids to the NCAA Division Ili National Baseball Championships, the George Fox University Bruins have been invited
to participate in the six-team West Regional May 20-23 at Chapman University in Orange, Calif.

The Bruins (31-9), seeded #3 in the regional, will face host and #4 seed Chapman (28-11), an independent, in the
opening round on Thursday at 7:00 p.m. The first game Thursday will pit #1 Trinity University from San Antonio, Tex.
(35-8, Southern Collegiate Athletic Conference champion) vs. the University of La Verne from La Verne, Calif. (27-10,
Southern California Intercollegiate Athletic Conference champion) at 11:00 a.m., while #2 Linfield College from
McMinnville, Ore. (31-9, Northwest Conference co-champion) will meet #5 California State University-Hayward (29-
11), also an independent, at 3:00 p.m.

The winner of the double-elimination tournament will advance, along with seven other regional champions, to the
NCAA Division 1ll World Series at Fox Cities Stadium in Appleton, Wisc., May 28-June 1. For the complete bracket
for all regionals, visit the NCAA web site at http://www.ncaa.org/releases/champselections/2004/2004051602sl.htm.

The Bruins earned their spot in the tournament with a 31-8 overall record, a Northwest Conference co-championship
with Linfield after a 20-4 league record, their best ever, and a strong schedule that included Chapman, Linfield, and
California State-Hayward. The Bruins split 1-1 with Chapman in the Arizona Desert Classic in February, lost their
NWC series at Linfield 2-1, and went 2-1 at Cal State-Hayward.

George Fox is making its 4th appearance in the NCAA baseball playoffs in 5 years of eligibility for the tournament.
The Bruins went 0-2 in the 2000 West Regional in Georgetown, Tex., 1-2 in the 2002 Midwest Regional in Oshkosh,
Wisc., and 2-2 in the 2003 West Regional in Orange, Calif., losing the title game to Chapman, which went on to win
the national championship.

NWC Co-Coach of the Year Pat Bailey (253-119, 9th year) relies on a balanced approach of consistent hitting (.345
average, 16th nationally, and 8.6 runs per game, 20th nationally), strong pitching (3.51 ERA, 24th nationally), and
steady fielding (.966 average, 6th nationally). The Bruins are led by NWC Player of the Year Scott Hyde (10-1, 1.76,
and a nation-leading 143 strikeouts), First Team All-NWC shortstop David Peterson (.450-3-51), the league batting
and RBI leader and #17 hitter in the nation, and First Team All-NWC first baseman Joshua Sargent (.408-4-45), the
league leader in doubles (14) and the team’s hottest hitter with 7 straight muiti-hit games to end the season and a
.586 average in that span.

5/14 -~ ACADEMIC ALL-DISTRICT: Bruins’ Sargent Repeats as Academic All-District VIl Selection

NEWBERG, Ore. — After being selected to the CoSIDA Academic Ali-District Viil College Division Baseball Team as
an outfielder last year, George Fox University’s Joshua Sargent has repeated the honor for the 2004 season, this
time as a first baseman.

Sargent, a senior from Oak Harbor, Wash., and a pre-season All-America pick by Collegiate Baseball magazine,
earned First Team Ali-Northwest Conference honors for the second year in a row. He is tied for the league lead with
14 doubles while ranking 2nd in batting (.408) and hits (62) and 3rd in RBI (45) and total bases (88). He is also 5thin
on base pct. (.465) and 6th in slugging pct. (.579). He began the season going 0-12, but hit .443 thereafter, He has
20 multi-hit games this year, including his fast 7 in a row.

Sargent’s strong season was a key to the Bruins’ 31-9 overall record and 20-4 NWC mark that earned them a tie for
the conference championship with Linfield, which received the league’s automatic bid to the NCAA National
Tournament. The Bruins are hopefui of an at-large bid to the tournament, but the entire field wiill not be announced
until some time Sunday, May 16.

Last year, the lefty-swinging slugger led the NWC in batting (.429), hits (66), and doubles {14), and was 2nd in RBI
(48), earning First Team All-NWC and First Team All-West Region honaors. He was an Academic All-District Vill and
Second Team Academic All-American as well.

Sargent, who was born in Perth, Western Australia, graduated in May with a 3.54 GPA in Accounting/Business
Administration after being named the university’s Most Outstanding Senior Business Major. He was a member of the
Dean's List, received an Honors on Entrance scholarship, and earned the Howard E. Kerschner Business/Economics
Scholarship and PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP Scholarship.

Joining Sargent on the Academic Ali-District Team are infielders Tucker Brack of Western Oregon, Jason Miller of
Pacific Lutheran, and Brian Sanders of Chapman, outfielders Doug Bauman of Sonoma State, Shaun Donahoe of
Chapman, and Michae!l Reh of Cal State-San Bernardino, designated hitter Kyle Henderson of Whitworth, catcher
Rafael Arroyo of Cal State-Los Angeles, and pitchers Scott Akamine of Chapman and Derrick Loop of Cal State-Los
Angeles. All are automatically nominated for Academic All-America honors.

{CoSIDA) in their respective districts. District Vi is comprised of CoSIDA members in Oregon, Washington, Alaska,
Idaho, Utah, Nevada, California, Hawaii, and Arizona.

NEWVBERG, Ore. — Led by Player of the Year Scott Hyde, George Fox University's record-setting staff ace, a total
of 12 Bruins have received All-Northwest Conference basebail recognition for their performances in 2004, according
to a release from NWC information director Steve Flegel at Whitworth College.

In balloting by the league’s nine coaches, Hyde, first baseman Joshua Sargent, and shortstop David Peterson were
named to the All-NWC First Team. Bruins coach Pat Bailey shared NWC Coach of the Year honors with Linfield
Coliege’s Scott Carnahan. Both teams finished with identical marks of 31-8 overall and shared the conference title,
each 20-4 in league play.

Bruins named to the Al-NWC Second Team were catcher Greg Dombek, second baseman C.R. Braniff, third
baseman Tye Tinner, left fielder Stephen Donohue, center fielder Drew Johnson, and starting pitchers Cory Dixon
and Mike Beck. Designated hitter Dan Wentzell received Honorable Mention.

Hyde (Jr., Grants Pass, Ore.) tied for the conference lead in wins while posting a 10-1 record, and led the league in
strikeouts (143) and earned run average (1.76) while earning First Team All-NWC honors for the third straight year.
He broke his own record for strikeouts in a season, and is the all-time GFU leader in wins (28) and strikeouts (347).
He ranks 5th on the all-time NCAA Division Ili list in career strikeouts, and is the NWC record-holder for strikeouts in
a season and in a career. On April 3, he threw the third no-hitter in GFU history in a 6-0 win over Pacific, facing the
minimum 27 batters (the only runner, who was hit by a pitch in the 5th inning, was picked off), and was named
National Pitcher of the Week for that achievement. He was a Second Team All-American last year.

Sargent (Sr., Oak Harbor, Wash.), a First Team All-NWC pick last year, paced the league with 14 doubles while
finishing 2nd in batting (.408) and hits (62) and 3rd in RBI (45) and total bases (88). He was also 5th in on base pct.
(.465) and 6th in slugging pct. (.579).

Peterson (Jr., Aloha, Ore.) repeated as a First Team All-NWC selection by leading the league in batting (.450), hits
(67), RB1 {(51), and on base pct. (.520). He was 2nd in total bases {90), 4th in slugging pct. (.604) and runs scored
(41), tied for 7th in triples (7), and tied for 10th in doubles (10). He also ranks 17th nationally in batting.

Bailey received his 3rd straight NWC Coach of the Year award and his 6th in nine seasons at George Fox. He was
also honored in 1897, 1999 (shared with Carnahan), 2000, 2002, and 2003. With a career record of 253-119, he is
the winningest coach in Bruin baseball history.

Dombek (Sr., Vaughn, Wash.} tied for the conference lead in home runs (8) while ranking 2nd in sacrifice flies (5),
8th in total bases (77), and 9th in slugging pct. (.566)} with a .331 batting average. He also fielded .983 and threw out
42% (11 of 26) of the baserunners who tried to steal against him.

Braniff (So., Hillsboro, Ore.), a steady glove at second, placed 7th in the conference in RBI (35) while coliecting 9
doubles and batting .324.

Tinner (So., Portland, Ore.}, the NWC Hitter of the Week for April 19-25, batted .341, tied for 7th in the NWC in triples
(2), and added 6 doubles, 2 home runs, and 28 RBIL

Donohue (Sr., Gresham, Ore.), a First Team All-NWC pick as a junior, tied for 2nd in the ieague in stolen bases (17},
tied for 4th in runs (41), tied for 10th in doubles (10), and was 10th in hits {54). He also drove in 27 runs while batting
lead-off most of the time.

Johnson (Fr., New Plymouth, Idaho), the Bruins’ fastest player, led the NWC in stolen bases (19) while ranking 3rd
in runs scored (42) and batting .374.



Dixon (Sr., Springfield, Ore.), a First Team All-NWC selection in 2002 and Honorable Mention last year, posted a 5-4
record with 41 strikeouts and only 14 walks. He was 8th in the NWC in innings (76.1), tied for 9th in wins, and 10th in
ERA (4.36).

Beck (Sr., Livermore, Calif.), a First Team All-NWC pick last year, went 7-0, tying for 4th in the league in wins, while
ranking 7th in strikeouts (56) and 8th in ERA (3.88). He has won 21 decisions in a row, four short of the all-time
Division ll record.

Wentzell (Fr., Tualatin, Ore.) batted .319 with 8 doubles, 6 home runs, 30 RBI, and 8 stolen bases. He tied for 5th in
the NWC in home runs and tied the George Fox record for home runs in a season by a freshman.

The Bruins are hopeful that their share of the conference title, along with a 31-9 overall
record and a high strength-of-schedule rating, will be locked upon favorably enough by the NCAA
Division III National Tournament Selection Committee to award them one of three "Pool C" at-large
bids that are given to strong teams which do not win their conference's automatic bid. Playoff pairings,

With 10 strikeouts in a 5-2 win at California State-Hayward on May 2, Scott Hyde added three more
records to his growing list of accomplishments. The junior righthander became the all-time winner in
Bruin history with his 28th victory, giving him a 28-5 lifetime record, and breaking a tie with Kess
Romano, who won 28 from 1997-2000. He raised his season strikeout total to 143, extending his own
single-season George Fox and Northwest Conference records and climbing from 12th to 6th on the
NCAA Division III list for most strikeouts in a season. His 347 career strikeouts enabled him to break
the Northwest Conference record of 344 by Pacific Lutheran's Jason Andrew (1999-2002) and moved
him into 5th on the D-III chart for career K's. His strikeouts-per-inning ratio of 14.78 (143 strikeouts
in 87 innings) would be the 8th-best single-season average ever in Division III.

HAYWARD, Calif. ~ Derrick Jones collected two home runs and a double at the plate and the win on the
mound with 3 2/3 innings of no-hit relief, leading the George Fax University Bruins past the California
State University-Hayward Pioneers 11-9 Monday afternoon here at Pioneer Field, the Bruins’ 8th straight
victory.

The Pioneers took an early lead in the 1st inning as Joe McLoughlin led off with a double, moved up on
Archie Gilbert’s bunt single, and scored on Caleb Cooper’s sacrifice fly, but the Bruins responded with 7
runs in the 2nd. Joshua Sargent and Greg Dombek started the rally with singles, and after a force out,
Jones tied the game with a double off the fence in right. Tye Tinner’s two-run single just inside the bag at
third put the Bruins ahead. After Drew Johnson bunted for a hit, Stephen Donohue doubled in a run, C.R.
Braniff hit a sacrifice fly, David Peterson singled in a run, and Sargent stroked a run-scoring double.

Jones hit solo home runs in the 3rd and 5th innings, but the Pioneers, one of the top power-hitting teams
in the nation, got back into the game with a few long balls of their own. Cooper hit another sacrifice fly in
the 3rd, and the Pios got three more in the 4th, the big blow a two-run double by McLoughlin. The Pios
knocked out GFU starter Mike Beck in the 5th with a home run by Ryan Lymangrover and a single by
Patrick Segelke, and Segelke scored on a two-out hit by Ray Stokes off Jordan Purdy.

Hayward finally knotted the game 9-9 in the 6th with solo home runs by Archie Gilbert and a second one
by Lymangrover off Sean Hammon, but Jones, who saved Sunday's 5-2 win, came on to stymie the Pios
the rest of the way. He walked two, getting one on a double play in the 8th, and leaving the other on in
the 9th by getting a fly out and two of his four strikeouts. It was his 5th win against no losses.

George Fox took the lead for good in the 8th. Braniff drew a leadoff walk from reliever Denny Pettyjohn
(0-1) and moved to second on Peterson’s hit-and-run ground out to short. After Sargent was intentionally
walked, Dombek flied out deep to left, but Scott Hunter came through with a line single to left, Braniff
scoring on a head-first slide that just eluded the tag at home after a tremedous throw from Manny Mere! in
left. Tinner singled, Johnson sacrificed, and Donohue doubled home an insurance run in the 9th.

George Fox finished with 19 hits, with Jones and Donohue getting three apiece while Braniff, Peterson,
Sargent, Dombek, Tinner and Johnson had two each. McLoughlin, Gilbert, Lymangrover, Segelke, and
Stokes had two hits each out of the 12 the Pioneers collected.

HAYWARD, Calif. - Trailing since the 1st inning, the California State University-Hayward Pioneers
rallied for 3 runs in the bottom of the 8th and then hung on against a Gearge Fox University comeback
attempt in the 9th for a 6-5 win over the visiting Bruins Tuesday afternoon here at Pioneer Field.

George Fox jumped out to a 1-0 lead in the opening frame on a double by C.R. Braniff and an RBI
single by Joshua Sargent. The Bruins extended their lead to 3-0 in the 4th as David Peterson bunted
for a hit, Sargent doubled him home, and Derrick Jones doubled to plate Sargent.

The Pioneers began to chip away at Bruin southpaw Cory Dixon in the 5th. Ray Stokes reached on an
infield single, Joe MclLoughlin doubled him to third, and Archie Gilbert delivered Stokes with a sacrifice
fly. Caleb Cooper’s single scored McLoughlin to cut the George Fox lead to 3-2.

The Bruins got the lead back up to two by scoring the 7th as Drew Johnson singled, stole second and
third, and scored on Braniff's chopper off the glove of a leaping Cooper at third. The Pioneers
responded with a run of their own in the home half as Gilbert tripled and scored on a sacrifice fly by
Caooper, his third of the three-game series.

In the top of the 8th, Sargent slugged a drive to deep left-center that would have gone out had Gilbert
not snagged it with a leaping catch and brought it back into the park. Greg Dombek followed with a
drive in the same direction that noc one was going to catch for his 8th home run of the season, tying
him for the Northwest Conference lead and putting the Bruins ahead 5-3.

With closer Derrick Jones having warked 3 2/3 innings in the Bruins’ 11-9 win the day before, the
Bruins stayed with Dixon into the 8th. Manny Merel started the Pioneers’ winning rally with a liner off
the glove of a leaping Braniff at second for a hit. Alan Lane hit into a force at second and barely beat
the relay throw to first to avoid a double play, a critical play as Arce Estremera followed with a home
run to left-center to knot the game 5-5. Ray Stokes doubled off the bag at third and moved to third
on a hit-and-run one-hopper back to the mound by McLoughlin. Gilbert then beat out a grounder just
inside the bag at third, allowing Stokes to score the go-ahead run.

The Bruins made a valiant effort to rally in the 9th as Tom Morris singled with one out and Peterson
stroked a two-out single, bringing up Sargent, who already had 8 hits in the series. Southpaw Ulysses
Garcia, who had surrendered a game-winning double to Sargent in the Bruins’ 5-2 first-game win,
relieved starter Nick Krell and induced Sargent to fly out to left for his first save.

Krell (8-2) got the win despite allowing 12 Bruin hits, as he struck out 8 and walked 2, and became
the all-time Hayward leader in wins with 19. Dixon (5-4) went the distance for the Bruins, allowing 14
hits while fanning 6 with no walks.

The game marked the end of the regular season for both teams, although both are hopeful of bids to
the NCAA National Tournament, Hayward with one of seven bids given to independents and George
Fox with one of three at-large bids given to teams that did not get their conference’s automatic bid.
The Bruins are 31-9 after having an 8-game winning streak snapped, while the Pioneers are 29-11.
Selections to the NCAA regionals will be announced on Sunday, May 16.

HAYWARD, Calif. ~ Adding two more records to his resume, Scott Hyde became the all-time leader in
wins for George Fox University and the all-time Northwest Conference leader in strikeouts as the
Bruins defeated the California State University-Hayward Pioneers 5-2 Sunday afternoon here at
Pioneer Field.

Hyde (10-1) scattered 7 hits in 8 innings, raising his career record to 28-5 and breaking a tie with
Ryan Alvis, who won 27 games in a four-year career from 1997-2000. He struck out 10, giving him
347 for his three-year career, surpassing the NWC record of 344 by Pacific Lutheran University’s Jason
Andrew from 1999-2002. His total also moved him into S5th place on the ali-time NCAA Division [II
strikeouts list.

George Fox jumped out to a 2-0 lead in the 2nd inning. Joshua Sargent lined a single off the glove of
Caleb Cooper at third, Greg Dombek was hit by a pitch, and Dan Wentzell doubled to the fence in right
to score Sargent. Tye Tinner’s one-out sacrifice fly to center delivered Dombek.

Hayward got one run back in the 4th as Cooper led off with a walk and scored on Ryan Lymangrover's
double to right-center. The Pioneers knotted the game in the 7th as Arce Estremera lined a one-out
single to left, moved to third on Alan Lane’s hit-and-run single to right, and scored on a wild pitch.

The Bruins broke the tie in the 8th against Hayward righty Mike Felt (7-2). C.R. Braniff singled and
Stephen Donohue bunted for a hit to start the inning, but Felt retired the next two hitters on a
strikeout and a fly out. Lefty Ulysses Garcia was brought in the face the left-swinging Sargent, who
promptly lined his second doubie of the game into right-center to score both runners. Sargent scored
when Greg Dombek popped a short looper toward first baseman Estremera, who let the ball drop and
then missed the pickup for an error, allowing the ball to roll behind him.

Derrick Jones came on in the 9th to earn his 5th save for the Bruins, striking out one while allowing a
two-out double to Joe MclLoughlin that allowed the Pios’ Archie Gilbert one more at-bat. Gilbert
bounced out to short to end the game, finishing with an 0-for-5 that snapped his 36-game hitting
streak.

With Linfield having sewed up the NWC'’s automatic bid to the NCAA playoffs by virtue of an 11-0 win
over Pacific Sunday (the Bruins and Wildcats are NWC co-champs at 20-4 but Linfield had the
tiebreaker with a 2-1 series edge), the Hayward series is crucial to the Bruins’ chances of earning an
at-large bid to the tournament.

- Eight different pitchers did a commendable job for George Fox University in their
one and only test against an NCAA Division I opponent this year, but the Bruins could muster little in
the way of offense and dropped a 4-2 decision to the University of Portland Pilots in a non-conference
baseball contest Wednesday afternoon here at Pilot Stadium.

play.

Down 2-0, the Pilots got one run back in the 3rd off Peder Rauen on a singie by Gustaf Little, a wild
pitch, a single by Nik Kosach, and a sacrifice fly by Travis Vetters. After a scoreless inning by Brady
Rhodes and a quick 1-2-3 inning by Sean Hammon (1-2) in the 5th, Portland took the lead for good in
the 6th with three runs off Hammon.

Mike McRae started the rally with a lead-off walk, and one-out singles by Adam Kerr and Billy Krause
tied the score. Jesse Rodgers’ grounder to short produced the go-ahead run, and Little delivered an
insurance run with a single to left. Given Kutz (2-0) was the beneficiary of the Pilots’ rally after
pitching two scoreless innings, and Steven Ball eventually worked a 1-2-3 9th for his second save.

George Fox suffered a second loss in a row for only the second time this season and fell to 23-8, while

* Hyde Closes in on GFU Wins Record, D-III Strikeout List

With 10 strikeouts and the win in a 4-3 victory at Pacific Lutheran on Apr. 9, Scott Hyde continues to
threaten the George Fox and NCAA Division III record books. With 103 strikeouts for the year, he has
the 2nd-most ever by a Bruin in a season (the record is 116 by Hyde in 2003). He has 26 career wins,
2nd all-time and only one away from the 27 won by Kess Romano (1997-2000). He is the Bruins'
career strikeout leader with 307, surpassing the previous mark of 226 by Ryan Alvis (1997-200).

In the national record books, Hyde, who is only a junior, is only two strikeouts away from Jim
Katschke of Marietta, who is 15th in Division III history with 309. Of the 15 currently on the list, 13
played four seasons. The two-year recordholder is Chad Choward of Guiiford, who fanned 319 in
1999-2000 (10th all-time), while the three-year recordholder is current Philadelphia Phillies reliever
Billy Wagner, who had 327 from 1991-93 for Ferrum. No. 5 on the list is former Pacific Lutheran hurler
Jason Andrew, who fanned 344 from 1999-2002. Hyde's current strikeouts-per-inning ratio of 14.79
per 9 innings (103 K's, 62.2 innings), if maintained to the end of the season, would be the 8th-best
single-season average ever in Division III.

Dan Wentzell's 3-run home run at Pacific Lutheran on Apr. 10 was the Tualatin, Ore., freshman's 6th
of the season, tying a Bruin freshman record.

TACOMA, Wash. - Dealing a severe blow to Pacific Lutheran University's quest for a Northwest
Conference title in baseball while enhancing their own, the George Fox University Bruins swept a
doubleheader from the Lutes 4-3 and 9-3 here Saturday afternoon.

The Bruins kayoed the Lutes with their righty-lefty pitching punch of Scott Hyde (8-1) and Cory Dixon
(3-3), who each threw route-going six-hitters. Hyde struck out 10 in the opener, giving him 103 for
the season and 307 for his three-year career, just two away from Jim Katschke of Marietta, who is
15th in career strikeouts in the NCAA Division III.

Hyde, coming off a no-hitter against Pacific University on Apr. 3 that earned him D-III National Pitcher
of the Week honors, stretched his string of no-hit innings to 12 before Chris Ullom led off the 4th
inning with a single. He then went to second on a passed ball and scored on Tyler Ochsner's base hit,
giving the Lutes an early 1-0 lead.

The Bruins answered in the top of the fifth against PLU starter Matt Serr (4-1). Greg Dombek led off
with a double and Dan Wentzell singled before Tye Tinner drove in Dombeck with a double to tie it,
and Wentzell scored on Drew Johnson's sacrifice fly. Tinner then came across on Stephen Donohue's
base hit.

The Lutes got one back in the 6th as Jason Miller singled and later scored on an infieid out, but C.R.
Braniff put George Fox in front 4-2 with a big insurance run, driving in Tinner with a single in the 7th.

In the PLU ninth, Ochsner led off with a triple and pinch-runner Ryan Thorne scored on a groundout.

NEWBERG, Ore. - Adding to his growing list of accomplishments on the diamond, George Fox
University ace righthander Scott Hyde has been named NCAA Division III National "Pitcher of the
Week" for Mar. 29-Apr. 4 by the National Collegiate Baseball Writers' Association.

Hyde earned the honor by tossing the 3rd no-hitter in Bruins history in a 6-0 win over Pacific (Qre.)
University in the first game of a Northwest Conference doubleheader on Saturday, Apr. 3. He faced
the minimum 27 batters possible in a 3-inning game; the only baserunner he allowed, a hit batsman
leading of the 5th inning, was picked off by catcher Greg Dombek on the next pitch.

Hyde struck out 14 in the game, including 7 of the first 9 hitters, at least one in each inning, and
ended the game with a swinging strikeout and a caught-iooking strikeout on the final two hitters. He
raised his season strikeout total to 93 and his career total to 297, only 12 short of 15th place on the
all-time Division III chart. His current pace of 15.60 strikeouts per 9 innings (93 in 53.2 innings), if
maintained to the end of the season, would be the 4th-best rate in Division III history.

Hyde received honorable mention for national honors three weeks ago, and earned his 3rd NWC
"Pitcher of the Week" award with this week's performance. He is gunning for a pitching triple crown
this year as he leads the conference in wins (7-1, tied with Alex Justus of Linfield College), strikeouts
(93), and earned run average (1.68).

Already the George Fox career strikeouts leader, Hyde has a 25-5 lifetime record, just two wins away
from the GFU record of 27 wins by Kess Romano (1997-2000). He is a two-time First Team Ail-
Conference selection, and with an 11-1 record and single-season record 116 strikeouts in 2003, was a
First Team All-West Region and Second Team All-American as selected by Rawlings and the American
Basebali Coaches Association.

A junior from Grants Pass, Ore., Hyde is the son of Don and Diane Hyde and a health and human
performance major at George Fox. An all-around athlete, he also played basketball and football at
Hidden Valley High School. He has developed into one of the top professional baseball prospects in the
state.

Hyde was chosen for this week's honor, along with national "Hitter of the Week" 1an Hauze of DeSales
University (Pa.), by a committee of the National Collegiate Baseball Writers' Association. Founded in
1962, the NCBWA is dedicated to the advancement of college baseball. Membership is open to writers,
broadcasters and publicists of the sport. Members receive a membership card, directory, newsletter
updates and official votes in the Howser Award Player of the Year, Regional Player of the Year and
NCBWA All-America voting. The NCBWA also sponsors preseason All-American awards, publication and
writing contests.

327 - LINFIELD 6, GEORGE FQOX (: Wildcats Draw First Blood in Battle with Bruins for NWC Lead

McMINNVILLE, Ore. — Bedeviled by a lack of control, George Fox University ace Scott Hyde could not
tame the Linfield College Wildcats, who scored a rare victory over the Bruins’ All-American righthander with a 6-0
conquest in Northwest Conference baseball action Saturday afternoon here at Roy Helser Field.

The Linfield win, the only game of the day as wet conditions on the field forced the series to start later than
scheduled, gave the Wildcats a slight edge in the long-awaited series matching the league’s early season leaders and
pulled them into a first-place tie with the Bruins. Linfield is 16-5 overall and 8-2 in the NWC, while George Fox is
17-5 overall and also 8-2 in conference play. The three-game set concludes Sunday afternoon with a doubleheader
starting at 1:00 p.m.

Linfield lefty Jordan Rasmussen pitched a 5-hitter to improve to 4-1, striking out 8 and walking 5. Joshua
Sargent had 3 of the Bruins’ hits, with David Peterson and Drew Johnson collecting the other two. The Bruins had
entered the series averaging 17 runs and 18 hits over their last six games and with a team batting average of .378,
but were stymied at every turn by the crafty Rasmussen while being shut out for the first time all season.

Hyde, suffering his first conference defeat in two years, fell to 6-1, striking out 10 Wildcats in 7 innings,
but was plagued by wildness, walking 6 and throwing 4 wild pitches.

‘With two runners on in the 3rd inning, Linfield put a pair of runs on the board. A wild pitch by Hyde
allowed J.J. Stolsig to score from third base, and a single to center field by Tommy Paterson drove home Josh
Armstrong from second.

In the Wildcat 4th, Hyde walked David Moore, then wild pitched him to second. Another wild pitchand a
throwing error by Bruin catcher Greg Dombek allowed Moore to scoot home from second. Alex Justus then
launched a two-run homer, his first this season, over the left field fence, giving the Wildcats a 5-0 lead. Linfield
added an insurance run in the 8th off reliever Peder Rauen when Armstrong lofted a sacrifice fly to center that
scored Brice Ott from third.

Expected hurlers in Sunday’s twinbill are LHP Cory Dixon (2-2, 3.64) and RHP Mike Beck (3-0, 5.27) for
George Fox, and LHP Justus (5-0, 2.13) and RHP Brant Shilliam (3-2, 3.97) for Linfield.

3/23 — GEORGE FOX 3, ST. MARTIN'S 2: Bruins Squeeze by Saints as Bullpen Pitchers Come Through

LACEY, Wash. - With a critical Northwest Conference series looming this weekend at Linfield College,
the George Fox University Bruins needed a strong pitching effort from some of their non-rotation pitchers — and the
bullpen crew came through, pitching the Bruins past the St. Martin’s College Saints 3-2 in a non-conference baseball
game here Tuesday afternoon.

Sean Hammon, normally a middle reliever, got the start for the Bruins and took a no-hitter into the 5th
before Joe Brandenburg stroked a two-out double, scoring Scott Sims with an unearned run to tie the game at 1-1.
Derrick Jones, usually the Bruins’ closer, came on to work the next 3.1 innings, scattering 3 hits while giving up a
run, the first one he has allowed all season, fanning 3 and walking one. Jones (2-0) got the win, with Jordan Purdy
getting his first save by throwing a scoreless 9th, although he did give his teammates a scare by hitting the first two
batters before retiring the side in that inning,

The George Fox bats, which had averaged over 18 a game over their last six contests, were not quite as hot
against the Saints’ Joe Sliva, who got the loss, and two relievers, although they did manage 14 hits, with at least one
hit by every starter but one. However, the Bruins left 11 runners on base, hit into two double plays, and had one
runner thrown out at the plate

George Fox jumped on top in the 3rd as Drew Johnson singled to lead off the inning, stole second, moved
to third on Stephen Donohue’s hit, and scored on a sacrifice fly to center by David Peterson. St. Martin’s knotted it
in the 5th, but the Bruins broke the tie in the 8th when Greg Dombek slugged his 6th home run of the season to lead
off. Tye Tinner added an extra run that would be much needed when he reached on a one-out error, went to third on
Evan Hagen’s double, and scored on a single by Johnson. Singles by Jason Gragg, Jeff Miken, and Tyler Sandland
got one of the runs back in the bottom of the 8th, but Jones fanned Sims to end the inning with the bases loaded.

Donohue led the Bruin attack with 3 hits, while Johnson and Dan Wentzell had 2 hits apiece.

George Fox, which is 3-0 vs. St. Martin’s this season, is now 17-4 overall, while St. Martin’s is 3-18.The
Bruins visit Linfield for a 3-game NWC series this weekend, starting with a twinbill on Saturday at 12:00 noon, with
a single game Sunday at 1:00 p.m. The Bruins are 8-1 in the conference, one game ahead of Linfield (15-4 overall,
7-2 in the NWC). St. Martin’s hosts Pacific Lutheran University Wednesday (Mar. 24) at 2:00 p.m.

Scott Hyde (Jr. RHP, Grants Pass, Ore.) has been named Northwest Conference "Pitcher of the Week"
for Mar. 15-21, the second week in a row he has achieved that honor. After working one perfect inning
with one strikeout in relief at Western Baptist on Wednesday, he started and went 7 scoreless innings
in the Bruins' 20~-4 win over Whitworth on Saturday. He ailowed only two hits and no runner past 1st
base, struck out 15, and walked none. A Second Team NCAA Division III Ail-American last year and a
pre-season First Team pick this year, he has a 6-0 record, a 1.19 ERA, and leads the NWC in wins and
strikeouts (69).

The George Fox Bruins, who finished 14th in the final ABCA/NCAA Division IiI national poll in 2003,
have been picked 16th in this year's pre-season poli. The first national poll of the regular season is to
be released on Monday, March 29. The Bruins, with six returning All-Northwest Conference players
and their top four starting pitchers back, have high hopes for the 2004 season after going 31-13 last
year, winning their 2nd NWC championship and 5th in the last 8 years, and falling in the West
Regional finals to eventual national champion Chapman.

* Bruins Set Single-Game Record with 27 Hits vs. Whitworth

Although it is unofficial, the George Fox Bruins' 27 hits in their 23-10 win over Whitworth on Mar. 21 is
believed to be a single-game record for the team. The record for hits is a game is not currently listed
in the Bruins' record book, but long-time GFU statistician Mike "Biggs" Wirta, whose tenure at the
school goes back over 30 years, does recall a 26-hit game, although the details are hazy. So, until
further research reveals something different, the Bruins' 27-hit game will now serve as the standard.
The record-tying 26th hit was a pinch-singie by Scott Mackey, and the record-breaking hit was a
pinch-single by Sean Hammon, both coming in the bottom of the 8th inning.

* Donohue, Braniff Tie Bruin Record for At Bats

Lead-off man Stephen Donohue and number two batter C.R. Braniff both tied the team record for
official at bats in a game (7) in the Bruins' 23-10 win over Whitworth on Mar. 21. Donohue was 5-7
and Braniff 3-7 in the game as they joined teammate Drew Johnson, who tied the record in the
Bruins' 23-6 win at Whitman on Mar. 13, and seven other Briuns who had batted that many times in a
game in previous seasons.

* Bruins Post Four 20-Run Games in Last Six Outings

When the George Fox Bruins defeated the Whitworth Pirates 20-4 in the first game of a doubleheader
on Mar. 20, and came back with a 23-10 win against the Pirates on Mar. 21, it gave the Bruins four
games with 20 or more runs in their last six outings. The Bruins defeated Whitman 23-6 and 25-7 in
back-to-back games on Mar. 13-14. Over their last six games, the Bruins have scored a total of 106
runs (17.7 runs per game), coliected 113 hits (18.8 hits per game), and batted .428 (113-264)!

Altogether, the Bruins have five games this season with 20 or more runs, a new single-season record,
and have scored 20 or more in four Northwest Conference games already, another record. Not even
the prolific 1999 team, which batted .387 and set an NAIA record with a .682 slugging percentage,
had that many 20-run games. This year's Bruins won't match that team for power (the Bruins hit 102
home rums in '99), but there does not seem to be an easy out up and down the lineup, as every
starter is batting over .300 thus far.



* More on Bruins-Pirates Record-Setting Run Production

The George Fox-Whitworth three-game series on Mar. 20-21, with scores of 20-4, 20-6, and 23-10,
produced a total of 83 runs, the most runs by both teams in any three-game series in Bruin history.
The previous high was 80 in a set with Whitman on Mar. 14-15, 1999. The Bruins scored 56 of those
runs in the Whitman series, their best number ever in a three-game series ... The 20 runs scored by
the Pirates in the second game of the series was the most ever allowed by a George Fox team. The
previous high surrendered by the Bruins was 19 in a 19-7 loss to Lewis-Clark State on May 14, 1997,
in the NAIA Far West Regional Tournament.

* Killing the Conference

Northwest Conference pitching has certainly been to the Bruins' liking this season. After three NWC
series, in which the Bruins are 8-1, they have a team batting average of .393 in conference play, with
six regulars over .400: Drew Johnson (.484), David Peterson (.469), Stephen Donochue (.459),
Joshua Sargent (.447), C.R. Braniff (.432), and Tye Tinner (.406).

* Hyde Establishes GFU Strikeout Record, Heads for National Chart

It happened so quickly that no one caught it, but ace righthander Scott Hyde has aiready established
the George Fox career strikeouts record - and he's only a junior! Hyde, whose fastball has been
clocked at 96 and is consistently in the high 80s and low 90s, has 273 strikeouts, surpassing the
previous mark of 226 by Ryan Alvis (1997-200). With 24 career wins, he is 3rd all-time and is just
three wins short of the record of 27 by Kess Romana (1997-2000). He is also only 36 strikeouts away
from tying for 15th on the all-time strikeouts list in NCAA Division III history. His current strikeouts-
per-inning ratio of 16.48 per 9 innings (69 K's, 37.2 innings), if maintained to the end of the season,
wouid be the 3rd-best single-season average ever in Division III.

3/21 - GEORGE FOX 23, WHITWORTH 10; Bruins Set Record with 27 Hits in Winning Slugfest with Pirates

NEWBERG, Ore. — Setting a new team record for hits in a game with 27, the George Fox University
Bruins rallied from an early 6-1 deficit to win the rubber game of their Northwest Conference baseball series with
the Whitworth College Pirates 23-10 Sunday afternoon here at Morse Field.

The Bruins scored in every inning but the 2nd — and that is only because they had a runner thrown out at
the plate on a close play in that inning which would have tied the game 2-2. Instead, the Pirates maintained their
lead and stretched it to 6-1 in the 3rd with four more runs off Bruin starter Mike Beck.

The Bruins cut the deficit to 6-4 with two runs in the 3rd and another in the 4th, helped by a pair of
Whitworth errors that made two of the runs uneamed. After George Fox reliever Thomas Chivers surrendered a
two-run homer to Kyle Henderson in the 5th to up the Pirate lead to 8-4, the Bruins responded with 5 runs in the 5th
to take a 9-8 lead, pinning the loss on Whitworth starter Cole Young (1-4). The Bruins then added 6 more in the
6th, 5 runs in the 7th, and 3 more in the 8th to thwart any hopes of a Whitworth comeback.

Chivers, despite allowing another 2-run homer to Daniel Gebbers in the 7th, worked through the 8th and
was the beneficiary of the Bruin attack, picking up the win to go to 2-0. Derrick Jones worked a 1-2-3 9th inning to
end the Bruins’ longest game of the season (3:42).

Among the Bruins’ 27 hits, Stephen Donohue was 5-7, Joshua Sargent was 4-6, Drew Johnson was 4-5,
C.R. Braniff was 3-7, and David Peterson was 3-4. Greg Dombek and Dan Wentzell had “only” 2 hits each, but
drove in 5 and 6 runs respectively. Dombek had an RBI ground out in the 1st, a walk with the bases loaded in the
5th that gave the Bruins the lead for good, and a 3-run homer, his 5th of the season, in the 7th. Wentzell had a RBI
grounder in the 3rd, a 2-run homer in the 5th, and a bases-clearing double in the 6th. Johnson scored 5 times, one
short of the Bruin record, Braniff had 4 runs scored and 4 RBI, and Donohue and Jones scored 3 times each.

George Fox is now 16-4 overall and 8-1 in the conference, while Whitworth is 8-10 overall and 4-5 in
league play.

The Bruins visit St. Martin’s College Tuesday (Mar. 23) for a 2:00 p.m. non-conference game in Lacey,
Wash., then travel just down the road next weekend to take on Yamhill County rival Linfield College in a
showdown for first place in the NWC. The Bruins lead the second-place Wildcats by one game in the league
standings. The Pirates head home to host Willamette in a conference series, starting with a twinbill on Saturday
(Mar. 27).

3/20 - GEORGE FOX 20-6, WHITWORTH 4-20: Bruins and Pirates Swap 20-Run Scoring Sprees to Split DH

NEWBERG, Ore. — Taking turns giving each other an old-fashioned shellacking, the George Fox
University Bruins pounded the Whitworth College Pirates 20-4 before the Pirates returned the favor with a 20-6
hammering of the Bruins in a Northwest Conference baseball doubleheader Saturday afternoon here at Morse Field.

Bruins ace Scott Hyde was on top of his game in the opener, working 7 innings while allowing only 2 hits,
striking out 15 and walking none. In running his record to 6-0, the hard-throwing righty was clocked on the radar
gun at 96 on a couple of pitches. Already the Bruins’ career strikeout leader in only his junior season, he now has
69 in 37.2 innings and 273 in his career, just 36 short of 15th place in all-time NCAA Division III career sirikeouts.

The Bruins backed him with 19 hits and scored 20 or more runs for the third straight conference game.
Stephen Donohue singled in a pair and scored on David Peterson’s force out to give the Bruins a 3-0 lead off Kris
White (1-3) in the 3rd, then the Bruins poured it on with 12 runs in the 5th, batting around twice in the inning even
as George Fox coach Pat Bailey began to substitute liberally with pinch-hitters in the inning.

Five Bruins — Donohue, Joshua Sargent, Tom Morris, Rian Patrick, and Derrick Jones — had 2 hits apiece.
Donohue scored 3 runs and drove in 3, Peterson scored 2 and drove in 2, and Sargent scored twice and had 4 RBI.

Josh Taylor’s 3-run home run capped a 4-run outburst for the Pirates off the Bruin bullpen in the 8th, but all
the runs were unearned due to a George Fox error that kept the inning alive.

In the second game, there was no containing Pirate catcher Jeremy McMillen, who had a career day by
going 3-5 with 2 home runs, including a grand slam, and 9 RBI. He hit a 2-run homer in the 2nd to tie the game 2-2
after the Bruins had gone ahead with a pair of unearned runs in the 1st, singled home 2 in the 6th to put the Pirates
ahead for good 5-4, slugged his bases-loaded shot in the 7th to cap a 6-run explosion, then was held to an RBI
ground out in a 9-run Whitworth 8th.

Joining in the hit parade for the Pirates was Casey Thomas, a Newberg native playing in his hometown,
who went 4-6 with a double, 4 runs scored, and 3 RBI. Kyle Henderson was 3-6, scored 3, and drove in 3, while
Taylor and Brian Moser had 2 hits and 3 runs scored apiece.

‘Whitworth southpaw Dan Lundeberg (3-0) worked 7 effective innings, shutting down the Bruins on 5 hits
and 4 runs, 2 of them uneamned, before Ben McCracken finished up. George Fox lefty Cory Dixon (2-2) suffered the
setback.

Defense was a scarce commodity in the second game, as the Pirates committed 5 errors and gave up 3
unearned runs, while the Bruins made 4 errors, including the first 2 errors by starting outfielders in two years, and
gave up 8 team unearned runs.

George Fox is now 15-4 overall and had its best-ever 7-game winning streak to start conference play
snapped in the second game. Whitworth saw its record go to 8-9 overall and 4-4 in conference play. The two teams
complete their 3-game series Sunday (Mar. 21) with a single game at 12:00 noon in Newberg,

* Hyde NWC Pitcher of the Week, Tinner HM for Hitter of the Week:

Scott Hyde (Jr. RHP, Grants Pass, Ore.) threw a 3-hit shutout in a 3-0 win at Whitman in the first game of
a doubleheader on Saturday, running his record to 5-0 and earning Northwest Conference “Pitcher of the Week” for
Mar. 8-14. He went 9 innings, striking out 13 and walking only 1. In 29.2 innings this season, the Bruins’ ace, a
Second Team NCAA Division I All-American last year and a pre-season First Team pick this year, has 53
strikeouts, an average of 16.08 Ks per 9 innings.

Tye Tinner (So. 3B, Portland, Ore.) was one of several Bruins who had an outstanding series at the plate as
the Bruins swept a 3-game set at Whitman, receiving Honorable Mention for Northwest Conference “Hitter of the
Week”.

The George Fox Bruins’ 3-game sweep of the Whitman series Mar. 13-14 in Walla Walla, Wash., was a
record-breaking performance by the Bruins. After winning the second game of a twinbill on Saturday by a 23-6
score, the Bruins followed that up with a 25-7 assault on Sunday, the most runs ever scored by a Bruins team in
consecutive games. The previous best in back-to-back games was 43 runs, accomplished twice, in a doubleheader at
Puget Sound on Apr. 26, 1997 (27-1, 16-0, and in games vs. Whitman on Mar. 14-15, 1999 (19-7, 24-12).

The 25 runs the Bruins scored in the last game of the series was the 3rd-most ever in a game, after the 27 in
the Puget Sound game on Apr. 26, 1997, and 26 in a 26-5 win over Concordia-Portland in the NAIA District 2
Tournament on May 11, 1994,

Speedy center fielder Drew Johnson (Fr., New Plymouth, Idaho) tied George Fox records for
most hits in a game (6) and most at bats in a game (7) in the Bruins’ 23-6 second-game win on Saturday. He had 6
singles while scoring 4 runs, driving in 3, and stealing a base. Two other Bruins have had 6-hit games: Ryan Munoz

When the George Fox Bruins need something done at the last minute, Derrick Jones (So., Forest Grove,
Ore.) is the one the team can count on. In the Arizona Desert Classic on Feb. 13, the multi-talented player made a
Sth-inning diving catch in right field to save two runs in a game against defending NCAA Division III national
champion Chapman, pitched a shutout top of the 7th in a 1-1 tie, then singled home Greg Dombek with the winning
run with two outs in the bottom of the 7th.

Then he turned around and did it again in the finale of a 3-game Northwest Conference-opening series with
Willamette in Newberg on Mar. 8. He came in from right to pitch a scoreless top of the 9th, then singled home Scott




Hunter with two out in the home half to cap a 3-run rally that gave the Bruins a come-from-behind 5-4 win over the
Bearcats and a series sweep.

In fact, Jones almost won the Willamette game twice! Two pitches before his winning hit, he had hit a
sharp grounder that appeared to go over the 3rd-base bag and hit the chalk on the foul line, only to have the home-
plate umpire rule it foul. Back at the plate, he took a ball for a full count, then ripped a clean single toward the left-
field corner, this one unquestionably fair, for the game-winner.

3/14 — GEORGE FOX 25, WHITMAN 7: Bruins Rack Up the Runs (Again) to Complete Sweep of Missionaries

WALLA WALLA, Wash. — Highlighted by an 11-run 8th inning, the George Fox University Bruins
scored over 20 runs for the second straight game and completed a three-game sweep of the Whitman College
Missionaries with a 25-7 romp in Northwest Conference baseball action Sunday afternoon here at Borleske Stadium.

The Bruins scored in each of the first six innings, skipped the 7th, then poured gasoline on the fire with
their double-digit outburst in the 8th. The final numbers showed the Bruins with 37 baserunners on 20 hits, 13
walks, two hit batsmen, and two Whitman fielding errors as they scored the third-most number of runs ever in a
Bruin baseball game.

Leading the attack for the Bruins was David Peterson, who went 4-5 with 3 runs scored and 4 RBI while
keeping his average for the season comfortably over .500. Tye Tinner went 3-4 with 3 runs scored and 2 RBI and
hit one of 4 Bruin home runs in the game. Joshua Sargent was 3-4 with 4 RBI, C.R. Braniff homered while going 2-
4 with 3 runs and 4 RBI, Greg Dombek stroked a solo home run, and Dan Wentzell slugged a pinch-hit grand slam
in the 8th, the Bruins’ third bases-loaded blast of the season. Stephen Donohue had a hit, 3 walks, and scored 4
times, and Derrick Jones also scored 3 runs.

The outburst made it easy on the Bruin pitching staff as five different hurlers were able to get in some
work. Starter Mike Beck went 5 innings to pick up the win, raising his record to 3-0. Southpaw Adam Maldonado,
the first of three pitchers for the Missionaries, suffered the setback and fell to 0-3.

Sean Kinney led Whitman at the plate by going 4-6, and Simon Pollack drilled a two-run homer and
knocked in 3.

Coupled with Saturday’s 23-6 rout in the second game, the Bruins scored 48 runs in back-to-back games,
the most runs ever in consecutive games by a George Fox team. The previous two-game best was 43 in a
doubleheader at the University of Puget Sound on April 26, 1997, including a 27-1 win in the first game of that
twinbill that is the all-time for George Fox. The second-most runs was in a 26-5 win over Concordia-Portland in the
NAIA District 2 Tournament on May 11, 1994,

George Fox improved to 14-2 overall, stretched its winning streak to 8 in a row, and went to 6-0 in the
conference. With Pacific Lutheran University beating Pacific University Sunday, every other team in the conference
now has at least two losses. Whitman fell to 4-10 overall and 1-5 in league play.

The Bruins step outside the conference for their next contest, playing a single game at Western Baptist

WALLA WALLA, Wash. —-Drew Johnson tied George Fox University records for official at bats in a
game (7) and hits in a game (6) as the Bruins pounded the Whitman College Missionaries 23-6, completing a
Northwest Conference baseball doubleheader sweep Saturday afternoon here at Borleske Stadium. In the opener,
Bruin ace Scott Hyde ran his record to 5-0 with a 3-hit shutout.

Johnson tied the mark for most at bats held by 8 others in the second game, and the mark for most hits, held
by Ryan Munoz and Mark Tyler, who each had 6 in the same game against the University of Puget Sound on Apr.
26, 1997. Johnson had 6 singles, scored 4 times, and drove in 3.

The Bruins tied their largest scoring output of the season (they also had 23 runs vs. Eastern Oregon on Feb.
29 in a Jugs Spring Classic game in Newberg) and collected their most hits of the season with 25, bettering the 22
they had against EOU in that Feb. 29 game. Joining the hit parade were Tye Tinner with 3 hits, and Stephen
Donohue, C.R. Braniff, Joshua Sargent, Daniel Downs, and Rian Patrick with 2 hits apiece. Downs’ hits included a
3-run triple.

Whitman starter Pat Johnston (0-3) lasted only 1/3 of an inning as the Bruins put the game away early with
8 runs in the 1st, then tacked on a 6-spot in the 4th and 4 more in the 5th. Southpaw Cory Dixon (2-1) worked 5
innings, scattering 7 hits and allowing no earned runs to pick up the win. He has not allowed an earned run in his
last 13 innings against conference batters.

In the first game, Hyde fanned 13 and walked only one in the complete-game shutout, giving him 53
strikeouts in 29 2/3 innings this season. Whitman starter Pat Thomas (0-4) matched him zero for zero until the 6th,
when the Bruins finally broke through. Stephen Donchue beat out a slow roller to second for an infield hit, moved
up on safeties by Braniff and David Peterson, and scored on Sargent’s sacrifice fly to right.

The Bruins added an insurance pair in the 7th as Donchue singled in Derrick Jones, who had led off with a
walk, and Peterson singled home Evan Hagen, who had reached on a base hit. Donohue, Braniff, Peterson, and
Sargent combined had 8 of the Bruins’ 10 hits.

3/8 - GEORGE FOX 5, WILLAMETTE 4: Bruins Sweep First NWC Series with Bearcats on Late Rallies

NEWBERG, Ore. ~ Baffled by Willamette University righthander Zach Vande Griend through the first
seven innings, the George Fox University Bruins rallied for two runs in the 8th and three in the 9th to pull out a
stunning 5-4 victory over the visiting Bearcats for a Northwest Conference baseball series sweep Monday afternoon
here at Morse Field.

Vande Griend and George Fox righty Mike Beck hooked up in a tense pitching duel through the first seven
frames, Vande Griend allowing only two hits to the Bruins, who entered the game with a league-leading .362
average, and Beck only three. The Bearcats managed a 2nd-inning run off Beck when Matt Drahn was hit by a pitch
and John Cox drilled a two-out double to deep center to score Drahn.

The Bearcats knocked out Beck in the 8th on one-out singles by Colin Griffin and Andy Bartels. Reliever
Thomas Chivers gave up a run-scoring double to Travis Shull, Ken Halpin hit a sacrifice fly, and Cox singled off the
glove of first baseman Joshua Sargent for another run and a 4-0 Bearcat advantage. With Vande Griend mowing
down the Bruin hitters, Willamette appeared primed to upset the pre-season conference favorites.

Stephen Donohue’s two-double to left after a walk to Derrick Jones got the Bruins on the board in the 8th,
however, and a passed ball and a wild pitch allowed Donohue to score, cutting the Bearcats’ lead in half. Jones
moved in from right field and held the Bearcats scoreless in the top of the 9th, setting the stage for a dramatic
bottom-of-the-9th rally.

David Peterson got things started with a lead-off home run to center, making it 4-3. Joshua Sargent then
doubled off the glove of backpedaling left fielder Dane Woldseth in deep left, knocking out Vande Griend in favor
of Drew Herbert (1-1). Greg Dombek sent Sargent to third with a grounder to second for the first out, and Scott
Hunter walked to put runners at the corners. Tye Tinner’s chopper over the mound for the second out scored
Sargent with the tying run and sent Hunter to second.

On a 2-2 count, Jones sent a sharp grounder over the bag at third that appeared to have won the game but
was ruled foul by the home plate umpire, bringing the Bruins howling out of the dugout. Back at the plate, however,
Jones took a ball for a full count, then ripped a clean single into the left-field corner to drive home Hunter. It was
the second time this season that Jones (2-0) had pitched a scoreless last inning in relief and then singled home the
winning run in the bottom half, having also done it in a 2-1 win over defending national champion Chapman on Feb.
13 in the Arizona Desert Classic.

George Fox is now 11-2 on the season and 3-0 in the conference, while Willamette is 4-8 overall and 0-3 in
the league.

The Bruins visit Whitman College for a conference series next weekend, starting with a doubleheader on
Saturday (Mar. 13) at 12:00 noon. The Bearcats host Bethany College of California in a non-conference tilt Friday
(Mar. 12) at 1:00 p.m.

3/7 - GEORGE FOX 10-8, WILLAMETTE 2-0: Bruins Open NWC Play with Impressive Sweep of Bearcats

NEWBERG, Ore. — Northwest Conference play could not have gotten off to a better start for the George
Fox University Bruins as they swept the Willamette University Bearcats, expected to be one of the main challengers
in the Bruins’ hopes of a third straight NWC title, 10-2 and 8-0 in a baseball doubleheader Sunday afternoon here at
Morse Field.

The Bruins’ pitching asserted itself in both games. In the opener, Scott Hyde ran his record to 4-0 by
scattering 9 hits over 7 innings and allowing only one run, striking out 12 with no walks. Jordan Purdy and Sean
Hammon worked the final 2 frames, allowing one unearned run. In the nightcap, southpaw Cory Dixon evened his
record at 1-1 with 8 shutout innings, allowing 7 hits while fanning 5 with no walks, and Derrick Jones completed the
shutout with a scoreless 9th. George Fox pitchers have now allowed only 2 runs, and just one earned run, in their
last 31 innings, an 0.29 ERA, with 3 shutouts in 4 games.

The offense also excelled as the Bruins collected 15 hits in the first game and 11 in the second. After the
Bearcats took a 1-0 lead in the 1st inning of the opener against Hyde, Travis Shull singling home Matt Johnson, the
Bruins responded with 4 in the 31d to pin the loss on Jeff Jensen (2-3). David Peterson singled home Stephen
Donohue to tie it, and Joshua Sargent cranked one about 450 feet over the batting shed in deep-right center for a 3-1
Bruin lead. Greg Dombek followed moments later with a solo shot to dead center.

The Bruins iced the game in the 5th with another 4-spot as Dombek, Dan Wentzell, and Tye Tinner had
RBI and another run scored on a balk. Wentzell and Donohue finished the game with 3 hits apiece, and Donohue
scored 3 times.

George Fox got on the board in the 3rd inning of the second game as C.R. Braniff doubled to score Drew
Johnson, and Wentzell singled home Dombek in the 4th for a 2-0 lead. Yet another 4-run rally, this one in the 4th
inning, cemented the Bruins’ win. Braniff doubled home Evan Hagen, Peterson singled to score Braniff, and
Sargent capped the outburst with his second 2-run homer of the day. Starter Chris Murrel (0-2) took the loss for the
Bearcats.

George Fox is now 10-2 on the season, while Willamette is 4-7.

The Bruins and Bearcats will conclude their rain-delayed three-game series Monday, Mar. 8, with a single
game in Newberg at 2:30 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. — With the first four hitters in their lineup going a collective 13-for-18 at the plate, the
George Fox University Bruins scored early and often en route to an 11-6 win over the St. Martin’s College Saints in
a non-conference baseball game Saturday here at Morse Field.

The Bruins struck quickly in the bottom of the 1st as Drew Johnson led off with a double, David Peterson
singled him to third, Stephen Donahue singled in Johnson, and Joshua Sargent singled in Peterson. Donahue later
scored on a fielder’s choice grounder by Tye Tinner.

It was more of the same in the 2nd as the Bruins got the first seven hitters safely aboard. Derrick Jones led
off with an infield hit, and C.R. Braniff was safe when Saint starter Justin Worrell (0-2) dropped his sacrifice bunt.
Johnson, Peterson, and Donahue followed with RBI singles, and Sargent added a two-run single off reliever Pat
Benedict. After Greg Dombek walked, Benedict finally got the first out as Tinner flied to center, but Tom Morris
singled in Sargent to cap a 6-run explosion that gave the Bruins a 9-0 lead.

Johnson singled with two out in the 7th and scored on Peterson’s triple, and Peterson came home on a balk
to close out the George Fox scoring.

Johnson finished the game 4-for-5 with 3 runs scored and Peterson was 3-for-4 with 3 runs scored and 2
RBI. The Bruins were happiest to see their 3-4 hitters, who had been 1-for-28 in the season-opening Arizona Desert
Classic last week, finally break loose, Donahue going 3-for-4 with 2 runs and 2 RBI and Sargent going 3-for-5 with
3 RBL

The Saints got untracked after being held to 2 hits over the first five innings by three Bruin hurlers. Brett
Efaw singled and Josh Riley homered to left, and Scott Sims followed two outs later with a solo shot to left as the
Saints scored 3 times in the 6th. They added 3 more in the 8th on consecutive RBI singles by Jeff Miken, Chris
Nordness, and Adam Siler to score Riley, Sims, and Miken.

Scott Hyde (2-0), the first of five George Fox hurlers whom coach Pat Bailey had announced before the
game would work against the Saints, threw two scoreless, hitless innings, fanning 5 with one walk, to receive credit
for the win. Cory Dixon followed with scoreless frames in the 3rd and 4th, and Jones worked a scoreless 9th.

George Fox is now 5-1 on the season, while St. Martin’s, a rare NCAA Division II school on the Bruins’
schedule, is 0-7.

George Fox Baseball 2004 Preview —-

PROVEN PITCHING AND IMPROVED DEFENSE
HAVE BRUINS AIMING FOR ALL-TIME HIGH ON DIAMOND

It’s no secret — the George Fox University Bruins have some lofty goals for the 2004 baseball campaign.

“Our season goals are very high,” admits head coach Pat Bailey, who enters his 9th season with the Bruins
sporting a 222-110 record. “Number one, we want to win the Northwest Conference for the third year in a row.
Number two, we want to win our regional, wherever it is and whomever we play. Number three, we want to play
well enough to have a chance to win the NCAA Division III World Series if we get there.”

Lofty goals indeed, but with the Bruins’ recent track record and expected improvements in this year’s team,
those expectations may not be unrealistic, although the Bruins will certainly face some stiff competition from their
rapidly-improving conference opponents and always-tough teams elsewhere in the West Region.

The Bruins are coming off a 31-13 season that included an 18-5 record in conference, a second-place finish
in the West Regional to eventual national champion Chapman University, and a #14 final national ranking. Nine
players earned All-Conference honors of some kind, three were All-Region, and two were All-Americans. Fourteen
letterwinners are back, including five starters, every key component of the pitching staff, and three pre-season All-
Americans.

“Our pitching is proven, and our defense is going to be even better,” says Bailey of a staff that finished
23rd nationally in earned run average (3.50) and a defense that led all of Division III in fielding average (.969).
“Offensively, we won’t have as much power, but we should hit for a high average, and we’ll score runs with the
‘little” things like hit-and-runs, bunting, and speed.

Pitching

With veteran All-Conference righthanders Scott Hyde (Jr.,, Grants Pass, Ore.) and Mike Beck (Sr.,
Livermore, Calif.) sandwiched around southpaw Cory Dixon (Sr., Springfield, Ore.) , the Bruins’ top three starters
compare with any trio in the nation. Say Bailey, “I have complete confidence in every one of them. With their
control, experience, and pitching savvy, we certainly won’t have many losing streaks.”

Hyde was a Second Team All-American after going 11-1 with a 2.41 ERA and a school-record 116
strikeouts, ranking 3rd nationally in total strikeouts and tying for 3rd in wins while ranking 63rd in ERA. Beck, 10-
0 with 1.76 ERA and 73 strikeouts, led the NWC and ranked 21st nationally in ERA while tying for 7th in wins, and
set a new Bruin record for best winning percentage in a season. Dixon, an Honorable Mention All-NWC selection
after being a First Team pick the year before, was the hard-luck hurler of the staff, with only a 5-4 record despite a
fine 3.36 ERA and 60 strikeouts. Both Hyde and Beck were named pre-season All-Americans by Collegiate
Baseball, while Baseball American put Hyde on its First Team All-America pre-season list as well.

If the Bruins need a 4th starter, they are most likely to turn to righthander Thomas Chivers (So.,
Chimacum, Wash.), who was 1-2 with a 5.65 ERA and 13 strikeouts in only 14 innings before being sidelined for
the rest of the season with a sore arm. He was granted a medical red-shirt season by the NCAA. “Thomas gives us
a quality starter and outstanding middle reliever,” says Bailey. “He throws strikes and appears fully recovered from
his injury after an exceptional fall.”

Other middle relievers with experience whom Bailey can call on are righthanders Seann Hammen (Sr.,
Port Orchard, Wash.) and Jordan Purdy (So., Keizer, Ore.). Hammon was 1-1, 7.24 in 13.2 innings, while Purdy
was 0-0, 8.49 in 11.1 innings, but both appear primed for outstanding seasons in *04. They could also see duty in
closing roles, although Bailey has hard-throwing righty Derrick Jones (So., Forest Grove, Ore.) targeted for that
role in the early going, Jones was 0-1, 47.25, but struck out 3 in only 1.1 innings as a freshman.



“We also have a pretty young but very talented group of newcomers on the mound,” notes Bailey, pointing
to righthanders Peder Rauen (Fr., Indianaola, Wash.) and Zachary Wilson (Fr., Ester, Alaska) and southpaw
Brady Rhodes (Fr., Phoenix, Ore.) as ones who could make significant contributions in their rookie seasons with
the Bruins. The staff might also get help from righty Kevin Smith (Fr., Edmonds, Wash.) and lefty Dan Wentzell
(Fr., Tualatin, Ore.) on occasion.

Catching

For three years, right-handing hitting Greg Dombek (Sr., Vaughn, Wash.) and left-swinging Mike
Halverson, an Honorable Mention All-Conference honoree last year, gave the Bruins a talented platoon behind the
plate. Now that the job appears to be his on a regular basis, Dombek expects significant improvement over his .267-
3-17 numbers of a year ago. He’ll be spelled occasionally by Tom Morris (Sr., Kirkland, Wash.), who hit .274-3-
23 in a part-time designated hitter role last year. Newcomer Luke Gerrish (Fr., Filer, Idaho) provides depth behind
the plate as well as at first.

“Greg will probably hit in the No. 5 hole, where he expect him to drive in a lot of runs,” predicts Bailey.
“Morris will probably catch Dixon; he didn’t play behind the plate last year because of a sore arm and the two guys
ahead of him, but he has a good arm and will compliment Dombek nicely.”

Infield

Two All-Conference infielders return in shortstop David Peterson (Jr., Aloha, Ore.) and first baseman
Joshua Sargent (Sr., Oak Harbor, Wash.), who was also All-West Region as a designated hitter. Peterson hit .315-
2-23 and stroked 12 doubles while leading the NWC in steals with 17, and is called by Bailey ‘the best defensive
shortstop I've ever had.” Sargent, a pre-season All-America selection by Collegiate Baseball, led the NWC and was
52nd nationally in batting at .429, with a league-leading 14 doubles and 66 hits. He drilled 7 home runs and was
2nd in the league in RBI with 48 to first sacker Eric Bell (.390-17-61), who was NWC Player of the Year and a First
Team All-American.

“There’s no question we will miss Eric’s big bat,” admits Bailey, “but Joshua should do just fine in the No.
4 hole, plus he gives us some outstanding defense at that position.”

Rounding out the infield starters are Tye Tinner (So., Portland, Ore.), returning at third base, and C.R.
Braniff (So., Hilisboro, Ore.), who takes over at second for graduated senior Kevin Tucker. Tinner hit .304-2-18
after winning the hot corner job early in the season, while Braniff posted .267-0-3 numbers in limited action as a
defensive substitute. Says Bailey, “Tinner is a bulldog at third, while Braniff may be the best defensive second
baseman we’ve ever had; very little will get through him and Peterson.”

If Sargent needs a break at first, Wentzell, whom Bailey calls “one of the best athletes we’ve ever
recruited”, will take over. Rian Patrick (Jr., Gresham, Ore.), who was recruited by Bailey out of high school, has
transferred in after a semester with the Division I program at Sam Houston State University and will challenge for
playing time at third. Scett Mackey (Fr., Van, Texas) provides a capable backup at short, as does Jesse Geleynse
(Fr., Mt. Vernon, Wash.) at second. Hammon make see a turn or two at third, where he first broke in with the
Bruins, while rookie J.J. Berg (Fr., Seattle, Wash.) can play either comer infield position, and Matt Pellitteri (Fr.
Renton, Wash.) can handle the middle spots.

Outfield

One might think it would be hard to improve on last year’s Bruin outfield — after all, the starting outfielders
did not make an error all year. Nevertheless, Bailey asserts that this year’s outfield will be even better, declaring
that “very little is going to fall between these guys.”

Out in left is All-Conference flychaser Stephen Donohue (Sr., Gresham, Ore.), who hit .366-1-22 with 15
steals and a league-leading 56 runs scored. He is moving from first to third in the batting order this year, where
Bailey likes his line-drive bat. Jones, who hit .303-2-14 in part-time duty last year, will be a regular in right when
he isn’t closing games.
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Taking over in center for Honorable Mention All-Conference outfielder Jake Johnson is switch-hitting
speedster Drew Johnson (Fr., New Plymouth, Idaho), who is expected to take over the lead-off spot. Predicts
Bailey, “If he hits between .300-.350, he’ll steal 30 bases for us.”

The top outfield reserve, and a serious threat for major playing time, is Scott Hunter (Sr., Gresham, Ore.),
a transfer from Division II Hawaii Pacific University. Andrew Martin (So., Toledo, Wash.) is a fine hitter who
needs only to improve his defense to see plenty of action. Other outfield candidates include Evan Hagen (Fr.,
Olympia, Wash.), Daniel Downs (Fr., Kirkland, Wash.), and Rase Rowley (Fr., Aloha, Ore.)

Summary

“The key to our season will be to stay focused on the goals we’ve set,” says Bailey. *“We have good senior
leadership for our young players; Dombek, Dixon, Hammon, and Sargent are our senior co-captains and they aren’t
about to let anyone’s attention wander or their efforts slack off. We’ve practiced hard - especially at our 5 a.m.
workouts! — and that has created a toughness in our players that will be important later in the year.

“If we stay healthy, this team can be as good as any team I’ve ever had and could go a long way.”

Considering that the Bruins under Bailey have never had a losing season, have won five conference
championships in eight seasons, have participated in post-season play five times, and have set several national
records in years past — well, that’s a lofty statement indeed.

* First Triple Play in Bruin Historv?:

It can’t be stated as a conclusive fact, but as far as anyone around George Fox can remember, there hadn’t
been a triple play in Bruin baseball history until Chapman turned the trick against the Bruins in the final game of the
Arizona Desert Classic on Feb. 15. Coach Pat Bailey said he hadn’t seen one in his 9 years with the program; in
fact, he could only remember seeing one during his 13 years as a high school and American Legion coach. Neither
long-time Bruin statistician Mike “Biggs” Wirta nor former coach and current director of athletics Craig Taylor
could recall one, either.

CHANDLER, Ariz. — Defending NCAA Division III national baseball champion Chapman University
highlights the eight-team field for the 2004 Arizona Desert Classic which begins here at the Snedigar Sports
Complex Thursday, Feb. 12, and runs through Sunday, Feb. 15.

The tournament is hosted this year by George Fox University and head coach Pat Bailey, which finished
second to Chapman in the 2003 West Regional.

This year’s Desert Classic consisted of eight teams divided into two pools. Each of the four teams in the
Red Pool will play each of the four teams in the Blue Pool once during the first three days. On Sunday, each pool
will one more game against the other pool, paired up based on records through the first three days.

The Red Pool is made up of four teams from the Northwest Conference: George Fox University from
Newberg, Ore., Pacific University from Forest Grove, Ore., Whitman College from Walla Walla, Wash., and
Whitworth College from Spokane, Wash.

The Blue Pool consists of California Lutheran University from Thousand Oaks, Calif., Chapman University
from Orange, Calif., Hasting College from Hastings, Neb., and the University of Pittsburgh-Bradford from Bradford,

Pa.

George Fox went 31-13 last year, won the Northwest Conference title before bowing to Chapman in the
regional finals, and is ranked 16th in the pre-season poll by Collegiate Baseball. Pacific was 22-17 and finished 4th
in the NWC in 2004. Whitman was 4-28 and placed 8th in the NWC, while Whitworth finished 15-22-1 and came
in 5th in the league.

California Lutheran was 27-13 last year, just missed the NCAA playoffs by finishing one game behind
Pomona-Pitzer in the Southern California Intercollegiate Athletic Conference, and is listed among “other top teams”
in the Collegiate Baseball poll. Chapman is picked 4th in the pre-season after going 39-12 and winning both the
regional and national tournaments with two must-wins on the final day. Hastings is seeking to bounce back from a
26-27-1 campaing, while Pittsburgh-Bradford, 21-17-1 last year, has won the Allegheny Mountain Collegiate
Conference title two of the last three years.

The two California teams have already opened their 2004 seasons, Chapman going 2-0 in its first tow
games and California Lutheran standing at 1-2. The other six teams will be starting their seasons.

22 - NWC POLL: Bruins a Strong Favorite to Win Third Straight NWC Baseball Championship

SPOKANE, Wash. -- Looking for their third straight Northwest Conference baseball championship and
fourth in the last five years, the George Fox University Bruins have been picked to finish at the top again in 2004 in
the pre-season NWC baseball coaches' poll, according to a release from conference information director Steve
Flegel at Whitworth College.

The Bruins picked up eight of nine first-place votes and 88 total points. George Fox, which lost in the
NCAA West Regional final to eventual national champion Chapman University last spring, returns Second Team
All-American Scott Hyde, Second Team All-West Region Mike Beck, and Honorable Mention All-NWC Cory
Dixon to its pitching rotation, as well as All-NWC designated hitter Joshua Sargent, shortstop David Peterson, and
left fielder Stephen Donohue. The Bruins did lose First Team All-American and NWC Player of the Year Eric Bell
from first base. George Fox was 31-13 overall, 18-5 in the conference, led the nation in fielding, and ended the
season with a No. 14 national ranking..

Linfield College finished second in the poll with 64 points and picked up the other first-place vote. The
Wildcats welcome the return of All-NWC third baseman David Moore.

Willamette University was third in the poll with 61 points. The Bearcats, who challenged George Fox
before finishing second last season, will rely on All-NWC pitcher Jeff Jensen.

Pacific Lutheran University (46 points), the University of Puget Sound (45), and Whitworth College (44)
finished fourth through sixth in the poll, separated by only two points. PLU anticipates the return of AIl-NWC
pitcher Matt Serr, while UPS welcomes back All-NWC catcher Olin Wick.

Pacific University was seventh in the poll with 34 points, followed by Lewis & Clark College (18) and
Whitman College (11).

The season gets underway Feb. 6 when Willamette plays California Lutheran University at Menlo College
in Atherton, California. The Bruins open play Feb. 12 when they take on California Lutheran at 4:00 p.m. in the
Arizona Desert Classic in Phoenix, Ariz.

George Fox Baseball 2004 Preview ---

PROVEN PITCHING AND IMPROVED DEFENSE
HAVE BRUINS AIMING FOR ALL-TIME HIGH ON DIAMOND

It’s no secret — the George Fox University Bruins have some lofty goals for the 2004 baseball campaign.

“Our season goals are very high,” admits head coach Pat Bailey, who enters his 9th season with the Bruins
sporting a 222-110 record. “Number one, we want to win the Northwest Conference for the third year in a row.
Number two, we want to win our regional, wherever it is and whomever we play. Number three, we want to play
well enough to have a chance to win the NCAA Division 11 World Series if we get there.”

Lofty goals indeed, but with the Bruins’ recent track record and expected improvements in this year’s team,
those expectations may not be unrealistic, although the Bruins will certainly face some stiff competition from their
rapidly-improving conference opponents and always-tough teams elsewhere in the West Region.

The Bruins are coming off a 31-13 season that included an 18-5 record in conference, a second-place finish
in the West Regional to eventual national champion Chapman University, and a #14 final national ranking. Nine
players earned All-Conference honors of some kind, three were All-Region, and two were All-Americans. Fourteen
letterwinners are back, including five starters, every key component of the pitching staff, and three pre-season All-
Americans.

“Our pitching is proven, and our defense is going to be even better,” says Bailey of a staff that finished
23rd nationally in earned run average (3.50) and a defense that led all of Division III in fielding average (.969).
“Offensively, we won’t have as much power, but we should hit for a high average, and we’ll score runs with the
‘little’ things like hit-and-runs, bunting, and speed.

Pitching

With veteran All-Conference righthanders Scott Hyde (Jr.,, Grants Pass, Ore.) and Mike Beck (Sr.,
Livermore, Calif.) sandwiched around southpaw Cory Dixon (Sr., Springfield, Ore.) , the Bruins’ top three starters
compare with any trio in the nation. Say Bailey, “I have complete confidence in every one of them. With their
control, experience, and pitching savvy, we certainly won’t have many losing streaks.”

Hyde was a Second Team All-American after going 11-1 with a 2.41 ERA and a school-record 116
strikeouts, ranking 3rd nationally in total strikeouts and tying for 3rd in wins while ranking 63rd in ERA. Beck, 10-
0 with 1.76 ERA and 73 strikeouts, led the NWC and ranked 21st nationally in ERA while tying for 7th in wins, and
set a new Bruin record for best winning percentage in a season. Dixon, an Honorable Mention All-NWC selection
after being a First Team pick the year before, was the hard-luck hurler of the staff, with only a 5-4 record despite a
fine 3.36 ERA and 60 strikeouts. Both Hyde and Beck were named pre-season All-Americans by Collegiate
Baseball, while Baseball American put Hyde on its First Team All-America pre-season list as well.

If the Bruins need a 4th starter, they are most likely to turn to righthander Thomas Chivers (So.,
Chimacum, Wash.), who was 1-2 with a 5.65 ERA and 13 strikeouts in only 14 innings before being sidelined for
the rest of the season with a sore arm. He was granted a medical red-shirt season by the NCAA. “Thomas gives us
a quality starter and outstanding middle reliever,” says Bailey. “He throws strikes and appears fully recovered from
his injury after an exceptional fall.”

Other middle relievers with experience whom Bailey can call on are righthanders Seann Hammon (Sr.,
Port Orchard, Wash.) and Jordan Purdy (So., Keizer, Ore.). Hammon was 1-1, 7.24 in 13.2 innings, while Purdy
was 0-0, 8.49 in 11.1 innings, but both appear primed for outstanding seasons in *04. They could also see duty in
closing roles, although Bailey has hard-throwing righty Derrick Jones (So., Forest Grove, Ore.) targeted for that
role in the early going, Jones was 0-1, 47.25, but struck out 3 in only 1.1 innings as a freshman.

“We also have a pretty young but very talented group of newcomers on the mound,” notes Bailey, pointing
to righthanders Peder Rauen (Fr., Indianaola, Wash.) and Zachary Wilson (Fr., Ester, Alaska) and southpaw



Brady Rhodes (Fr., Phoenix, Ore.) as ones who could make significant contributions in their rookie seasons with
the Bruins. The staff might also get help from righty Kevin Smith (Fr., Edmonds, Wash.) and lefty Dan Wentzell
(Fr., Tualatin, Ore.) on occasion.

Catching

For three years, right-handing hitting Greg Dombek (Sr., Vaughn, Wash.) and left-swinging Mike
Halverson, an Honorable Mention All-Conference honoree last year, gave the Bruins a talented platoon behind the
plate. Now that the job appears to be his on a regular basis, Dombek expects significant improvement over his .267-
3-17 numbers of a year ago. He’ll be spelled occasionally by Tom Morris (Sr., Kirkland, Wash.), who hit .274-3-
23 in a part-time designated hitter role last year. Newcomer Luke Gerrish (Fr., Filer, Idaho) provides depth behind
the plate as well as at first.

“Greg will probably hit in the No. 5 hole, where he expect him to drive in a lot of runs,” predicts Bailey.
“Morris will probably catch Dixon; he didn’t play behind the plate last year because of a sore arm and the two guys
ahead of him, but he has a good arm and will compliment Dombek nicely.”

Infield

Two All-Conference infielders return in shortstop David Peterson (Jr., Aloha, Ore.) and first baseman
Joshua Sargent (Sr., Oak Harbor, Wash.), who was also All-West Region as a designated hitter. Peterson hit .315-
2-23 and stroked 12 doubles while leading the NWC in steals with 17, and is called by Bailey ‘the best defensive
shortstop I’ve ever had.” Sargent, a pre-season All-America selection by Collegiate Baseball, led the NWC and was
52nd nationally in batting at .429, with a league-leading 14 doubles and 66 hits. He drilled 7 home runs and was
2nd in the league in RBI with 48 to first sacker Eric Bell (.390-17-61), who was NWC Player of the Year and a First
Team All-American.

“There’s no question we will miss Eric’s big bat,” admits Bailey, “but Joshua should do just fine in the No.
4 hole, plus he gives us some outstanding defense at that position.”

Rounding out the infield starters are Tye Tinner (So., Portland, Ore.), returning at third base, and C.R.
Braniff (So., Hillsboro, Ore.), who takes over at second for graduated senior Kevin Tucker. Tinner hit .304-2-18
after winning the hot comer job early in the season, while Braniff posted .267-0-3 numbers in limited action as a
defensive substitute. Says Bailey, “Tinner is a bulidog at third, while Braniff may be the best defensive second
baseman we’ve ever had; very little will get through him and Peterson.”

If Sargent needs a break at first, Wentzell, whom Bailey calls “one of the best athletes we’ve ever
recruited”, will take over. Rian Patrick (Jr., Gresham, Ore.), who was recruited by Bailey out of high school, has
transferred in after a semester with the Division I program at Sam Houston State University and will challenge for
playing time at third. Scott Mackey (Fr., Van, Texas) provides a capable backup at short, as does Jesse Geleynse
(Fr., Mt. Vemmon, Wash.) at second. Hammon make see a turn or two at third, where he first broke in with the
Bruins, while rookie J.J. Berg (Fr., Seattle, Wash.) can play either comer infield position, and Matt Pellitteri (Fr.
Renton, Wash.) can handle the middle spots.

Qutfield

One might think it would be hard to improve on last year’s Bruin outfield — after all, the starting outfielders
did not make an error all year. Nevertheless, Bailey asserts that this year’s outfield will be even better, declaring
that “very little is going to fall between these guys.”

Out in left is All-Conference flychaser Stephen Donohue (Sr., Gresham, Ore.), who hit .366-1-22 with 15
steals and a league-leading 56 runs scored. He is moving from first to third in the batting order this year, where
Bailey likes his line-drive bat. Jones, who hit .303-2-14 in part-time duty last year, will be a regular in right when
he 1sn’t closing games.



Taking over in center for Honorable Mention All-Conference outfielder Jake Johnson is switch-hitting
speedster Drew Johnson (Fr., New Plymouth, Idaho), who is expected to take over the lead-off spot. Predicts
Bailey, “If he hits between .300-.350, he’ll steal 30 bases for us.”

The top outfield reserve, and a serious threat for major playing time, is Scott Hunter (Sr., Gresham, Ore.),
a transfer from Division II Hawaii Pacific University. Andrew Martin (So., Toledo, Wash.) is a fine hitter who
needs only to improve his defense to see plenty of action. Other outfield candidates include Evan Hagen (Fr.,
Olympia, Wash.), Daniel Downs (Fr., Kirkland, Wash.}, and Rase Rowley (Fr., Aloha, Ore.)

Summary

“The key to our season will be to stay focused on the goals we’ve set,” says Bailey. “We have good senior
leadership for our young players; Dombek, Dixon, Hammon, and Sargent are our senior co-captains and they aren’t
about to let anyone’s attention wander or their efforts slack off. We’ve practiced hard — especially at our 5 a.m.
workouts! — and that has created a toughness in our players that will be important later in the year.

“If we stay healthy, this team can be as good as any team I’ve ever had and could go a long way.”
Considering that the Bruins under Bailey have never had a losing season, have won five conference

championships in eight seasons, have participated in post-season play five times, and have set several national
records in years past — well, that’s a lofty statement indeed.

As George Fox University baseball coach Pat Bailey enters his 9th season with the Bruins, he can point with
pride to a program that has established itself as one of the finest in the Northwest Conference and at the NCAA
Division III national level.

The Bruins have posted 8 straight winning seasons under Bailey, giving him a 222-110 career record and
winning percentage of .668 that ranks in the top 30 among active coaches in Division III. He has more wins and a
higher winning percentage than any other coach in Bruin baseball history. In home games under Bailey, the Bruins
have posted an amazing mark of 108-27 (.800).

George Fox teams have won 5 NWC championships in Bailey’s 8 seasons, including the 2003 title in which
the Bruins went 18-5 in league play, earning Bailey his 5th conference Coach of the Year honor. By winning the
league crown, the Bruins advanced to the NCAA West Regional, where they defeated Pomona-Pitzer and Chapman
before dropping two to Chapman on the final day. Chapman went on to win the Division III national championship.
The Bruins finished 31-13 overall and were ranked 14th in the season’s poll, their highest place ever at the end of a
season.

The Bruins were NWC runners-up in 1996 and 1998, champions in 1997, 2000, and 2002, and co-champions
in 1999. In 2000, their first year of NCAA eligibility, the Bruins advanced to the NCAA Division III West Regional
and earned the regional's No. 1 seed. In 2002, the Bruins went 1-2 in the Midwest Regional, earning their first NCAA
post-season victory with a 9-1 decision over Blackburn.

The Northwest Conference also honored Bailey as its Coach of the Year in 1997, 2000, and 2002, and in 1999,
he was Co-Coach of the Year with Linfield's Scott Carnahan as the two rivals shared the league crown.

Many of Bailey's players have eamed all-conference, all-district, all-region, and/or all-America recognition,
including 9 members of last year's team. In 1999, 1st baseman Nate Bamett became his first NAIA First Team All-
American, and in 2000, staff ace Ryan Alvis was named to the NCAA Division I1I All-America Third Team. Last
year, first baseman Eric Bell was an All-America First Team selection, and pitcher Scott Hyde was All-America
Second Team. Bell was a First Team Academic All-American and designated hitter Joshua Sargent was Second Team.

Bailey took over the Bruin program immediately after guiding West Linn High School into the Oregon Class
4A state championship game in 1995. At West Linn, his teams advanced to the Class 4A state playoffs 7 times, and in
his final season were edged 2-1 in the 1995 state championship game.

Four times Bailey was named Three Rivers League Coach of the Year while at West Linn, where he served for
10 years as head baseball coach and assistant football coach. His baseball teams won 5 league titles and reached the
Oregon semifinals in 1989, 1991, and 1995. From 1989-95, his combined record as a high school and American
Legion coach was 315-105 (.750).

Prior to West Linn, Bailey taught and coached at Willamette High School in Eugene, Ore., for 3 years. He has
worked at various baseball camps, and served as a pitching coach at the University of Portland in 1992.

"George Fox really matches up with me personality-wise and philosophically,” says Bailey. "As a coach, I
want to make sure every kid is making the most of his God-given talent. I want them to be a class act in the classroom
and the community. I want the kids to match the school and my personality. I stress to my team that we're a family.
Family members are more important than themselves. If you're going to be a leader, you must be a servant first."

Bailey is a 1974 graduate of Moscow High School in Idaho, where he played football, basketball, and was the
baseball team's MVP. He earned 2 letters in baseball at North Idaho College in Coeur d'Alene, Idaho, then 2 more as a
starting outfielder and team captain during his senior season at the University of Idaho. He continued playing
semiprofessionally until age 28.

In 1978, Bailey completed his business education degree, and earned a master of education degree in
educational administration at the University of Oregon in 1983.

At West Linn, Bailey was also a business instructor, and in 1994 was named to Who's Who Among America's
Outstanding High School Teachers. In 1995, he was one of 30 outstanding educators honored with a 1995 Education
Excellence Award, given by Associated Oregon Industries.

At George Fox, Bailey is also associate director of athletics, chair of the school's Sports Hall of Fame
Committee, and a teacher in the Department of Business and Economics.

Bailey and his wife, Susan, live in Newberg and have two children: son Alex, 20, and daughter Ann, 17.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Slugging first baseman Eric Bell, who completed a three-year star-studded career at
George Fox University this past May, is one of five men’s finalists for the 2004 Ad Rutschman Award, presented
annually to the top male and female small-college athletes in the state of Oregon.

This is the third year the Ad Rutschman Award will be presented as a part of the annual Oregon Sports
Awards gala scheduled for Sunday, Jan. 25, at Nike’s Tiger Woods Center in Beaverton. The 2004 program,
presented by Nike and The Portland Tribune and sponsored by Les Schwab Tires and Standard TV & Appliance,
will have a statewide audience through a live telecast of the ceremonies by television station KATU.

Bell, a 1999 graduate of Northwest Christian High School in Spokane, Wash., attended Spokane Falls
Community College for a year before joining the George Fox baseball team. During his Bruin career, he batted .392
and finished second all-time in home runs at George Fox with 36. He also collected 171 hits, 45 doubles, 151 RBI,
scored 127 runs, drew 91 walks, and posted a .743 slugging percentage.

Bell, who bats and throws left, was a First Team All-Northwest Conference selection all three seasons at
George Fox. As a sophomore, he batted .410 and led the NWC with 20 doubles, one short of the Bruin record. In
his junior year, he hit .377 and led the NWC in walks with 35 and RBI with 49. In his senior year, Bell hit .390
while ranking sixth nationally in home runs per game (0.39, fourth in total home runs with 17) and 17th nationally in
RBI per game (1.39, ninth in total RBI with 61), leading the NWC in both categories.

In 2001, Bell was named to the NCAA Division III All-West Region First Team as a designated hitter, then
made the All-Region Second Team as a DH the following year. In 2003, he was First Team All-Region at first base,
and went on to be named to the American Baseball Coaches Association / Rawlings NCAA Division III All-
America First Team.

During Bell’s career, George Fox went 80-48, winning Northwest Conference titles and participating in
NCAA Division III regional tournaments in 2002 and 2003. This past year, the Bruins went 31-13, lost in the West
Regional finals to eventual national champion Chapman University, and finished with a No. 14 national ranking, the
team’s highest finish ever. Bell slugged two home runs in the Bruins® 8-6 win over Chapman in the second round of
the regional and was named to the All-Tournament Team.

In addition to his considerable skills on the diamond, Bell also shone in the classroom. While posting a
3.831 grade point average over three years, he received Verizon / CoSIDA Academic All-District VIII and
Academic All-America College Division First Team honors in both his junior and senior seasons. He received the
2002-03 George Fox Outstanding Business Major Award as the university’s top senior business student, and
graduated in May 2003 with a B.A. in Business Marketing.

Bell is the son of Mark and Judy Bell of Spokane, Wash. He and his wife Allyson reside now in Spokane,
where he is the Northwest area sales representative for Ganz’s Gifts of Atlanta, Ga. He is also considering offers of
spring training tryouts by several professional baseball teams this spring.

“Eric is perhaps the finest all-around young man I have ever had the pleasure to work with,” said George
Fox coach Pat Bailey. “Not only is he a fine baseball player, he is one of the most intelligent, hard-working people
I’ve ever met, just an outstanding person of the highest moral fiber and character. If he wins this honor, it will truly
be because he deserves it.”

Other men’s finalists for the 2004 Ad Rutschman Award are Pro Escobedo of Westem Oregon University
(track and field), Tyler Matthews of Linfield College (football), Dusty McGrorty of Southem Oregon University
(football), and Nick Symmonds of Willamette University (track and field).

Women'’s finalists are Shelly Butcher of Concordia University (soccer), Kristina Machette of Southerm
Oregon (volleyball), Leah Moore of Linfield (heptathlon and basketball), Jill Remiticado of Pacific (wrestling), and
Sara Schimani of Lewis & Clark College (tennis).

The Ad Rutschman Award is named in honor of long-time Linfield coach and athletic director Ad
Rutschman, who served the school from 1967-1996. He won three NAIA Division II national championships and
posted a 183-48 record in 24 seasons of football coaching, and led the Wildcats to the NAIA national baseball
championship in 1971, the first of his 13 seasons of coaching baseball.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Ex-George Fox University ace Scott Hyde currently has a 3-2 record and 3.44 earned
run average, with 30 strikeouts and only 28 hits and 14 walks allowed in 34 innings in his first professional baseball
season. A 7th-round draft pick by the New York Mets, he is playing for the Brooklyn Cyclones in the Class A New
York-Pennsylvania League. George Fox sports information director Blair Cash recently talked with Scoft about his
experiences as a pro.

GF: If this is a subject you'd rather not discuss, I'll understand (and frankly, I'm not sure it’s really anybody’s
business), but several people have asked about the contract you signed. Would you be willing to talk about it?
SH: No, { don’t mind. | got a $145,000 signing bonus, and | get paid $800 a month, plus daily meal money. The
team takes $200 a month out of my paycheck for rent.

GF: Minor leaguers don't make a lot, do they? The big bucks only come in the big leagues. How expensive is it to
live in New York, and how much do apartments run?

SH: It's very expensive! So expensive, we don’t even live in apartments. We’re all rooming in dorms at New York
Tech; that's what the rent money goes for. A lot of guys say they're really looking forward to next year, when theyll
be playing in a different city and can actually afford a place of their own.

GF: Speaking of roomies, | understand there are some players on the Cyclones whom you already knew. Must be
nice having some familiar faces to play with.

SH: Definitely. Michael Devaney is here; he played at Concordia there in Portland. In fact, he follows me in the
rotation and is doing very well, although he’s had a lot of no-decisions because we haven’t gotten him a lot of runs.
Aaron Hathaway, one of our catchers, is from the University of Washington, and | knew him as well.

GF: Have your parents been able to come from Grants Pass to see you play?
SH: Not yet, but now that I'm getting established in the rotation, we should be able to figure out when I'm going to
pitch, and they’ll be coming out later in the summer.

GF: | know the Mets place a strong emphasis on pitching in their organization, and I'm sure they've got coaches
working with you guys all the time. Are there any specific things they are working with you on to try to improve?

SH: We've got a great staff of coaches here that are always teaching. One thing they're trying to get me to do is add
a little more motion to my windup. In college, | used a very abbreviated maotion, aimost no windup at all, and they
think this will add a little bit more to my fastball. Plus, they want me to extend my step a coupie if inches more so that
| release the ball just that much closer to the plate. I'm pretty tall anyway, and that could add another couple of miles
per hour to my fastball. You know how tall Randy Johnson is? Well, when he lets go, it looks like he’s already about
halfway to the plate to the hitters, and mentally, it makes his fastbail that much harder to hit. i'm no Randy Johnson,
of course, but even that extra couple of inches couid help me.

GF: Tell me about some of the ballparks you've played in. What are the minor league fields like in the NYP League?
SH: Oh, they're absolutely gorgeous. Our ballpark (Keyspan) is beautiful. It's right by Coney Island and looks out
over Long Island Sound. The infield is like a billiard table. The Staten Island Yankees aren't too far away and they
have a beautiful stadium as well, looking out toward the Statue of Liberty. The ballpark in Aberdeen, Md., is modeled
after Camden Yard in Baltimore — but then, what did you expect? They're owned by Cal Ripkin, Jr., you know.

GF: You mean they're nicer than Morse Field in Newberg?
SH: (laughing) Yeah, | guess you couid say that. Aww, George Fox was a great place to play; | sure enjoyed it. Hey,
| understand they’ve scoured that field.



GF: Yes, they've taken all the outfield grass off and are putting in a complete new drainage system. | don't think it will
be ready in time for fall ball. Are you going to get back down here to see the national champion Bruins play again
and finish your degree?

SH: Oh, sure, I'll be back — although | may not be in school THIS year. It hasn’t been confirmed yet, but | think the
Mets want me to attend‘winter instructional league in Florida this year.

GF: Well, I'm sure it has been quite an experience going from Grants Pass, Ore., to Newberg, to New York City.
Have you done a lot of sightseeing, been over to Shea Stadium yet?

SH: Man, there’s everything in the world to do and see here; we just haven't had time to do it all yet. They keep us
pretty busy at the ballpark. Haven't been to Shea yet, but we did have an off-day when the Yankees were in town
and got to go to Yankee Stadium. Even got to go down and see the monuments in enter field. What a place! Man,
there’s so much history there; | can just imagine how players feel pulling on those pinstripes for the first time. We
have about three more off-days before the season is over, and we'll try to go see the Mets one of those days.

GF: Do you use the subways a lot? Better be careful traveling on those subways, right?

SH: Yeah, you can get just about anywhere on the trains; it's fun. Actually, it's not as bad as you sometimes hear.
We just try to travel in groups and don’t ride to places late at night where we shouldn’t be, and that makes it pretty
safe.

GF: Well, | just wanted you to know that there are a lot of people back here rooting hard for you. We've setup a
place on our baseball web site called the “Scott Hyde Watch” so we can put in stories about your games and folks
can follow the first year of your career. | hope you don't mind.

He struck out 13 in the title game against Eastern Connecticut State, a game in
which Hyde threw 140 pitches. His 395 career strikeouts are third all-time among
Division i pitchers.

He is currently in Scotland with the Juniors Abroad Program, completing
coursework for his degree. That didn't stop Hyde from checking in with
MLB.com, though, to find out when his name would be calied. MLB.com reached
Hyde at a retreat in inverness, Scotland, where he was enjoying the Scottish
highlands.

"l haven't spoken to anyone with the Mets yet," Hyde said. "I actually looked it up
on the Internet and called my parents. We were using the MLB.com Draft
Tracker. It was pretty crazy. We were scrolling down and waiting, holding our
breath.”

Hyde wasn't always a dominating, power pitcher.
He said that he developed in coliege, putting 40
pounds on his 6-foot-5 frame.

"I just kind of developed,” he said. “| didn't throw
nearly as hard out of high school. | wasn't the
same person | am now. There was a maturation
process.

"I'm more of a pitcher. | just try to get ahead of the = Complete Draft coverage >
batter. | don't put any emphasis on strikeouts, it

just worked out that way. But when | get ahead of a batter | try to bury him. But |
wouldn't say I'm geared toward striking batters out.”

Hyde added that he doesn't know much about the Mets other than the fact they
drafted his friend, shortstop Seth Pietsch, out of Oregon State in the eighth
round last year.

Takin' it easy: Matt Durkin doesn't want anyone to judge him by the numbers he
put up this season for San Jose State University.

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The big right-hander had a down junior season when compared to what he did
as a freshman and sophomore. Yet the Mets saw enough in the 6-foot-5, 220-
pounder to choose him in Monday's second round of the First-Year Player Draft.

Durkin, who was rated as the 66th-best player available by Baseball America,
went 8-5 with a 4.49 ERA this season after winning 18 games with a 2.72 ERA
as a freshman and sophomore.

"l found myself in a little bit of a funk,” Durkin said. "l was trying to hard and |
was trying to do too much. The previous two years | was laid back and letting
people get themselves out. This year | was trying to blow people away. I'm more
of a laid-back guy and things go better when I let things happen.

"} tried to force things this year. | talked to a lot of scouts the last few weeks and
everyone realized that | just had a down year. But because of my good history
and my history in high school, it shouldn't hinder me."

Durkin was originally drafted out of high school in the 10th round of the 2001
draft by Arizona. He didn't sign with the Diamondbacks because he said he
"didn't have the best advisor and everything got out of hand.” Durkin chose to go
to college and will likely be headed to Class A Brooklyn now.

"This is a great feeling,” Durkin said. "It's like | had a million pounds lifted off my
shoulders. | don't know much about the Mets but their pitching coach [Rick
Peterson] is supposed to be a [heck] of a guy. It will be good to work with him."

Durkin had trouble locating his curveball earlier in the season but went back to it
as the year progressed and regained his effectiveness with the pitch.

Go West, young man: The Mets continued their westward trend in later rounds,
tabbing University of Washington catcher Aaron Hathaway in the fourth round,
St. Mary's High (Ariz.) third baseman Nick Evans in the fifth round and University
of California-Davis shortstop Ryan Coultas in the sixth round.

Hathaway hit .317 with nine homers and 42 RBIs for the Huskies, who were
eliminated from the NCAA Tournament on Sunday. He is more advanced behind
the plate than he is at bat, but he has an huge upside.

NYF: How would you rate the Mets' draft this season in comparison to the other
teams, and why?

LaRocque: I do not compare with other teams. Nor do I compare any player
we drafted with anyone in our organization. We wouldn't draft them if we didn't
feel they had potential. What I could say is that we're pleased with out early
results. We did sign 25 of the players we drafed and we're still negotiating with
a few of the higher draft picks. A majority of our selections were pitchers. We
looking forward to seeing how they develop.

NYF: How would you rank Philip Humber among all the Mets' pitching prospects
currently?

LaRocque: I don't rank them. I could say stuff wise he has a good curveball, a
good feel for his change-up, and has command of all his pitches. Humber knows
how to pitch. He has a good makeup, poise, and mound presence. He has
pitched and done well in big games.

NYF: Who is the biggest "sleeper" prospect drafted and why?

LaRocque: Once we draft them they aren't sleepers anymore. It is still too
early to tell. If you consider a 5th round pick a sleeper I would say Nick Evans.
We were pleased to get such a good HS bat in such a late round.

NYF: Catcher Aaron Hathaway is widely regarded as a top-notch defensive
catcher. How good could he be with the bat? The Mets are heavily stocked with
good hitting catchers. Can Hathaway be the most compiete catching prospect in
the organization? How does he compare to Michael Jacobs, Justin Huber, and
the rest of the Mets' catching prospects?

LaRocque: All I want to say about Hathaway is he's a very aggressive
defensive catcher whose bat we hope will come along. We are also happy to
have Marino Santana (just promoted from GCL to Kingsport last week)and
Flores (in GCL) giving us a trio of fine, strong armed, defensive catchers.

NYF: Can you give us some insight into Scott Hyde's game? What is his
potential?

LaRocque: Just signed him last week and assigned to Brooklyn. Good
projection, very competitive. Has good arm strength, loves to challenge hitters.

7/19 — Ex-Bruin Ace Scott Hyde Makes Pro Debut with Four Innings of Shutout Batll

NEWBERG, Ore. — Scott Hyde, George Fox University’s record-setting right-hander and the 7th-round draft pick of
the New York Mets, made his professional baseball debut a good one Sunday afternoon (July 18), tossing four
shutout innings for the Brookiyn Cyclones, the Mets’ short-season Class A affiliate in the New York-Pennsylvania
League.

Hyde started for the Cyclones in a road game against the Hudson Valley Renegades, an affiliate of the Tampa Bay
Devil Rays, and allowed three hits with one strikeout and no walks. Mets officials held Hyde to a 45-pitch limit in his
first pro appearance because he had not pitched competitively since beating Eastern Connecticut State University 6-3
to give the Bruins the NCAA Division {li national championship on June 1, and because he had pitched 122 innings
during the college season. He left after four with a 0-0 tie in a game the Cyclones lost 3-1 in a game halted by rain in
the top of the 6th.

Hyde went 14-1 with a 1.99 earned run average, 191 strikeouts and only 36 walks in 122 innings during the college
season, his junior year. He led all of Division Hi in wins and strikeouts, posting the 2nd-highest total of K's for one
season in D-lIl history. He is the Bruins’ all-time winner with a 32-5 record, and ranks 3rd all-time in D-lll with 395
strikeouts.

With Hyde leading the way on the mound, the Bruins went 40-10 this season, tied for the Northwest Conference
championship with a 20-4 league marking, won the NCAA West Regional, captured the NCAA Division Il World
Series in Appleton, Wisc., and earned a final #1 national ranking. Hyde beat Salisbury University 8-3 with a complete
game in the Bruins’ first World Series game, picked up a 9-8 win over Eastern Connecticut State University with two
relief innings in their third game, and then threw a complete-game 6-3 victory over ECSU in the title game. He
fanned 30 in 20 innings and was named the Most Outstanding Player of the tournament.

Among Hyde’s many honors this season were three selections as NWC Pitcher of the Week and one as National
Pitcher of the Week for a no-hitter against Pacific University, his third First Team All-NWC award, and NWC Player of
the Year. He was chosen by the NCBWA as the Division il West Region Pitcher of the Year, and shared National
Pitcher of the Year honors with southpaw Ryan DiPietro of Eastern Connecticut, whom he defeated in the NCAA
championship game (the NCBWA awards were based on cumulative statistics prior to the World Series). He was a
Second Team All-American last year after going 11-1 with a 2.41 ERA and 116 strikeouts, and a First Team All-
American this season as chosen by the American Baseball Coaches Association.

Hyde, a 6-5, 215-pounder from Grants Pass, Ore., is the son of Don and Diane Hyde, and a former Skyline
Conference Player of the Year and Second Team 3A All-State player at Hidden Valley High School.

George Fox University is a small Christ-
centered university in Oregon noted for its
academic excellence. Several years down the
road it might be known as producing major
league pitcher Scott Hyde. At the same time
Scott Hyde might be known as the small town
boy who made it big in New York City, and the
only member of the George Fox University
baseball team to make it to the major leagues.

"I personally like my slider better"

Hyde grew up in the small town of Grants Pass, Oregon, and went to college in
an even small town of Newberg, Oregon. Now he is spending his summer 3,000
miles away from home, and in the biggest city in the United States.

"I guess you can say I went from small, to smaller, to now New York City" a
smiling Hyde said.

Hyde, just 21 years of age, made his professional debut Sunday night in the
Cyclones 3-1 loss to the Hudson Valley Renegades. Hyde was originally
scheduled to begin his professional career out of the bullpen until be built up his

Hyde the opportunity to start.

Hyde, who was on a pitch count, threw four scoreless innings, allowing just
three hits, while striking out one.

"I'm excited" said Hyde Saturday night, just one day before going out to pitch
his first professional game. "I have been looking forward to this for a long time
so I am excited to get out on the mound and compete.”

Hyde last pitched on June 1st, however he had a well deserved rest. Not only
did he throw 122 innings in college, however from a span of May 28th-June 1st
he threw 20 innings. After throwing a complete game victory in George Fox’s
first playoff game on May 28th, Hyde threw 2 innings of relief on May 31st, and
the next day lead his team to a 9 inning, 140 pitch complete

Scott Hyde sat down in the Cyclones clubhouse with
NYFansonly.com in between the day night
doubleheader played on July 14th. in part two of our
two part series on Scott Hyde, he tells us more about
his college experience, talks about his stuff as a
pitcher, and how he became so good so fast.

"Everything just came so natural for me"

NYF: 14-1 this season at George Fox University...Do you remember your only loss?

Scott Hyde: Oh boy [smiling] you bet I do. It was against Linfield and I almost would have
rather lost to the worst team in our conference than to lose to them. They were our biggest
rival team, and I really would have liked to have that win for my team. I just went out and was
not real focused, and I think I got a little too cocky, and the game humbled me. I went out and
tried to do something special. I tried to overthrow, tried to snap too much stuff. I didn't locate
too well, and in the end I paid the price for it giving up five runs in seven innings.

NYF: We talked before about your 3 World Series game earlier, but just to expand a little on
that final game. On May 28th you started pitching a complete game victory, two days later you
pitched two innings of relief, and the following day you started throwing 140 pitches in 9
innings in winning the championship for your team. I want to talk to you a little about that June
1st game, the final game. You started off giving up 3 runs in the first 3 innings and then settled
down and retired 18 of the next 20 hitters with 10 strikeouts. Was the bad start due to your
previous heavy workload, and it just took a while to get going?

Scott Hyde: Well I have a tendency in the beginning of games to not be real focused and a lot
of times I try to overthrow as a resuit of that. I missed my spots, and that is what happened in
that situation. However, after the third inning I went back to the dugout and just said to myself
‘enough of this’, and I just settled down, focused on my pitching, and said 'I will just pitch,
rather than just throw the ball.'

NYF: You feature two breaking balls, a curve and a slider. Many would say your curve is better.
Which one do you think it is better, and can you talk about your change-up a little bit?

Scott Hyde: I would say it depends on the situation. When it is a strikeout situation and I am
ahead of the count, like 1-2 or 2-2, I would probably go with my slider for the out pitch. I
mostly use my curve ball to just get ahead in the count. It is ironic because most peopie like
my curve ball as you said, but I think my slider more. In college I kind of fell in love with my
curve, and I knew whenever I was in a tough situation I could have thrown that couple of
times, and the hitter wouid be out. At this level though from what I have seen, I must locate
my fastball a fot better than I did in college. I have to prove to hitters that I can throw my
curve early in the count and then get them to chase my slider later. I also think my change-up
will be huge. Everyone demands that you have a change-up, an off-speed pitch, and that is
something I have been working on, and developing. I think now it is a pitch that I have
confidence in to throw in a game, and be effective with it. It is still a little inconsistent at times,
but for the most part I am starting to get a pretty good feel for the pitch.

NYF: We talked earlier about how you began pitching in high school and how you developed so

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fast into a solid pitcher. Can you talk a little about your transition from a position player to a
pitcher?

Scott Hyde: I was just blessed with a smooth transition. I really don't know what it was. It
just seemed to come somewhat easy for me. I mean, I still had to work hard and all, but
everything just came so natural for me. My style and body was perfect for pitching and it just
worked out that way.

NYF: Who would you credit for your development as a basebali player the most?

Scott Hyde: Absolutely Pat Bailey [coach at George Fox University]. I went there and he did a
lot for me. As you mentioned before to me when you talked to him he mentioned I became
good because of 'maturation’ but I just think it was being a product of the system. I reaily think
mechanical wise, he created me to what I am today. I give him the majority of the credit.

NYF: You have been here about a week. How much work have you done with Hector [Hector
Berrios, Cyclones pitching coach] and Rick Waits[Mets minor league pitching coordinator] who I
have seen here?

Scott Hyde: I have talked to Hector a lot actually and we have worked together a whole bunch
of times since I came here. They got on my pretty quick, him and Rick Waits. They together
got me thinking about lots of things so far. As you go up the next level you got to rise as a
pitcher. I was raw when I went to George Fox as far as George Fox standards, and now I think
I am raw coming to the Brooklyn Cyclones in terms of their standards and the organization
standards. When they see me they see a pitcher that has a Iot to prove, not necessarily stats
wise but just a lot of little mechanical things as far as learning how to pitch effectively. Just
little things like positioning on the rubber, just little things here and there they want me to
change so I can be more effective as a pitcher. They are some super nice guys and they
actually go out of their way to try and make you feel as comfortable as you can.

NYF: What would you say is your most memorable moment?

Scott Hyde: Definitely that last World Series game we talked about earlier. I threw that last
pitch of the game and then just threw my glove up in the air and saw my teammates running
towards me with nothing but smiles on their faces. It was a great feeling and something I will
never forget.

NYF: You grew up in a very small Oregon town. How do you feel being a small town boy in
New York City?

Scott Hyde: I went from a small town where I grew up, to a smaller town in college and now
boom I am in New York City. The first night here I flew into Newark and when they were
driving me here, we drove through Times Square, and I was just looking at the window, my
eyes just huge, and I could not believe what I was seeing[smiling and laughing] I am seeing
TRL studios and all this kind of stuff. It's been a good experience in terms of transition to
baseball here. I just have to earn my spot here, you have to earn your respect of what people
think of you. As you come in you learn as you go, and you learn by watching. I think I am now
getting comfortable to understand how the system works, where your suppose to be, what your
suppose to do and how the etiquette of things work. It's a difference and now at this level you
have to treat it as a job, because it is your job.

NYF: You spent about 10 days here and just got into a game Saturday. What were you doing
before you got into a game?

Scott Hyde: Just been working out, throwing on the side, doing some long tossing and just
trying to get my arm back in shape. I am now trying to get my location back and a feel for my
curve and change-up. Just get all that stuff back. I took a month off and it is amazing how you
can lose feel for those pitches.

NYF: What things would you credit the most as for as your development as a pitcher?

Scott Hyde: Over the last 2-3 years I have just gotten bigger, I have gained weight-about 40
pounds or so and I have gotten taller. I am starting to throw the ball harder now. If you hear
people talking about pitching, they talk about location, location, location but you look at the
pros and the radar gun...those guys just throw hard. It doesn't hurt if you can throw hard so
adding a couple miles on my fastball did help, and also just a bigger understanding of the
game. Thinking about situations, the count and what I want to throw, setting up hitters, and
stuff like that. I mean I still have a long way to go with that stuff, but I think I am getting to be
more comfortable with myself. Just getting bigger and stronger, and also just understand what
I am doing, and what I want to be doing more.

Well in front of 8,528 in attendance at KeySpan Park and in front of thousands
watching on television, Scott Hyde threw one of the best games a Cyclones
starter pitched this season, earning his first professional win in the Cyclones 1-0
victory over Lowell. Hyde went six innings allowing just two hits, while walking
one, and striking out six. Were the 8,500 plus in attendance, and the thousands
watching on television not enough pressure? Then try pitching in front of Minor
League Farm Director Kevin Morgan. You want more pressure on the 21 year
old kid from the small city of Grants Pass in Oregon?

Try making your third professional start in front of team owner Fred Wilpon.

So was Hyde aware of the many faces watching his right arm Thursday
evening?

*I knew about the television, one I walked on the field and saw all those
cameras” said Hyde.

I also knew about the owner being at the game...I found out right before I went
out to the mound” a smirking Hyde said.

So did ali that bother Hyde?

“To be honest, it didn’t bother me at ail. I was in my own little bubble tonight,
and was just so focused” Hyde said. ™I can’t control anything, but my focus.”

Hyde had seven ground ball outs to his two fly ball outs, improving his season
ratio to twenty-one groundball outs to seven fly ball outs. Manager Tony
Tijerina was very impressed, and mentioned how the organization makes
special notes of pitchers like that.

“That is really impressive” said Tijerina. “That is something we track in the
organization, and reward our pitchers for getting groundball outs, or getting
outs while throwing three pitches or less in an at bat, or for throwing strikes,
and not walking people. We monitor that very closely, and make sure to
recognize those pitchers.”

“"We call it inviting contact, and letting your defense do the work” said Tijerina.

In Hyde’s previous outing he threw fourteen straight balls to walk the bases
loaded, however escaped the inning with only one run, and went on to pitch a
pretty good game the rest of the way. That event was something that did not
go unnoticed by Tijerina.

“For Hyde to come back from his last start, and pitch like this, it just shows how
mature the kid is. He actually visualized in the bullpen tonight facing two hitters

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before going out to the mound, so he was already in that mindset of pitching in
a game.”

Hyde contributed that first inning last start to jitters, however say’s that won't
affect him anymore, and he proved that tonight.

Held one scratch hit and nothing out of the infield for S innings by Pittsburgh-Bradford righthander Matt

Jones stranded the go-ahead run for Chapman at 3rd in the top of the 7th. Dombek started the winning rally
by reaching on an error, moved up on a sacrifice, and scored as Jones bounced a two-out safety up the middle.

George Fox Baseball 2004 Preview -—

PROVEN PITCHING AND IMPROVED DEFENSE
HAVE BRUINS AIMING FOR ALL-TIME HIGH ON DIAMOND

It’s no secret — the George Fox University Bruins have some lofty goals for the 2004 baseball campaign.

“Qur season goals are very high,” admits head coach Pat Bailey, who enters his 9th season with the Bruins
sporting a 222-110 record. “Number one, we want to win the Northwest Conference for the third year in a row.
Number two, we want to win our regional, wherever it is and whomever we play. Number three, we want to play
well enough to have a chance to win the NCAA Division III World Series if we get there.”

Lofty goals indeed, but with the Bruins’ recent track record and expected improvements in this year’s team,
those expectations may not be unrealistic, although the Bruins will certainly face some stiff competition from their
rapidly-improving conference opponents and always-tough teams elsewhere in the West Region.

The Bruins are coming off a 31-13 season that included an 18-5 record in conference, a second-place finish
in the West Regional to eventual national champion Chapman University, and a #14 final national ranking. Nine
players earned All-Conference honors of some kind, three were All-Region, and two were All-Americans. Fourteen
letterwinners are back, including five starters, every key component of the pitching staff, and three pre-season All-
Americans.

“Our pitching is proven, and our defense is going to be even better,” says Bailey of a staff that finished
23rd nationally in earned run average (3.50) and a defense that led all of Division III in fielding average (.969).
“Offensively, we won’t have as much power, but we should hit for a high average, and we’ll score runs with the
‘little’ things like hit-and-runs, bunting, and speed.

Pitching

With veteran All-Conference righthanders Scott Hyde (Jr.,, Grants Pass, Ore.) and Mike Beck (Sr.,
Livermore, Calif.) sandwiched around southpaw Cory Dixon (Sr., Springfield, Ore.) , the Bruins’ top three starters
compare with any trio in the nation. Say Bailey, “I have complete confidence in every one of them. With their
control, experience, and pitching savvy, we certainly won’t have many losing streaks.”

Hyde was a Second Team All-American after going 11-1 with a 2.41 ERA and a school-record 116
strikeouts, ranking 3rd nationally in total strikeouts and tying for 3rd in wins while ranking 63rd in ERA. Beck, 10-
0 with 1.76 ERA and 73 strikeouts, led the NWC and ranked 21st nationally in ERA while tying for 7th in wins, and
set a new Bruin record for best winning percentage in a season. Dixon, an Honorable Mention AII-NWC selection
after being a First Team pick the year before, was the hard-luck hurler of the staff, with only a 5-4 record despite a
fine 3.36 ERA and 60 strikeouts. Both Hyde and Beck were named pre-season All-Americans by Collegiate
Baseball, while Baseball American put Hyde on its First Team All-America pre-season list as well.

If the Bruins need a 4th starter, they are most likely to turn to righthander Thomas Chiv 0.,
Chimacum, Wash.), who was 1-2 with a 5.65 ERA and 13 strikeouts in only 14 innings befor@lined for the
rest of the season with a sore arm. He was granted a medical red-shirt season by the NCAA. gives us a
quality starter and outstanding middle reliever,” says Bailey. “He throws strikes and appears fully recovered from
his injury after an exceptional fall.”

Other middle relievers with experience whom Bailey can call on are righthanders Seann Hammon (Sr., Port
Orchard, Wash.) and Jordan Purdy (So., Keizer, Ore.). Hammon was 1-1, 7.24 in 13.2 innings, while Purdy was 0-
0, 8.49 in 11.1 innings, but both appear primed for outstanding seasons in *04. They could also see duty in closing
roles, although Bailey has hard-throwing righty Derrick Jones (So., Forest Grove, Ore.) targeted for that role in the
early going, Jones was 0-1, 47.25, but struck out 3 in only 1.1 innings as a freshman.

“We also have a pretty young but very talented group of newcomers on the mound,” notes Bailey, pointing
to righthanders Peder Rauen (Fr., Indianaola, Wash.) and Zachary Wilson (Fr., Ester, Alaska) and southpaw Brady



Rhodes (Fr., Phoenix, Ore.) as ones who could make significant contributions in their rookie seasons with the
Bruins. The staff might also get help from righty Kevin Smith (Fr., Edmonds, Wash.) and lefty Dan Wentzell (Fr.,
Tualatin, Ore.) on occasion.

Catching

For three years, right-handing hitting Greg Dombek (Sr., Vaughn, Wash.) and left-swinging Mike
Halverson, an Honorable Mention All-Conference honoree last year, gave the Bruins a talented platoon behind the
plate. Now that the job appears to be his on a regular basis, Dombek expects significant improvement over his .267-
3-17 numbers of a year ago. He’ll be spelled occasionally by Tom Morris (Sr., Kirkland, Wash.), who hit .274-3-23
in a part-time designated hitter role last year. Newcomer Luke Gerrish (Fr., Filer, Idaho) provides depth behind the
plate as well as at first.

“Greg will probably hit in the No. 5 hole, where he expect him to drive in a lot of runs,” predicts Bailey.
“Morris will probably catch Dixon; he didn’t play behind the plate last year because of a sore arm and the two guys
ahead of him, but he has a good arm and will compliment Dombek nicely.”

Infield

Two All-Conference infielders return in shortstop David Peterson (Jr., Aloha, Ore.) and first baseman
Joshua Sargent (Sr., Oak Harbor, Wash.), who was also All-West Region as a designated hitter. Peterson hit .315-2-
23 and stroked 12 doubles while leading the NWC in steals with 17, and is called by Bailey ‘the best defensive
shortstop I’ve ever had.” Sargent, a pre-season All-America selection by Collegiate Baseball, led the NWC and was
52nd nationally in batting at .429, with a league-leading 14 doubles and 66 hits. He drilled 7 home runs and was
2nd in the league in RBI with 48 to first sacker Eric Bell (.390-17-61), who was NWC Player of the Year and a First
Team All-American.

“There’s no question we will miss Eric’s big bat,” admits Bailey, “but Joshua should do just fine in the No.
4 hole, plus he gives us some outstanding defense at that position.”

Rounding out the infield starters are Tye Tinner (So., Portland, Ore.), returning at third base, and C.R.
Braniff (So., Hillsboro, Ore.), who takes over at second for graduated senior Kevin Tucker. Tinner hit .304-2-18
after winning the hot corner job early in the season, while Braniff posted .267-0-3 numbers in limited action as a
defensive substitute. Says Bailey, “Tinner is a bulldog at third, while Braniff may be the best defensive second
baseman we’ve ever had; very little will get through him and Peterson.”

If Sargent needs a break at first, Wentzell, whom Bailey calls “one of the best athletes we’ve ever
recruited”, will take over. Rian Patrick (Jr., Gresham, Ore.), who was recruited by Bailey out of high school, has
transferred in after a semester with the Division I program at Sam Houston State University and will challenge for
playing time at third. Scott Mackey (Fr., Van, Texas) provides a capable backup at short, as does Jesse Geleynse
(Fr., Mt. Vernon, Wash.) at second. Hammon make see a turn or two at third, where he first broke in with the
Bruins, while rookie J.J. Berg (Fr., Seattle, Wash.) can play either comer infield position, and Matt Pellitteri (Er.
Renton, Wash.) can handle the middle spots.

QOutfield

One might think it would be hard to improve on last year’s Bruin outfield — after all, the starting outfielders
did not make an error all year. Nevertheless, Bailey asserts that this year’s outfield will be even better, declaring
that “very little is going to fall between these guys.”

Out in left is All-Conference flychaser Stephen Donohue (Sr., Gresham, Ore.), who hit .366-1-22 with 15
steals and a league-leading 56 runs scored. He is moving from first to third in the batting order this year, where
Bailey likes his line-drive bat. Jones, who hit .303-2-14 in part-time duty last year, will be a regular in right when
he isn’t closing games.



Taking over in center for Honorable Mention All-Conference outfielder Jake Johnson is switch-hitting
speedster Drew Johnson (Fr., New Plymouth, Idaho), who is expected to take over the lead-off spot. Predicts
Bailey, “If he hits between .300-.350, he’ll steal 30 bases for us.”

The top outfield reserve, and a serious threat for major playing time, is Scott Hunter (Sr., Gresham, Ore.), a
transfer from Division II Hawaii Pacific University. Andrew Martin (So., Toledo, Wash.) is a fine hitter who needs
only to improve his defense to see plenty of action. Other outfield candidates include Evan Hagen (Fr., Olympia,
Wash.), Daniel Downs (Fr., Kirkland, Wash.), and Rase Rowley (Fr., Aloha, Ore.)

Summary

“The key to our season will be to stay focused on the goals we’ve set,” says Bailey. “We have good senior
leadership for our young players; Dombek, Dixon, Hammon, and Sargent are our senior co-captains and they aren’t
about to let anyone’s attention wander or their efforts slack off. We’ve practiced hard — especially at our 5 a.m.
workouts! — and that has created a toughness in our players that will be important later in the year.

“If we stay healthy, this team can be as good as any team I’ve ever had and could go a long way.”
Considering that the Bruins under Bailey have never had a losing season, have won five conference

championships in eight seasons, have participated in post-season play five times, and have set several national
records in years past — well, that’s a lofty statement indeed.
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
