III World Series. Their only losses 

came against Chapman University, 

the eventual NCAA Div.

Ninth-year coach Pat Bailey leads 
one of the most successful baseball 
programs in the Northwest 
Conference and NCAA Division III. 

The Bruins have posted eight 
straight winning seasons under 

West Linn High School into the 
Oregon 4A state title game in 1995 .

Under Bailey, the Bruins are 108-27 
(.800) at home. George Fox has 
won fiv e NWC championships, and 
he was named conference coach of 
th e year each time. 

Bailey took over the Bruin pro­
gra m immediately a ft er guiding 

record as a high school and 
American Legion coach was 315-
105 (.750). 

Prior to West Linn, Bailey 
taught and coached at Willamette 
High School in Eugene, Ore. , for 
three years. He served as a pitching 
coach at the University of Portland 
in 1992 . 

"George Fox really matches up 
with me personality-wise and 
philosophically," says Bailey. "As a 
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coach, I want to make sure every 
kid is making the most of his God­
given talent. I want them to be a 
class act in the classroom and the 
community. I want the players to 

, match the school and my personali­
ty. I stress to my team that we 're a 
family. Family members are more 
important than themselves . If 
you're going to be a leader, you 
must be a servant first." 

Bailey is a 1974 graduate of 
Moscow High School in Idaho, 
where he played football, basket-

' ball, and was the baseball team's 
MVP. He earned two letters in base­
ball at North Idaho College in Coeur 
d'Alene, Idaho, then two more as a 

starting outfielder and team captain 
during his senior season at the 
University of Idaho. He played 
semiprofessionally until age 28. 

Bailey earned his business edu­
cation degree ('78), and his master 
of education degree in educational 
administration ('83) from the 
University of Oregon. 

Bailey and his wife, Susan, live

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George Fox University soccer, baseball, and softball 
teams play home games on the Curtis and Margaret 
Morse Athletic Complex. 

Located on the northeast section of the campus, 
the complex was renovated in 1989 using a major 
donation from Curtis and Margaret Morse, avid sup­
porters of Bruin athletics. Four generations of the 
Morse family have attended George Fox. 

All three Morse Fields are natural-grass surfaces. 
The soccer field, home to both the men's and 
women's soccer teams, has seating for 250 spectators. 

The baseball field has seating for 250 spectators. 
Directly behind home plate is the concession stand 
and press box. The field measures 340 feet down the 
left field line, 375 to the left field power alley, 400 to 
dead center, 370 to the alley in right, and 335 down 
the line in right. 

The softball field , which has an all-dirt infield, 
has seating for 100 fans. The outfield wall is 205 
feet down the left field line, 200 down the right field 
line, and 200 to straightaway center. 

Fund-raising efforts are now under way for a 
new athletic field complex located on 24 acres of 
land donated to the university by Newberg business 
owners Ken and Joan Austin.
