5/14 - NCAA TOURNAMENT: Bruins to Face UT-Dallas in West Regional after At-Large Bid Comes in

NEWBERG, Ore. — After waiting on edge for most of Sunday evening, the good news the George Fox University baseball team was
hoping to hear finally arrived - the Bruins received a Pool C at-large bid to the NCAA Division {ll National Tournament and will face
the University of Texas-Dallas in the first game of the West Regional Wednesday, May 16, at Chapman University's Hart Park in
Orange, Calif.

Start times for the four opening-day games in the seven-team West Regional will be announced later Monday. All George Fox
post-season games will be webcast over the internet via KFOX Radio, the GFU campus station. Fans may connect to the webcasts
directly at www.kfoxradio.net or by following the links to the station from the George Fox baseball home page on the web at
www.georgefox.edu/athletics/baseball/index.htmi. Quick Time is needed to listen, and a link to a free download is available on the
KFOX web site.

The Bruins (30-9), who were runners-up in the Northwest Conference and are seeded 5th in the regional, will square off against the
4th-seeded UTD Comets (32-11). Texas-Dallas is ranked 28th in the ABCA / NCAA D-lil national poll, while George Fox is
unranked but received votes for the top 30. The Comets were upset in the semi-finals of the American Southwest Conference
Tournament by McMurry University and had to rely on a Pool C at-large invitation, as did the Bruins. The teams have met once
before, George Fox winning 11-2 on Feb. 12, 2005, in the Collegiate Baseball in Paradise Tournament in Honolulu, Hawat'i.

Game 2 will feature the 3rd-seeded Texas Lutheran University Bulldogs (35-8-1) against 6th-seeded Pomona-Pitzer Colleges (29-
11). TLU, ranked 8th in the ABCA / NCAA D-ill national poll, won the American Southwest Conference Tournament title and the
ASC Pool A automatic bid. PPC’s Sagehens, ranked 21st nationally, won the Southem California Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference crown and a Pool A automatic berth.

Game 3 pits #2 seed Pacific Lutheran University (32-7) vs. #7 seed Austin College (22-23). The PLU Lutes won the Northwest
Conference and a Pool A automatic bid, and are ranked 15th nationally in the ABCA / NCAA D-ll} national poll. Austin’s Kangaroos
pulled an upset over favorites Millsaps College and Rhodes Coliege to win the Southern Collegiate Athletic Conference Tourmnament
and a Pool A automatic qualifier.

Chapman (35-5) is the No. 1-seeded team in the region and has a bye until the fourth game of the day, when the Panthers will play

the loser of Game 1 between George Fox and Texas-Daltas. Chapman, the two-time defending West Regional champion, is ranked
No. 2 nationally in the ABCA / NCAA D-lil national poll. The Panthers received a Pool B bid for independent teams and teams from
conferences without an automatic bid to the playoffs.

Because the West Regional is a seven-team tournament, there are numerous scenarios that could play out that will affect the
schedule, but four games will be played each of the first two days. A link to the West Regional home page will be posted on the
George Fox web site as soon as it is available.

5/14 — ALL-NWC: Wentzelli NWC Player of the Year as 12 Bruins Receive All-NWC Recognition

NEWBERG, Ore. — Twelve members of the George Fox University baseball team have received All-Northwest Conference
recognition for 2007, including NWC Player of the Year Dan Wentzell and five others who were named to the First Team, in voting
by the league’s nine coaches and announced recently by the conference office.

All-NWC First Team Bruins include right fielder Wentzell, center fielder Drew Johnson, second baseman Pat Bailey, catcher Ryan
Fobert, starting pitcher Nick Bratney, and utility player Josh Burch. Second Team honorees are first baseman Bryan Donohue,
third baseman Bo Thuneli, left fielder Daniel Downs, and starting pitcher Preston Langeliers. Receiving Honorable Mention are
starting pitcher Chris Albrecht and relief pitcher Nick Hedgecock.

George Fox posted a 30-9 record during the regular season, its 12th winning season in as many year under head coach Pat Bailey,
and finished second in the conference to Pacific Lutheran University at 19-5. The Bruins received one of the 14 Pool C at-large bids
to the NCAA Division i National Tournament, their sixth post-season appearance in eight seasons of NCAA eligiblity, and will meet
the University of Texas-Dallas Wednesday, May 16, at 9:30 a.m. in the opening game of the West Regional at Chapman
University’s Hart Park in Orange, Calif.

Wentzell, a senior from Tualatin, Ore., has been a key component of yet another outstanding season for the Bruins, ranking first in
the conference in slugging pct. (.667), RBI (55), and total bases (98), second in batting (.388), doubles (15, T), home runs (8), hits
(57, T), and sacrifice flies (5, T), third in on base pct. (.484) and runs (42), fourth in walks (30) and 10th in stolen bases (10, T). He
is seventh nationally in RBI per game (1.41) and 36th in total home runs (8, T). On the all-time George Fox career lists, he ranks
second in doubles (47) and total bases (353), third in RBI (166), walks (82), and hit by pitches (20), fourth in at bats (588), hits (213),
triples (7, T), and sacrifice flies (9, T), fifth in home runs (27), seventh in slugging pct. (.600), and eighth in runs (149) and stolen
bases (34). He was First Team AlIl-NWC as well as First Team All-West Region in 2006, and honorable mention All-NWC in 2004.
He has also been named to the ESPN The Magazine | CoSIDA Academic All-District Vill First Team two years in a row.

Johnson, a senior from New Plymouth, Idaho, leads the NWC in hits (65), at bats (170), and total at bats (194), while ranking
second in stolen bases (27), third in batting (.382), fourth in runs (39, T) and total bases (76), and sixth in RBI (36, T) and sacrifice
flies (4, T). He is 32nd nationally in stolen bases per game (0.69). He also made eight appearances on the mound this year with a
2.45 ERA and is seventh in the NWC in saves (2, T). The speedster and defensive whiz is first all-time at George Fox in stolen
bases (88) and steal attempts (106), second in at bats (625), sacrifices bunts (26), and sacrifice flies (10, T), and third in runs (165)
and hits (224). He was also First Team All-NWC in 2005, and Second Team in 2004 and 2006. This season, he was also named to
the ESPN The Magazine | CoSIDA Academic All-District VIII First Team.

Bailey, a sophomore from Highland, Utah, established a new George Fox single-season record for doubles with 22, breaking the
previous mark of 21 by NAIA All-American catcher Mark Tyler in 1999. He is first in the NWC in doubles and triples (4, T), second in
hits (57, T) and total bases (87), third in slugging pct. (.572), fourth in batting (.375) and runs (39, T), and 10th in on base pct. (.439).
He is fifth nationally in doubles per game (0.56). He also leads the league in assists (127).

Fobert, a junior switch-hitter from Dallas, Ore., is sixth in the NWC in sacrifice flies (4, T) while batting .348 with nine doubles, two
home runs, and 30 RBI. Possessing one of the strongest arms in the conference, he has thrown out 32.4% of the runners trying to
steal on him (11-34). He was an All-NWC Second Team choice in 2006.

Bratney, a sophomore right-hander from Boise, Idaho, ranks second in the NWC in wins (9, T), sixth in ERA (3.00), seventh in
starts (11, T), and ninth in innings (75.0). He is tied for eighth nationally in wins. He has struck out 21 while walking only 21, and
leads the staff with two complete games.

Burch, a sophomore shortstop and pitcher from Redding, Calif., ranks fifth in the NWC in stolen bases (17) and sacrifice bunts (8,
T), seventh in runs (36, T), and ninth in sacrifice flies (3, T) while batting .333. Used as both a starter and reliever on the hill, he is
second in the league in saves (3, T) and ninth in games finished (6, T) while posting a 4-2 record with a 4.29 ERA and 24 strikeouts.
He is already seventh in all-time saves (3, T) for the Bruins.

Donohue, a senior from Gresham, Ore., leads the NWC in batting (.464), on base pct. (.578), and sacrifice bunts (10, T), while
ranking fourth in slugging pct. (.527), fifth in walks (29) and hits (51), and ninth in sacrifice flies (3, T). Nationally, he is 14thin
sacrifice bunts (0.30, T), 16th in batting (.464), and 17th in walks (0.88) per game. He is the all-time leader at George Fox in career
batting avg. (.450) and on base pct. (.548). In 2006, he was also a Second Team All-NWC selection and was named Third Team
All-West Region. He was also named to the ESPN The Magazine | CoSIDA Academic All-District Vill First Team this season.

Thunell, a sophomore from Canyon City, Ore., is batting .328 with 10 doubles, three home runs, and 33 RBI despite being
hampered with ankle and shoulder injuries throughout the season. He is seventh in the NWC in runs (36, T) and ninth in sacrifice
flies (3, T). Last year as a freshman, he was named First Team All-NWC, First Team All-West Region, and Third Team All-America
while batting .417, leading the NWC in RBI (48), and setting a GFU freshman record for home runs (7).



Downs, a senior from Kirkland, Wash., stands third in the NWC in triples (3, T), fifth in total bases (75), sixth in RBI (36, T) and hits
(49, T), seventh in doubles (11, T), and ninth in sacrifice flies (3, T) while batting .316 with three home runs. He was a Second
Team All-NWC and Third Team All-West Region pick in 2005. On the all-time GFU lists, he is first in triples (8, T), sixth in RBI
(124), seventh in sacrifice flies (8, T), eighth in total bases (264), and ninth in home runs (18).

Langeliers, a junior right-hander from Pleasant Hill, Ore., has posted a 6-1 record with 31 strikeouts while ranking fourth in the
NWC in ERA (2.98), sixth in opponents' batting avg. (.244), and seventh in wins (6, T). While third on the team in staris (7), he has
also made four relief appearances and posted two saves.

Albrecht, a senior southpaw from Woodinville, Wash., leads the NWC in starts (13) and is second in wins (9, T), third in pickoffs (3,
T), fourth in strikeouts (55), and seventh in appearances (15, T). He is 9-4 overall and has a 4.48 ERA. Nationally, he is tied for
eighth in wins. He was a First Team All-NWC pick last year as a relief pitcher after transferring to George Fox from Division |
Gonzaga University. On the GFU career charts, he is tied for 10th in wins (14).

Hedgecock, a junior lefty from Portland, Ore., ranks third in the NWC in relief appearances (16) and fifth in total appearances (17),
posting a 1-0 record with one save. He has a 4.35 ERA and has 18 strikeouts with only two walks in 31 innings. He is the ali-time
leader in saves (9) at George Fox and is second in games pitched (58).

COMING UP: NCAA Division lll Regionals (Hopefully)

It's a "wait-and-see" situation for the Bruins as they await the decision of the NCAA Division Iil Baseball Selection Committee to find
out if they will be in the post-season or not. The Bruins finished second in the Northwest Conference to Pacific Lutheran and must
rely on receiving one of the 14 Pool C at-large bids to make their second straight NCAA playoff appearance and sixth in the last
eight years.

In the West Region, teams that have automatically qualified for the tournament are Pacific Lutheran, Pomona-Pitzer (Southern
California Intercollegiate Athletic Confernce champion), Texas Lutheran (American Southwest Conference champion), and Austin
College (Southem Coliegiate Athletic Conference champion). Chapman is ranking No. 2 nationally and a virtual lock for a Poll B
independents bid. The top two Pool C teams from West Region appear to be Texas-Dallas (32-11) and George Fox (30-9), with one
likely to go, two possible. Whether or not the West will be a six or seven-team regionat is also not known for certain.

At any rate, the final field will not be determined until some time late Sunday night. A total of 53 teams will be selected, with five
regionals having seven teams and three regionals with six teams. Play for the seven-team regionals begins Wednesday, May 16,
with the six-team regionals to start Thursday, May 17. The Bruins can only hope that their record of 30-9 (tied for 19th-bestin the
country) and strength of schedule are enough to sway the national committee.

* NORTHWEST CONFERENCE: Bruins 2nd but Hope for At-Large Bid

Despite a fine 19-5 record in Northwest Conference play, the George Fox Bruins had to settle for 2nd place after Pacific Lutheran
went 21-3 to win its first league baseball crown since 1954. With the Lutes gaining the NWC's automatic bid to the NCAA Division i
playoffs, the Bruins must await the selection process to see if they will receive one of 14 at-large bids given to conference runner-
ups. The 53-team field will be announced Sunday night, May 13. The Bruins' runner-up finish snapped a string of five straight
seasons in which they have either won outright or shared the conference title.

Pat Bailey (Idaho '78) is 353-156 (.694) to date in his 12th season as a college head coach, all at George Fox. He picked up his



350th win on Apr. 22 when the Bruins defeated Lewis & Clark 5-0 in the second game of a doubleheader. He was named NCAA
Division Il National Coach of the Year and West Region Coach of the Year by the American Baseball Coaches Association for
leading the Bruins to the 2004 NCAA West Region and World Series championships. He is a 7-time Northwest Conference Coach of
the Year (1997, 1999, 2000, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005), sharing the honor in '99, '04, and ‘05.

CF Drew Johnson was named the Bruin Athletic Association Men's Athlete of the Week and the Northwest Conference Hitter of the
Week for Apr. 30-May 6, while RHP Kyle Johnson was named NWC Pitcher of the Week.

Drew Johnson batted .529 (9-17) in the Bruins' four games, with 2 runs scored, 3 RBY, and 4 stolen bases. He had back-to-back 4-
for-5 games vs. Cal State-East Bay on Monday and at Chapman on Friday, with a run, an RBI, and 2 steals vs. East Bay, and 2 RBI
and a steal at Chapman. He was 1-3 with a run and a steal in the final game of the Chapman series. Johnson is the league leader in
hits (65) and is 2nd in steals (27) and third in batting (.382).

Kyle Johnson kept the Bruins in the game in a 6-3 loss at Chapman on Friday with 5 stellar relief innings, allowing only 3 hits and a
walk while striking out 3. He has surrendered only 11 hits in 19 innings of work this season with an outstanding 1.89 ERA and a .169

batting average against him.

* Bailey Breaks Single-Season Record for Doubles with 22

George Fox second baseman Pat Bailey broke the Bruins' season record for doubles when he laced his 22nd of the year to right in
the 1st inning of the Bruins' 10-5 loss at Chapman on Sunday, May 6. That eclipsed the previous mark of 21 set by NAIA All-

American catcher Mark Tyler in 1999. Bailey is one of only four Bruins to have 20 or more doubles in a season. Gary Boyer was the
first with 20 in 1991, Tyler had 20 in 1998 and 21 in 1999, and Eric Bell had 20 in 2001. Bailey is 5th nationally in doubles per game

(0.56).

* POLLS: Bruins Out of ABCA Poll, 5th in West by Selection Committee

In the May 10 rankings by the NCAA Division ill Baseball Selection Committee, the George Fox Bruins were tabbed as the No. 5
team in the West Region, based on their 25-9 record against regional opponents. The Bruins are 30-9 overall. The rest of the West:
Chapman (28-2, 35-5), Pacific Lutheran (28-6, 32-7), Texas Lutheran (27-8, 35-8-1), Texas-Dallas (29-9, 32-11), George Fox, and
Pomona-Pitzer (23-8, 29-11). PLU, Texas Lutheran, and Pomona-Pitzer are in the tournament by virtue of winning their
conferences. Chapman is ranked No. 2 nationally and probably the highest-rated independent.

in the latest American Baseball Coaches Association / NCAA Division tll national poll of May 8, George Fox dropped out of the top
30 after being ranked 28th in the previous poll, but still received votes. The Bruins were ranked as high as 5th this season, in the
first poll of the regular season, the highest ever achieved by the Bruins before post-season play. The 2004 team which won the D-lI
World Series was a unanimous choice as the No. 1 team in the nation at the end of the season.

Wooster (39-3) remained the No. 1 team with 7 votes for first and 239 points, followed by Chapman (35-5) with 1 first and 233
points. Pacific Lutheran (32-7) is the only NWC team ranked, at No. 15 with 129 points.

In the ABCA West Region rankings, Chapman (35-5) remained No. 1, followed by Texas Lutheran (35-8-1), Pacific Lutheran (32-7),
Pomona-Pitzer (29-11), Texas-Dallas (32-11), and George Fox.

COMING UP: NCAA Division lif Regionals (Hopefully)

It's a "wait-and-see" situation for the Bruins as they await the decision of the NCAA Division Il Baseball Selection Committee to find
out if they will be in the post-season or not. The Bruins finished second in the Northwest Conference to Pacific Lutheran and must
rely on receiving one of the 14 Pool C at-large bids to make their second straight NCAA playoff appearance and sixth in the last
eight years.

In the West Region, teams that have automatically qualified for the tournament are Pacific Lutheran, Pomona-Pitzer (Southern
California Intercoliegiate Athletic Confernce champion), Texas Lutheran (American Southwest Conference champion), and Austin
College (Southern Collegiate Athletic Conference champion). Chapman is ranking No. 2 nationally and a virtual lock for a Poll B
independents bid. The top two Pool C teams from West Region appear to be Texas-Dallas (32-11) and George Fox (30-9), with one
likely to go, two possible. Whether or not the West will be a six or seven-team regionai is also not known for certain.

At any rate, the final field will not be determined until some time late Sunday night. A total of 53 teams will be selected, with five
regionals having seven teams and three regionals with six teams. Play for the seven-team regionals begins Wednesday, May 16,
with the six-team regionais to start Thursday, May 17. The Bruins can only hope that their record of 30-9 (tied for 18th-bestin the
country) and strength of schedule are enough to sway the national committee.

* NORTHWEST CONFERENCE: Bruins 2nd but Hope for At-Large Bid

Despite a fine 19-5 record in Northwest Conference play, the George Fox Bruins had to settle for 2nd place after Pacific Lutheran
went 21-3 to win its first league baseball crown since 1954. With the Lutes gaining the NWC's automatic bid to the NCAA Division 11l
playoffs, the Bruins must await the selection process to see if they will receive one of 14 at-large bids given to conference runner-

ups. The 53-team field will be announced Sunday night, May 13. The Bruins' runner-up finish snapped a string of five straight
seasons in which they have either won outright or shared the conference title.

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5/4 - CHAPMAN 6, GEORGE FOX 3: Bruins Out-Hit Panthers But Come Up Short in Series Opener

ORANGE, Calif. — Despite banging out 13 hits off Chapman University Ali-American Devin Drag, the George Fox University Bruins
could not push enough of the runners across the plate and and dropped a 6-3 decision to the Panthers in the first game of a three-
game series between the nationally-ranked baseball teams Friday night here at Hart Park.

Chapman, ranked No. 2 nationally and No. 1 in the West Region, jumped out to a 4-0 lead in the 2nd against Bruin southpaw Chris
Albrecht (9-4). Jake Hurst reached on a one-out error at third, Kyle Redding walked, and Ryan Pretchi singled for the first run.
Ryan Cavan doubled for two more, and Tyler Dean doubled to score Cavan. Two more runs scored on another Bruin error at short
in the 3rd, but Kyle Johnson came on to shut out the Panthers over the final five innings on just three more hits.

The Bruins, who are ranked 28th nationally and 5th in the West, put runners aboard in every inning against Drag but hit into two
double plays, had one runner picked off and three thrown out on the bases, and left five stranded in scoring position. They finally
punched across a run in the 5th on consecutive one-out singles by Kyle Seymour, Josh Burch, and Drew Johnson. The Bruins
added two more in the 9th as Michael Woo pinch-singled in Evan Hagen and Johnson drove in Kyle Kuenzi with his fourth single of
the game, but Kurt Yacko came in to strike out Pat Bailey with Johnson and Woo on base for his eighth save of the season.

Drag (13-0), who leads all of Division i in victories, tied a school record for most wins in a single season. The right-handed senior,
currently at 27-2 in his career, needs one more win to tie the school's wins record.

Johnson led all batters by going 4-for-5, while Ryan Fobert and Seymour had two hits each for the Bruins. Pretchi, Cavan, Dean,
and Patrick Ohail had two hits each as the Panthers collected 11 hits off three Bruin hurlers.

George Fox is now 30-7, while Chapman improved to 33-5 with its sixth straight win. The second game of the series begins at 7
p.m. Saturday and will be webcast via the internet on Chapman radio at www.chapmanradio.com.

Chapman is ranked in runs per game (7.9, 44th), home runs (0.78, 19th), doubles (2.30, 28th), slugging (.478, 30th),
strikeouts per 9 innings (8.7, 3rd), and won-lost pct. (.865, 3rd). On the mound, Devin Drag is tied for 1st nationally in wins (12) and
is tied for 12th in strikeouts (81), while Wayde Kitchens is tied for 14th in wins (8) and tied for 6th in strikeouts (88). Relief ace Kurt
Yacko is 3rd in strikeouts per 9 (12.1), tied for 6th in saves (7) and strikeouts (88), and 13th in ERA (1.38).

— Preston Langeliers struck out Marc Tuttle and Patrick Desmond with the tying and go-ahead runs in scoring
position in the top of the 9th inning, preserving a 8-8 win for George Fox University over the California State University-East Bay
Pioneers in the Bruins’ final home game of the season Monday afternoon here at Morse Field.

The Bruins had built up a 9-1 lead after six innings on the strength of 14 hits, three East Bay errors, and some Pioneer pitching
wildness. In the 1stinning, the Bruins got on the board when Drew Johnson and Pat Bailey singled, advanced on a saciifice, and
scored when Dan Wenizell's ground ball was booted at second. The Pioneers got one run back in the 2nd when Diego De Aiba
singled to score Tuttie, who had reached on a fielder’s choice and moved up on a grounder to third.

In the 3rd, Bailey doubled and came in on Wentzell's single to make it 3-1 Bruins. it was Bailey's 21st double of the season, tying
the GFU single-season record set by Mark Tyler in 1999. In the 4th, Kyle Seymour doubled, advanced on Johnson’s bunt single,
and scored on Bailey’s grounder to short. In the 5th, Ryan Fobert stroked a two-out hit, Seymour was hit by a pitch, and Johnson
singled to right for a 5-1 Bruin advantage.

The Bruins appeared to have the game salted away after they added four more in the 6th. Bryan Donohue and Wentzell walked to
start the inning, and Kyle Kuenzi, running for Donohue, scored when Daniel Down’s bunt single was thrown away for an error. Matt
Wyckoff scored Wentzell with a ground out, and Evan Hagen singled in Downs. Hagen scored from second when Johnson got an
infield hit up the middle that was fielded by the shortstop, who then dropped the ball, aliowing Hagen to come around.

Kirk Ekstrom popped a lead-off
single into center, and after a ground out, Haberman was hit by a pitch and Michael Thomasson lined a single to center, loading the
bases. Toney then chopped a slow roller to third for an infield hit, but Seymour, starting at third in place of injured regular Bo
Thunell, threw the ball away after a bare-handed pickup as Ekstrom and Haberman scored and the other runners went to second
and third.

NEWBERG, Ore. — A five-run 1st inning sparked the California State University-East Bay Pioneers to an 11-8 first-game victory, but
the George Fox University Bruins bounced back with a five-run 3rd inning of their own en route to a 16-0 win in the second game of
a non-conference baseball doubleheader Sunday afternoon here at Morse Field.

The Pioneers jumped on Bruin southpaw Chris Albrecht (9-3) by banging out eight hits in the opening inning of game one. The
frame began with a lead-off single by Jesus Muela, and after a pop out, the Pioneers rattled off six straight hits. Michael Thomasson
doubled in Muela, Lamonte Toney singled in Thomasson, Marc Tuttle dropped a pop fly double down the left field line, Kyle Dunn
doubied in Toney, James Bland singled to score Tuttle, and Chilo Escutia singled in Dunn. Further damage was prevented when
left fielder Daniel Downs gunned down Bland at the plate on another single by Muela.

Toney slugged his fourth home run of the season off reliever Shane Dalgleish after a walk to Thomasson to make it 7-0 in the 2nd.
Dunn hit his second double of the game later in the inning, then collected his third two-bagger to drive in a pair and scored on a
doubie by Bland in the 4th to make it 10-3 Pioneers. Bruin reliever Kyle Johnson shut down East Bay with four scoreless innings
from the 5th through the 8th, allowing four hits and fanning three, before the visitors added their final run in the 9th on another
double by Biand and a single by Escutia.

The Bruins got three runs in the 2nd and single runs each of the last five innings to close the gap, but could never come up with the
big hit they needed as they stranded 10 runners, including seven in scoring position. The Pioneers’ Sean O’'Dowd (7-3) got the win
with seven tough innings, scattering 12 hits while striking out six and walking two. Only three of the seven runs off him were earned
as the Pioneers committed four errors. Adam Halper pitched the final two innings, allowing two hits and a run but earning his first

save of the season.

Drew Johnson and Bo Thunell had three hits each for the Bruins, who had 14 hits in all. Bryan Donohue and Ryan Fobert had two
hits apiece, with Fobert driving in two runs. Toney, Dunn, and Bland had three hits each to lead the East Bay offense, which totaled
16 hits and had six doubles among them. Toney and Dunn had three RBI each, while Toney and Thomasson scored three runs

apiece.

In the nightcap, Nick Bratney (8-1) and Jeff Wheeler combined on a six-hit shutout for the Bruins. Bratney spaced five hits over
seven innings, striking out fwo and walking none.

The George Fox batting order gave the two hurlers more than ample support, banging out 19 hits and scoring in all but two innings.
Making it seven innings in a row with a single run scored, the Bruins got one in the 1st on Dan Wentzeil’s sacrifice fly and one in the
2nd on Fobert's RBI single, then broke the game open with five in the 3rd. Craig Eagle (5-5) worked into the 3rd and took the loss
for the Pioneers.

The Bruins also had six consecutive hits in the big inning. After Wentzell walked and Downs was hit by a pitch with one out, Matt
Wyckoff singled in Wentzell, Evan Hagen singled in Downs (Wyckoff was cut down at the plate also trying to score on a throw from
Thomasson in center), and Fobert singled in Hagen. After Josh Burch singled, he and Fobert advanced on a wild pitch and scored
on Johnson's single, then Pat Bailey added the sixth hit.

In the 4th, Downs doubled in a run, Fobert singled in two more, and Johnson delivered a run with a sacrifice fly. Bailey's ground out
and an infield single by Wentzell added two more run in the 7th, and the Bruins finished off their attack with three in the 8th, Kyle
Seymour singling in one run and two more scoring on a dropped throw at first.

Fobert paced the Bruins with three hits and four RBI, while Johnson had two hits and three RBl. Wentzell, Wyckoff, Hagen, and
Burch had two hits also. Toney had two hits for the Pioneers.

George Fox, which had a nine-game winning streak snapped in the opener but ended a six-game losing streak to East Bay in the
second game, is now 29-6 on the season. California State-East Bay is 20-16. The final game of the three-game series is set for

Monday at 1 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Josh Burch threw a five-hit shutout, the second consecutive whitewash job by George Fox University pitchers
and third in the last four games, as the Bruins concluded the Northwest Conference portion of their baseball schedule with a 3-0 win
over the Lewis & Clark College Pioneers Monday afternoon here at Morse Field.

Burch (3-1) out-dueled Pioneer ace Jordon Smiley (2-6), who was almost as stingy. Burch struck out seven, walked one, and
allowed only three runners as far as second base. Following up a four-hit shutout by lefty Chris Albrecht Sunday, Bruin hurlers have
now gone 22 straight innings without allowing a run. Smiley scattered eight hits, fanned three, walked one, and only one of the runs
off him was earned.

After four scoreless innings, the Bruins finally broke through in the 5th. Trevor Winsor, starting at short in place of Burch, opened
the frame with a solid single to left and moved up on Drew Johnson's ground single to feft. Bo Thunell walked with one out to fill the
bases, and Dan Wentzell, the league RBI leader, drove in his 50th run with a sacrifice fly to deep right.

The Bruins added two unearned insurance runs in the 6th. Matt Wyckoff beat out an infield single to the right side and went to
second when second baseman Sam Marthinsen'’s throw went into the Pioneers’ dugout. Evan Hagen's sacrifice bunt was thrown
down the right-field line by catcher Neal Finch, allowing Wyckoff to score and Hagen to reach second. A passed ball sent Hagen to
third, and Ryan Fobert's sacrifice fly to center got him home.

The Pioneers gave the Bruins a scare with two out in the 9th. Corey Lowell kept the inning alive with a sharp ground single just
inside the first-base bag and Finch reached when Winsor mishandled his slow roller to short. Abe Kaempf then made a bid for a
game-tying home run, but Daniel Downs hauled it in against the fence in left to end the game.

It was the ninth straight win for the Bruins, who improved to 28-5 overall and ended conference play with a 19-5 record. The Bruins
are assured of at least second place in the conference, but need help from the University of Puget Sound this weekend if they are to
win or share their sixth straight NWC title. First-place Pacific Lutheran University is 18-3 in league play, and needs just one win in
its three-game home series with UPS Saturday and Sunday to claim a share of the crown and the NWC's automatic bid to the
NCAA Division Il Tournament. Two PLU wins guarantees them the title outright. Only three losses by PLU would give George Fox
the outright crown and the automatic bid.

The Bruins have six regular-season games left: a three-game home series with California State University-East Bay Apr. 29-30 and
a three-game set at Chapman University May 4-6. A strong showing in those games would enhance the Bruins’ chances for an at-
large bid to the playoffs. The East Bay series begins with a single game Sunday at 3 p.m., with a doubleheader Monday at 11 a.m.

Lewis & Clark is now 12-20 overall and 8-15 in the conference. The Pioneers will play their final game Thursday, resuming a
conference game with Willamette University that was suspended on Feb. 11. The game will be played under the lights at Linfield
College in McMinnville, starting at 6 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. —- Evan Hagen drilled a key bases-loaded triple to break open a tight first game and Chris Albrecht threw a four-hit
shutout in the second game, leading the George Fox University Bruins to a 9-4, 5-0 sweep of the Lewis & Clark College Pioneers in
a Northwest Conference baseball doubleheader Sunday afternoon here at Morse Field.

The twin wins kept alive the Bruins’ flickering hopes of a sixth straight conference title. Now 27-5 averall and 18-5 in NWC play, the
Bruins trail league-leading Pacific Lutheran University (18-3 in the NWC) by a game, but are two back in the loss column. The
Bruins have only one conference game left, Monday afternoon at 4 p.m. at home to complete the Lewis & Clark series. The Lutes,
who took two out of three over the weekend at Whitworth College, host the University of Puget Sound to close out their NWC
schedule next weekend. The Pioneers, meanwhile, fell to 12-19 overall and 8-14 in the league with their double defeats.

In the opener, the Bruins had to battle back from two-run deficits twice. In the top of the 2nd, Mike Giardina walked and and Corey
Lowell and Abe Kaempf singled to load the bases for the Pios before a force out by T.J. Witkowski and a ground out by Sam
Marthinsen scored two runs. The Bruins tied it in the home half when L&C starter Eric Muraoka walked Dan Wentzell, hit Daniel
Downs, and surrendered a two-run double to left-center by Matt Wyckoff.

The Pios regained the lead in the 3rd on a single by Greg Williams and a two-run double to right by A.J. Brown, and made it 4-2 in
the 5th when Giardina’s sacrifice fly to right scored Sami Morgan, who had singled and advanced on a walk and a sacrifice. Again
the Bruins tied it in the bottom of the inning as Bryan Donchue singled in Drew Johnson and Wentzell singled to right to score Pat
Bailey. Further damage was prevented when right fielder Lowell gunned down Donohue at the plate on Wentzell’s hit, with
Donohue, the league’s leading hitter, injuring his leg on a hard slide into the shin guard of Brown and having to leave the game.

The Bruins took the iead for the first time in the 6th against reliever Tyler Smit (1-2). Bo Thunell singled, Wyckoff walked, and Josh
Burch was walked intentionally after a ground out moved the runners up. Johnson drew the third walk of the inning to force in the
tie-breaking run, and Hagen delivered a two-out triple to the base of the center-field fence to clear the bases for an 8-4 George Fox
advantage. Bailey singled to score Burch with the Bruins’ final run in the 8th.

George Fox right-hander Nick Bratney (8-1) was in trouble early but got stronger as the game progressed, retiring 10 straight hitters
at one point from the 5th through 8th innings. He allowed seven hits in eight innings, striking out two and walking two. Nick
Hedgecock gave up two hits in the Sth but escaped without a run scoring to cement the win.

The second game was a masterful pitchers’ duel between Bruin southpaw Albrecht (9-2) and Pioneer righty Eric Maroncelli (4-4).
The two matched each other pitch for pitch through six innings, each allowing only three hits to that point.

The Bruins finally broke through in the 7th. Wentzell drew a one-out walk, stole second, and scored the go-ahead run on Wyckoff's
two-out single to right. A four-run outburst against Maroncelli in the 8th settled matters as Johnson and Bailey hit back-to-back RBI
doubles and Wentzell slugged his eighth home run to right to cap the rally. Bailey's double was his 20th of the season, one short of
the GFU record of 21 by Mark Tyler in 1999.

Albrecht finished with six strikeouts and two walks, allowing only two runners as far as second base. Maroncelli surrendered seven
hits and five runs in 7.2 innings, fanning two and walking three.

HILLSBORO, Ore. - Starting pitcher Josh Burch and two relievers combined on a two-hit shutout, ieading the George Fox
University Bruins to a 9-0 win and a three-game Northwest Conference baseball series sweep of the Pacific University Boxers

HILLSBORO, Ore. ~ Sterling relief efforts by southpaw Nick Hedgecock and right-hander Nick Bratney enabled the George Fox
University Bruins to sweep a Northwest Conference baseball doubleheader from the Pacific University Boxers, 8-2 and 6-4, and
keep pace with league-leading Pacific Lutheran University Saturday afternoon here at Hillsboro Stadium.

Stretching their current winning streak to five, the second-place Bruins improved to 24-5 overali and 15-5 in the conference, a game-
and-a-half behind the front-running Lutes, who moved to 15-2 in the NWC by sweeping Whitman College. The Boxers dropped to
10-21 overall and 4-13 in the league.

in the opener, George Fox opened the scoring in the 1st when Daniel Downs singled to left to score Drew Johnson. Pacific
responded with a run in the 2nd when Charles Shapiro scored on a fielder’'s choice. The Bruins scored in the 4th when Bo Thuneli
doubled and scored on Ryan Fobert's single, and added another in the 5th on a Dan Wentzell double and RBI single by Downs.

The Bruins broke the game open with three in the 6th when Fobert slugged a two-run homer, his second of the season, and Downs
drew a bases-loaded walk to force in Josh Burch. Pat Bailey's sacrifice fly scored Fobert in the 7th, and Bailey tripled in Fobert
again in the Sth for the final Bruin tally.

George Fox starter Preston Langeliers (6-1) worked into the 6th to pick up the win, but struggled with his control all day. He
scattered seven hits and struck out four but walked five, hit three batters, and threw a wild pitch. After Joey Pulito doubled and
scored the Boxers' second run in the 6th on a single by Ryan Bailey to cut the George Fox lead to to 6-2, Langeliers loaded the
bases on a walk and a hit batsman, bringing on Hedgecock. The Bruins’ all-time leader in saves got out of the inning with a force
out, then spaced three hits over the final three frames to notch his first save this season and ninth of his career.

Derek Haner (1-4) took the loss for the Boxers, allowing nine hits and six runs in five innings. Johnson and Fobert had three hits
each to pace the Bruins, who had 14 hits in all. Fobert scored three and drove in three. Wentzell and Downs had two hits each,
Downs picking up three RBI. Jeff Johnston had three hits and Kyle Barksdale and Pulito had two each for the Boxers, who collected

10 hits in all.

The teams traded runs in the 1st inning of game two. Consecutive singles by Bailey, Bryan Donohue, and Wentzell scored the
Bruin run, but the Boxers answered with a single by Zach Gantenbein and an RBI double by Johnston. The Boxers went ahead
against Bruin southpaw Chris Albrecht in the 4th when Robbie Newbill scored on a squeeze bunt by Korey Yost and Pulito scored
on a sacrifice fly by Gantenbein. Nick McNeely hit a ground rule doubte in the 5th and scored on a single by Newbill to make it 4-1.

George Fox cut the lead to 4-3 in the 6th on Dan Wentzell's two-run homer, his seventh of the season, and tied the game in the 7th
when Bailey scored on Donohue’s single. Fobert scored the go-ahead run in the 8th when he crossed home on a Pacific error, and
Burch added an insurance run on Donohue’s singie to center.

Albrecht was lifted after allowing 10 hits and four runs with three strikeouts in five innings, and Bratney (6-1) came on to stymie the
Boxers on only one hit and a couple of walks over the final four frames. Sean Dickey (1-2) took the loss for Pacific, allowing five
runs, four eamed, on 13 hits and a walk while striking out two in 7.1 innings.

Donohue led the Bruins' 15-hit assault with four hits, Bailey had three, and Wentzell and Fobert had two each. Wentzell picked up
three RBI to give him a league-leading 45. Newbill, Pulito,and Yost had two hits each as the Boxers banged out 11 safeties.
Considering that the two teams combined for 50 hits in the twinbill, the scores were comparatively low as they also stranded 51
runners between them, 31 in the first game alone.

The finale of the three-game series is set for Sunday at 1 p.m. at Hillsboro Stadium, the Boxers' “home-away-from-home” this
season while a complete renovation of their usual Bond Field in Forest Grove takes place this spring.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Second baseman and No. 9 hitter Pat Bailey went 4-for-5 with a double, a triple, and five RBI, pacing a 19-hit
assault that carried the George Fox University Bruins to a 17-9 victory over the Linfield College Wildcats and a two-games-to-one
Northwest Conference baseball series win Saturday afternoon here at Morse Field.

George Fox starter Nick Bratney (6-1) breezed through the first two innings in 1-2-3 fashion, throwing only 12 pitches, but was
touched for four runs in the Linfield 3rd. David Bachofner had a two-run single, Stew Davis drew a bases-loaded walk to force in a
run, and the fourth scored on a fielder’s choice grounder by Drew Van Cleave.

Linfield reliever Kyle Mosbrucker shut out the Bruins from the 3rd through the 5th innings, allowing the Wildcats to continue closing
the gap. Bratney surrendered a pair of unearned runs in the 5th, giving up an RBI single to Davis and a sacrifice fly to Van Cleave.
The Wildcats made it 10-8 with two more in the 6th off reliever Preston Langeliers on run-scoring hits by Cory Ellis and Bachofner.

The Bruins finally solved Mosbrucker in the 6th, touching him for four runs to get a little breathing room. Josh Burch and Bailey had
run-scoring singles and Bryan Donohue greeted reliever Matt McCollum with a two-run double. The Bruins closed out their scoring
with three more in the 7th, Bailey hitting a two-run double and Thunelf singling in a run.

The Wildcats got their final run in the 8th when Bachofner collected his fourth RBI with a single to score Jordan Boustead.

In addition to the four hits by Bailey and Hagen, Thunell had three hits and Donohue, Wentzell, and Downs had two each. Downs,
Hagen, and Bailey each scored three times. Bachofner led the Wildcats with three hits and four RBI, while Ellis had two safeties
and three runs scored.

George Fox, ranked No. 5 in the NCAA Division {1} national poll, is now 21-5 overall and 13-5 in the conference, alone in second
place behind Pacific Lutheran University, which is 13-2 in league play. Linfield is 14-12 overall and third in the NWC at 9-6.

The Bruins travel to Salem, Ore., Tuesday for a non-conference game at Corban College at 4 p.m. The Wildcats also play a non-
league game Tuesday, visiting Concordia University-Portiand at 2 p.m.

4/6 — LINFIELD 12-3, GEORGE FOX 7-5: Albrecht's Grit Gets Bruins Split with Archrival Wildcats

NEWBERG, Ore. — Southpaw Chris Albrecht battled through numerous jams in eight gritty innings of work, pitching the George Fox
University Bruins to a 5-3 second-game win and a split of a Northwest Conference baseball doubleheader with their Yamhili County
archrivals, the Linfield College Wildcats, Friday afternoon here at Morse Field. The Wildcats used three home runs, including a
grand slam by Stew Davis, to pound out a 12-7 first-game win.

George Fox, ranked 5th nationally, snapped a four-game losing streak with their second-game win, improving to 20-5 overall and
12-5 in the conference. Linfield is now 14-11 overall and 9-5 in the league. The Bruins are second and the Wildcats third in the
NWC behind red-hot Pacific Lutheran University, which swept a twinbill at Willamette University Friday to go to 23-6 overall and 12-2
in the conference.

George Fox went with hard-throwing Josh Burch (1-1), normally the team’s closer, as a starter in the opener, but Linfield quickly
spoiled that strategy. Cory Ellis was hit by a pitch to open the game and David Bachofner singled before Kevin Mills slugged his
second home run of the season to straightaway center for a 3-0 lead. The Bruins got one of those run back in the home half of the
1st when Drew Johnson walked and later scored on Dan Wentzell's sacrifice fly to center.

In the top of the 2nd, Austin Highberger, Ellis and Bachofner singled to load the bases with one out. Highberger was forced at the
plate on Mills’ tapper to the mound, but Davis slammed a 400-foot home run off the indoor batting facility in center to clear the bases
and give the Wildcats a 7-1 lead. The Wildcats continued to build their lead with single runs in five of the next seven innings off
relievers Nick Hedgecock and Shane Dalgleish, including a home run by Rhett Fenton, his second of the year, in the Sth, preventing
all Bruin attempts at a comeback.

George Fox picked up a pair of runs in the 4th on consecutive RBI singles by Johnson and Bryan Donohue, Ryan Fobert hit a
sacrifice fly to score Bo Thunell in the 7th, and Daniet Downs hit a three-run home run down the left-field line in the Sth to close the
gap, but it was too little, too late.

Brian Clark (4-3) went the first seven innings to pick up the win for the Wildcats, spacing eight hits while walking six and fanning six.
Matt McCollum mopped up the final two innings.

Bachofner, Mills, and Fenton led the Wildcats’ 20-hit attack with 3-for-5 games, each scoring twice and Mills driving in three. Davis,
Highberger, and Caleb Kearns had two hits each, with Davis collecting five RBI. For the Bruins, who had 12 hits, Thunell went 3-for-
4 while Downs and Matt Wyckoff had two hits apiece. Downs had three RBI.

In the nightcap, Albrecht (7-2) was in constant trouble as he scattered 10 hits over eight innings, walked one and hit three, and the
Bruins committed an uncharacteristic five errors behind him. The Wildcats managed to get runners aboard in every inning but could
never get the big hit they sought, stranding 14 runners in the game, including three in each of the first two innings. Only one of the
runs the Wildcats got was earned.

Bachofner singled in Keamns in the top of the 2nd for an early 1-0 Linfield lead, but the Bruins rallied for three in the home half and
never trailed again. Wentzell and Downs led off with singles against league ERA leader Cameron Larson (5-2), who went the
distance, Wyckoff drew a walk to fill the bases, and Fobert lined a two-run single up the middie to put the Bruins ahead. Burch's
sacrifice fly scored Wyckoff for a 3-1 lead.

Eliis doubled in the 4th, advanced on a wild pitch, and scored on Bachofner's grounder to short which was booted anyway, cutting
the George Fox lead to 3-2, but the Bruins got it back in the bottom of the frame when Burch reached on a bad-hop single to short
and scored on Pat Bailey's tripie to right.

Eflis was hit by a pitch to lead off the Linfield 6th and was caught off first on a pickoff try, but went all the way to third when first
baseman Donchue threw the ball into left field, from where he scored on yet another Bachofner grounder, this one to second.
Downs got that one back when he clubbed his second home run of the day to left and third of the season in the Bruin 6th to make it

5-3.

Preston Langeliers took over for Albrecht to start the 9th and promptly surrendered Drew Van Cleave’s second double of the game
on the first pitch, but setiled down to retire the next three hitters on a fly to right, a pop to short, and a bouncer to first, earning his
first save.

Johnson, Downs, and Fobert each had two of the Bruins’ nine hits, while Ellis, Bachofner, Van Cleave, and Don Bard had two hits
apiece out of the Wildcats' total of 11.

The senes concludes with a single game Saturday at 12 noon in Newberg.

TACOMA, Wash. — An inability to throw strikes - the cardinal sin in pitching - proved costly to George Fox University Sunday
afternoon here at the PLU Diamond as five Bruin hurlers walked six batters, hit six more, and seven of them scored in a 10-4 loss to
the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes in the third game of a critical Northwest Conference baseball series.

The Lutes wrapped up a three-game series sweep — only the second time in 12 years that a Pat Bailey-coached George Fox team
has been swept in conference play - to take a significant lead in the conference race. PLU, 21-6 overall, is 10-2 in league play,
while the five-time defending conference champion Bruins, who are 19-4 overall and ranked 5th in the nation, are in second at 11-4.

George Fox got on the scoreboard first with a pair of runs in the top of the 3rd. Josh Burch led off with a single and eventually
scored on a run-scoring double by Pat Bailey (no relation to the George Fox coach). Bailey then scored on a two-out single by Dan
Wentzell.

The iead didn't last long, however, as Bruin starter Preston Langeliers (5-1) suffered through a bout of wildness. After walking and
picking off the leadoff batter, he walked Jordan Post and hit Tyler Green. Justin Whitehall singled to drive in Post with the first run,
and Langeliers hit Logan Andrews to foad the bases. Green scored the tying run on Kris Hansen's sacrifice fly, and Langeliers hit
Brandon Sales with a pitch to load the bases again. Relief pitcher Brady Rhodes was greeted by Jared Simon's two-run single, and
Roger Guzman followed with a run-scoring double down the left field line. Simon scored the sixth run of the inning on a wild pitch.

George Fox got two runs back in the 5th when Bryan Donohue and Wentzell singled and scored on a double by Daniel Downs, but
the Lutes increased their lead to 7-4 by scoring an uneamned run in the bottom of the inning. PLU broke the game open with three
runs in the 7th. With one out, Simon was hit by a pitch, Guzman walked, and Ryan Thome was hit by a pitch. Post delivered one run
with a sacrifice fly, and Green singled to plate the other two.

- Brett Brunner (4-2) got the win despite giving up four runs and 12 hits in 7 1/3 innings. He walked only one and did not hit a batter,
/ however, something the George Fox pitchers could not emulate. in addition to the 12 free passes to first, the Bruins allowed 11 hits,
A Simon leading the way with two hits, three runs, and two runs batted in.

George Fox, hitting over .350 as a team, broke out of offensive slump that had seen the Bruins go four straight games without
double figures in hits with 13 safeties, including two each by Drew Johnson, Bailey, Wentzel, and Downs. Bailey had a pair of
doubles to his credit, giving him four doubles in the fast two games.

The Bruins hope to bounce back with a home series Friday and Saturday against archrival and always-dangerous Linfield College,
which is right behind George Fox in the league standings at 8-4 in conference play. The teams will play a doubleheader Friday and
a single game Saturday, starting at 12 noon both days. The Lutes visit Willamette University with the same schedule Friday and

Saturday.

TACOMA, Wash. — Rolling along on the strength of the best start in team history, the George Fox University Bruins found their
express to another Northwest Conference baseball tittle brought to a sudden halt by the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes, who
bounced the Bruins twice, 9-1 and 8-3, Saturday afternoon here at the PLU Field.

The double dips dropped the Bruins, who are 19-3 overall and ranked 5th in the ABCA / NCAA Division Il national poll, into second
place in the conference by percentage points, although they still have a haif-game lead in terms of games over .500. George Fox is
11-3 (.786), while Pacific Lutheran, 20-6 overall, is 9-2 (.818) in the NWC. The teams conclude their three-game series Sunday at
12 noon.

In the opener, right-hander Joe DiPietro (7-1), the 2006 NWC Pitcher of the Year, threw a complete-game three-hitter, striking out
five and walking three. The three he walked all came in the 4th, but he induced a double-play grounder to get out of trouble. He did
not allow a hit until Drew Johnson singied up the middle with one out in the 6th, and the only run he aliowed came on Dan
Wentzell's sixth home run of the season to right leading off the 7th. Bryan Donohue got the other hit in the 9th.

The Lutes gave DiPietro all the runs he would need in the 1st on Jordan Post’s third home run of the season, a two-run blast over
the right field fence against George Fox starter Nick Bratney (5-1). They added a run in the 2nd when Logan Andrew led off with a
single and scored on a double by Bryce Depew. In the 3rd, Post doubled and came in on a single by Tyler Green, then Justin
Whitehall and Andrews following with base hits to score Green. PLU tallied an unearned run in the 4th when Thorne, who reached
on a two-out error, came around to score on two walks and a hit batter, finishing Bratney.

PLU scored two more unearned runs in the 6th to take an 8-0 lead, and got their final run in the 7th when Depew tripled to left-
center field and scored on Jared Simon’s single. Thorne, Post, Whitehall, Andrews and Depew each had a pair of hits, and eight of
the nine players in the lineup contributed at least one hit to the Lutes’ 13-hit attack. Post and Whitehall both had a pair of runs batted

in during the game.

Hunter Simpson (3-1) went eight innings to earn the win in the second game, aliowing only six hits, and Dylan Stanford closed out
the game by allowing one hit in the final frame.

George Fox took a 1-0 lead in the 3rd on a sacrifice fly by Donohue, but that advantage was short-lived as the Lutes scored five
times in the bottom of the inning. Bruin southpaw Chris Albrecht (6-2) ran into a streak of wildness, walking six batters, five of which
scored, before departing the game with two outs in the inning. The Lutes combined those six walks with three hits to score the five
runs, the final two of which came courtesy of a two-run, bad-hop single by Matt Akridge against relief pitcher Nick Hedgecock.

The Bruins scored a run in the 5th when Ryan Fobert led off with a double and eventually scored on a balk, and added another in
the 6th when Downs lined out to center to drive in Donohue, who led off the inning with a walk.

With their fead cut to 5-3, the Lutes got some insurance in the bottom of the 6th inning on a sacrifice fly by Brandon Sales and a
two-run homer over the left field fence by Simon, his third of the season.

Akridge had a pair of hits to lead PLU’s eight-hit attack, while Pat Bailey stroked a pair of opposite-field doubles for the Bruins.

He started with a two-run double down the right-field line in the 1st,
driving in Bo Thunell and Dan Wentzeli for a 2-0 lead against Puget Sound starter Kiriu (2-3). He added another double in the 4th,
singled to drive in Wentzell again to cap a two-run 5th, and hit a sacrifice fly in the 7th to plate Wentzell yet again for the Bruins’ final

run.

Pat Bailey singled in Ryan Fobert in the 4th to make it a 3-0 game, and the Bruins added two in the 5th on Daniel Downs’ ground
out that scored Bryan Donohue and Wyckoff's RBI hit. In the 6th, the Bruins made it 6-0 when Josh Burch bunted for a hit and went
all to way to third on third baseman Pete Marchek’s wild throw to first, then scored on Bailey’s double to eft.

In addition to Wyckoff's big game, Wentzell was 3-for-4 with a double and three runs scored, while Donohue, Fobert, and Bailey had
two hits apiece.

NEWBERG, Ore. ~ Bo Thunell drove in six runs in the first game, including the game-winner in the 10th inning, and Chris Albrecht
struck out 12 in eight innings of work in the second game, ieading the George Fox University Bruins to 8-7 and 6-5 wins over the
University of Puget Sound Loggers in a Northwest Conference baseball showdown between the league co-leaders Saturday
afternoon here at Morse Field.

Both teams entered play with 8-1 records in conference, but George Fox improved to 17-1 overall, the Bruins’ best record ever after
18 games, and 10-1 in the league, while Puget Sound slipped to 9-9-1 overall and 8-3 in the NWC. The Bruins now lead the
Loggers by two games, while Lewis & Clark College and Pacific Lutheran University, which play each other this weekend, are three
and three-and-a-half games out respectively.

In the opener, the Loggers took a 2-0 lead against Bruin starter Nick Bratney in the 2nd as A.J. Jorg singled in Joe Newland and
Gregorio Beck. The Bruins bounced back for a 3-2 lead in the 3rd as Thunell lined his third home run of the season to left off UPS
southpaw Evan Scandling after Drew Johnson had reached on an error and Bryan Donohue had singled. Johnson singled in Josh
Burch and Thunell singled in Johnson in the 4th for a 5-2 Bruin lead.

The Loggers knocked out Bratney, the league ERA leader (0.71) coming in, and tied the game in the 5th. Shaun Kiriu drew a one-
out walk, was wild-pitched to second, and score on Austin Kuehn'’s single. Michael Olsen, Newtand, and Beck followed with
consecutive hits, Newtand and Beck collecting RBls.

Ryan Fobert singled following a single and steal by Daniel Downs to put the Bruins back in front 6-5 in the bottom of the 5th, and
Thunell singled in Donohue following a double in the 6th for a 7-5 lead. The Loggers tied it in the 7th, Olsen doubling and scoring
on a hit by Beck, and Beck scoring when Tim Steggali got a bases-loaded single off the foot of reliever Nick Hedgecock.

Hedgecock and Shane Dalgleish held the Loggers scoreless through the 8th and 9th, while sidearmer Jarvis Nohara did the same to
the Bruins. In the top of the 10th, Burch (1-0) came in for the Bruins and stranded two runners by striking out Newland, the league’s
home run leader with six, to end the inning, then picked up the win when the Bruins rallied in the home half.

Pat Bailey reached on a juggled grounder at short, and Johnson and Donohue followed with bunt singies to load the bases with
nobody out. With no way to pitch around him, Zach Green (1-1) had to face Thunell, who lined a sacrifice fly to left and Bailey
scored the winning run standing up.

In the nightcap, southpaw Albrecht (5-1) fanned eight Loggers in the first four innings and finished with 12 overall with only one walk.
He scattered seven hits but was touched for runs in the 4th and 7th innings.

George Fox got off to a 1-0 lead against righthander Ryan Gustafson (3-1), who went the distance, when Johnson singled, was
sacrificed to second, and scored on Thunell's single to left in the 1st. The Bruins upped it to 5-0 in the 3rd, Johnson driving in one
run with a force out, Donohue singling in a run, and Thunell doubling for another. Thunell then scored all the way from second when
Chris Dunbar made a spectacular backpedaling grab of Dan Wentzell's line drive to deep right but fell down on the warning track.

The Loggers battied back with three in the 4th. Albrecht hit Oisen and Newland with one out and Beck singled for one run. After
Tanner Webber walked, the Bruins fumbied a potential double-play grounder that allowed Newiland and Beck to score. Fobert
singled in Downs for an unearned run in the 6th, boosting the George Fox lead to 6-3, a run that proved crucial when the Loggers
scored twice more in the 7th.

Dunbar started the two-out rally with a single to right, and Kiriu hit a liner to left that turned into a triple when Downs missed a diving
catch. Steggall then singled to right-center, making it a one-run game, but Albrecht got pinch-hitter Kuehn on a grounder to third
and then worked a 1-2-3 8th, striking out the last two hitters he faced. Burch came on in the 9th and retired the side in order with a
pair of strikeouts for his third save of the season.

Thunell finished with a 5-for-8 day with eight RBI, while Johnson and Fobert both went 5-for-9 and Donchue was 5-for-6. Johnson
scored four runs and stole three bases, extending his career record for steals to 75, while Donchue scored three times.

For Puget Sound, Olsen was 4-for-7, going 4-for-5 in the opener with a pair of doubles and scoring three runs. Beck went 4-for-7
with a double, three runs scored and three RBIs. Steggall was 4-for-9 with two RBls.

The series concludes with a single game Sunday at 12:00 noon, with righthanders Preston Langeliers (4-0, 2.19) for the Bruins and
Kiriu (2-2, 2.05) expected to square off on the hill.

SPOKANE, Wash. ~ A 12-4 romp in the first game enabled the George Fox University Bruins to stretch their best start ever to 14
straight wins, but the Whitworth College Pirates brought that streak to a halt with a 9-4 second-game win in a Northwest Conference
baseball doubleheader Saturday afternoon here at Merkel Field.

George Fox is now 14-1 overall and 7-1 in the conference, falling one victory short of tying its longest winning streak ever of 15 in a
row, accomplished during the 2005 season. With the split, however, the Bruins took a half-game lead in the conference race over
the University of Puget Sound, which suffered its first NWC setback Saturday with a loss to Lewis & Clark College before the second
game was suspended by rain. Whitworth is now 6-11 overall and 4-4 in the league.

In the opener, a potential pitchers' duel between two-time NWC Pitcher of the Week Ryan Snell of Whitworth and undefeated Nick
Bratney of George Fox, also an NWC Pitcher of the Week selection, never materialized. Bratney (5-0) threw a complete game,
while Snell (3-2) gave up a two-run home run in the 1st inning on his way to allowing nine runs (eight earned) in 5.2 innings against
a Bruin team that came in with a team batting average of .379.

After Dan Wentzell gave GFU a 2-0 fead with his fourth home run of the season in the 1st, the Bruins added two more in the 3rd
when two singles and an error let one run in, and another came home on Matt Wyckoff's sacrifice fly. The Bruins broke the game
open with five runs in the 6th. Wyckoff led off with a home run, and with two out and the bases loaded, Bo Thunell doubled to deep
center, driving in three more. Wentzell followed with an RBI single for a 9-0 George Fox lead. Bryan Donohue singled home two
more runs in the 7th, and Ryan Fobert added an RBI single in the 8th for a 12-0 GFU lead.

Whitworth managed four unearned runs in the Sth. With two out and one on, Alex Scarpelli reached on an error, followed by an RBI
single from Dan Ramsey, and Joe! Tampien homered to left field. Bratney allowed seven hits and no earned runs in his complete
game, striking out two and walking one.

Wentzell ied a 16-hit Bruin attack with three hits, three RBI, and three runs scored. Donohue, Thunell, Josh Burch, and Pat Bailey
had two hits apiece. Ramsey had two hits for the Pirates.

In the second game, the Pirates jumped ahead when Ramsey's two-run double brought home a pair of unearned runs in the 1st.
Whitworth added another run in the 2nd on Jon Whiteside's RBI single. Donohue's sacrifice fly in the 3rd brought GFU within 3-1,
but Whitworth got that run back in the 4th on Nate Rodiand’s ground out that scored Tampien.

Whitworth finally got the breathing room they would need in the 5th. With two out and runners on second and third, GFU refiever
Jeff Wheeler intentionally walked Ramsey to face Tampien, who drove a grand slam home run to left-center for an 8-1 Whitworth
lead.

in the top of the 6th, Fobert doubled home a run and then scored after an error at second base to pull the Bruins within 8-3. The
Pirates went up 9-3 when Ryne Webb doubied home Rodland in the bottom of the inning. In the 7th, the Bruins knocked out
Whitworth starter Brandon Zimmerman (3-2) when Thunelf led off with a home run and the Bruins then loaded the bases with no one
out. Chad Flett came on to relieve Zimmerman and struck out Fobert, Burch, and Bailey in a row to end the inning. Flett worked the
next two innings to pick up his first save of the season.

Zimmerman went six-plus innings, allowing four runs (three earned). striking out four and watking five. Bruin southpaw Chris
Albrecht (4-1) allowed six runs (four earned) in 4.1 innings, striking out five with one walk.

Drew Johnson, Donohue, Daniel Downs, and Fobert had two hits each for the Bruins. Whiteside, Webb, Van Lierman, Tampien,
and Mitch Ramsey had two hits apiece for the Pirates.

Whitworth and George Fox will complete the three-game series Sunday at 12 noon.

3/14 — GEORGE FOX 10, CONCORDIA 7: Bruins Make It 13 Straight by Rallying Past Cavaliers

NEWBERG, Ore. — Drew Johnson singled in the go-ahead runs in the 8th inning, then pitched a 1-2-3 9th for a save as the George
Fox University Bruins rallied from six runs down to overcome the Concordia University-Portland Cavaliers 10-7 for their 13th winin a
row in a non-conference baseball game Wednesday afternoon here at Morse Field.

In a game with no consequences for either team in their respective conference races, both coaches decided to go with severaf
pitchers, the Bruins using eight hurlers and the Cavaliers five. George Fox entered the game with a 1.80 staff ERA, but the
Concordia hitters had apparently not bothered to check the numbers, as they came out swinging and piled up 11 hits in the first
three innings against southpaw starter Nick Hedgecock and righty reliever Jeff Wheeler.

The Cavs got on the board in the 1st when Cody Herrick scored on Mike Hall's single up the middle that was knocked down by
shortstop Josh Burch, and James Mannion came in to score on the play when Burch threw wildly to first trying to catch Hall. The
visitors made it 5-0 in the 2nd and knocked out Hedgecock when Ryan Sussenguth tripled in Josh Mandin and Kyle Waterland and
then scored on Herrick’s single.

The Bruins got one run back in the 2nd when Daniel Downs doubled and scored on Ryan Fobert's ground single to right, but the
Cavs responded with two more in the 3rd, Paul Jaques singling in Hall and Casey McLeod for a 7-1 Concordia lead. That turned out
to be the Cavaliers’ last gasp, however. Mannion got a two-out single off Chris Albrecht in the 4th, and that was the last hit the Cavs
would muster as the Bruins used a different hurler in each of the last six innings.

The Bruins got another run in the 4th when Dan Wentzell walked, stole second, and scored on Matt Wyckoff's double. Wentzell cut
the deficit to 7-5 in the 5th when he slugged a three-run home run to right, his third of the season, after a walk to Bryan Donohue
and a single by Bo Thuneli. Pat Bailey singled to lead off the 7th, advanced to third on a wild pickoff try, and scored on Johnson’s
sacrifice fiy to left to make it a one-run game.

Wentzell started the Bruins’ winning ratly in the 8th off Chad Lucas (0-1) with a hit off the back-handed glove of second baseman
Derek Shigano, and when the ball died in shallow center, he hustled it into a double. Downs sacrificed him to third, and after an
intentional pass to Wyckoff, Fobert tied the game with a sacrifice fly to right. Burch and Bailey drew walks, and Johnson drove in
Wyckoff and Burch with a liner to right. Bailey scored an extra run on a wild pitch.

Johnson came on in the 9th to preserve the first college win for freshman Shane Dalgleish (1-0), who had worked a perfect 8th and
was the benefactor of the Bruins’ winning rally. Johnson retired the side on three ground balls to notch his first save.

Wentzell was the only Bruin with muitiple hits, going 2-for-3 with three RBI and three runs scored. Johnson also had three RBi. For
Concordia, Mannion was 3-for-3, while Sussenguth and Herrick had two hits each.

George Fox extended its best-ever start to 13-0, while Concordia fell to 2-11. The Bruins visit Whitworth College this weekend for a
Northwest Conference series, starting with a doubleheader Saturday at 12 noon. The Cavaliers host the University of British
Columbia Saturday in a noon doubieheader in an important NAIA Region | series.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Switching-hitting catcher Ryan Fobert went 3-for-4 with four RBI and five George Fox University pitchers
combined on a five-hitter, leading the Bruins to a 14-1 win over the Whitman College Missionaries for a three-game series sweep
and into a first-place tie in the Northwest Conference basebali race Monday afternoon here at Morse Field.

George Fox is now 12-0 overall, extending the best start in team history, and 6-0 in the conference, tied with the University of Puget
Sound as the only two teams without a league loss. Whitman fell to 0-12 overall and 0-6 in the conference.

Bruin righthander Preston Langeliers (3-0) worked the first five innings to pick up the win, aliowing two hits while fanning three and
walking four. Brady Rhodes, Shane Dalgleish, Drew Johnson, and Josh Burch followed with an inning of work apiece. Bruin
pitchers had shut out Whitman twice Sunday and were going for a school-record third straight shutout, but the Missionaries halted
the staff's string of consecutive scoreless innings at 30 2/3 when Mike Rathwell singled in Thomas Kost with an unearned run with
two outs in the 9th. The Bruins' team ERA, however, still dropped to 1.80 for the season.

The Bruins took a 3-0 lead in the 2nd against Whitman righty Joe Rodhouse (0-4) as Fobert singled up the middle to drive in Dan
Wentzell and Daniel Downs with the first two runs, and Pat Bailey got a checked-swing single to right to score Matt Wyckoff. Fobert
doubled in Downs and Wyckoff in the 3rd and then scored himself on a singte by Burch. Batting right-handed against southpaw
Calvin Davis in the 6th, he singled and scored the middle run of a three-run rally on a double by Bryan Donohue.

Bailey also had three hits, including a triple, in the Bruins' 14-hit attack, scoring twice and driving in a pair. Downs and Burch had
two hits each, with Downs scoring two runs and Burch driving in two. Wyckoff scored three times.

George Fox plays again Wednesday, hosting Concordia University-Portland in a non-conference game at 3 p.m. Whitman returns
home to host Willamette University in a three-game conference series, starting with a Saturday doubleheader at 12 noon.

NEWBERG, Ore. — With the offense collecting 39 hits and the pitching staff throwing shutouts in both ends of a doubleheader for
the first time as members of the Northwest Conference and only the fourth time in team history, the George Fox University Bruins
routed the Whitman College Missionaries 19-0 and 20-0 in a baseball twinbill Sunday afternoon here at Morse Field.

In the opener, George Fox righthander Nick Bratney (4-0) and Whitman southpaw Pete Stadmeyer (0-3) hooked up in a pitching
duel for the first haif of the game. The Bruins got a run in the 1st on a double by Drew Johnson, a sacrifice by Bryan Donohue, and
a sacrifice fly by Bo Thunell, but Stadmeyer stymied the Bruins on only two hits over the next three innings. Bratney allowed five
hits through five innings, three of them by Micah Babbitt.

The Bruins finally knocked out Stadmeyer with six runs in the 5th in an unusual inning that saw a error by each of the three Whitman
outfielders, two on throws to the infield that got away and one on a dropped ball after a double that each allowed runners to
advance. Johnson had a two-run single, Thunell an RBI single, and Dan Wentzell a run-scoring double in the inning. The Bruins
added two more in both the 6th and 7th innings, Matt Wyckoff hitting a two-run homer in the 7th, and exploded for eight in the 8th on
eight hits, including a two-run double by Pat Bailey.

Wyckoff led the 20-hit Bruin attack against five Missionary hurlers with a 4-for-4 game, scoring three and driving in two. Johnson,
Donohue, and Evan Hagen each had three hits, and Josh Burch had a pair. Johnson doubled, scored twice and drove in three,
Donohue scored twice, and Hagen and Burch each scored twice and drove in two.

Bratney worked seven innings to get the win, scattering five hits with two strikeouts and three walks. Nick Hedgecock closed out the
whitewash with two perfect innings of relief.

in the nightcap, Thunell led a 17-hit assault by going 5-for-6, scoring three and knocking in five while tying the Bruin record for most
doubles in a game with three. Burch had a 3-for-3 game with a double, three RBI, and three runs scored, while Wentzell and
Wyckoff had two hits apiece, Wentzell collecting three RBI.

The Bruins took control early against Whitman lefty Pat Johnston (0-4), scoring twice in the 1st on run-producing hits by Wentzell
and Daniel Downs. They added two more in the 2nd, with Thunell getting an RBI double, then scored four in the 3rd, the big blow a
two-run double by Burch, and put together another eight-run frame in the 4th. Thunell had a two-run double and Wentzell a two-run
single to cap the inning. Thunell added another two-run double in a three-run 8th to end the scoring.

Southpaw Chris Albrecht (4-0) went the first five innings for the Bruins, fanning five and walking three while aliowing only one hit, a
single by Adam Knappe in the 3rd. Knappe also singled in the 8th for half the Missionaries’ four hits. Jeff Wheeler and Kyle
Johnson worked two scoreless innings apiece for the Bruins to finish off the double blanking. The Bruins also pitched shutouts in
both games of doubleheaders twice in 1992, against Western Oregon University and Warner Pacific College, and in 2004 against
Eastern Oregon University.

The Bruins stretched their best-ever start to 11-0 and climbed to 5-0 in the conference, half a game behind the 6-0 University of
Puget Sound Loggers. The Missionaries dropped to 0-11 overail and 0-5 in the NWC.

The Bruins have never thrown three shutouts in a row, but they can try for it Monday at 3 p.m. in the finale of the three-game
conference series against the Missionaries. The Bruins’ next game will be Wednesday, a non-conference game at 3 p.m. against
Concordia University-Portland, which was pushed back a day from its original Tuesday date.

SALEM, Ore. — Preston Langeliers threw seven strong innings and the George Fox University offense coliected double figures in
hits for the eighth straight game, enabling the Bruins to complete a three-game Northwest Conference basebail series sweep of the
Willamette University Bearcats 12-2 Monday afternoon here at John Lewis Field.

The Bruins jumped on top in the 1st as Bryan Donchue walked, moved up on an error, and scored on Daniel Downs’ single to
center. The Bearcats tied it in the bottom of the 2nd when Sean Anderson drilied his first home run of the season to left, his first hit

in a perfect 4-for-4 day.

The Bruins broke the tie in the 3rd as Dan Wentzell singled in Drew Johnson and later scored on a baik. in the 4th, Josh Burch
walked, stole second, went to third on Pat Bailey’s bloop double to right, and scored on Johnson’s siow rolfer to third. A six-run 5th
that featured four walks, a two-run single by Johnson, and a two-run double by Donohue broke the game wide open. Donchue
singled in Burch in the 7th and Downs scored on a double play in the 8th for the Bruins’ final runs.

Langeliers (2-0) scattered six hits, struck out seven, and walked one in his first appearance since defeating La Verne in the Arizona
Desert Classic on Feb. 17. He was rained out of his scheduled start in the Yamhill County Spring Classic last week. He struck out
three batters in the 5th, one of whom reached on a wild pitch that allowed the Bearcats’ other run to score, and had a chance to
accomplish the rare feat of four strikeouts in one inning, but the final out came when Wentzell in right threw out a runner at the plate
on a single by Anderson. Brady Rhodes and Shane Dalgleish finished up with a scoreless inning apiece.

Donohue and Daniels fed the Bruins’ 14-hit attack with three hits each, and Johnson had two. Donochue and Johnson also had three
RBI apiece. Scoft Martin (0-2) went the first four innings and took the loss for the Bearcats.

George Fox improved its best-ever start to 9-0 and is now 3-0 in the conference. Willamette fell to 3-9 overall and 0-5 in the league.
The Bruins welcome Whitman College for a conference series this weekend, with a doubleheader Saturday and a single Sunday at
12 noon both days. The Bearcats step outside the conference for a three-game series Friday-Sunday, with games at 3 p.m. the first
two days and a 12 noon finale.

SALEM, Ore. ~ Banging out 27 hits on the day, the George Fox University Bruins opened up a defense of their Northwest
Conference baseball championship in victorious fashion with a doubleheader sweep of the Willamette University Bearcats 9-1 and
104 Sunday afternoon here at John Lewis Field.

Willamette got on the board first in the opener, scoring a run in the 3rd on a single by David Tufo, walks to Kyle Stalker and Sean
Anderson, and a single to left by Grant Yamaguchi, but the Bruins responded with six in the top of the 4th, knocking out Bearcat
starter Tye Sundlee (2-1). Walks to Bo Thunell and Dan Wentzell and a bunt single by Daniel Downs foaded the bases to start the
rally, and Thunell scored the tying run on a wild pitch. Wentzell scored the go-ahead run on Matt Wyckoff's ground out, and Ryan
Fobert singled in Downs. Pat Bailey had an RB! double to score Fobent, and Thunell capped the rally with a two-run single to right.

Bailey had another RBI double in the 8th to score Wyckoff, and Wentzell closed out the Bruin scoring in the 9th with a line drive over
the right-field fence, his second round-tripper of the year, following a single by Thunell.

Nick Bratney (3-0) went the first six innings for the Bruins to pick up the win, scattering eight hits and walking five but stranding eight
runners. Nick Hedgecock, Jeff Wheeler, and Josh Burch each worked a scoreless inning to close out the game. Johnson had three
hits to lead the Bruins, who had 13 in all, while Thunell, Fobert, and Bailey had two each. Yamaguchi had three safeties for
Willamette, with Tufo and Ellis Webster getting two each.

In the nightcap, the Bruins took a 1st-inning lead on a single by Thunell, a bioop double by Wentzell, and a two-run single by Downs.
Willamette right-hander Jarrid Summers (1-2) settled down after that and shut the Bruins out over the next four innings, allowing his
team to come back.

The Bearcats got one run off lefty Chris Albrecht (3-0) in the 3rd as Zach Kimball walked, was sacrificed to second, and scored on
Kelly Gilmore's single to right. Kimball tied the game in the 5th when he lined a pitch over the left-field fence for his first home run.

The Bruins regained the lead in the 6th on a double to left by Burch and a single to right by Bailey, but the Bearcats went ahead in
the home half. Stalker singled with one out, Anderson walked, and Yamaguchi singled to load the bases. The tying run scored
when Burch at short juggled Matt Rasmussen’s grounder, preventing a double play, but got the out at first. Ty Ericksen’s grounder
down the third base line hit the bag for an infield hit, scoring Anderson with the go-ahead run, but further damage was prevented
when Yamaguchi strayed too far off second on the hit and was tagged out in a rundown.

All the momentum seemed to favor the Bearcats, especially when second baseman Webster made a diving catch in short right-
center of Thunell's bid for a soft single with one out in the 7th. Summers walked Wentzell, however, and Downs put the Bruins back
in front with a long home run, his first of the season, down the left-field line.

The Bruins saited the game away with a five-run 8th, Burch scoring on the front end of a double steal, Wentzell delivering a two-run
single, Downs posting his fifth RBI of the game with a sacrifice fly, and the final run scoring on a error.

Albrecht went seven innings, spacing six hits, with three strikeouts and two walks. Johnson and Bryan Donohue had three hits each
in the Bruins’ 14-hit attack, while Wentzell, Downs, and Burch had two hits apiece.

2/23 — GEORGE FOX 14, BRITISH COLUMBIA 2: Bruins Bash T-Birds for Best-Ever 6-0 Start

NEWBERG, Ore. — Banging out 17 hits in a game that was halted by darkness after five-and-a-half innings, the George Fox
University Bruins improved to 6-0, their best start ever, with a 14-2 victory over the University of British Columbia
Thunderbirds in the Yamhill County Spring Baseball Classic on a rain-delayed Friday afternoon here at Morse Field.

The Bruins' start eclipses the 5-0 opening by the 1996 team, which came in head coach Pat Bailey's first season at George Fox.

The Bruins jumped on T-Birds' right-hander Scott Webster (0-2) for a pair in the Ist inning as Bo Thunell singled in a run and
Daniel Downs delivered another with a sacrifice fly. In the 2nd, the Bruins sent 13 batters to the plate and scored eight runs on
nine his, with Downs and Dan Wentzell getting two hits apiece in the rally. Wentzell knocked in two more with a single in a

three-run 4th.

Wentzell and Bryan Donohue collected three hits apiece, Wentzell driving in three runs and Donohue scoring three times.
Thunell, Downs, Drew Johnson, and Pat Bailey (the player, not the coach) had two hits each, with Thunell knocking in four runs

and Bailey scoring three runs.

The assault was more than enough for Bruin lefty Chris Albrecht (2-0), who scattered nine harmless singles over five innings,
striking out eight and walking no one. He surrendered two runs in the 4th on an RBI ground out by Tyler Willson and a run-
producing hit by Nick Harper, but otherwise was in complete command of the game. Kyle Johnson finished up with a 1-2-3 6th
before twilight descended to prevent further play.

Sammie Starr and Brett Murray had two hits apiece for UBC, which came into the tournament with a pre-season No. 5 ranking in
the NAIA. However, the Thunderbirds, who lost 13 seniors from last year's 49-14 team that finished 4th in the NAIA National
Tournament, fell to 1-5 overall after losing to Pacific Lutheran 18-16 earlier in the day and then to George Fox.

The PLU-UBC game was delayed from its scheduled 10 a.m. start by almost an hour due to heavy early-morning rains, then took
over three-and-a-hours to play, which pushed the GFU-UBC back. The Lutes and Thunderbirds combined for 34 hits and scored
22 runs in the first three innings alone, with UBC building a 14-8 lead at that juncture.

PLU rallied with a run in the 5th and a six-run outburst in the 7th, taking a 15-14 lead. The T-Birds went ahead with single runs
in the 7th and 8th, only to have the Lutes scored three in the top of the 9th and hang on for the win.

The hitting star was Tyler Green of Pacific Lutheran, who slugged a team-record three home runs and drove in seven.
Teammates Brandon Sales and Jaerd Simon had foru hits each, Simon driving in four runs.

British Columbia was led by Nic Lendvoy and Brendan Kornberger with three hits and three RBI apiece, while Mike Styrna drove
in four runs. The T-Birds also hit three home runs, one each by Brett Murray, Styrna, and Jon Syrnyk.

Dylan Stanford (1-0) got the win in relief for the Lutes, with Justin Whitehall pitching the bottom of the 9th for his first save.
Murray (0-1), trying to close out the game in the 9th for the T-Birds, instead took the loss.

In Spring Classic action later Friday at Linfield College, a co-host of the tournament along with George Fox, Pacific Lutheran ran
its record to 2-0 in the tournament and 6-3 overall by beating Concordia University-Portland 11-1. Linfield and Corban College

met in the evening's final game.

2/19 - Six Teams to Square Off in Yamhill County Spring Classic Feb. 22-25

NEWBERG, Ore. — Six of the Pacific Northwest’s finest small-college baseball teams will meet this week at Linfield College’s
Roy Helser Field in McMinnville and George Fox University’s Morse Field in Newberg as the Yamhill County Spring Classic
takes place Thursday-Sunday, Feb. 22-25.

The two host teams will be joined by fellow Northwest Conference and NCAA Division Il member Pacific Lutheran University,
Corban College and Concordia University-Portland of the Cascade Collegiate Conference and the NAIA, and the University of
British Columbia from the Canada Interuniversity Sport league and the NAIA.

The tournament is divided into two pools, with the three Northwest Conference teams in the Blue Division and the three NAIA
teams in the Gold Division. Each team will play the three teams in the opposite division once each of the first three days, with
games played at both sites. On Sunday, the No. 1, 2, and 3 teams in each pool will pair up, with all three games at Linfield.

George Fox, Pacific Lutheran, and Linfield were picked to finish 1-2-3 in the NWC pre-season coaches poll. All three played in
the Arizona Desert Classic this past week against some of the best D-1II teams from California, with George Fox going 4-0,
Linfield 3-1, and Pacific Lutheran 1-3.

George Fox is the reigning NWC champion after going 29-15 overall and 18-6 in the league last year. The Bruins are led by
Third Team All-America infielder Bo Thunell and five other All-Conference players, including outfielders Dan Wentzell and
Drew Johnson, first baseman Bryan Donohue, and southpaw pitcher Chris Albrecht.

Linfield College was the NWC runner-up last year, going 22-16 overall and 15-9 in the league. In Scott Carnahan’s last season
before turning the coaching reins over to former major leaguer and ex-Linfield star Scott Brosius, the offensive-minded Wildcats
hope to win the NWC pennant behind All-NWC catcher Drew Van Cleve and outfielder Stew Davis.

Pacific Lutheran went 23-17 last year and was locked in a four-way tie for third in the NWC at 13-11. Already 4-3 this year,
the Lutes are expected to challenge the Bruins for league supremacy, led by 2006 NWC Pitcher of the Year Joe DiPietro and All-
NWC outfielder Justin Whitehall.

CCC infielder Casey McLeod, but have eight pitchers back and 11 newcomers from other four-year and community colleges.

Corban hopes to improve on a 14-28 overall record and 9-21 mark in the NAIA Region 1 under first-year coach and former
player Nate Mayben. The Warriors, who are 3-4 thus far this season, lost slugger Brian Nelson to the Texas Rangers, but return
All-CCC hurler Jordan Emery, catcher Jeremy Frantz, and center fielder Jamie McGraw.

2/13 - PREVIEW: Bruins Aim for 6th Straight NWC Title with Potent Lineup and Pitching Depth

NEWBERG, Ore. — With a potent lineup featuring six returning starters and a pitching staff that head coach Pat Bailey calls “our
most talented ever in terms of depth”, the 2007 George Fox University Bruins hope to continue a remarkable run of success over the
past 11 years that has earned them a reputation as one of the best NCAA Division il baseball programs in the country.

The Bruins are coming off a 2006 campaign in which they went 29-15 overall, their 11th straight winning season under Bailey,
whose GFU record stands at 323-147. Their 18-6 Northwest Conference record enabled them to win the league by three games,
their fifth straight NWC championship or co-championship and eighth in Bailey's 11 years. The Bruins made their fifth appearance
in the NCAA playoffs, going 2-2 in the West Regional, and finished with a No. 23 national ranking.

Among the key players gone from that team are Derrick Jones, the NWC Player of the Year who batted .364-6-42 as the designated
hitter and went 6-3 with a 3.21 ERA and 70 strikeouts on the mound, second baseman C.R. Braniff (.367-0-31), third baseman Marc
Mason (.368-1-16), and southpaw Brandon Rupp (7-2, 3.86, 57 K's). Jones and Braniff, who were mainstays on the Bruins’ 2004
national championship team, earned All-West Region Second Team and Ali-NWC First Team honors, while Mason and Rupp were
All-NWC honorable mention.

Enough pieces are returning, however, for the Bruins to believe that their goals of another conference crown and another post-
season appearance are realistic. "if we play up to our potential,” says Bailey, “we could have an outstanding year.”

Outfield

“Outfield depth is our No. 1 strength this season,” observes Bailey, “as our top five outfielders are all seniors.” Team captains Drew
Johnson (Sr., New Plymouth, idaho / New Plymouth HS) and Dan Wentzell (Sr., Tualatin, Ore. / Tualatin HS) are entrenched in
center and right respectively, with Daniel Downs (Sr., Kirkland, Wash. / Bellevue Chnistian HS) holding down left. Johnson was All-
NWC Second Team while batting .328-2-26 with 14 stolen bases, while Wentzell hit .388-5-38. Downs went .344-5-38.

“Drew and Dan as captains have provided us with the kind of team leadership champions need,” notes Bailey, “the kind that takes a
lot of pressure off the coaching staff and allows us to focus on other things. They have made sure that everyone on the team works
hard and is committed to our goals , and have done it by example, by their own work ethic. We look for outstanding senior seasons
from them. Wentzell has had a great pre-season and is a potential draft pick. Downs is a solid bat who gives us plenty of power.”

Nic Chapin (Sr., Oregon City, Ore. / Oregon City HS) hit .325-3-24 in part-time duty last season after transferring from Oregon State
University and will fook for more of the same this year, but he is coming off shoulder surgery that may limit him to pinch-hitting early
on and designated hitter duties later. Evan Hagen (Sr., Olympia, Wash. / Tumwater HS) provides a good glove defensively and is a
probable pinch-hitter in the late innings after hitting .241-3-12.

Two newcomers who could make a splash in the outfield are lefty Michael Woo (Fr., Cedar Mill, Ore. / Sunset HS) and Linfield
College transfer Todd Siler (So., Newberg, Ore. / Newberg HS). “We are so deep in the outfield that they may not play a ot this
season, but both are very talented and will make major contributions to our program soon,” predicts Bailey.

Even more depth in the garden comes from Kyle Kuenzi (So., Silverton, Ore. / Silverton HS), Perry Knudson (Fr., Port Angeles,
Wash. / Port Angeles HS), and Joey Bianco (Fr., Kent, Wash. / Christian Faith HS).

Infield

The Bruin infield is anchiored at the corners this year as Third Team All-American Bo Thunell (So., Canyon City, Ore. / Grant Union
HS) moves from shortstop to third base and Third Team All-Region Bryan Donohue (Sr., Gresham, Ore. / Sam Barlow HS) returns
at first base. Thunell, who was All-Region and All-NWC First Team, put together one of the finest rookie seasons in Bruin history,
batting .417-7-48 and leading the conference in RBI. Donohue, a line-drive contact hitter, was second in the league in batting at
.438-0-28 while earning Third Team All-Region and Second Team All-NWC honors.

Matt Wyckoff (So., Olympia, Wash. / Olympia HS), a first baseman by trade, made an impressive debut with a couple of dramatic
pinch-homers last season while hitting .500 and will be in the lineup somewhere. “Whoever is not at first defensively - and both
Bryan and Matt are very good with the glove - will most likely be our designated hitter,” says Bailey.

The newest look for the Bruins will be around the middle infield as Pat Bailey (So., Highland, Utah / Lone Peak HS), who is no kin to
the coach, and Josh Burch (So., Redding, Calif. / Shasta HS), take over at second base and shortstop respectively. “Both of them
cover a lot of ground and could be .300 hitters for us,” says Bailey. Burch hit .333-0-1 while Bailey went .167-0-0.

If the Bruins have a depth problem anywhere, it will be on the infield, as all of the team’s reserves are young and inexperienced.
“Depth-wise, we can't afford injuries on the infield,” admits Bailey. “It's not that we don’t have any talent, but none of our backups
have experience at this level.”

Newcomers most likely to see action on the infield this season include Josh Munoz (Fr., Moses Lake, Wash. / Moses Lake HS) and
Trevor Winsor (Fr., Troutdale, Ore. / Reynolds HS). “Josh is a very good hitter who is improving defensively,” remarks Baitey,
“while Trevor is very talented and a good glove man.” Kyle Seymour (Fr., Gresham, Ore. / Gresham HS), another middie infielder
with a solid bat, could also see some playing time in his first year.

Other infielders the Bruins can call on include Nate Brown (So., Kingston, Wash. / North Kitsap HS), Brett Tallman (Fr., Olympia,
Wash. / Capital HS), and Dylan Durrell (Fr., Sherwood, Ore. / Sherwood HS), the latter also a member of the Bruin soccer team.

Catching

Switch-hitting Ryan Fobert (Jr., Dallas, Ore. / Dallas HS) will again to see the bulk of the catching chores after earning Second
Team All-NWC honors by batting .308-4-27. “Ryan is a solid hitter whose work behind the plate continues to improve,” comments
Bailey, “and we expect a big year from him.”

The No. 2 backup position is wide open, and the competition for the spot is fierce among a group of young receivers. Among the
candidates for the reserve role are Seth Monson (Fr., Lacey, Wash.), Peter Shanks (So., Friday Harbor, Wash. / Friday Harbor
HS), and another switch-hitter, Jason Brown (Fr., Battie Ground, Wash. / Prairie HS).

Pitching

The Bruins’ pitching staff goes at least 12 deep - but there is a caveat to that: Who's No. 1? “In most of our previous playoff years,
we’ve known going into the season who our ace would be - Ryan Alvis, Scott Hyde, Derrick Jones last year - but right now we’re still
trying to determirie who that will be,” admits Bailey.

Southpaw Chris Albrecht (Sr., Woodinville, Ore. / Woodinville HS) earned AI-NWC First Team honors as a reliever last year after
transferring from Gonzaga University, posting a 4.15 ERA with a 5-2 record, 2 saves, and 35 strikeouts in 34.2 innings, but will move
into the rotation somewhere this year and is primed for a fine senior season.

Right-hander Nick Bratney (So., Boise, |daho / Bishop Kelly HS) has added about five miles an hour to his fastball over his
freshman year and is a top candidate not only for the rotation but the No. 1 spot as well. He was 2-0, 4.50 in five appearances last
year. “Nick is throwing in the 85-89 range with a ball that dips and runs, and has a nasty slider,” notes Bailey.

Perhaps the best stuff on the staff belongs to Preston Langeliers (Jr., Pleasant Hill, Ore. / Pleasant Hiil HS), who went 2-3, 6.34,
26 K's in 32.2 innings. “Preston must locate consistently to be in the rotation,” insists Bailey, “and if he does, he'll be a big winner.”

When the Bruins need a fourth starter, it could come from either versatile lefty Nick Hedgecock (Jr., Portland, Ore. / Wilson HS) or
Jeff Wheeler (Sr., Milwaukie, Ore. / Rex Putnam HS). Hedgecock began the season as the Bruins’ closer and picked up a pair of
saves, then stepped in as the No. 3 starter during NWC play and went 4-2, 4.04, 43 K's in 71.1 innings. “Nick is valuable in so many
roles because of his off-speed pitches and his control, and he’ll pitch a lot of innings for us,” asserts Bailey. Of Wheeler, who was 0-
1, 5.40, the coach says, “Jeff has big-time stuff; he just needs to develop more confidence in his ability.”

If Bailey has to go to his bullpen early, he has a number of choices. Daniel Grierson (Jr., Portland, Ore. / Parkrose HS) and Kyle
Johnson (So., Spring Valley, Calif. / Steele Canyon HS) are a pair of right-handers whom Baifey tabels “strike throwers who
continue to improve with their second and third pitches.” Grierson went 3-0, 4.35, 31 K's in 39.1 innings, while Johnson was 0-0,
0.00, 5 K's in 4.2 innings. Southpaw Brady Rhodes (Jr., Phoenix, Ore. / Phoenix HS), who sat out iast year, has returned to the
team and developed what Bailey calls “a big-time slider. He spent last year with Upward Bound and has matured tremendously.”

Two others who could also contribute significantly to the staff's depth are Mark Putney (Fr., Kodiak, Alaska / Kodiak HS) and
Shane Dalgleish (So., Sammamish, Wash. / Eastlake HS). “Mark is very talented; he throws strikes consistently, is in the 82-86
range, and has good mechanics,” says Bailey, adding that “he’s similar to Scott Hyde (2004 All-American and World Series MVP)
when he was a freshman.” Dalgleish throws 85-89 and “could become a starter as he develops a No. 2 pitch.”

Burch, with one of the strongest arms on the team, is ticketed for the closer’s role, but Hedgecock has also closed (he tied the GFU
record for saves in a season with six in 2005). Drew Johnson, who pitched in high school, has also retumned to the mound for this
season and might close when he is not patrolling center field. “He throws 82-85 and has a big-time curve,” notes Bailey.

Also bearing close watching are righties Brooks Spangler (Fr., Albany, Ore. / West Albany HS) and Canadian Travis Schroder
(Fr., Kelowna, B.C. / Kelowna HS). Adam Weber (Fr., Omak, Wash. / Omak HS) and lefty Derek Eaton (Fr., Tracy, Calif. / Merrill
F. West HS) round out the roster.

Summary
“Offensively, we have the potential to have one of the strongest lineups we've ever had,” says Bailey. “With Johnson and Donohue

at the top of the order, we have good team speed and can play the kind of game we like, stealing bases, hit-and-runs, drag bunts,
push bunts - all the little things that put pressure on the defense. In the middle, we'll probably go with Thuneil, Wentzell, Wyckoff,



Downs, and Fobert, all capable of hitting well over .300 with between five and 15 home runs each. Burch and Bailey could give us
.300 hitters at the bottom of the order.

In recent years, the Bruins have developed a reputation as a solid defensive club, having finished in the top 10 nationally in fielding
average each of the last four years and setting a national record of .979 in 2005. “We take great pride in our defense, and we
should be strong in the field again this year,” Bailey believes. “We have great range up the middle.

“Pitching-wise, we constantly tell our pitchers, ‘Throw strikes, because our offense is going to get you some runs’. We're deep and
have a lot of arms to choose from, but we need to establish our rotation before conference play begins. If the pitching comes
through the way we believe it is capable, we should have a fun year.”

Schedule

The 2007 season begins for the Bruins with the Arizona Desert Classic Feb. 15-18 at the Boulder Creek High School fields in
Anthem, Ariz., a suburb north of Phoenix. George Fox opens Thursday with California Lutheran University at 10 a.m., then meets
the University of Redlands Friday at 2 p.m., the University of La Veme Saturday at 10 a.m., and Whittier College Sunday at 2 p.m.
The Bruins also have four games in the Spring Classic in Newberg and McMinnville Feb. 22-25, non-conference singles at
Concordia University-Portland and Corban College, a three-game series at home with California State University-East Bay, and a
three-game set at Chapman University to close out the regular season.

Northwest Conference play commences for the Bruins March 3-4 with three games at Willamette University. George Fox was
picked by the NWC pre-season coaches’ poll to successfully defend their title, picking up seven first-place votes.

2/6 -~ NWC POLL: Bruins a Strong Favorite to Claim 6th Straight NWC Diamond Crown

NEWBERG, Ore. — With a roster featuring six returning All-Conference players and a lineup with the potential to be one of the best
in team history, the George Fox University Bruins are a strong favorite to win the 2007 Northwest Conference baseball
championship, according to the pre-season prediction of the league’s nine coaches.

George Fox picked up seven of the nine first-place votes and coifected 86 of a possibie 90 votes in all, out-distancing the 70 points
received by runner-up Pacific Lutheran University. The Bruins, who have won or shared the last five NWC titles, are coming off a
29-15 season that saw them go 18-6 in the conference, winning the league by three games, finish third in the NCAA Division It
West Regional, and eam a No. 23 final national ranking.

The Bruins will be without NWC Player of the Year Derrick Jones (.364-6-42/6-3, 3.21 ERA, 70 K's), No. 2 starter Brandon Rupp (7-
2, 3.86 ERA, 57 K’s), and Ali-Conference second sacker C.R. Braniff (.367-0-31), but return plenty of firepower on offense.
Shortstop Bo Thunell (.417-7-48) and right fielder Dan Wentzell (.388-5-38) were First Team All-NWC selections, with Thunell also
earning Third Team All-America honors. Second Team All-Conference honors went to first baseman Bryan Donohue (.438-0-28),
center fielder Drew Johnson (.328-2-26), and catcher Ryan Fobert (.308-4-27). Southpaw Chris Albrecht (5-2, 4.15, 35 K's, 2
saves) was a First Team All-NWC reliever.

Bruin head coach Pat Bailey was named the Conference Coach of the Year for the fifth year in a row and the eighth time in his 11
years at George Fox. He enters his 12th season with a Bruin record of 323-147.

Pacific Lutheran, which retums 2006 NWC Pitcher of the Year Joe DiPietro, picked up the other two first-place votes. The Lutes
also welcome back All-NWC outfielder Justin Whitehall. Linfield College was third with 66 points, as the Wildcats have back All-
NWC catcher Drew Van Cleave and outfielder Stew Davis.

Whitworth College with 51 points and the University of Puget Sound with 48 were tabbed fourth and fifth respectively. Neither the
Pirates nor the Loggers return a regular First or Second Team All-NWC selection from fast spring, aithough Whitworth's Jason
Weatherman was a Second Team reliever.

Willamette University with 30 points, Pacific University with 29, and Lewis & Clark College with 24 were closely bunched in the sixth
through eighth places. Whitman College rounded out the poll in ninth place with 10 points.

The 2007 season gets under way for the Bruins with four games in the Arizona Desert Classic in Anthem, Ariz., Feb. 15-18. The
Bruins will meet California Lutheran University Thursday at 10 a.m., the University of Redlands Friday at 2 p.m., the University of La
Verne Saturday at 10 a.m., and Whittier College Sunday at 2 p.m. Northwest Conference play begins March 3-4 when the Bruins
visit Willamette.
