NEWBERG, Ore. - Two members of George Fox University’s women'’s basketball team which achieved
unprecedented heights this season, shooting guard Kim Leith and forward Liz Clark, have been named to the
D3hoops.com/NCAA Division Il All-West Region teams as chosen by the region’s sports information directors.

Leith, a 5-7 junior from Sherwood, Ore., was named to the All-West Region Second Team, while Clark, a 5-9 senior
from Elbe, Wash., was selected to the All-West Region Third Team. Both played major roles in the Bruins’ 22-6
record, No. 10 WBCA national ranking, 14-2 Northwest Conference record and league championship, and a run
through the NCAA National Tournament to the “Elite 8".

Leith was named the Northwest Conference Player of the Year after averaging 18.0 points, 4.0 rebounds, and 1.8
assists per game. Her scoring average was 5th in the conference and 35th nationally, and she set a new school
record with 30 points in one hailf against Neumann. One of the best three-point shooters around, she led the NWC
and ranked 8th nationally in three-point field goals per game (2.89), while her three-point percentage of .400 was 3rd
in the conference and 28th nationally. She set a new George Fox single-season record with 485 points, and moved
into 8th place on the all-time GFU scoring list with 1,004 career points.

Clark was a First Team All-Northwest Conference selection after averaging 10.8 points, 8.4 rebounds, 2.8 assists,
and 2.8 steals per game. She led the conference in steals, and ranked 4th in rebounding, 7th in assists, and 16th in
scoring. She posted 7 double-doubles in points and rebounds during the season, including a career-high 20
rebounds in the Bruins’ NCAA Tournament second-round win over Chapman. She finished her career 6th all-time in
rebounds (743), 7th in steals (175), and 8th in assists (218).

3/11 - GEORGE FOX 74, ST. BENEDICT 69: Leith and Clark Douse Blazers as Bruins Advance to “Elite 8”

ASHLAND, Va. — Led by their two All-Conference players, Kim Leith, who scored 25 points, and Liz Clark, who had
23, the George Fox University Bruins overtook the College of St. Benedict Biazers for a 74-69 win in a “Sweet 16”
game of the NCAA Division Il Women’s Basketball National Tournament Friday evening here at Randolph-Macon
College’s Crenshaw Gymnasium.

The Bruins, now 22-5 with a 9-game winning streak, advance to the “Elite 8” and will play Saturday against the
Randolph-Macon Yellow Jackets (28-1), an 82-79 overtime winner over the Trinity (Texas) University Tigers (24-6).
The Blazers end their season with a 24-5 record. Game time for the sectional final and a chance to advance fo the
Final Four is 7:00 p.m. Eastern time, or 4:00 p.m. Pacific. The game may be heard over the internet via
D3hoops.com and ncaasports.com, with links to the game from the George Fox sports web site at
www.georgefox.edu/athletics/index.html.

With Clark hitting a pair of three-pointers and two free throws, the Bruins jumped out to a 14-5 lead seven minutes
into the game. The Bruins still held a seven-point advantage at 28-21 when the Blazers, who usually rely on the
inside play of 6-4 post Kim Johnson and 5-11 forward Anna Heikenen, changed tactics and turned to their three-point
shooting. Johnson stepped out to hit a pair and Laura Zwach and Katie Kempe each hit one, fueling a 19-2 Blazer
burst that put St. Benedict up 40-30 with a minute left in the half. A Kellie Thomas free throw and another trey by
Clark at the buzzer cut the Blazer lead to 40-34 at the break.

Johnson had 15 points and Heikenen 11 at the half as the Blazers shot .500 (15-30), including 6-11 from long range
and 4-4 from the line. Clark kept the Bruins in the game as she scored 16 in the first 20 minutes.

The Bruins came back in the second half by turning up the defensive pressure, holding the Blazers to .313 shooting
(10-32) and forcing 9 turnovers after St. Benedict had committed only 4 in the first haif. Offensively, Leith got
untracked for 16 second-half points.

Leith hit back-to-back threes in the space of 11 seconds to tie the game 49-49 with 13:24 to play, but the Blazers
scored 7 unanswered points to regain a 56-49 lead with 11:46 to go. Leith and Clark hit threes to cut the margin to
one, and the game see-sawed back and forth untit Katy Campbeil’s two free throws with 3:53 ieft broke a 66-66 tie
and put the Bruins ahead for good. A Leith layup stretched the lead to four, and Clark finally iced the game with a
pair of free throws with 9 seconds left.

“We were confident in the second half; we like playing in the second half,” admitted Leith, the Northwest Conference
Player of the Year who sparked the Bruins’ comeback. “We just needed to play with the fire we usually play with.”

The Bruins were out-rebounded 43-32, but George Fox coach Scott Rueck pointed out, “We knew before this week
about the size disadvantage, and that's something we have faced pretty much ail year. Our goal was to use our
speed and athleticism and rely on our defense. The way we play defense makes the other team rely on shooting
from the outside. When they're not falling, it's successful.”

The Blazers were certainly successful in the first half, but feil to only .286 (4-14) from three-point range in the second.
Johnson was 5-7 from downtown, an amazing number for a 6-4 post, but the Blazers’ guards were only 4-18. Leith
and Clark hit 5 threes apiece for the Bruins, who are 4th nationally in three-pointers per game.

Leith and Clark were the only Bruins in double figures. Campbell led the Bruins with 7 rebounds, while Robin Taylor
had 3 assists.

Johnson had a double-double for St. Benedict with 21 points and 15 rebounds, while Heikenen had 16 points and
Kempe scored 14. Johnson and Kempe had 3 assists each.

NEWBERG, Ore. —~ Starter Liz Clark posted a double-double with 12 points and a career-high 20 rebounds while Katy
Campbell scored a career and game-high 18 points off the bench, leading the George Fox University Bruins to an 86-
55 win over the Chapman University Panthers in second-round action of the NCAA Division Il Women's Basketball
National Tournament Saturday night here at the Wheeler Sports Center’s Miller Gym.

The first half indicated that a tight game was in the offing as George Fox led for most of the half, but only by smali
margins. Chapman held an early 4-2 lead on Sarah Brands' layup with 16:35 left in the half, but the Bruins regained
an 8-7 iead that they would not give up again on a jumper by Kellie Thomas with 15:17 to go. That sparked an 11-0
run that gave the Bruins a 17-7 advantage, but the Panthers responded with a 9-0 burst to get back within one at 17-
16 with 10:07 left. George Fox led 38-32 at the break.

After hitting only .371 (13-35) in the first half, the Bruins found their shooting touch at the start of the second half,
exploding on a 25-7 run that stretched the lead to 24 at 63-39 with 12:04 remaining. Katy Campbell scored 8,
including a pair of three-pointers, and Robin Taylor added 7 points in that span. The Panthers got no closer than 18
the rest of the way. George Fox's largest lead was 31 three times, including the finai score. It was the widest margin
of victory for any team in the first two rounds of the tournament, topping the 27-point differential in a 62-35 win by
Washington (Mo.) over Webster in the first round.

In addition to the big games by Clark and Campbell, Thomas added 14, and Taylor and Kim Leith scored 10, giving
the Bruins a quintet in double figures. Clark’s rebounding led the Bruins to a 51-36 edge on the boards, including 24
offensive rebounds, 9 by Clark. Erin Powers and Leith had 4 assists each, while the Bruin defense made 13 steals
and forced 25 turnovers.

Brands and Brenda Gallardo scored 13 apiece to pace the Panthers, and Brands had a team-high 9 rebounds. Gayle
Sonoda passed out 4 assists.

“We got beat by a very good team; they’re very athletic and one of the best three-pointing shooting teams we've
seen,” admitted Chapman coach Carol Jue, pointing to the Bruins’ 11 three-point goals. “You just don’t expect a ‘five’
player (Campbell) to come out and hit threes like she did. | think our defense frustrated (Kim) Leith a little, and 1 know
she’s their best player, but she is complimented by a great team and they showed it tonight.”

Leith, the Player of the Year for the Northwest Conference champions, was held to a 4-13 shooting night, but that's
where Campbell's huge night paid off.

“We came out a little rusty to start the game,” noted Campbell, a freshman, “but we’re a pretty deep team and Coach
(Scott Rueck) looks to us to give the team some life off the bench. | just decided it was my time to step up and try to
give the team a littie spark.”

“Liz (Clark) set the tone for us early; she was everywhere,” pointed out Rueck, “and the bench gave us the lift we
needed to start the second halif. Katy's right, we were a bit rusty from having a couple of games that weren't very
close to end the season and then not playing in the first round, but we played with a lot of energy tonight. | thought
Chapman executed well against our zone and got some good shots early, but once we settled down and began
hitting our shots, that put the pressure on them, as did our defense.”

Chapman ends its fifth straight season in the NCAA playoffs at 21-6, while George Fox advances to a sectional Mar.
11-12 with a 21-5 record. The Bruins wili take on St. Benedict College Friday at a time and site to be announced
some time Sunday. Trinity {Texas) and Randoiph-Macon are the other teams in the Bruins’ bracket.

2/18 - GEORGE FOX 67, PUGET SOUND 45: Bruins a Step Closer to NWC Title with Win over Loggers

TACOMA, Wash. — Moving one step closer to a Northwest Conference title, the George Fox University Bruins took
control early and ran away from the University of Puget Sound Loggers 67-45 in a key women'’s basketball game
Friday night here at Memorial Fieldhouse.

The Bruins scored the first 5 points and took an 11-2 lead four minutes into the game. The Loggers cut the lead to
11-7 with 13:22 left on a three-pointer by Layra Hirsch, but Kim Leith hit a pair of threes and Robin Taylor scored 9
points in a 15-1 run that put George Fox ahead 26-8 with 9:32 to go. Kilty Keaton canned a pair of threes that
brought the Loggers within 10 at 34-24 with 1:22 remaining, but a rebound basket by Jordan Wilde and a fast-break
layup by Tiffany Behary gave the Bruins a 38-24 halftime lead.

After Angie Straw scored the first basket of the second half for the Loggers, the Bruins took off on a 15-4 run, sparked
by 9 more points from Leith, to take their largest lead of 23 points at 53-30 with 13:22 to play. The Loggers got no
closer than 17 the rest of the way. The final 22-point margin was the largest difference in 21 meetings in the series.

Leith finished with a game-high 23 points and Taylor tallied 13, Erin Powers and Liz Clark grabbed 8 rebounds
apiece, and Clark had 7 assists and 4 steals. The Bruins forced Puget Sound into twice as many turnovers, 16-33,
resulting in twice as many field goals; the Bruins hit 27-70 from the field (.386) to 13-48 for the Loggers (.271).

Lindsay May posted a double-double for the Loggers with 13 points and 13 rebounds, but she was the only one in
double figures. The Loggers owned the boards 45-36.

With its 4th straight win, George Fox climbed to 17-5 overall and 11-2 in the conference, maintaining its one-game
lead over Whitworth College and game-and-a-half advantage over Pacific Lutheran University with three to play.
Puget Sound, the defending conference champion, was mathematically eliminated from the race in falling to 15-7
overall and 6-7 in the league.

The Bruins play another critical game Saturday at Pacific Lutheran in Tacoma, while the Loggers host Linfield
College. Both games are at 6:00 p.m., followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

2/19 - GEORGE FOX 60, PACIFIC LUTHERAN 59: Bruins Rally from 17 Down in Second Half to Stun Lutes

TACOMA, Wash. — Kelly Turner's potential game-winning shot rimmed in and out at the buzzer, enabling the George
Fox University Bruins to hang on after rallying from a 17-point second-half deficit to stun the Pacific Lutheran
University Lutes 60-59 in a crucial Northwest Conference women'’s basketball game for both teams Saturday night
here at Olson Auditorium.

With the come-from-behind victory, George Fox's fifth straight win, the Bruins are now 18-5 overall and remain in first
place in the conference at 12-2 with two games remaining, both at home next week. Pacific Lutheran, which entered
the evening only a game-and-a-half behind the Bruins in 3rd place, falls to 13-9 overall and 9-4 in the league. The
Lutes must win their three remaining games and have the Bruins lose twice to have any chance of tying for the NWC
title.

The Lutes scored the last six points of the first half for a 32-20 lead at the break, and a layup by Emily Voorhies and a
three-pointer by Aundi Kustura gave the home team a 17-point lead at 37-20 a minute into the second half. But the
Bruins railied behind Kim Leith, who scored 14 consecutive points in a span of three minutes to cut the difference to
four points, 49-45. Liz Clark's lay-up with 6:05 remaining tied the score at 51-51, completing a 31-14 run. .

Kelly Turner made two free throws with 4:43 left for a 53-51 Lute lead, but George Fox tied the score on Leith's
jumper with 4:29 remaining. Clark made one of two free throws with 3:42 left to put the Bruins in front 54-53. Turner's
jumper at the 2:42 mark put the Lutes back in front, but Clark hit a three-pointer with 2:18 left for a 57-55 Bruin
advantage. Kezia Long made two free throws with 1:43 left to tie the score.

Kustura sank two free throws with 1:02 remaining for a 59-57 PLU lead, but Leith converted a three-point play with 51
seconds left to put the Bruins in front 60-59. The Lutes missed two shots in the final 33 seconds, including Turner's
13-footer at the final horn.

Leith finished with 28 points, 25 in the second half, and Clark had 20 for the Bruins. Erin Powers hauled down a
career-high 14 rebounds as the Bruins dominated the backboards 42-34. Kellie Thomas had 4 assists and Clark
made 3 steals. The Bruins prevailed despite being out-shot from the free throw line, PLU making 16-20 to only 6-11
for George Fox. Ten three-pointers — 5 each by Leith and Clark — helped the Bruins come back.

Kustura scored 15 points, Turner 14, and Long 11 for PLU, with Long also grabbing 11 rebounds. Turner and Mallory
Mann had 5 assists apiece.

George Fox hosts Pacific University Tuesday at 6:00 p.m. Pacific Lutheran will host Willamette University Tuesday at
6:30 p.m. to complete a game that was suspended earlier in the season when the lights on the PLU campus went out
with about four-and-a-half minutes remaining and Willamette holding a 47-42 lead. The make-up game is an
important one in the conference standings because of the tie-breakers that may be necessary if George Fox, PLU,
and Whitworth College end up in some combination of ties atop the ieague.

McMINNVILLE, Ore. — With a little help from Pacific Lutheran University and a iot of help from Kim Leith and Liz
Clark, the George Fox University Bruins moved into sole possession of first place in the Northwest Conference
women’s basketball race with a 68-50 win over the Linfield College Wildcats Saturday night at here at Ted Wilson
Gym.

The Bruins entered the game tied with 16th-ranked Whitworth College atop the league standings, but the Pirates
were beaten at home by PLU’s Lutes 72-62. George Fox is now 16-5 overall and 10-2 in the conference after its third
straight win, while Linfield fell to 10-10 overall and 5-6 in the league.

2/11 - GEORGE FOX 70, WIL LAMETTE 46: Leith and Thomas Team Up for 42 as Bruins Topple Bearcats

NEWBERG, Ore. — Wings Kim Leith and Kellie Thomas combined for 42 points, leading the George Fox University
Bruins to a 70-46 victory over the Willamette University Bearcats in a Northwest Conference women'’s basketbali
game Friday night here at the Wheeler Sports Center's Miller Gym.

The Bruins’ top two scorers this season led the way in the first half, Thomas with 15 and Leith with 13, as the Bruins
gradually pulled away from the pesky Bearcats. Willamette hung with the Bruins for the first 11 minutes of the game
and was within two at 19-17 after a three-point basket by Julia Short with nine minutes left, but the Bruins out-scored
the visitors 17-3 to close out the half and led 36-20 at the intermission.

Willamette was never able to get closer than 15 the rest of the way as Leith was the sparkplug with 13 second-half
points. The Bruins’ largest lead was the final score and came at 1:56 on a pair of free throws by Mandee Spotts.

2/5 - GEORGE FOX 72, WHITWORTH 55: Bruins Ambush 10th-Ranked Pirates to Regain Tie for NWC Lead

NEWBERG, Ore. — Handing 10th-ranked Whitworth College only its second loss of the season and regaining a share
of first place in the Northwest Conference women’s basketball race, the George Fox University Bruins scored the first
12 points of the game and never trailed in a 72-55 victory over the Pirates Saturday night here at the Wheeler Sports
Center's Miller Gym.

With Tiffany Behary scoring seven points and Kellie Thomas five, including a three-pointer by each, the Bruins
opened up a 12-0 lead four minutes into the game and held the Pirates scoreless for six-and-a-half. Sarah Shogren
finally got the Pirates on the board with a trey at the 13:30 mark. The Bruins extended their lead to 21 at 34-13 on a
layup by Robin Taylor with 2:42 to play, but the Pirates’ Holly Ridings made two steals that led to two baskets in the
final 30 seconds of the half, cutting the Bruin advantage to 35-19 at the intermission.

Whitworth scored six of the first seven points of the second half to mount a comeback and got the deficit back under
10 at 44-35 on a pair of Shogren free throws with 12:13 to play. Dani Bielec’s three-pointer at 10:44 cut it to 46-40,
but a 9-0 run, capped by a Liz Clark three, put the Bruins back up 55-40 with 7:30 to go. The Pirates again closed
within eight at 61-53 on a Shogren layup with 2:52 left, but the Bruins, with consecutive threes by Kim Leith, Taylor,
and Katy Campbell, went on an 11-2 game-ending run to remove ail doubt.

Three George Fox guards combined for 47 points, with Behary and Taylor scoring 16 each and Leith 15. Clark and
Campbell had 9 rebounds apiece as the Bruins out-boarded the Pirates 34-26. Clark had a career-high 8 assists.
The Bruins had their best shooting night of the season as they hit .537 (29-54) for the game.

Tiffany Speer had 16 points to pace the Pirates, Shogren finished with 14, and Ridings added 12. Bielec was the top
rebounder with 6 and picked up 4 steals. Wenchi Liu, Bielec, and Ridings had 3 assists each. The Pirates shot only
.340 (16-47) from the field.

George Fox improved to 14-5 overall and 8-2 in the conference with its win before a Homecoming crowd of some
1,750, the third-largest crowd in team history. It was the Bruins’ second win over a ranked opponent this season,
along with a 50-42 defeat of the University of Puget Sound when the Loggers were ranked 16th. Whitworth is now
17-2 overall and 8-2 in the NWC.

The Bruins host Willamette University and the Pirates entertain Puget Sound next Friday, both games at 6:00 p.m.
followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

2/4 - WHITMAN 62, GEORGE FOX 50: Missionaries Knock Bruins from Tie Atop NWC Despite Leith’s 33

NEWBERG, Ore. — Kim Leith was a one-person show for the George Fox University Bruins with a career-high 33
points, but the rest of her teammates never got untracked offensively, resulting in a 62-50 loss for the Bruins to the
Whitman College Missionaries in a Northwest Conference women’s basketball game Friday night here at the Wheeler
Sports Center's Milier Gym.

The loss knocked George Fox out of a first-place tie with the Whitworth College Pirates, a 65-56 winner at Linfield
College, as the Bruins fell to 13-5 overall and 7-2 in the league. Their six-game winning streak also came to an end.
Whitman, rebounding from a slow start in conference play, improved to 10-8 overall and 5-4 in the league with its
fourth win in five games.

Whitman held the hot hand early, scoring the game’s first five baskets, capped by a three-pointer by Laura
Vertatschich, for an 11-0 lead, and never trailed in the game. The Bruins missed their first 7 shots before finally
breaking the ice on a Leith three with 14:10 left in the half. With Leith scoring 12 points, the Bruins battied back for
the game’s only tie at 17-17 tie with 7:43 left, but the Missionaries went on an 8-0 run to regain the lead. Leith’s
three-point play with 8.2 seconds left, which gave her 17 in the half, cut the Whitman lead to 31-24 at the break.

Lizzy Washburn’s rebound basket gave the Missionaries their largest lead of 14 points at 42-28 with 15:50 to play
before the Bruins began a slow but steady comeback. With Leith scoring 8 points, the Bruins went on a 14-5 run to
get within five at 47-42 with 9:31 remaining, but that was as close as they would get. Whitman closed with an 11-4
run over the game’s final four minutes.

Leith was 12-24 from the field with 3 three-pointers and 6-7 from the free throw line, but the rest of the Bruins were 5-
29 from the field, made only one three, and went 6-11 from the line. Only three other Bruins scored, none in double
figures. Liz Clark led all rebounders with 14, and Tiffany Behary had 3 steals.

Washburn finished with 22 points and 10 rebounds to iead the Missionaries in both categories, while Vertatschich
added 16 points. Megan Higgins had 4 assists and 3 steals. The Missionaries did a good job of controlling the ball,
out-rebounding the Bruins 43-38 and making only 10 turnovers when Bruin opponents were averaging over 26 a
game.

The Bruins host Whitworth Saturday at 6:00 p.m. on Homecoming night, and need a win to pull back into a tie for first
with six league games left. The Missionaries travel to McMinnville Saturday to play Linfield, also at 6:00 p.m. Both
games will be followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

1/28 — GEORGE FOX 60, LEWIS & CLARK 47: Hot Three-Point Hand in First Half Carries Bruins by Pios

PORTLAND, Ore. — Blistering the nets from three-point range in the first half, the George Fox University Bruins
opened up a big lead and went on to defeat the Lewis & Clark College Pioneers 60-47 for the 21st straight time in
Northwest Conference women’s basketball action Friday night here at the Pamplin Sports Center.

The Pioneers took an early 5-2 lead on a three-pointer by Shawna Castle, but Tiffany Behary and Kim Leith hit back-
to-back threes to put the Bruins ahead for good 8-5 with 16:28 left in the half. Hitting 8-11 from beyond the arc, the
Bruins eventually stretched their first-half lead to 16 at 29-13 on a trey by Behary with 5:50 to go. Seven unanswered
points by the Pios briefly cut the Bruin lead to nine, but a Katy Campbeli free throw with 4 seconds gave George Fox
a 10-point lead, 34-24, at the break.

Thomas hit four free throws and Behary a fast-break layup to start the second half and get the George Fox lead back
up to 16 at 40-24, and the Bruins were never seriously threatened again. The Bruins twice took 20-point leads, the
last at 56-36 on a three by Campbell with 5:08 left.

Thomas and Campbell had 12 points apiece and Leith and Behary finished with 11 each to lead the Bruins.
Campbell was the top George Fox rebounder with 7, and Thomas had 3 assists. Leith made 6 of the Bruins’ 17
steals as the Bruins forced 31 turnovers by the Pios.

Crystal Castle led Lewis & Clark with 17 points, the only Pioneer in double figures. Talia Hristou’s 7 rebounds led the
Pios to a 31-24 edge on the boards, while Kayla Kennedy passed out 3 assists.

With its 5th straight win, George Fox improved to 13-4 overall and 7-1 in the conference, maintaining at least a share
of the league lead with Whitworth College and Pacific Lutheran University. Lewis & Clark fell to 5-11 overali and 1-6
in the conference.

1/25 — GEORGE FOX 74, PACIFIC 55: Bruins Use Three-Pointers Early in Each Half to Subdue Boxers

FOREST GROVE, Ore. — Liz Clark sank a pair of three-point field goals to spark a 12-0 run by George Fox University
at the start of the second half, breaking open a tight game and leading the Bruins to a 74-55 win over the Pacific
University Boxers in a Northwest Conference women’s basketball game Tuesday night here at the Pacific Athletic
Center.

The Bruins opened the game firing from three-point range, hitting 8 threes in the first 11 minutes and 9 in the first half,
and needed every one of them as the Boxers refused to go away. There were five lead changes in the first four
minutes, and the Boxers battled back to tie the Bruins four times. George Fox's largest iead came on a Robin Taylor
steal and layup for a 33-26 advantage with 1:42 to piay. Boxer baskets by DeeDee Arnall, the nation’s second-
leading scorer who had 14 in the first half, and by Shannon Janes with 3.2 seconds left, cut the Bruin lead to 33-30 at
the break.

The Bruins began to pull away as the second half began, with Clark hitting two more from deep in the left corner to
ignite the outburst that boosted the Bruins’ lead to 45-30. George Fox led by double figures the rest of the way,
taking its largest lead at 72-50 on a Clark layup with 3:23 left in the game.

The Bruins made 14 three-pointers in 30 attempts, tying a season high and two short of the record of 16 at Lewis &
Clark College on Feb. 8, 2000. Clark hit 5-6 from behind the arc en route to a game-high 21 points, Tiffany Behary
sank 4-6 on threes and scored 14, and Kellie Thomas tallied 11. Clark, Kim Leith, and Katy Campbell had 5
rebounds apiece as the teams battled to 35-35 standoff on the boards. Karissa Boyd had 4 assists and Clark made 3
steals.

Arnall finished with 20 points to lead the Boxers, Amy Pederson scored 11, and Janes added 10. Arnall had a game-
high 9 rebounds, and Kristine Callan passed out 4 assists.

George Fox climbed to 12-4 overall with its 5th straight win and maintained a share of first place in the conference at
6-1. Pacific slipped to 5-9 overall and 1-5 in the league.

The Bruins travel to Portland to take on Lewis & Clark College while the Boxers host Linfield College Friday, both
games at 6:00 p.m., followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

With both the men’s and women's basketball teams at George Fox 5-1 and tied for first in the Northwest
Conference, a quick check of the record books seems to indicate that this is the first time that both teams
have been atop league standings this late in the same season. The only comparable year in which both
teams got off to such good conference starts was 1997-98, when the men started off 5-1 (raising it 8-1
before losing again) and the women were 4-2. The Bruins have been members of the NWC since 1995, were
members of the Cascade Collegiate Conference from 1991-95, and the men were NAIA independents prior
to 1991,

The Bruins' combined record of 21-9 (women 11-4, men 10-5) is the second-best start ever for both teams
after 15 games each, and only the second time both teams had at least 10 wins after 15 games. In 1989~

90, the men opened the year 12-3 and the women were 10-5 for a 22-8 record.

* Thomas Battled Flu Bug as Well as UPS and PLU

While almost everyone else was enjoying one of the best weekends in Bruin history with wins over 16th-
ranked Puget Sound and NWC-leading Pacific Lutheran, starting wing Kellie Thomas struggled through two
off-games whiie battling a case of the flu. Normally one of the finest outside shooters in the league, she
scored only 11 points on 4-14 shooting and was just 1-7 from three-point range after ranking 16th in the
nation in three-point percentage.

"We knew she wasn't feeling well, but left it up to her whether to play or not," explained GFU coach Scott
Rueck. "She's a battler and wanted to give it a shot, but it was obvious she was not her usual self.”
Thomas played only 34 minutes total in the two games becasue of the iliness, but still contributed 5
rebounds, 4 assists, 2 steals and a blocked shot.

"It is a testimony to our players that we were able to win those games against two of the conference's top
teams without Kellie at her best," Rueck commented.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Breaking open a tight game in the second half, the George Fox University Bruins handed Pacific
Lutheran University its first Northwest Conference loss of the season 68-54 and moved into a first-place tie with the
Lutes in women's basketball action Saturday night here in the Wheeler Sports Center’s Miller Gym.

The first half saw both teams go on hot streaks. The Bruins hit four of their first five three-pointers to take a 14-8 lead
four minutes into the game, but the Lutes responded with a 17-5 run over the next eight minutes to go in front 25-19.
Back came the Bruins with an 11-2 burst that gave them a 30-27 lead with 2:37 to play. After ties of 30-30 and 32-32,
Tiffany Behary, who had 13 first-half points to lead all scorers, sank two free throws with 4.8 seconds left, sending the
Bruins into the locker room with a 34-32 lead.

The Bruins stayed in front throughout the second half and gradually stretched their lead to 14 at 65-51 on Kim Leith's
drive and jump shot in the lane with 3:32 to play. Leith sparked the Bruins with 13 in the second haif. The George
Fox defense held the Lutes to a .320 (8-25) shooting percentage in the second half.

Leith finished with a game-high 20 points, Behary had 16, and Liz Clark and Katy Campbell both scored 12. Clark
made it a double-double with 10 rebounds, her 4th this season and the 11th of her career. Clark and Robin Taylor
had 4 assists each, while Clark and Campbell made 4 steals apiece as the Bruins totaled 14 steals out of 24 PLU
turnovers. Campbell also had 3 of the Bruins’ 7 blocks.

Kelly Turner, the NWC'’s leader in three-point shooting percentage, hit 5-11 from behind the arc en route to 19 points,
the Lutes’ only double-figure scorer. Kaydee Peterson’s 10 rebounds led PLU to 40-31 advantage on the boards.
Haley Martin had 4 assists and Emily Voorhies made 3 steals.

George Fox improved to 11-4 overall and 5-1 in the conference with its fourth straight win, while Pacific Lutheran
slipped to 9-6 overall and 5-1 in the league as its own five-game winning was snapped. Whitworth College, a 63-28
winner over Pacific University Saturday, is also 5-1, creating a three-way tie for first.

The Bruins are back in action Tuesday, visiting Pacific University for a 6:00 p.m. game, followed by the men’s game
at 8:00 p.m. The Lutes go to Tacoma crosstown rival University of Puget Sound Friday at 6:00 p.m., with the men’s
game afterward at 8:00 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Holding the Northwest Conference’s top scoring team almost 30 points below their season
average, the George Fox University Bruins knocked off the University of Puget Sound Loggers, ranked 16th in the
latest D3hoops.com poli, 50-42 in women's basketball Friday night here in the Wheeler Sports Center’s Miller Gym.

1/18 — GEORGE FOX 69, WILLAMETTE 36: Bruins’ Win over Bearcats Taylor-Made with Three-Pointers

SALEM, Ore. — Robin Taylor scored 19 points with four three-pointers and sparked a 41-5 run in a 16-minute stretch
over both halves, leading the George Fox University Bruins to a 69-36 victory over the Willamette University Bearcats
in a Northwest Conference women'’s basketball game Tuesday night here at Cone Fieldhouse.

Down 17-12 midway through the first half, a basket by Kim Leith and a Taylor three-pointer tied it 17-17 with 7:46 left.
Taylor broke the tie for good with a jumper at 6:56, and the Bruins concluded the half with a 14-2 run, including
another three by Taylor, that gave them a 33-20 lead at the break. The Bruins then opened the second half with a
20-2 outburst, Taylor hitting two more from outside the arc, upping the lead to 53-22 with 12:42 to go. The Bruins’
largest lead was 36 twice at 65-29 and 67-31.

Another key to the Bruins’ big win was the defense’s ability to keep the ball away from the Bearcats’ Vanessa
Wyffels, a 20-points a game scorer and the nation’s leader in field goal percentage at .777. Wyffels hit ali of her
shots, but only got two opportunities as the Bruins forced 30 turnovers in keeping the ball out of her hands.

Taylor, who connected on 7-9 from the field and 4-5 from three-point territory, was the only Bruin in double figures as
15 players got in the game and 11 of them scored. The Bruins, third nationally in threes per game at 8.92, had 8 in
the game. Liz Clark grabbed 10 rebounds, passed out 6 assists, and made 4 steals.

Julia Short was the Bearcats’ top scorer with 8 points. Wyffels pulled down 7 rebounds as Willamette controlled the
boards 46-38. The Bearcats shot only .264 (14-53) for the game and .143 (3-21) from three-point range.

George Fox improved to 9-4 overail and 3-1 in the conference, one game behind league-leading Pacific Lutheran
University, while Willamette fell to 5-9 overall and 2-3 in the league.

The Bruins host the defending NWC champion and nationally-ranked University of Puget Sound Friday at 6:00 p.m.,
foliowed by the men’s game at 8:00 p.m. The Bearcats go to Pacific University Wednesday to make up games that
were cancelled by icy weather last Saturday, the women’s game at 6:00 p.m. and the men's game at 8:00 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Down by eight points with eight minutes left, the George Fox University Bruins exploded for 18
unanswered points to turn the contest completely around and rally for a 71-62 victory over the Linfield College
Wildcats in a Northwest Conference women's basketball game Saturday night here in the Wheeler Sports Center’s
Miller Gym.

The game began as a tight one, with six ties in the first 12 minutes of play, and the game was knotted 21-21 with 8:12
left. The Bruins made only two field goals the rest of the half, however, enabling the visiting Wildcats to go on an 18-
10 run to end the half with a 39-31 lead. By the end of the period, the Wildcats had nearly doubled the Bruins in
shooting percentage (.583, 14-24 to .296, 8-27) and in rebounds (19-10).

Linfield took its largest lead of 12 points twice in the second half, the last at 45-33 on a layup by Kendra Victor with
16:31 left in the game. The Bruins twice got within four points, but the Wildcats still appeared firmly in control after
Britany Mock's layup with 8:10 to play made it 58-50 ... and then the Bruins broke loose.

A three-pointer by Robin Taylor, baskets by Kellie Thomas and Kim Leith, and a pair of free throws by Thomas gave
the Bruins their first lead since midway through the first haif, 59-58, with 5:33 on the clock. Two free throws by Leith,
a steal and layup by Liz Clark, a three by Leith, and two freebies by Ciark made it 68-58 before two free throws by
Heidi Jurgens broke the spell with 1:52 remaining. Thomas kept the Bruins in front by hitting three free throws in the
final 42 seconds. The Bruins improved their shooting to .526 (10-19) in the second half while holding the Wildcats to
241 (7-29).

Leith finished with 20 points to lead the Bruins. 13 in the second halif, while Thomas had 14, Clark 12, and Taylor 11.
Katy Campbell had 8 points, a team-high 7 rebounds, and 3 steals off the bench. Thomas passed out 5 assists.

Jurgens topped the Wildcats with 12 points, Brandi Loring added 11, and Lindsay Sticka had 10, all in the first half.
Victor’s 9 rebounds led the Wiidcats to 35-28 edge on the boards, and she also had 4 assists. Shannon Schiele
made 3 steals.

George Fox is now 8-4 overall and 2-1 in the conference. Linfield slips to 6-7 overall and 1-3 in the league. The
Bruins visit Willamette University Tuesday, while Linfield hosts Pacific Lutheran Friday. Both games are at 6:00 p.m.,
followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

187 - WHITWORTH 60, GEORGE FOX 53: Bruins Battle Back but Can’t Plunder 14th-Ranked Pirates

SPOKANE, Wash. - After rallying from 12 points down early in the second half to take a 4-point lead, the visiting
George Fox University Bruins went into a five-minute scoring drought that enabled the nationally-ranked and
unbeaten Whitworth College Pirates to pull out a hard-fought 60-53 win in Northwest Conference women's basketball
action Saturday night here in the Whitworth Fieldhouse.

Whitworth, ranked 14th in the latest WBCA poll and 19th in the D3hoops.com poli, fell behind 4-0 as the Bruins got
baskets from Kim Leith and Kellie Thomas, but recovered to take as much as a 10-point lead and were up 29-21 at
the break. The Pirates stretched it to 12 at 33-21 on a layup by First Team All-American Tiffany Speer with 18:32 to
play before the Bruins caught fire.

After hitting only 1-16 from three-point range in the first half, the Bruins made three in a row in a 13-0 run, capped by
a go-ahead jumper by Erin Powers, that gave them a 34-33 lead at the 15:23 mark. The Bruins took a 47-43 lead on
a three-point shot by Katy Campbell with 10:13 to play, but would not score again until Robin Taylor's basket with
5:38 to go. The Pirates went on an 8-0 run in that span to regain a 51-47 lead that they would not relinquish, and
then scored on three of their next four possessions to effectively ice the game, taking a 58-51 lead with 1:11 to play.

Thomas scored 16 points for the upset-minded Bruins, and Leith finished with 10 points despite foul trouble that
limited her to 16 minutes of playing time. Liz Clark led George Fox with 11 rebounds, but the Bruins were over-
powered on the boards by the bigger Pirates 45-32. The Bruins, leading the league and ranked 3rd nationally in
three-pointers per game, made 7-33 from beyond the arc, breaking their former record for three-point tries in a game
of 31 at Lewis & Clark College on Feb. 8, 2000.

Sarah Shogren led Whitworth with 17 points and 13 rebounds, her 7th double-double of the season. Speer added 15
points, but struggled by shooting only 3-9 from the field, and Holly Ridings finished with 10 points. Speer and Dani
Bielec had 4 assists apiece.

1/7 - GEORGE FOX 62, WHITMAN 55: Rueck Gets 150th Win as Bruins Down Missionaries in NWC Opener

WALLA WALLA, Wash. — Kim Leith tossed in 27 points and Liz Clark added her third double-double of the season
with 16 points and 19 rebounds, giving coach Scott Rueck his 150th career win as the George Fox University Bruins
defeated the Whitman College Missionaries 62-55 in overtime in the Northwest Conference women’s basketbail
opener for both teams Friday night here at the Sherwood Center.

Clark hit a three-pointer 13 seconds into the game and the Bruins never trailed in the first half, building their largest
lead to eight at 18-10 on a three by Leith with 10:25 left in the half. Leith, who had 32 points in her last outing against
Neumann in the Grand Canyon Classic a week ago, had 11 at the break as the Bruins led 27-22.

Whitman got its first tie at 27-27 with 18:13 to play on a jumper by First Team All-NWC wing Kate Patneaude, but the
Bruins regained the lead 14 seconds iater on a jumper by Leith. From that point on, there were four more ties and
seven lead changes. Patneaude hit from downtown with 2:16 left to give the Missionaries a 51-50 lead and Lizzy
Washburn added a free throw at 1:41 for a two-point lead, but Kellie Thomas and Clark each hit a free throw as the
Bruins tied it with 29 seconds left. Patneaude missed a jumper as time ran out, sending it into overtime.

The Bruins held the Missionaries without a field goal in the overtime. A pair of free throws by Thomas at 3:57 broke
the tie, and Clark hit a pair for a 56-52 Bruin lead. A three-pointer by Leith, a jumper by Robin Taylor, and a final free
throw by Leith iced the win for the Bruins over the defending conference co-champions, who were picked a close
second in this year’s pre-season predictions.

Leith and Clark were the only Bruins in double figures in points. Clark’s rebound totai, with 13 in the second half and
overtime, was a career high, the highest for a Bruin in 11 years, and four short of the school record. Clark also had 4
steals as the Bruins forced 22 turnovers and made 15 steals.

Rueck, in his 9th season as the Bruins’ coach, saw his career record climb to 150-64. His .701 winning percentage is
the best of any Bruin women'’s coach, and he is 12 wins away from the record 162 in 12 seasons by Craig Taylor
(1981-93).

Patneaude led the Missionaries with 13 points, while Megan Higgins had a double-double with 10 points and 12
rebounds. George Fox held Whitman to a .308 shooting percentage (20-65) and to .111 (2-18) from three-point
range, although the Bruins did not fare much better at .333 (19-57) from the field and .250 (4-16) from long distance.

George Fox is now 7-3 overall and Whitman is 5-5. The Bruins are at Whitworth College Saturday night while the
Missionaries host Linfield College, both games at 6:00 p.m., followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

Kim Leith was instrumental in all three of the Bruins’ wins during the holidays as George Fox went 3-1 in two
tournaments, earning Northwest Conference "Player of the Week" for the two-week period of Dec. 20-Jan. 2. In a 66-
57 win over Denison in the Desert Shootout in Las Vegas on Dec. 21, she led the Bruins with 23 points on 9-18 from
the field (5-8 on 3's), with 2 rebounds, 2 assists, and 4 steals. In a 75-39 win over Kalamazoo on Dec. 22 in Las
Vegas, she tied for the team high with 15 peints on 5-11 from the field (1-2 on 3's) and 4-4 from the line, with a team-
high 7 rebounds.

12/31 — GEORGE FOX 104, NEUMANN 32: Bruins Knout Knights as Leith Lights It Up in Arizona

PHOENIX, Ariz. — Behind a record-setting 30 first-half points by Kim Leith, the George Fox University Bruins scored
the game’s first 10 points, built up a 41-point halftime lead, and flogged the Neumann College Knights 104-32 in their
second game of the Grand Canyon Trip Sports Classic Friday afternoon here at Glendale Community College.

Three-pointers by Tiffany Behary and Leith, two free throws by Erin Powers, and a Leith layup gave the Bruins a 10-0
lead two-and-a-half minutes into the game, and the Bruins extended it to 57-16 at the half. Leith hit 10 field goals,
including 6 threes, one short of the school record of 7 by Christy Brock vs. Whitman on Jan. 8, 1999, and made 4-4
free throws to set a George Fox record for most points in a half. She added another field goal early in the second half
to finish with a career-high 32 points while playing only 21 minutes. Her 32 points equaled the 7th-best single-game
total in Bruin history.

With the game comfortably in hand, Bruin coach Scott Rueck was able to give his reserves plenty of playing time, and
14 of the 15 Bruins who played scored, although Leith was the only one in double figures. The Bruins’ largest lead of
the game was the final 72-point margin, which came on a Jaime Hubka layup with 1:08 left in the game.

The win was the 149th in Rueck’s nine season at George Fox, and the first time one of his teams broke the 100-point
barrier. The Bruins’ 104 points was one short of the all-time high of 105 vs. Western Baptist on Nov. 20, 1992, while
their 72-point margin of victory was the second-largest ever, behind only a 76-point win, 104-28 over Columbia
Christian on Jan. 30, 1993.

Leith also grabbed 8 rebounds in leading the Bruins to a 49-38 edge on the boards, and had 4 steals as the George
Fox defense made 25 steals and forced the Knights into 42 turnovers. Karissa Boyd had a game-high 5 assists off
the bench. The Bruins made 14-32 three-point attempts, setting a new George Fox record for most three-point tries
(the old record was 31 at Lewis & Clark on Feb. 8, 2000} while falling two three-pointers shy of the record of 16 in that
same Lewis & Clark game.

Kirsten Patton had 15 points and 10 rebounds to lead Neumann, while Mary Kate Devine chipped in with 10 points.
The Knights hit only .255 from the field (13-51), .063 (1-16) on threes, .333 (5-15) from the free throw line, and made
only 3 assists.

George Fox completed its non-conference play with a 6-3 record, while Neumann falls to 1-7 with its 6th straight loss.
The Bruins open Northwest Conference play Friday, Jan. 7, at Whitman College in Walla Walla, Wash., game time at
6:00 p.m., followed by the men’s game at 8:00 p.m.

12/30 -NEW JERSEY 64, GEORGE FOX 54: Short-Handed Bruins Come Up Short Against Powerful Lions

PHOENIX, Ariz. - Playing without their top scorer and their leading rebounder, the George Fox University Bruins
fought hard but came up a bit short in a 64-54 loss to the College of New Jersey Lions in their first game in the Grand
Canyon Trip Sports Classic Thursday afternoon here at Glendale Community Coliege.

The Bruins were without forward Liz Clark, who averages 7.9 rebounds a game, and shooting guard Kim Leith, their
leading point-producer at 15.3 points per game. The two had remained in Newberg to attend a Thursday morning
funeral service for close friend Patrick Kibler, a George Fox student who was killed in a tragic two-car collision in Lake
Oswego, Ore., the night of Dec. 20. Both players were to fly to Phoenix Thursday evening and play in the Bruins’
Friday game against Neumann College.

George Fox took an early 10-5 lead against New Jersey before the Lions caught fire, going on a 20-2 run to take a
25-12 lead. New Jersey led at the half 37-28, and the Bruins battied the Lions on virtually even terms thereafter but
could never close the gap to where the Lions felt seriously threatened.

Kellie Thomas led the Bruins with a game-high 23 points. Erin Powers and Melissa Marek-Farris each grabbed 6
rebounds for the Bruins, who were out-rebounded 46-32 without Clark. The Bruins struggled from the field without
Leith, hitting only 32%.

Alexa Shields paced the Lions with 12 points, while Theresa DiMedio and Megan Hueter scored 11 apiece. DiMedio
grabbed a game-high 9 rebounds.

George Fox had its five-game winning streak snapped and slipped to 5-3 on the season. The College of New Jersey,
the defending champion in the New Jersey Athletic Conference, improved to 7-2 with its sixth straight win.

The Bruins face the Neumann Knights from Aston, Pa., Friday at 1:30 p.m., also at Glendale CC in the Grand Canyon
Classic, in their final non-conference contest before opening Northwest Conference play on Jan. 7 at Whitman
College.

Playing against quality competition, as the George Fox women's basketball team did in the D3 Desert
Shootout in Las Vegas, Nev., last week, is never easy, but the Bruins carried an extra burden into
their second game of the tournament on Wednesday. Several of the Bruins, particularly Liz Clark and
Kim Leith, were good friends with Patrick Kibler, a George Fox student who died tragically in an
automobile collision with a driver who had been drinking in Lake Oswego, Ore., Tuesday night.

"I believe Liz and Patrick had gone out a few times, and while they weren't really 'boyfriend and
girifriend’, Liz often spoke of him as her best friend," said George Fox coach Scott Rueck. "She and
Kim hung around with him a lot, and aimost everyone on the team knew him, Dale Isaak, our trainer,
was going to fly back with the girls if they wanted to come back, and even looked into some flights,
but in the end, they decided to stick it out and play the game."

With a strong sense of the loss of their friend still hanging over them, the Bruins then went out and
played perhaps their finest ali-around game of the season, a 75-39 win over a tough Kalamazoo team.
Clark posted 11 points, 6 rebounds, 4 assists, 4 steals, and 2 blocked shots in only 21 minutes, and
Leith had a team-high 15 points and 7 rebounds in the Bruins' tournament-clinching victory.

"I couldn't be prouder of the way these girls handled this adversity," Rueck praised his team. "Liz
came out and hit the first bucket of the game, a 3-pointer, to get us going, and the rest of the team
just followed her lead the rest of the way. We ran our offense well, and the defense was just
devastating. It was the most complete game we've played in a long time against a very good
opponent.”

12/22 — GEORGE FOX 75, KALAMAZOO: Bruin Defense Harasses Hornets to Win Desert Shootout Title

LAS VEGAS, Nev. — An aggressive George Fox University defense pressured Kalamazoo College into 25 turnovers,
made 17 steals, blocked 5 shots, and held the Hornets to 20% shooting, leading the Bruins to a 75-39 romp in the
championship game of the D3 Desert Shootout women’s basketball tournament Wednesday afternoon here at the
University of Nevada-Las Vegas’ Lied Gym.

Liz Clark’s three-pointer gave the Bruins an early 3-0 lead, but the Hornets tied it on a three by Angie Neu. The
Bruins then regained the lead on a three by Tiffany Behary at the 17:11 mark and never trailed again. The Bruins
held the Hornets scoreless for over nine minutes while scoring 16 points to stretch their lead to 29-11 with 4:49 left in
the half, and were up by 22 at the break, 39-17. Kalamazoo made only 4-27 (.148) from the field in the first half.

The Bruins bianked the Hornets for over six minutes in one second-half span, and eventually took their largest lead of
39 at 68-29 on a three-pointer by Robin Taylor with 8:34 left to play. Making the Bruins’ effort even more impressive
was the fact that Kalamazoo had beaten defending national champion Wilmington (Ohio) earlier in the season.

Taylor and Kim Leith scored 15 points each to lead the Bruins, and Clark chipped in with 11. The Bruins nailed 12-29
three-pointers and were a perfect 11-11 from the free throw line. Melissa Marek-Farris grabbed 9 rebounds off the
bench as the Bruins out-rebounded the Hornets 51-41, and aiso had 3 blocked shots. Behary, Clark, and Karissa
Boyd had 4 assist apieces, and Clark made a game-high 4 steals.

Kalamazoo had no one in double figures in points, Ashley Riley's 9 the high for the Hornets. Stefanie Salasky had a
game-high 10 rebounds. The Hornets ended the game making only 11-54 (.204) from the field and just 1-16 from
three-point range.

George Fox is now 5-2 after winning its fifth straight and second Desert Shootout in as many appearances in the
tournament (the Bruins also won here in 2000-01), while Kalamazoo slipped to 6-3. The Bruins return to action in the
Grand Canyon Classic in Phoenix, Ariz., Dec. 30-31, taking on the College of New Jersey Thursday at 2:00 p.m. and
Neumann Coliege Friday at 12:00 noon.

12/21 - GEORGE FOX 66, DENISON 57: Leith Keys 20-Point Run as Bruins Bounce Big Red in Vegas

LAS VEGAS, Nev. — A 20-0 run, sparked by 11 of Kim Leith’s game-high 23 points, enabled the George Fox
University Bruins to take control of a close ballgame and go on to a 66-57 win over the Denison University Big Red in
the D3 Desert Shootout women’s basketball tournament Tuesday afternoon here at the University of Nevada-Las

Vegas' Lied Gym.

With Leith hitting two buckets, including a three-pointer, the Bruins jumped out to an 11-5 lead six minutes into the
game, but that was the largest lead for either team in the half. Katy Campbell’s three-pointer with 30 seconds left in
the period enabled the Bruins to take a 31-30 edge into the break.

Denison’s Emma Woodward canned a three to put the Big Red ahead 33-31 to start the second half, but the Bruins
exploded for 20 unanswered points in a five-minute span to take a 51-33 lead with 14:23 to play. Liz Clark, Kellie
Thomas, Tiffany Behary, and Leith hit consecutive threes to start the rally, then Leith hit a short jumper and two more
long-range baskets to cap the outburst.

Caitlin Krupka scored for Denison at 13:33 to end the George Fox run, igniting a rally for the Big Red, who out-scored
the Bruins 20-6 over the next 10 minutes. A three-pointer by Denison’s Sam Davis cut the margin to 57-53 with 3:41
to go before the Bruins reasserted themselves. Leith hit her fifth three-pointer of the game, Thomas scored a pair of
goals around a basket by Denison’s Tammy Hoch, and Clark sealed the decision with a basket at the 1:01 mark for
an insurmountable 66-55 lead.

Leith hit 9-18 from the field and 5-8 from three-point range en route to her 23, and also had a game-high 4 steals as
the Bruins forced 25 Big Red turnovers. Clark recorded her ninth career double-double and second of the season
with 12 points and a game-high 12 rebounds, and Behary scored 11 while passing out a game-high 5 assists. The
Bruins, who lead the Northwest Conference in three-point field goals with over eight per game, sank 13-28 from
three-point range.

Woodward led the Big Red with 19 points, including 5-9 on threes, and Kristen Sheffield added 11. Hoch pulled down
8 rebounds, ieading Denison to a 43-36 edge on the boards. Hoch and Marisa Hard handed out 3 assists apiece.

George Fox improved to 4-2 with its fourth straight win, while Denison dropped to 5-3. The Bruins will play
Kalamazoo College (6-2), a 73-59 winner over the University of La Verne (2-4) earlier in the day, at 1:15 p.m.
Wednesday. Denison and La Verne will meet at 11:00 a.m. Wednesday.

NEWBERG, Ore. — A career-high 25 points by Kellie Thomas and a valuabie 14 points from Robin Taylor when the
rest of their teammates were struggling to hit anything carried the George Fox University Bruins to a 59-43 win over
the Cascade College Thunderbirds in a non-conference women'’s basketball game Saturday night here at the
Wheeler Sports Center's Miller Gym.

Thomas scored the Bruins’ first 10 points and Taylor added a three-pointer as the home team buiit up a 13-6 lead
midway through the first half. Thomas hit a three with 9:23 left in the period for the Bruins' first double-digit lead at
17-6, and the Bruins never trailed by less than 10 again. it was 33-14 at the break, and the Bruins extended the
margin to as many as 25 in the second half at 48-23 with 12:47 to play on another three by Taylor.

Thomas connected on 7 of 13 from the field and Taylor was 5 for 9, but the remainder of the Bruins managed only 5
of 36 shots, leaving the team with a percentage of only .293 (17-58). Cascade struggled even more, hitting only .278
(15-54), and made 27 turnovers as the Bruins picked up 15 steals. .

Molly Wilson scored 15 points to pace the Thunderbirds, while Lisa Berger-Freeman posted a double-double with 11
points and 11 rebounds. Cascade won the battle of the boards 46-42. Shara Brazzle had a game-high 5 assists, and
Wilson made 3 steals.

NEWBERG, Ore. - Led by 18 points in the game’s first 20 minutes from Kellie Thomas, the George Fox University
Bruins exploded to a 20-point first-half lead and coasted to an 83-52 win over the Western Baptist College Warriors in
a non-conference women'’s basketball game Thursday night here at the Wheeler Sports Center’s Miller Gym.

George Fox never trailed in its home opener, although the Warriors forged four first-half ties, answering each of the
Bruins’ first four buckets with a goal of their own. A three-pointer by Thomas broke an 8-8 tie with 14:42 left in the
half, and the Bruins were off to the races.

Thomas finished with 23 points, including 4 three-pointers and 9-9 from the line, while Leith contributed 20 points, 12
in the second half. Robin Taylor chipped in with 11 points and Liz Clark scored 10. Leith grabbed 7 rebounds as the
Bruins held a 50-36 rebound margin over the Warriors, who were playing without 6-1 starting center Cassie Llewellyn
due to a knee injury. Clark and Tiffany Behary had 4 assists apiece, and Clark had 4 steals as the Bruins forced 24
Western turnovers.

Erin Plotts was the only Warrior in double figures with 13 points, and Jessica Steigleman had a team-high 7
rebounds. Jessi Schaumburg passed out 5 assists, and Tosha Wilson made 4 steals.

George Fox evened its record at 2-2, while Western Baptist slipped to 6-4 as its four-game winning streak was halted.

11/20 — SEATTLE PACIFIC 72, GEORGE FOX 46: Threes are Wild as D-ll Power SPU Pulls Away from Bruins

SEATTLE, Wash. — Three three-point field goals and a three-point play in a 12-2 run early in the second half enabled
Seattle Pacific University to break open a tight balilgame and lifted the Falcons, ranked No. 3 in the NCAA Division Il
to a 72-46 win over the George Fox University Bruins in the final game of the Sodexho Tip-Off Classic Saturday night
here at SPU’s Brougham Pavilion.

After taking an early 4-0 lead on layups by Kellie Thomas and Erin Powers, the Bruins fell behind by as much as 14
late in the first half before three-pointers by Robin Taylor and Tiffany Behary and a layup by Taylor cut the Faicons’
lead to 30-22 at the half. A three-pointer by Thomas brought the Bruins within four at 32-28 with 17:54 to play, but

then the home team began to pull away.

Brittney Kroon started the Falcons’ run with a layup and a free throw, then Michelle Beaumont, Mandy Wood, and
Amy Taylor all hit treys to put SPU up 44-30. The Falcons eventually led by as many as 27 at 70-43 with four minutes
left on another layup by Kroon.

Wood scored 16 to lead the Falcons, Taylor finished with 14, Beaumont had 12, and Kroon scored 11. Kroon had 8
rebounds in leading SPU to a 47-35 advantage on the boards. Wood had a game-high 5 assists, and Taylor made 5
steals. The Falcons connected on 10-25 from three-point range.

George Fox got 13 points apiece from Liz Clark and Thomas, while Taylor had 10. Clark had a game-high 12 boards.
The Bruins had a tough night shooting as they hit just 15-57 from the field (.263), including 6-30 from long distance
(.200), and 10-17 from the line (.588).

Clark, who collected 29 points and 21 rebounds in two games, was named to the Ali-Tournament Team, along with
MVP Wood and Kroon of Seattle Pacific, and Jamie Corwin and Laura Wright of Central Washington University.

The Bruins, who are in Division lli, dropped to 0-2 on the season, with both games against winning Division |l
programs. Seattle Pacific won its 62nd straight regular-season game and its 17th in a row overall at home.

George Fox is off until Tuesday, Nov. 30, when the Bruins visit Cascade College in Portland for a 7:00 p.m. contest.
Seattle Pacific will travei to No. 7 University of North Dakota for its next game Friday.

11/19 — CENTRAL WASHINGTON 82, GEORGE FOX 76: Bruins Drop Season Opener in OT to D-ll Wildcats

SEATTLE, Wash. — Led by a career-high 27 points from Kim Leith, the George Fox University Bruins pushed NCAA
Division ll foe Central Washington University to the iimit before succumbing to the Wildcats 82-76 in overtime in a
women'’s basketball first-round game in the Sodexho Tip-Off Classic Friday afternoon here at Seattle Pacific
University’s Brougham Pavilion.

Central Washington led by as many as 11 points in the second haif before the Bruins rallied, led by Leith, whose big
night included four 3-point field goals. She was the Northwest Conference leader in that category last year, hitting
1.96 per game. George Fox broke a 65-65 tie and forged ahead 70-65 with 4:48 left on a layup by Kellie Thomas and
a Leith three, but the Wildcats battled back to tie it 74-74 on Kelly Quinn’s two free throws with 16 seconds left,
sending the game into an extra period.

Hanna Hull, who had a double-double with 15 points and a game-high 18 rebounds, scored half the Wildcats’ points
in overtime as Central overpowered the Bruins 8-2 to avoid the upset. Laura Wright also had a doubie-double for the
Wildcats with 15 points and 14 boards, Jamie Corwin scored 19, Quinn had 15, and Ashley Blake tallied 12. Corwin
had 7 assists and 5 steals. The Wildcats dominated the backboards 55-33 and got 21 offensive rebounds.

In addition to Leith's outpouring, Liz Clark scored 16 and Thomas finished with 10 for George Fox. Clark was the
Bruins’ top rebounder with 9. Tiffany Behary, starting at the point in her first college game, had a game-high 8 assists
and 5 steals. The Bruins shot .431 from the field (28-65), including 12-21 (.571) from 3-point range.

In Saturday’s matchups, Central Washington takes on Warner Pacific College at 1:00 p.m., and George Fox meets
host Seattle Pacific at 5:00 p.m. A men’s tournament is intermingled with the women’s tournament, hence the four-
hour break between women's games.

--- George Fox Women’s Basketball 2004-05 Preview -—

SAVVY VETS AND TALENTED NEWCOMERS
COULD LIFT BRUINS BACK INTO NWC RACE

NEWBERG, Ore. — A solid nucleus of five returning veterans, surrounded by ten talented newcomers, is a
combination head coach Scott Rueck hopes will restore his George Fox University Bruins to a place of prominence
in the Northwest Conference women's basketball race in 2004-05.

The Bruins’ 13-12 overall record last year was their 11th winning season in a row and eighth straight under Rueck,
whose record during that time is 143-61. Their 7-9 record in conference play, however, left them in 5th place and out
of the running for the NWC title, a condition George Fox had not found itself in for several years.

“Our five returning players have been a strong core group who have set the tone for our new players this fall, instilling
a great work ethic in each of them,” says Rueck with admiration. “Depth will be a strength for us and | believe we
could be in the conference mix once again.”

Veterans Ready to Run the Show

“Each of our returning players have come back in the best shape of their careers, they've improved and | believe they
are ready to step up,” notes Rueck.

The primary leadership for this year's team is expected to come from the wings, where two starters and one part-time
starter return. Kellie Thomas (5-10, Jdr., Medford, Ore.) averaged 12.8 points, 4.4 rebounds, and 2.9 assists per
game last year, earning Honorable Mention All-Conference honors. Liz Clark (5-9, Sr., Elbe, Wash.) ranked 2nd in
the NWC in rebounding (8.5 rpg) while scoring at a 7.3 clip. Kim Leith (5-7, Jr., Sherwood, Ore.) finished the year in
the starting line-up and wound up leading the league in 3-pointers (1.96 per game) while averaging 11.8 points an
outing.

“Kellie was used some at the point last year and that took her away from her strengths which are at the wing
position,” Rueck points out. “Scoring is her strength, though, and with the newcomers we have at the point, she will
be able to focus on that again. She is set for a great year.”

Rueck calls Clark his “enforcer; she is physically and emotionally tenacious, and the team feeds off her intensity. We
expect her to challenge once again for the conference lead in rebounding, and her scoring contribution is likely to
increase as she has continued to develop that part of her game.”

Leith is “on a mission,” says Rueck. “She spent the off-season in the gym, working on her game, and it has paid off.
She has more confidence defensively, is making great decisions with the basketball, and continues to be one of our
top offensive threats.”

Robin Taylor (5-7, So., Bend, Ore.) saw considerable action at the wing and point as a freshman, averaging 4.8
points playing in every game. Rueck says “she might be our most passionate player. She is absolutely in love with
the game of basketball. She is determined to make an impact and will compete for a starting spot. She fits into what
we are doing very weli, and has shown tremendous growth in her half-court execution.”

With the graduation of Second Team Ali-Conference post Darby Cave (12.8 ppg, 7.4 rpg, .569 field goal pct.), the
interior is wide open, but Erin Powers (5-11, So., Salem, Ore.) appears ready to step into the breech. She
averaged 1.7 points and 1.9 rebounds while playing 10 minutes a game as a red-shirt freshman last year, but worked
extremely hard during the summer to be ready for this year.



“Erin got serious about rehabbing a knee injury she suffered two years ago, got a personal trainer, and has come
back in the best shape, physically and mentally, since before her injury,” Rueck affirms. “She is a very smart player
with a high basketbali IQ, and now she feels the freedom to play aggressively, both in guarding the post position and
scoring. I'm excited to watch Erin this season knowing what she's been through the past couple years. It's a great
story.”

Newcomers Will Be Heavily Counted On

Many teams might be apprehensive about relying on a bench filled almost entirely by freshmen — but Rueck thinks
theses are no ordinary newcomers, saying “they are talented, they are eager to learn, they have picked up our
system quickly, and they all have the opportunity to earn their share of playing time.”

The Bruins boast a trio of new point guards in Tiffany Behary (5-8, Fr., Lake Oswego, Ore.), Karissa Boyd (5-5, Fr.,
Oregon City, Ore.), and Jordan Tangonan (5-5, Fr., Ewa, Hawaii).

“Tiffany plays with such a high level of intensity and has the ability to sustain it for long periods of time,” notes Rueck.
“She is physically strong, sees the floor well, is a tenacious defender, and a constant scoring threat. Karissaran a
state championship program at Oregon City and will challenge for a starting spot. She is an excellent passer who
understands where the ball needs to be and gets it there on time. Her court vision is extraordinary. Jordan comes to
us from a program that stresses and drills fundamentals, and while she needs to make strides in her strength and
explosiveness this year, she has every skill necessary to become an outstanding point guard at this level.”

While experienced players wili probably see most of the minutes at the wings, the Bruins have a new quartet of
perimeter shooters who bring smiles to the coach’s face in Amy Layton (5-7, Fr., Toledo, Wash.), Kaleigha (Kali)
Ramey (5-8, Fr., Spokane, Wash.), Mandee Spotts (6-1, Fr., Hilisboro, Ore.), and Jamie Hubka (5-7, Fr.,
Bellingham, Wash.).

“Amy is an outstanding shooter who is used to a scorer’s role, although in high school, she did it while also running
the point. She is a very good athlete who should quickly adjust to the college game. Kali is another fine athlete and
outstanding defender who simply needs time to adapt from high school to the college game. Mandee, like Kali, just
needs to get up to speed at the college level; her biggest adjustment will be playing the wing at 6-1, but she brings
size and 3-point shooting to the table. Jaime has been slowed by mono the last couple of weeks and will need some
time to catch up, but she comes from a great high school program and is an excellent 3-point shooter and defender.”

Challenging for the post position are Katy Campbell (6-1, Fr., Springfield, Ore.), Melissa Marek-Farris (6-1, Fr.,
Glide, Ore.), and Jordan Wilde (5-11, Fr., Snohomish, Wash.).

“Katy will be an impact player from day one,” asserts Rueck. “She is a post piayer with a complete game; a very high
basketball IQ, is very comfortable on the perimeter, shoots the 3, and can score in the paint. Melissa is an ali-around
athlete with unlimited potential who moves effortlessly, and her quickness gives her a real advantage. Her athletic
gifts including shot-blocking, rebounding, and she runs the floor better than any post I've coached. Jordan comes
from a top-notch program and is an excellent post defender. She is capable of scoring on the block or the three point
line, understands the game very well, and is an outstanding passer.”

Summary

If George Fox is to be a factor in what promises to be a wide-open conference race this season, the Bruins must use
their increased athleticism to their advantage. “We will need to be a little bit more aggressive, both on the offensive
end and the defensive end,” assesses Rueck.

Pointing to the team’s higher-than-usuai number of turnovers last year, Rueck added, “We lost seven games last year
by eight points or less, and too often it was a case of turnovers or mistakes in judgment late in a game that cost us. |
believe we have improved in our decision making and our ability to pass the ball this year. The ability to see the floor
should enhance the efficiency and effectiveness of our team offensively.

“I am excited about the way the younger players on our team have risen to the chalienge of playing at this level and
seemed to mature very quickly, and how our veterans have helped to bring them along. Based on our record a year
ago and the fact that we are as young as we are the expectations of this team are lower than in past years. That is
understandabie. That being said, { believe this team has the talent to compete with top teams in the conference. I'm
really looking forward to the season.”

Season Opener



The Bruins open the season Nov. 19-20 in the Seattle Pacific University Invitational in Seattle, Wash., with a pair of
games against NCAA Division [l opponents, facing Central Washington University Friday at 1:00 p.m. and tournament
host Seattle Pacific Saturday at 5:00 p.m.

“Central Washington was picked to finish 3rd in the Great Northwest Athletic Conference and Seattle Pacific is ranked
3 in the nation in the NCAA Division I pre-season poll,” notes Rueck. “We understand the talent that we will be
facing and are looking forward to the challenge of playing against two excelient teams. It will be a great learning
experience and it will help to prepare us for Northwest Conference play.”

The Bruins do not play at home until Dec. 8 when they will host Western Baptist Coliege.

11/8 -~ NWC PRE-SEASON POLL: Bruins Picked 5th in Conference Race That Could be Crowded

NEWBERG, Ore. — With three starters back, including one Honorable Mention All-Conference performer, the George
Fox University Bruins have been picked to finish 5th in the 2004-05 Northwest Conference women’s basketball race
in a pre-season poll of the league’s nine coaches.

The conference race is expected to be one of the closest in years, as four different teams received first-place votes.
The top two favorites, co-defending champions University of Puget Sound and Whitman College, finished only two
votes apart.

George Fox, coming off a 13-12 season and a 5th-place finish at 7-9 in the NWC, received 37 votes in the poll. The
biggest loss for the Bruins is past Darby Cave, a Second Team All-Conference selection after averaging 12.8 points
and 7.4 rebounds a game with the league’s 2nd-best shooting percentage (.569). Also gone are wing Amy Fitch (5.7
ppg, 3.7 rpg, and a team-leading 3.6 assists per game) and part-time starting point guard Melissa Alexander (3.9 ppg,
2.2 apg).

Honorable Mention All-Conference wing Kellie Thomas leads a group of five returning letterwinners, bringing back
averages of 12.8 points, 4.4 rebounds, and 2.9 assists. Wing Liz Clark averaged 7.3 points and 8.5 rebounds a
game, the latter figure second-best in the ieague. Part-time point guard Kim Leith (11.8 ppg, 3.0 rpg, and a league-
leading 1.96 three-point field goals per game) is expected to become a full-time shooting guard this season.

GFU coach Scott Rueck brings a 139-61 record (.701) into his ninth season, all winning ones, as the Bruins’ coach.

Puget Sound, which advanced o the NCAA sectional finals last winter and finished with an overall record of 23-5,
picked up three first-place votes and 76 total points to edge Whitman. The Loggers return All-NWC forward Lindsay
May and All-NWC guard Kilty Keaton. Head Coach Suzy Barcomb led UPS to its second NWC title last winter. The
Loggers won a coin flip with Whitman to garner the NWC's automatic bid to the NCAA tournament.

Whitman, which had been picked to finish last in the 2003-04 coaches’ poll before earning a co-championship with
UPS, also received three first-place votes and had 74 points. All-NWC guard Katie Patneaude returns to lead the
Missionaries, as does honorable mention guard Laura Vertatschitsch. Michelle Ferenz was named the 2004 NWC
Coach of the Year after guiding Whitman to its first NWC title since 1988.

Whitworth picked up two first-place votes and 69 points. Senior forward Tiffany Speer, the two-time NWC Player of
the Year, leads a list of four returning starters, which aiso includes First Team All-NWC forward Sarah Shogren.

Pacific Lutheran University was fourth in the poll with one first-place vote and 59 points. The Lutes welcome back
Second Team All-NWC players Aundi Kustera and Kelly Turner. PLU is looking for its fifth NWC title since 1998
under head coach Gil Rigell.

Fifth through seventh places in the poll were packed even tighter than first through fourth. After George Fox’s 37,
Linfield College was sixth with 35 points, and Pacific University was seventh with 34 points, welcoming back First
Team All-NWC post DeeDee Arnall. Willamette University (21 points) and Lewis & Clark Coliege (13 points) rounded
out the poll in eighth and ninth place, respectively.

For the second year in a row the Northwest Conference wiil not use a conference tournament to decide the automatic
(Pool A) bid to the NCAA tournament. That bid will go to the conference champion and winner of the regular season.

Several teams begin play on Nov. 19, including the Bruins, who will be in the Seattle Pacific University Tournament in
Seattle, Wash., Nov. 19-20, taking on two NCAA Division Il teams. The Bruins meet Central Washington University
Friday at 1:00 p.m. and Seattle Pacific Saturday at 5:00 p.m. The home opener is set for Dec. 9 vs. Western Baptist
College at 7:00 p.m.
