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_ABOUT GEORGE FO>

George Fox College, in its 103rd year, is one of America’s Best
Colleges. Five times it has been given that designation by U.S.
News & World Report magazine. In 1993 GFC was ranked third
in academic reputation among Western Regional Liberal Arts
Colleges, including colleges and universities from Oklahoma to
Hawaii. The magazine this year also named George Fox to its list
of “The Nation’s Most Efficient Institutions,” second in the West.

This year, for the fifth time, the College was named to the
Templeton Foundation Honor Roll of Character Building Col-
leges, the only Oregon college selected and one of 112 in the
United States.

George Fox College is the outgrowth of a desire by early Wil-
lamette Valley Quaker settlers who established Pacific Academy
in 1885 for the Christian education of their children. The college
division was organized in 1891 to provide more advanced
instruction for students. In 1949, because of the many colleges
in the Northwest with Pacific in their name, the College was
renamed George Fox in honor of the founder of the Friends
(Quaker) Church. The College is governed by a 42-member
Board of Trustees elected by Northwest Yearly Meeting of Friends
Church, which comprises nearly 8,000 members in 53 churcheg
in Oregon, Washington, and Idaho.

George Fox is one of the nation’s fastest-growing colleges.
Enrollment has risen from 549 in 1986 to 1,557 in the fall of
1993, a 184 percent increase.

GFC students come from 30 states, one possession, and 12
nations. Nearly 40 religious denominations are represented on
campus.

George Fox is accredited by the Northwest Association of
Secondary and Higher Schools. The College is one of 13 mem.
bers of the national Christian College Consortium. The College’s
undergraduate program is administered through three schools:
Humanities, Natural and Behavioral Sciences, and Professional
Studies. The 15 departments offer 30 majors with more than
400 courses. An off-campus degree completion program in the
management of human resources enrolls working adults in an
evening program with classes in Portland, Salem, and Eugene.
The graduate program offers a Doctor of Psychology (Psy.D,)
degree in clinical psychology, a Master of Arts in Teaching
(MAT), a Master of Business Administration (MBA), and a Master
of Arts in Christian Studies (MA).

The 65-acre rural, tree-shaded campus a half-hour drive from
Portland has undergone major expansion in recent years with 12
new buildings constructed. Under construction as part of a $16
million Centennial Campaign is the $5.3 million Edwards-
Holman Science Center to be opened in the fall of 1994.

Alumni of George Fox are primarily in service-oriented voca-
tions of Christian ministries, education, social work, and medical
fields. The College’s most prominent alumnus is the late Presi-
dent Herbert Hoover, who attended Pacific Academy.



The game of basketball was invented by Dr. James Naismith in
1891, and it took just seven years for it to be brought to George
Fox College (then called Pacific College).

College board member and community leader T. W. Hester
and others first saw the game played at the Portland YMCA.
They were captivated by the new game and secured a ball, which
they brought back to the College. The first exhibition game was
played shortly thereafter, in the winter of 1898, and the first site
was the-third floor of the old Commercial Hotel on North Main
Street because the College had no adequate space for the new
sport.

The first gymnasium on the campus was the upper part of one
wing of an old academy building (Hoover Hall), built in 1885 and
torn down in the mid-1950s. A one-room wood gymnasium
building was constructed in 1916 and served until 1946, when
the College opened Hester Gymnasium, a concrete block struc-
ture built partly by student/faculty labor at a cost of $40,000.
The building, with a single hemlock playing floor and seating for
1,100, served through the 1976-77 season with opening of
Wheeler Center.

College athletic affiliation in men's basketball has gone from
independent status to membership in the old Willamette Chris-
tian College Conference, the Metropolitan Conference, the Ore-
gon Collegiate Conference, and from 1965 through 1993
George Fox was an independent member of NAIA District 2.
Currently GFC is a member of the loosely associated Cascade
Collegiate Conference, a grouping created by the NAIA.

In 1973, George Fox won its first district title and participated
in the district playoffs 18 of the last 23 years, including nine of the
last 10. The 1991-92 team produced GFC’s highest national
finish, advancing to the NAIA Division Il quarterfinals with two
national tournament wins.

“Our greatest basketball year.” according to a College publica-
tion, “The First Fifty Years” (published in 1941), “was reached in
1917 when Pacific College won the [Williamette Valley] league
championship and defeated Oregon State College 34-25" There
have, of course, been many significant wins, seasons, and players
throughout the last 95 years. Much of that history, however, has
been lost because of the lack of available information and incom-
plete records prior to NAIA membership in 1965. Highlights and
records since that time appear in the records section. Pre-NAIA
statistics available show these marks: Bill Hopper with a
42-point game and 1,737 career points in 1954-1958, and Cub
Grimm in the 1952-53 season with a 21.0 points per game aver-

age, and 26 free throws in a contest with the Oregon Medical
School in 1953.
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Intercollegiate athletics is an integral part of the overall education
program at George Fox. Men’s varsity athletic teams represent
the College in baseball, basketball, track, cross country, and soc-
cer. Women students compete in volleyball, basketball, track,
softball, cross country, and soccer.

George Fox is a member of the National Association of Inter-
collegiate Athletics (NAIA), with men’s and women’s basketball
playing in Division II. The other nine sports are not divided into
divisions, but are playing one final season in District 2. The
NAIA will eliminate the district format in favor of affiliated confer-
ences in 1994.

For students not participating in the varsity program, GFC has
a complete intramural program including flag football, basketball,
volleyball, racquetball, indoor soccer, skiing, swimming, bowling,
floor hockey, and tennis.

Athletic facilities include the Coleman H. Wheeler Center for
Sports and Physical Education; Colcord Field, which received a
new polyurethane surface in the fall of 1993; tennis courts; and
the Curtis and Margaret Morse Athletic Field containing baseball
diamond, softball field, and soccer field. The complex was
opened in 1989.

Wheeler Center, completed in 1977 in a $2.7 million project,
includes the James and Lila Miller Gymnasium with three
basketball courts and seating for up to 2,500. Also housed are:
faculty and administrative offices; racquetball courts; dressing,
multipurpose, class, and therapy rooms; and a 1,500-square-foot
weight room remodeled in the summer of 1993.

George Fox College is represented by the nickname and mascot
“Bruin” But it has not always been so, even though it should
have been.

The nickname comes from a real bear captured in 1887 just
two years after Pacific Academy (the College’s predecessor) was
established. The small cub was captured in the coast range
foothills west of Carlton when its mother was shot. The young
cub was brought to campus by a student and later lived with a
faculty member. When it grew to adulthood it was kept in a pit
in what is now known as Hess Creek Canyon south of the cam-
pus. It escaped one too many times and was turned into steak
for the dining table and the hide preserved on a frame and dis-
played in an early campus museum. When it deteriorated
several years later, it was taken to a campus furnace room to be
destroyed, but the framework proved a problem in dismantling,
so it was left sitting in a corner. Students found the old Bruin
skin later and began skirmishes over ownership, a tradition that
continues today. “Bruin Junior,” a replica, under a set of guide-
lines passed down for years, is fought over periodically in class
competition, with the class able to physically drag the Bruin
replica off campus declared the rightful owner until next
“flashed”

Even with the Bruin tradition, somewhere along the line, the
“Quaker” tag to athletic teams came into popularity with sports
writers because of the College’s church affiliation, and that nick-
name was used, along with a mascot “Foxy George,” a little fox
with a Quaker hat. Both gained acceptance for a period in the
1950s and 1960s until a vote of faculty, students, and admin-
istration in 1970 reinstated the Bruin nickname to its rightful
place.



George Fox College is in its 17th year in the Coleman H.
Wheeler Center for Sports and Physical Education. Completed
in June 1977, the $2.7 million, 55,000-square-foot complex is
the College’s largest building. It contains the James and Lila
Miller Gymnasium, the Bruin home court.

The sports center was designed by noted architect Pietro Bel-
luschi, with a wooded canyon setting chosen as the center’s loca-
tion. The building features wood products and a large window
area overlooking the adjacent natural terrain.

Three times larger than Hester Gymnasium, which it replaced.
the Wheeler Center features a 116 x 174-foot gymnasium with
three basketball courts and seating for 2,500 spectators. The
gymnasium ceilings are 32 feet over the hardwood maple floor.
The gym provides three volleyball courts and ten badminton
courts.

The building is entered on two levels. After crossing a
200-foot bridge, the general public gain access through nine
doors on the east side ground level. Campus personnel enter on
the second floor on the west side. There is a two-floor lobby
featuring oak parquet floors.

Contained on the upper level are athletic administration and
faculty offices, staff room, classrooms, weight room, and multi-
purpose room,

The lower level contains a concession area and ticket sales
area, dressing rooms, team rooms, laundry, equipment-issuing
room, and storage space. An east wing of the building houses
two racquetball courts.

The building is named for long-time Oregon lumberman Cole-
man H. Wheeler, former chairman of the board of Willamette
Industries. The gymnasium is named for former board member
James Miller and his wife, Lila. He is the former president of

Cascadia Lumber Co. The building was dedicated October 17,
1977.
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BRUINS COMPETE IN N

The National Association, of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA) is a
completely autonomoyg association administering programs
leading to 23 national Championships in 13 events. The NAIA
includes 33 percent of America’s collegiate athletic programs,
representing 413 accrediteq four-year colleges and universities in
32 geographical districtg Spread over 49 states and Canada. The
colleges have a total enroliment of more than 800,000, including
approximately 60,000 Varsity athletes.

Established in 1940 a5 the National Association of Inter-
collegiate Basketball the NAIB evolved from the institution of a
“National Small College Basketball Tournament” that was in-
augurated in 1937. In 1952 the NAIB expanded to inc]l{de
tennis, outdoor track, ang go’If and that year the organization
was renamed the NAIA ’

Since that time the NAIA has further enlarged to encompass
football, cross country, bageball, and swimming, which were
added to the NAIA Championsh’ip program in 1956, wrestling
(1958), soccer (1959), and indoor track (1966). In 1980 the
NAIA initiated chamPiOnshjps for women in the newly organized
NAIA Women’s Division, Nine championships are offered:
basketball, cross country, fast-pitch softball, indoor and outdoor
track, soccer, swimming and diving, tennis, and volleyball.

NAIA national headquarters and staff are located in Tulsa.,
Oklahoma. The NAIA ig governed by two bodies. The Council
of Presidents, composed of one president from each district, is
responsible for fiscal matters and supervision of the national staff.
George Fox College president Edward F. Stevens represented
NAIA District 2 from 1987 to 1993 and was one of five U.S. co!-
lege presidents selected to serve on the NAIA Council of Presi-
dents Executive Committee, serving as chairman in 1992. The
national Coordinating Council, elected by the membership, is
responsible for organizing championship events, academic stan-
dards, and overseeing the committees and associations.

Eligibility rules within the NAIA govern all play in all sports
recognized by the Association, not just post-season play. All
eligibility guidelines must be adhered to by all members, includ-
ing those holding dual affiliation with other associations.

The NAIA clearly outlines its own responsibilities and those of
its members: a sound athletic program, administered and con-
trolled by those responsible for the administration of the college
or university. The NAIAs basic premise is that the athletic pro-
gram is a basic component of the overall general educational
process, and not an entity apart.

NAIA academic eligibility requirements mandate that all stu-
dent athletes exhibit demonstrated progress toward an academic
degree throughout their collegiate careers for the duration of
their athletic eligibility. Where institutional rules and standards
are more strict than those of the regulatory group or the NAIA,
those rules and standards of the institution are recognized and
supported by the NAIA.

| CASCADE COLLEGIATE CONEERENCE

George Fox College men’s basketball will play the 1993-94 sea-
son in the loosely-associated Cascade Collegiate Conference of
the National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA), Divi-
sion II.

The grouping created by the NAIA is made up of nine teams:
George Fox, Albertson College of Idaho, Concordia College,
Eastern Oregon State College, Northwest Nazarene College,
Oregon Institute of Technology, Southern Oregon State College,
Western Baptist College, and Western Oregon State College.

Six teams will participate in the conference playoffs held Febru-
ary 24, 26, and March 2 at the sites of the highest-seeded teams.
Selection and seeding is based on conference record, but in
cases of ties, head-to-head results and the “Sempert” tie-breaking
system will be used. The No. 1 and No. 2 seeded teams receive
first-round byes.

Winner of the conference playoffs will advance to the 24-team
NAIA Division Il national tournament, this year hosted by North-
west Nazarene College in Nampa, Idaho. Two at-large berths
also are available.

The NAIA Council of Presidents voted in September of 1993
to eliminate the district format by which teams had qualified for
national tournaments since 1965 in favor of the affiliated confer-
ence structure. Until this season, GFC was a member of NAIA
District 2, which divided into the Cascade Collegiate Conference
and Northwest Conference of Independent Colleges (NCIC).
GFC had played in the district playoffs 18 of the last 23 years.

One year and seven seniors removed from a national quarterfinal
finish, the 1992-93 George Fox College men’s basketball team hit
a season of transition.

With no starters and just three players returning from one of
the final eight teams in the 1992 NAIA Division Il tournament,
the brand-new Bruins came up just short of one of District 2's
eight playoff berths. “We replaced seven seniors with seven
freshmen,” said head coach Mark Vernon. It didn't help matters
when the injury and illness bugs bit the Bruins. Only one player
played in every game.

Not since Vernon’s first season —1982-83 —had GFC not
made the playoffs. The Bruins’ 14-15 record was just his second
under .500.

The season was not without its highlights.

o Before he developed an unknown allergy or illness that
drained his energy, junior post Jamie Boutin lit up the score-
board. The former MVP of all Northwest community colleges
averaged more than 20 points a game for half the season and
ranked among the district’s top five scorers. The district honora-
ble mention selection finished with 17.0 points per game, 11th in
the district.

o With a playoff berth on the line, the Bruins won five of their
final eight games.

e Despite a broken nose, a bad shoulder, and an out-of-whack
back, senior post Mike Rasmussen nearly led the district in
rebounding. He played his final game with the flu and finished
with the district’s third highest rebounding average, at 8.1 boards
a game.

o The play of the freshmen promised good things in the
future. A freshman led the team in scoring in eight games. Wing
Nick Haij broke GFC records with 68 successful three-pointers in
187 attempts. His seven three-point makes during the Jan. 16
game with Northwest Christian College established a new school
record.

o Point guard Grant Hartenstein played in every game and fin-
ished with a flurry, scoring 50 points and making just one turn-
over in the final two contests. His 5.2 assists-per-game average
listed fifth-highest in the district.

e The Bruins were the third-highest scoring team in the dis-
trict, averaging 87.3 points a game.

o GFC took and made more three-pointers than any Bruin
team in history. George Fox converted 227 of 608 attempts,

.373.

o Although it wasn't at the national tournament or even for a
district championship, Vernon told his team that their 94-82 vic-
tory at Concordia College Jan. 12 was the most gratifying win in
his 11-year coaching career. Down by nine in the second half,
Vernon put in his entire bench and watched them hustle to an
unlikely 12-point win.

¢ One-third of the Bruins’ losses came against teams that went
on to win at least one game at the national NAIA tournament.

George Fox did pin a 79-68 loss on national quarterfinalist
Northwest Nazarene College.

1993-94 THE OUTLOOK

Twice in the last four years, the George Fox College men’s
basketball team’s season has ended in the NAIA national
playoffs.

As Mark Vernon prepared for his 12th season as GFC head
coach, he wasn't certain where the 1993-94 Bruin season will
end.

“Offensively, were capable of winning the conference, but
unless we shore up our defense and rebounding, we'll be fighting
to make the playoffs,” he says.

A championship in the wide-open Cascade Collegiate Confer-
ence would give the Bruins an automatic berth in the NAIA Divi-
sion II playoffs where Northwest teams have proved dominant.
The three entries from the now-dissolved District 2 produced last
year’s national champion, a semifinalist and a quarterfinalist.

The conference members from Idaho will be major obstacles to
any Bruin national playoff hopes. Albertson College of Idaho
and Northwest Nazarene College both won national playoff
games last season.

One thing is for certain, the Bruins have plenty of offensive
firepower for their playoff run. The roster includes a bevy of
players capable of hitting from beyond the 3-point line. Last
year’s Bruins obliterated team 3-point records and Vernon
predicts they'll launch even more this season.

George Fox was the third-highest scoring team in NAIA Dis-
trict 2 last season at 87.3 points per game. With three of its four
top scorers returning, the point totals again could soar.

Senior forward Jamie Boutin, Eugene, Ore., made an instant
impact last season when he averaged more than 20 points a
game during the first half of the season. The 6-7 all-conference
selection finished with 17 points and 5.1 rebounds per contest,
despite an illness that began to drain his energy halfway through
the season. Vernon says he's back to his old form and will con-
tend for All-American honors,

The Bruins also bring back the two highest scoring freshmen in
District 2.

Sophomore point guard Grant Hartenstein, Colton, Ore.,
finished 1992-93 with a flurry, scoring 50 points in the Bruins’
final two games. He gave the Bruins 13.9 points, three rebounds
and 5.6 assists a contest last season.

Sophomore Nick Haij, Vancouver, Wash., averaged 12.5
points and left his mark on the GFC record book in the long-
range shooting department. The 6-1 guard’s 68 3-pointers and
187 attempts were both season records, and his 7-of-11 3-point
performance against Northwest Christian on Jan. 16 established
a new single game GFC record.

Vernon has added two former NCAA Division [ players to the
roster. He predicts both have all-conference potential.

The most prolific 3-point shooter in Big Sky Conference his-
tory will use his final year of eligibility at George Fox. dJustin
Paola, a 6-6 guard forward and Lake Oswego High grad, trans-
fers from Eastern Washington University to give the Bruins one of
the top 3-point threats in NAIA Division II.

Up from the University of Oregon comes 6-9 junior center
Matt O'Neil, who finished his career at Churchill High as the
school’s all-time leading career scorer. Vernon is counting on
O’Neil to open up things for his long-range shooters by providing
inside scoring. An injured ankle in preseason practice could
sideline him for a portion of the season.

The Bruins picked up an outside shooter and a penetrator in
6-3 junior guard Jon Dahlin. At Clackamas Community Col-
lege, Dahlin averaged 16 points and helped his team to a 29-4
season.
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While the Bruins can score, Vernon contends that defense and
rebounding will determine if GFC upgrades from last year’s 14-15
season — the Bruins’ first under .500 in more than a decade.

He expects to get both from Seattle, Wash., product Nate Lin-
man, a sophomore 6-6 forward /center who gives George Fox a
235-pound presence in the paint. Linman, who missed last year
because of knee surgery, is the only current Bruin to play on the
1991-92 team that ranked No. 2 in NAIA Division II.

Vernon says the Bruins are deep, with nine players capable of
starting.

Dustin Harrington, a 6-4 sophomore forward from Albany,
Ore., came off the bench to spark the Bruins in several games last
season. He's honed his outside shooting and may earn more
playing time this season.

Backing up Hartenstein at point guard is 6-2 sophomore
Aaron Downs, a tough defender from West Linn, Ore.

Rounding out the squad are three transfers and two freshmen.
Mitch Ratzlaff, a 6-3 forward comes to George Fox after playing
a year at Chemeketa Community. Brent Johnson, a 6-2 junior
point guard, played at Newberg High and later with Dahlin at
Clackamas Community. A 6-6 sophomore center who played
with Hartenstein in high school, Morgan MacArthur, transfers
from Oregon State, where he didn't play.

The freshmen are both 6-6 forwards. Jon Strauss graduated
from South Medford High and Steve Ball comes from Stanwood
High in Camano Island, Wash.

Mark Vernon not only is the winning-
est men’s basketball coach in George
Fox College history, but he also ranks
among the winningest men’s basket-
ball coaches in NAIA Division II.

In the last 11 years, his Bruins have
suited up for 350 games and walked
away with 234 wins. In 1992, after
George Fox returned from its second
trip to an NAIA national tournament
in three years, his career winning per-
centage ranked fifth among active
Division II coaches.

Vernon'’s teams have averaged more than 21 wins a season
and produced four NAIA All-Americans, and one academic All-
American. He’s become the only GFC coach to post a winning
road record: His teams are 107-83 outside of Newberg.

His efforts have not gone unnoticed. In 1985, he was the
youngest coach in NAIA District 2 when he was named men’s
basketball district Coach of the Year for the first time. In 1987
and 1991 he received the same honor. He was named National
Christian College Athletic Association National Coach of the
Year in 1987.

Vernon, 40, has his entire collegiate coaching career at
George Fox, but the tie with the Bruins is longer. He came to the
College in 1975 as a student and basketball player. He trans-
ferred from Seattle’s Highline Community College, where he
received both Best Defense and Hustle awards. While at West
Seattle High School, he was named Outstanding Athlete of the
Year as a senior.

As a GFC guard, he established what was then the Bruins'
highest career assist average (3.9). He was named Most Inspira-
tional Player by his teammates his senior year, a year the Bruins
évgere 20-9. In his two years in a GFC uniform, the Bruins were

-17.

A 1977 graduate, Vernon was named GFC’s Outstanding
Physical Education Major and Outstanding Young Person in
Teacher Education. He remained with GFC basketball as an
assistant for three years (1977-78, 79-80 and 81-82), while
working toward a 1982 master’s degree in physical education at
Linfield College.

In the fall of 1981, he joined the GFC physical education
faculty as volleyball coach and women’s tennis coach. Vernon
teaches physical education classes in addition to his coaching.

He became head coach in 1982 after a nationwide search that
began with 70 names.

Vernon and his wife, Denise, were married in August 1981 and
have two sons: Brett, born June 19, 1991, and Brady, born July
17, 1993.

Steve Grant is in his 12th year with
the Bruins, both as men’s basketball
assistant coach and head women’s
volleyball coach.

Grant, 47, replaced Mark Vernon
as volleyball coach in 1982 when Ver-
non moved to the head basketball
position. The Bruins' assistant is a
1969 graduate of Biola University,
where he was a three-sport athlete.
As a guard for the basketball team, he
was named team MVP both his junior
and senior years. He earned first team all-conference, all-district
and all-Far West honors as an Eagle defender on the soccer team
and played baseball his freshman and junior years.

After graduation, Grant stayed two years as a basketball and
soccer assistant coach.

In 1971, Grant moved to Salem, Ore., to become head boy's
basketball coach and head baseball coach at Salem Academy. In
1975, he switched from baseball to women’s volleyball.

At Western Baptist College in 1981-82, Grant coached the
women’s basketball team and was head men’s soccer coach.

Since his arrival, the GFC volleyball teams have compiled a
294-189 record. In 1984 and 1987, the Lady Bruins won
National Christian College Athletic Association national champi-
onships and both times he was named NCCAA national Coach
of the Year, NAIA District 2 Coach of the Year honors came to
him in 1984 and 1990.

CRAIG TAYLOR is in his sixth year as
George Fox College Athletic Director,
but he has been associated with the
Bruins for 20 years as player, coach
and professor.

Taylor, 42, came to George Fox in
1971 as a junior forward for the men's
basketball team. In 1972-73, he
helped the Bruins to their first-ever
NAIA District 2 title.

Taylor graduated from George Fox
in 1974, named both Outstanding
Man in Teacher Education and Outstanding PE Major. He re-
ceived a master of science degree in education from Linfield Col-
lege in 1975. While enrolled in graduate courses, he was a
residence hall director at GFC.

From 1976 through 1979, Taylor was the Bruin baseball coach
while also serving as assistant basketball coach. He worked at a
sporting goods retailing firm from 1979 to 1981.

The AD was the coach of the women’s basketball team from
1981 to 1993, producing a 162 to 155 record. He also coached
GFC softball from 1981 to 1988, and again in 1990. His teams
compiled a 77-99-1 record and in 1985, he was named NAIA
District 2 Coach of the Year.

At George Fox, the athletic director is responsible for athletic
department functions, including eligibility and compliance with
GFC and NAIA regulations, budgeting, and department and
sports center management.

Taylor has three children, Leah, a 19-year-old sophomore at
GFC, Bree, 14, and Casey, 4. Taylor lives with his wife, Kathy,
in McMinnville.

ROB FELTON is in his second year as
Sports Information Director for
George Fox’s 11 athletic teams.

The GFC Sports Information office

Felton, a 3.8 honors student, was named Outstanding Student
in Communication Arts and to Who's Who Among Students in
American Colleges and Universities. He was sports editor for
the student newspaper, The Crescent, for two years and editor
as a sophomore.
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MIKE WIRTA is in his 23rd year as
George Fox basketball statistician.
Called “Biggs” by his friends, Wirta is
a 1974 George Fox graduate and one
of the most loyal Bruin fans. At the
end of the 1992-93 season, he had
kept stats for 234 straight GFC men'’s
basketball contests and 290 in a row
at home. A member of the College’s
physical plant staff, Wirta, 44, has the
upkeep of the sports center as his
major responsibility. A Newberg
native, he devotes many volunteer hours to compiling statistics
and records for the players and teams recorded in this book.

In 1988 the College’s Alumni Association named Wirta its
Volunteer of the Year, just the second person to receive the
designation.

STEVE CURTIS is in his seventh year
as trainer for the basketball Bruins —
and all GFC athletic teams.
