* The Wirta Watch: “Biggs” Adds Two More Games to Streaks

Mike "Biggs" Wirta, who has been charting basketball statistics for the George Fox men'’s team game since the 1970-71 season
while he was an undergraduate student, hit a major milestone with the Bruins’ second game vs. Colorado College in the Colorado
College Tipoff Tournament on Nov. 16. It was the 1,027th game he had seen, which was exactly half of the 2,054 games that had
been played in 104 years of Bruin basketball. With the Bruins’ two NWC games this past week, he has now seen 50.5% of all Bruin
games ever played (1,048 of 2,075). He stretched his streak of consecutive GFU men's basketball games seen, both home and
road, to 636. He has worked 447 in a row at home, not missing a home game since 1972 when he was in military service.

2/16/2008 —~ PACIFIC 73, GEORGE FOX 71: Post Play Lifts Boxers by Bruins in Seesaw Affair

NEWBERG, Ore. - Post players Garold Howe and Joe Van Domelen combined for 53 points, including the go-ahead and insurance
points in the final 15 seconds, as the Pacific University Boxers edged the George Fox University Bruins 73-71 in a back-and-forth
Northwest Conference men's basketbali game Saturday night here at the Wheeler Sports Center's Miller Gym.

The teams battied through five ties and five lead changes through the first nine minutes of the game before Dan Lingenfelder hit a
three-pointer from the left corner, breaking a 14-14 tie and igniting a 9-0 George Fox run that gave the Bruins a 23-14 lead with 8:17
left in the period. Led by Howe's 17 first-half points, including a 10-10 performance from the free throw line, the Boxers fought back
and took a 33-31 lead on a Howe three-pointer with 2:56 to go. Layups by Bryan O'Connell and Brent Satern enabled the Bruins to
regain the lead and take a 35-34 edge into the break.

The teams continued to jockey for the lead in the second half, recording seven more ties and nine more lead changes. Pacific took
its biggest lead of the period at 44-39 on a layup by Todd Hindermann with 14:43 to play, while George Fox managed a four-point
bulge of 63-59 with 4:24 left on a jumper by Travis Toedtemeier. Howe then sparked a 7-0 Pacific run with two baskets and a free
throw to make it 66-63 with three minutes to play, and the Boxers never trailed again, though the Bruins did tie it one final time when
Toedtemeier drained another three from the right corner with 45 seconds left for a 70-70 deadlock.

The Boxers ran the shot clock down before Van Domelen’s jumper in the lane made it 72-70 Boxers with 14.5 ticks left. Driving for a
tie, Satern was fouled in the lane and hit the first of two free throws with 5.8 seconds left, but missed the second and Howe
rebounded and was fouled immediately. He hit his first free throw with 4.4 seconds left to make it 73-71, but missed the second and
Mark Metzler rebounded for the Bruins, giving the home team one last chance. The ball came to Satern, who was doubled near
mid-court and passed to Toedtemeier, whose three-point try for the win was off to the right as the clock expired.

Satern led the Bruins with 17 points, raising his career total to 980 and moving him within 20 points of becoming the 33rd player in
Bruin history to reach 1,000. He also had five assists and three steals. Matt Noble added career highs of 13 points and seven
rebounds, Toedtemeier scored 12, and Metzler had his first career double-double with 10 pojnts and a career and game-high 11
boards.

Howe finished with 33 points, including 12-14 from the line, and had a double-doubie with 10 rebounds, while Van Domelen had 20
points. A.J. Gaulton, Ryan Turcott, and Donnie Harrison-Davis handed out three assists apiece.

The Bruins shot .518 (29-56) for the game to .453 (24-53) for the Boxers, but the difference in the game was the free throw line,
where the Boxers made .769 (20-26) to .643 (8-14) for the Bruins. George Fox controlled the backboards 33-29.

George Fox (8-15, NWC 4-10) hosts Whitworth University and Pacific (9-14, NWC 7-7) hosts Willamette University Friday, both
games at 8:00 p.m. following NWC women’s games at 6:00 p.m.

2/9/2008 - GEORGE FOX 55, LINFIELD 51: Bruin Defense Stifles Wildcats for Homecoming Win

NEWBERG, Ore. - Holding the highest-scoring Linfield College Wildcats 28 points below their season average, the George Fox
University Bruins knocked off their Yamhill County rivals 55-51 before some 1,800 fans in a Northwest Conference men's basketball
game on Homecoming Night Saturday here at the Wheeler Sports Center's Miller Gym.

The Wildcats came into the game averaging 79 points a game, among the top 50 in the nati'on, but the Bruins, who are second in
the Northwest Conference in defensive average, held them well below that mark in winning their third straight game.

The entire game was closely contested, with neither team able to mount more than a seven-point lead all night. The largest lead by
either team through the first 13 minutes was three before George Fox took a five-point lead of 21-16 with 6:14 left in the half on a
three-pointer by Evan Atwater, who led the Bruins with eight first-haif points. Linfield answered with an 11-0 run, keyed by two
baskets and two free throws by Jeff Stoefen, to go up 27-21 with 1:12 left. A Bryan O'Connell layup for the Bruins and a free throw
by the Wildcats' K.C. Wiser, who had 11 in the first half, left the visitors with a 28-23 halftime advantage.

Goals by Atwater, Mark Metzler, and Brent Satern to start the second half lifted the Bruins to a short-lived 29-28 edge, but again the
Wildcats responded with a run, this one of eight points, to take the largest lead of the game at 36-29 with 15:11 left on a jumper by
Wiser. Travis Toedtemeier started the Bruin comeback with a three-pointer that ignited a game-tying 11-4 run, and hit another three
with 8:20 left for a 40-40 deadlock. Satern, who had scored the last 11 points of the game the night before in the Bruins’ comeback
win over Willamette, then stepped up again, hitting two free throws and back-to-back jumpers for a 46-40 lead with 7:21 remaining.

After a three-point play by Wiser made it 46-43 with 7:04 to play, both teams went cold for four-and-a-half minutes before Satern
drilled a trey to boost the Bruins back up to a 49-43 advantage with 2:39 left. The Wildcats cut the gap to two at 51-49 with 1:34 left
after a pair of free throws each by Drew Schroeder and Wiser, and had a chance to tie after Joel Paul blocked O’Connell’s shot from
the free throw line with 24 seconds left. Instead, the Wildcats threw the ball away with 12 seconds on the clock, and Atwater nailed
two free throws with 10.8 showing to boost the Bruin lead back to four at 53-49. Wiser hit a fast-break layup with five seconds to go
that made it a two-point game again, but Atwater once more drained two charity tosses with 3.5 seconds left to clinch the win.

Atwater led the Bruins with 16 points, including 6-6 from the line, and Satern finished with 15. Toedtemeier had nine points off the
bench, all on three-pointers, and a team-leading six rebounds. Metzler handed out five assists. The Bruins were 20-43 (.465) from
the field, including 7-21 from three-point range, and 8-11 (.727) from the line. An interesting number was the fact that Linfield had
13 turnovers but the Bruins had no steals.

Wiser led all scorers with 22 for the Wildcats and Stoefen added 10 as a reserve. Both had four rebounds as the Wildcats held a
slight edge on the boards, 26-25. Steve Taylor and Jon Weber had three assists each, and Wiser had three steals. The Wildcats
shot 20-47 (.426) from the field, but made only 1-15 from long range after entering the game 23rd nationally with 8.0 threes per
game. They also hit 10-11 (.909) from the free throw line.

George Fox (8-13, NWC 4-8) visits Lewis & Clark College Friday for its last road game of the season, with tipoff set for 8:00 p.m.
Linfield (12-9, NWC 7-5) goes to Willamette University Tuesday, also at 8:00 p.m. Both games will be preceded by NWC women'’s
contests at 6:00 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Senior point guard Brent Satern, who leads the George Fox University Bruins in scoring and ranks among the
national leaders in assists, has been named to the ESPN The Magazine/CoSIDA Academic All-District VI College Division Men’s
Basketball Second Team as voted on by members of the College Sports Information Directors of American (CoSIDA).

Satern, who hails from Silverton, Ore., and Silverton High School, has compiled a grade point average of 3.35 in his four years at
George Fox while majoring in business administration. He is the son of Dan and Debbie Satern of Silverton, Ore.

After ranking 37th nationally in assists per game (5.28) last year and earning honorable mention All-Northwest Conference honors,
Satern has stepped up his game this season, leading the league and ranking 13th nationaily at the NCAA Division {lI level in assists
(6.11). An outstanding ballhandler, he is 3rd in the NWC and 44th nationally in assist/turnover ratio (2.07). In addition, he is tied for
the team lead in scoring (15.2), which ranks 10th in the conference, and is 4th in the NWC in steals (1.76). A four-time nominee for
conference Player of the Week, he has reached double figures in scoring 17 times this year, with a career-high 23 points vs. St.

It was not a good night to be a first-place team in the league. Puget Sound (15-3, NWC 8-2) missed a golden opportunity to take
sole possession of first place in the league when co-leader Whitworth University was stunned at home also, 82-74 by Willamette
University. George Fox (6-13, NWC 2-8) picked up its first win at UPS in coach Mark Sundquist’s eight years with the Bruins.

Atwater hit 8-11 from the field, including 3-4 on threes, and 8-8 from the line in scoring his career high, while Satern chipped in with
15. Atwater also led the Bruins on the boards with six, and he and Satern passed out three assists each. The Bruins shot.565 (26-
46) for the game, including .591 (13-22) in the second half, made 8-12 three-pointers, and knocked down their free throws at a .783

clip (18-23).

Foster led all scorers with 40 points, 27 in the second half, hitting 17-21 from the field, and went over the 1,000-point mark in his
career.

TACOMA, Wash. — Gabe Smith, whose three-point miss at the end of regulation sent the game into overtime, didn’t miss the same
shot at the end of the extra period, giving the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes a 79-76 victory over the George Fox University
Bruins in a Northwest Conference men's basketball thriller Friday night here at Olson Auditorium.

No one would have foreseen overtime the way the Lutes began, ripping off the game’s first nine points before the Bruins got on the
board with a driving layup by Evan Atwater.

1/19/2008 ~ PACIFIC 74, GEORGE FOX 70: Howe About That — Boxers Rally to Defeat Bruins

NEWBERG, Ore. — Forward Garold Howe poured in 22 of his game-high 28 points in the second half, rallying the Pacific University
Boxers from 12 points down to a 74-70 victory over the George Fox University Bruins in a Northwest Conference men'’s basketball
game Saturday night here at the Pacific Athletic Center.

After a tight first seven minutes of the game, George Fox took a lead it would hold throughout the half when Brent Satern hit a pair
of free throws for a 9-8 lead with 13:12 to go. Leading 12-10 with seven minutes remaining, the Bruins got rolling with 12-4 outburst
over the next three-and-a-half minutes to take their largest lead of 24-14 with 3:27 left. A pair of baskets in the lane by Bryan
O'Connell and a layup and three-pointer by Evan Atwater keyed the charge. The Boxers got within five when A.J. Gaulton hit a pair
of free throws with 1:06 remaining, but the Bruins took a 30-22 lead into the break when Satern hit a running 35-foot three-pointer at
the buzzer.

The Bruins stretched their lead to 12 points at 36-24 with 17:40 left in the game on a pair of Satern free throws before the Boxers
began their comeback. Thomas Hinderman scored seven points in an 18-10 Pacific run that cut the George Fox lead to four at 46-
42 with 11:47 to play — and then Howe took over. In the space of six-and-a-haif minutes, he scored 12 points in the midst of a 13-8
run that put the Boxers up 55-54 with 5:24 left.

The Boxers never trailed again and twice led by as many as seven points, but the Bruins stayed closed as Atwater, who had 15in
the second half, hit a pair of three-pointers and all his free throws when fouled on a three-point try. Brent Satern’s short jumper in
the iane with 0:08 left cut the Pacific lead to two at 70-68, but Howe hit four frees throws in the final seven seconds to ice the win,
offsetting a late layup by Mark Metzler.

Both teams struggled from the field in the first half (the Bruins shot .310, the Boxers .231) but blistered the nets in the second half.
The Bruins hit .560 (14-25) in the final 20 minutes while the Boxers connected on .552 (16-29), including seven of their final nine
field goal attempts. It was the fifth time in six conference games that George Fox held a sizeable lead in the second half, only to let
victory slip away late in the game, but this time, the culprit was not poor free throw shooting (the Bruins hit 17-23 for a .739 mark) - it
was too much Howe.

Atwater finished with a career-high 26 points, making five three-pointers and 7-7 from the line, while Satern added 17 points and
O'Connell 14, hitting 7-9 from the floor. Travis Toedtemeier had five rebounds and Satern passed out four assists.

Joining Howe in the Boxer scoring parade were Gaulton and Hinderman with 11 each. Gaulton had a game-high eight rebounds as
the Boxers out-rebounded the Bruins 37-32, and also had three assists. The Boxers made 26-33 (.788) from the free throw line.

George Fox (4-11, NWC 0-6) will try to end its eight-game losing streak Friday at Whitman College, while Pacific (5-10, NWC 3-3)
visits Willamette University Friday. Both games tip off at 8:00 p.m. following NWC women’s games at 6:00 p.m.

1/18/2008 — LEWIS & CLARK 76, GEORGE FOX 55: Streaky Pios Keep Bruins Winless in NWC

NEWBERG, Ore. — Putting together scoring spurts of 18-2 and 18-3 in the first half and 9-0 and 11-2 in the second half, the Lewis &
Clark College Pioneers kept the George Fox University Bruins winless in the Northwest Conference with a 76-55 road win in men’s
basketball action Friday night here at the Wheeler Sports Center's Miller Gym.

With Taylor Martin and Mark Metzler scoring two buckets apiece, the Bruins burst from the gates to take 10-3 lead five minutes into

the game before the Pioneers caught fire. Ignited by back-to-back three-pointers by lefty David Berggren, the Pios went on an 18-2

tear and took a 21-12 lead on a three by Thomas Tillery with 8:50 left in the half. Layups by Evan Atwater and Metzler and a trey by
Brent Satern brought the Bruins within a pair at 21-19 with 6:41 to go, but the Pios closed with an 18-3 run to take a 17-point {ead of
39-22 just before the end of the half. A three by the Bruins’ Joe Ahn just before the buzzer made it 39-25 at the break.

The Bruins opened the second half with an 8-1 run, moving within seven points of the Pios at 40-33 on a pair of free throws by
Satern with 16:49 left in the game. Berggren then answered with another three to start a 9-0 run in the space of a minute-and-a-haif
that gave Lewis & Clark a 16-point lead of 49-33, and the Bruins got no closer than 13 the rest of the way. Another run of 11-2
midway through the period upped the lead to 22 at 64-42 with 7:30 to go, and Berggren added a dunk with 2:48 left for the Pios’
largest lead of 23 at 74-51.

Satern was the only Bruin to crack the double-digit plateau in points with 13, and handed out a game-high five assists. Atwater led
the team with six rebounds, and Mark Metzler had four assists, three steals, and two blocked shots. The Bruins shot .438 (21-48)
from the field but struggled from three-point range, hitting only .227 (5-22). it was the first conference game of the season in which
the Bruins failed to have a second-half lead.

Berggren had a game-high 16 points and Josh Kollasch added 12 for the Pioneers, who hit .467 (28-60) from the field, including
.440 (11-25) from beyond the arc. Kollasch and Gene Rivera had seven rebounds apiece as the Pios owned the glass 37-27. Nick
Thierry passed out four assists, and Rivera, the league leader in blocked shots, had two swats.

George Fox (4-10, NWC 0-5) will try to snap a seven-game losing streak when the Bruins visit Pacific University Saturday at 8:00
p.m., the first of five straight road games. Pre-season conference favorite Lewis & Clark (9-4, NWC 3-2) will try to stay in the race
with a home game against Willamette University Saturday, also at 8:00 p.m. Both games will be preceded by NWC women’s games
at 6:00 p.m.

1/16/2008 ~ Former Bruin Cage Coach Sam Willard Passes Away in Arizona

NEWBERG, Ore. - Sam Willard, who coached the George Fox University men’s basketball team to five post-season appearances in
six seasons (1976-82), passed away on Friday, Jan. 11, from complications during a surgery procedure in Phoenix, Ariz. He was
72.

Witlard joined the George Fox staff as men's basketball coach and athletic director in the summer of 1976 after seven years in the
same duties at Big Bend Community College in Moses Lake, Wash., replacing Lorin Miller. His first team in 1976-77 went 20-9, the
first 20-win season in Bruin history, and he went on to lead the Bruins to an 89-89 record, with four winning records in six years.
The Bruins appeared in the NAIA District 2 Playoifs in ‘77, '78, '80 and ‘81, and went 1-1 in the National Christian College Athletic

Association regional playoffs in ’82.

Seven NAIA All-District selections competed for Willard, including the Bruins’ first NAIA All-American, Paul Cozens, who was Third
Team All-America in 1977 and Second Team All-America in 1978. Cozens, the No. 2 scorer in Bruin history (2,187 points) and all-
time rebounds leader (1,147) was the first George Fox player to have his number retired, and was the first Bruin ever taken in the
NBA draft, by the Portland Trailblazers in the ninth round in 1978.

A native of Williston, N.D., Willard was an Ali-State guard before going on to Northwest Nazarene College. As a guard on the
basketball team, he helped the Crusaders to the NAIA national championship in 1957. He earned his bachelor’s degree from
Northwest Nazarene in 1959, and later earned a master's degree from Central Washington State College in 1973. He began his
coaching career at Middleton and Caldwell High Schools in Idaho, where his teams made the state tournament seven times in nine
years, twice winning state championships. He was the idaho prep Coach of the Year in 1966.

Known as a fiery competitor who loved teaching the game of basketball to young athletes, Willard was the assistant director and
athletic director for a Youth Conservation camp in Moses Lake for five summers while at Big Bend. He coached summer basketball
camps in Washington, Oregon, and California, ran his own Mt. Shasta Camp in northern California, and assisted with Portland
Trailblazer coach Jack Ramsey’s summer camps on the George Fox campus. Following his retirement from college coaching after
his stint at George Fox, he became a co-owner and director of Perry’s Basketball Camp in Vernonia, Ore., for many years.

Current George Fox director of athletics Craig Taylor played for Willard and remembers his old high school and junior college coach
fondly, saying, “Coach Willard was without a doubt the single most influential person in my life. He was my high school basketbail
coach. When he left Caldwell High School to take the Big Bend job, he recruited me and | played my first two years of college ball
for him before transferring to George Fox. | was his assistant coach for all his years at George Fox, and the program director for
Perry's Basketball Camp for all the years he owned it. My son Casey's middie name is Samuel, named after Coach Willard. | can't
express how much | will miss him.”

A long-time resident of nearby Dundee, Ore., Willard and his wife Myrna retired to the Phoenix area four years ago, but made
regular visits back to the area to visit their four children and numerous grandchildren.

Funeral services for family and relatives will be heid this weekend in Phoenix. Plans are also being made for a memorial service
some time in the next few weeks at Portland Church of the Nazarene, where the Willards were long-time members.

1/12/2008 — LINFIELD 68, GEORGE FOX 65: Wildcats Pull Out Last-Minute Win over Bruins

McMINNVILLE, Ore. — For the fourth straight Northwest Conference game, the George Fox University Bruins saw a sizeable
second-half lead slip away as the Linfield College Wildcats battled back from nine points down with 13 minutes to piay and pulled
out a 68-65 win in a men’s basketball game between the Yambhill County rivals Saturday night here at Ted Wilson Gym.

Linfield rookie center K.C. Wiser hit a jumper and a three-point basket for a quick 5-0 lead to start the game, but the Bruins
answered with a 12-1 run to go up 12-6 with 12:45 left in the half. Mark Metzier made a steal and layup and a three-pointer and Dan
Lingenfelder hit a pair of baskets to spark the outburst. The Wildcats rallied for three ties before going ahead again 22-20 on a
rebound bucket by Erik Olson with 5:28 left. Down by four, the Bruins closed out the half with a 10-2 run, capped by a three-point
play by Matt Noble, to take a 30-26 lead into the break.

Lingenfelder had eight points for the Bruins and Wiser had nine for the Wildcats to pace their respective teams. Both defenses held
sway in the period as the Bruins hit only .393 (11-28) and made 11 turnovers, while the Wildcats were only .310 (9-29) shooting and
committed 10 miscues.

The Bruins stayed ahead throughout most of the second half, eventually taking a nine-point lead of 48-39 on Taylor Martin’s jumper
from the left wing with 13:18 to go. The Wildcats bounced back with a 7-0 run, including a layup and a three-pointer by Brian
Murphy, who had 13 second-half points, to get within two at 48-46 with 11:04 left, and the game stayed tight the rest of the way.

Linfield forged four ties, the last one on a three by Steve Taylor with 1:58 left, before taking its first lead of the half on a pair of free
throws by Cody Tesoro with 1:22 remaining, making it 66-64. The Bruins’ Brent Satern hit the second of two free throws with 15
seconds left to make it a one-point game, but Taylor iced it with two free tosses with 12 seconds to go, and the Bruins could not
shake free of the Wildcats’ defense to get open for a potential tying three before time expired.

Evan Atwater led the Bruins with 13 points and Satern added 10. Atwater also had a game-high seven rebounds as the Bruins out-
rebounded the Wildcats 34-31. Satern handed out four assists. The Bruins hit a respectable .479 (23-48) from the field after
shooting .600 (12-20} in the second half, but continued to struggle from the charity stripe, where they hit only .524 (11-21).

Murphy lfed ali scorers with 18 points for the Wildcats, while Taylor and Wiser chipped in with 16 each. Murphy and Wiser led
Linfield with four rebounds apiece, and Taylor passed out three assists. The Wildcats connected on .453 (24-53) from the field,
including .625 (15-24) in the second half, and .667 (16-24) from the line.

George Fox (4-9, NWC 0-4), which suffered its sixth straight setback, returns home to host pre-season conference favorite Lewis &
Clark College Friday at 6:00 p.m. Linfield (8-5, NWC 3-1) hosts Willamette University Tuesday at 8:00 p.m. Both games will be
preceded by NWC womern’'s games at 6:00 p.m.

SALEM, Ore. ~ [an Mansfield sank a pair of free throws with 5.2 seconds left in overtime, capping off a Willamette University
comeback from a 16-point second-half deficit as the Bearcats pulled out a 73-71 victory over the visiting George Fox University
Bruins in Northwest Conference men’s basketball action here Friday night.

The game was tight through the first 10 minutes, neither team taking more than a four-point lead. Corey Costantino’s jumper with
10 minutes left gave Willamette a 15-11 lead, but the Bruins responded with a 12-0 run, featuring two driving baskets and two free
throws by Brent Satern and a pair of three-pointers by Travis Toedtemeier, for a 23-15 lead with 7:24 left. Toedtemeier added two
more from long range later in the half, finishing with 12 points, as the Bruins remained at least six points ahead and took a 37-26

lead into the intermission.

The Bruins stretched their lead to 16 points at 47-31 when Evan Atwater drained a three from the left wing with 16:58 to play, and
were up by 12 at 51-39 after Satem hit a driving layup with 12:18 left. The Bearcats then mounted a furious comeback, scoring 11
unanswered points over the next five minutes and getting within one at 51-50 when Mike Smith nailed a three from the left side with
7:08 to play. A layup by Joe Ahn and two free throws by Satern got the Bruins going again, only to have Kyler McClary sink a layup
and a rebound basket to again cut the George Fox lead to one at 55-54 with 5:08 to go.

Two more Satem free throws, one by Taylor Martin, and a three by Atwater boosted the Bruins back up by seven at 61-54 with 3:36
left, but the Bearcats closed within two when Smith drove for a basket with 11.5 seconds left to make it 64-62. Satern hit the second
of two free throws with 9.9 seconds left for a 65-62 lead, but McClary sent it into overtime with a trey from the left wing with 4.2 on
the clock for a 65-65 deadiock.

In the overtime, there were three ties and three fead changes. After Martin, who scored all six of the Bruins’ points in the extra
period, hit a jump hook in the lane with 32 seconds left for the final tie at 71-71, the Bearcats worked the ball inside to Mansfield,
who was fouled and hit both free tosses for the winning points. Atwater was then called for a charging foul as he tried to drive the
ball downcourt for a final Bruin shot.

The Bruins shot .418 (23-55) for the game, but after hitting 6-11 on threes in the first half, were only 2-11 from long range the rest of
the way. Free throw troubles again plagued the Bruins as they made only 12-22 in the second half and overtime to finish at .586
(17-29) for the game. The Bearcats were much more accurate from the line, and therein lay the story, as they hit .842 (16-19) from
the stripe while making .464 (26-56) from the field.

Satern paced the Bruins with 19 points, Toedtemeier had 13, Atwater 12, and Martin 11. Satern and Bryan O’Connell had five
rebounds each, and Satern handed out seven assists.

Smith tallied 23 and McClary 22 for the Bearcats, who also got 11 from Mansfield. Cameron Mitchell grabbed nine rebounds, and
Robbie Kunke passed out six assists.

George Fox (4-8, NWC 0-3), which dropped its fifth in a row and 13th straight to the Bearcats in Salem, visits Yamhill County rival
Linfield College Saturday, while Willamette (4-8, 2-1) visits Pacific Lutheran University Saturday. Both games tip off at 8:00 p.m.
following NWC women's games at 6:00 p.m.

1/5/2008 ~ PUGET SOUND 90, GEORGE FOX 78: Loggers Blow Past Bruins with Late Blitz

NEWBERG, Ore. — For 32 minutes, it appeared as if the George Fox University Bruins might puli off an upset over the University of
Puget Sound, but the 10th-ranked Loggers blew past the Bruins with a 22-2 blitz in the final eight minutes en route to a 90-78 road
win in Northwest Conference men’s basketball action Saturday night here at the Wheeler Sports Center's Miller Gym.

Puget Sound led only once in the first half when Robert Krauel sank a pair of free throws for a 9-8 lead three minutes into the game,
but the remainder of the period belonged to the Bruins. With center Bryan O’Connell pouring in 13 points on 6-7 shooting, several of
them on length-of-the-court passes when the Loggers were full court pressing, and point guard Brent Satern adding 10 points and
six assists, the Bruins twice led by as many as eight points and still maintained a 46-45 lead heading into intermission. Nine first-
half points by Steffond Brown off the bench and eight by Weston Wood kept the Loggers in the game.

There were three ties and six lead changes through the first seven minutes of the second half. A jumper by Mark Metzler gave the
Bruins a 60-59 lead with 13:03 left, and they stretched that to eight points three more times, the last at 76-68 with 7:55 remaining on
a pair of free shots by O'Conneli - and then things turned suddenly sour for the home team.

In the space of 96 seconds, the Loggers seized the lead for good on layups by Jason Foster and Brown, a three-pointer by Taylor
Marsh, and a jumper by Wood. The Loggers then added seven more points over the next four minutes to go up 84-76 on a Brown
free throw with 2:09 to play. O’Connell hit a pair of free throws with 1:20 left to break the 14-point swing, but they were the last
points the Bruins could muster. Two Foster freebies with 17 seconds left made the 12-point final the Loggers’ largest lead.

O’Connell scored a game and career high 23 points, sinking 9-13 from the field, while Satern finished with 14 points and a game-
high nine assists, and Stephen Campbell added 10 points in a reserve role. Evan Atwater led the Bruins on the boards with five
rebounds. George Fox shot .500 (30-60) for the game and .800 (16-20) from the line.

Five Loggers reached double figures in points, led by Krauel's 19 on 7-9 shooting. Wood added 14, Foster and Brown 12 apiece,
and Antwan Williams scored 10 to go along with four assists and five steals. Krauel aiso had eight rebounds as the Loggers won
the battle of the boards 32-27. Puget Sound shot a sizzling .600 (33-55) from the floor, including .750 (18-24) in the second half,

and .760 (19-25) from the charity stripe.

George Fox (4-7, NWC 0-2) travels to Willamette University Friday, while Puget Sound (9-1, NWC 2-0) goes to cross-town Tacoma
rival Pacific Lutheran University Tuesday. Both games are at 8 p.m. following NWC women’s games at 6 p.m.

1/4/2008 — PACIFIC LUTHERAN 61, GEORGE FOX 58: Free Throw Woes Cost Bruins in Loss to Lutes

NEWBERG, Ore. - Free throw woes - their own misses and Pacific Lutheran University's makes - proved costly to the George Fox
University Bruins as they coughed up a double-digit lead in the second half and dropped a 61-58 decision to the visiting Lutes in the
Northwest Conference men’s basketball opener for both teams Friday night here at the Wheeler Sports Center’s Miller Gym.

After two ties and three lead changes in the game’s first five minutes, the Bruins took a 9-8 lead on a jumper by Brent Satern, who
scored 11 first-half points, and stayed ahead the remainder of the period. A layup by Satern with just under a minute left enabled
the Bruins to take their largest lead of nine points, 35-26, into the intermission.

The Bruins twice took 12-point leads in the second half, the second at 51-39 on a basket by Dan Lingenfelder with 10:25 to piay.
They were still up by 11 at 55-44 with 6:45 left after a layup by Mark Metzler when the Bruins suddenly went ice-cold from
everywhere. Over the remaining time, the Bruins went 0-6 from the field and 3-11 from the free throw line, including misses on all
three of their one-and-ones, enabling the Lutes to catch up.

The Lutes reeled off 11 unanswered points, starting with back-to-back three-pointers by Kyle MacTaggart and Josh Dressler, PLU’s
only threes of the night. A Dressler free throw knotted it 55-55 with 2:53 left before one free throw each by Satern and Travis
Toedtemeier put the Bruins ahead for the last time 57-55 with 2:10 to go. Jared Brandeberry, playing his first game of the season,
tied it with a jumper, then put the Lutes ahead 58-57 with a free throw with a minute left. Toedtemeier missed a go-ahead three with
34 seconds to play, then Brandeberry hit another free throw with 18 seconds left to make it a two-point game. Satern made the
second of two free thows with 11 seconds left, but Dressler iced the game with two freebies with nine seconds to play, and Evarni
Atwater was long on a three-point try for a tie at the buzzer.

Satern led all scorers with 17 points, but he was the only Bruin in double figures. The Bruins hit .368 (21-57) from the field, but only
.188 (3-16) from three-point range, and an even .500 (13-26) from the line, including 5-14 (.357) in the second half. Atwater and
Toedtemeier grabbed seven rebourids apiece as the Bruins held a 43-40 edge on the glass. Satern passed out six assists and
made four steals.

Scott McDaniels scored 16 points before fouling out to lead the Lutes, Dressler added 12 (13 below his scoring average), and
Landon Heidenreich tallied 11. PLU shot .333 (18-54) from the floor, made only .118 (2-17) from three-point range, and .719 (23-
32) from the line. MacTaggart had a game-high nine boards, and Heidenreich and Dressler had three assists each.

George Fox (4-6, NWC 0-1) hosts the 10th-ranked University of Puget Sound arnd Pacific Lutheran (5-4, NWC 1-0) goes to Lewis &
Clark College Saturday, both at 8:00 p.m. following NWC women’s games at 6:00 p.m.

12/31 ~ WISCONSIN-PLATTEVILLE 79, GEORGE FOX 69: Bruins Fall to Pioneers in Non-League Finale

SAN DIEGO, Calif. — With no answer for 6-10 center Jeff Skemp, who posted a double-double with 14 points and 10 rebounds, the
George Fox University Bruins dropped a 79-69 decision to the University of Wisconsin-Platteville Pioneers in their final non-
conference men's basketball game of the season Monday afternoon here at Point Loma Nazarene University’s Golden Gym.

Skemp and the Bruins’ Evan Atwater traded a pair of free throws to open the first-half scoring, but Charlie Lohoff hit a three-pointer
and a jumper and Skemp made a steal and subsequent layup for a 9-2 Pioneer lead five minutes into the game. Another Skemp
jumper gave Platteville its largest lead of the half at 23-10 with 9:32 remaining, but the Bruins closed within six when Mark Metzler
scored off a steal and assist by Brent Satern, making it 32-26 with 4:45 left. The Pioneers, led by Skemp’s 12 points in the period,
held a 38-30 advantage at the break after shooting .522 (12-23) from the floor to only .346 (9-26) for the Bruins.

The Pioneers remained hot in the second half, shooting .571 (12-21) to .417 (10-24) for the Bruins. Curtis Hanson hit back-to-back
threes to open the second half as the Pioneers built a 44-30 lead and held a double-digit margin the rest of the way. Platteville's
largest lead was 22 points at 62-40 on a fast-break layup by Mike Shaw with 10:58 to play. The Bruins finally got back within 10
points 10 seconds from the end on a Taylor Martin layup for the final score.

Saterr led the Bruins with 20 points, hitting 4-5 from the field and 12-14 from the line, while Travis Toedtemeier and Joe Ahn came
off the bench to add 11 and 10 points respectively. Toedtemeier also collared five rebounds, and Satern had six assists. Satemn
and Atwater had four steals each as the Bruins forced 27 turnovers from the Pioneers. The Bruins shot .380 (19-50) as a team, and
were out-rebounded 36-25.

The Pioneers placed four players in double figures in points, with Skemp and Mike Shaw totaling 14 apiece, Hanson finishing with
13, and Lohoff scoring 12. Platteville shot .545 as a team (24-44). Josh Langefeld handed out four assists.

12/29 - YORK 63, GEORGE FOX 57: Cardinals Escape Bruins to Secure Surf-n-Slam Title

SAN DIEGO, Calif. - In a classic case of hot vs. cold, the York College (N.Y.) Cardinals shot .618 from the field to only .294 for the
George Fox University Bruins, and needed that big a margin to escape with a 63-57 win in the championship game of the Surf-n-
Slam men’s basketball Tournament Saturday afternoon here at San Diego City Coliege’s Harry West Gym.

The first half was tight throughout, with five ties and four lead changes. The Bruins held an early 14-7 lead after Evan Atwater
canned a three-pointer seven minutes into the game, but the Cardinals from Jamaica, N.Y., responded with an 11-2 run, capped by
a Chris Roberts layup and free throw, for an 18-16 lead with 7:09 remaining in the period. The Cardinals clung to that narrow lead
the rest of the half and took a 30-26 lead into the break after shooting .706 (12-17) to .292 (7-24) for the Bruins. George Fox stayed
close by grabbing nine offensive rebounds and turning them into 10 points.

George Fox finally regained the lead in the second haif 34-33 on a jumper by Brent Satern with 15:18 left, but the game got away
from the Bruins over the next six minutes as they missed six shots, made three turnovers, and were assessed a technical foul. The
Cardinals capitalized by scoring 14 unanswered points, taking a 47-34 lead with 9:31 left on a three-pointer by Jonathan Winns.

The Bruins battled back and three times came within three points, the last at 58-56 with 26 seconds left when Atwater was fouled on
a three-point attempt and sank all three charity tosses. A layup by Roberts and two free throws by Michael Salamanca in the final
15 seconds sealed the tournament title for York, however, off-setting a final free throw by Satern.

Atwater led the Bruins with 25 points, including a 9-9 night from the line, and Satern scored 16, but the rest of the team managed
only 16 points collectively. The Bruins hit 15-51 from the field, including 7-27 (.259) from three-point range. Mark Metzler and Bryan
O’Connell had five rebounds apiece as the Bruins held a 27-26 edge on the glass, 18 of them offensive boards. Metzler also had
three assists and three steals.

Omari Phipps came off the bench to lead the Cardinals with 26 points, hitting 9-12 from the field and 8-10 from the line, while
Roberts finished with 15, hitting 6-7 field goals. York sank 21-34 from the floor. Phipps also had a game-high nine rebounds, and
Salamanca handed out eight assists.

In the consolation game earlier in the afternoon, Heidelberg College earned third place with a 74-60 win over Nichols College.

Satern was named to the All-Toumament Team, along with Chris Vallee of Nichols, Brian Schmidt of Heidelberg, and Roberts and
Salamanca of York. Roberts was named the Surf-n-Slam MVP.

George Fox (4-4) remains in San Diego to take on the University of Wisconsin-Platteville Monday at 2:30 p.m. in a neutral-site game
at Point Loma Nazarene University. Point Loma is providing LiveStats of the game on its men’s basketball web site at
http:/iwww.pointloma.edu/Athletics/Livestats.htm. It will be the final non-conference game of the season for the Bruins, who open up
Northwest Conference play Friday at 8:00 p.m. at home against Pacific Lutheran University.

12/28 - GEQRGE FOX 60, HEIDELBERG 57: Bruin Defense Stuffs Princes in Second-Half Comeback

SAN DIEGO, Calif. — Down by 10 at the half, the George Fox University Bruins held the Heidelberg College Fighting Student
Princes to a .194 shooting percentage in the second half and rallied for a 60-57 men’s basketball win in the first game of the Surf-n-
Slam Tournament Friday afternoon here at San Diego City College’s Harry West Gym.

The first half saw three ties and six lead changes in the first 10 minutes before Brent Satern hit a three-pointer to give the Bruins a
19-17 lead with 10:24 left in the period. The Bruins nursed a narrow lead for the next four minutes and were up 23-20 when Brian
Schmidt hit a basket for the Student Princes with 6:17 left, igniting a 15-2 run that gave Heidelberg a 35-25 lead at the break.

The Princes shot .500 (13-286) in the first half, but went ice-cold in the second. Andrew Lemmon'’s three-point play with 15:36 left in
the game gave Heidelberg its largest lead at 40-29, but the Princes made only 5-0f-28 shots the rest of the way, enabling the Bruins
to bounce back. A 17-6 run over a six-minute span, capped by a Stephen Campbell layup, brought the Bruins into a 46-46 tie.

Dan Lingenfelder hit a three to give the Bruins a 49-46 lead, but Schmidt tied it one more time with another three-point play with
8:04 remaining. Bryan O’Connell’s rebound basket with 6:27 left put the Bruins ahead for good, and another O'Connell layup with
2:33 left gave the Bruins their largest lead at 56-51. The Princes twice cut the lead to one, but the Bruins responded both times with
layups by Satemn and Campbell, the last with 19 seconds left. Chad Szalay’s three-point attempt for a tie with four seconds left was
rebounded by the Bruins’ Travis Toedtemeier and the Bruins escaped with the win.

Satern led all scorers with 18 points for the Bruins and also handed out a game-high nine assists, while O'Connell chipped in with 14
points. Campbell had six rebounds for the Bruins, who were out-rebounded 49-33. George Fox shot .431 (25-58) for the game.

Schmidt had 15 points and Shawn Shriver 13 for the Princes, who shot .323 (20-62) for the game after going 7-36 in the second
half. Travis Kinn had a game-high eight rebounds, while Szalay and Greg Tyson Jr. had two assists apiece.

In the day’s second game, York College of New York defeated Nichols College of Massachusetts 73-65.

George Fox (4-3) plays York in the championship game Saturday at 4:00 p.m. Heidelberg (7-2) takes on Nichols in the consolation
game Saturday at 2:00 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. ~ Galen Squiers’ two free throws with 6.4 seconds left gave St. Martin’s University a three-point lead and Mark
Metzler's NBA-range three-point attempt to tie at the buzzer bounced off the front of the rim, enabling the visiting Saints to escape
with a 72-69 win over the George Fox University Bruins in a non-conference men's basketball game Wednesday night here at the
Wheeler Sports Center’s Miller Gym.

Both teams had trouble holding double-digit leads, making it a close contest between the NCAA Division HI Bruins and the D-li
Saints.

12/4 - GEORGE FOX 84, CORBAN 65: Five Double-Digit Scorers Carry Bruins by Warriors

KIRKLAND, Wash. — Evan Atwater led a quintet of players in double-figure scoring with 16 points and Brent Satern had a double-
double with 14 points and 11 assists, leading the George Fox University Bruins past the Corban College Warriors 84-65 in the
George Fox men’s basketball home opener Tuesday night here at the Wheeler Sports Center's Miller Gym.

The teams traded leads five times and had four ties through the first seven minutes, but George Fox broke a 13-13 deadlock with a
7-0 run that gave the Bruins a 20-13 lead with 12 minutes left in the half. Two free throws and a layup by Mark Metzler and a three-
point basket by Travis Toedtemeier gave the Bruins the lead they would not relinquish. The Warriors twice closed within a point, the
last at 25-24 with 7:30 left on a pair of free throws by Wade Douglas, but an 11-2 run, capped by an Atwater three, made it 36-26
Bruins with 5:08 remaining in the period. it was 41-31 at the half.

A layup by lan Logan 30 seconds into the second half cut the Bruin lead to nine at 42-33, but Satern drained a three-pointer 11
seconds later for a 45-33 advantage and the George Fox lead remained in double figures the rest of the way. The largest gap was
23 points with 8:32 left when Joe Ahn sank a pair of free tosses for a 74-51 margin, and the Warriors got no closer than 16
thereafter.

In addition to the numbers by Atwater and Satern, the Bruins got 13 points from Toedtemeier, a career-high 11 from Bryan
O’Connell, and 10 from Metzler. Toedtemeier had nine rebounds, leading the Bruins to a 46-40 edge on the boards, and also
blocked three shots. Satern and Metzler picked up three steals apiece as the Bruins had 13 swipes. After hitting only .371 (13-35)
from the field in the first half, George Fox improved to .515 (17-33) in the second half. The Bruins also connected on 10 of 24 from
three-point range.

Douglas and lan Logan led Corban with 14 points each, but Douglas was well below his season’s average of 23.4 points per game
coming in. Logan had a team-high eight rebounds and three steals. Paul Martin passed out four assists. The Warriors were held
over 22 points below the 87.7 scoring average with which they entered the match.

George Fox (2-2) hosts Northwest University in a non-conference game Saturday at 8:00 p.m., following a Bruin women's game with
Warner Pacific College at 6:00 p.m. Both games will be webcast via campus station KFOX Radio. Corban (2-6) entertains Montana
State University-Northemn in a non-conference game on Friday at 7:30 p.m.

11/21 - NORTHWEST 63, GEORGE FOX 50: High-Flying Eagles Take Off to Drop Bruins

KIRKLAND, Wash. — Breaking open a close game with 16 unanswered points late in the first half, the Northwest University Eagles,
who reached the semifinals of the NAIA National Tournament last year, pulled away from the George Fox University Bruins and
soared to a 63-50 win in a non-conference men's basketball game here Wednesday night.

George Fox jumped out 5-0 on a jumper by Taylor Martin and a three-pointer by Evan Atwater, and took an 8-2 advantage on
another trey by Atwater. Northwest battled back with a 10-2 run, capped by a Greg Peters basket, to take its first lead of 12-10 with
15:46 left in the half, and the game stayed tight over the next 10 minutes. Matt Noble scored with eight minutes remaining for the
Bruins’ final lead of 17-15, but the Eagles then took off, scoring 16 points in a row, with five different players contributing, for a
comfortable 31-17 lead with 27 seconds left. A three by Travis Toedtemier broke the string and made it 31-20 Northwest at the half.

The Eagles kept a double-digit lead for most of the second half, though the Bruins did cut the deficit to seven points at 47-40 with
8:49 left on a basket by Joe Ahn. Northwest regained control with eight points in a row at that point, and twice built 17-point ieads in
cruising to the end.

The Bruins were paced by a pair of sophomores, Atwater finishing with 11 points to lead the team for the third straight game and
Bryan O'Connell adding 10 for the first double-figure game of his career. Mark Metzler grabbed seven rebounds and Brent Satern
handed out six assists. The Bruins struggled with their shots most of the evening, hitting only .362 (21-58) from the field, .188 (3-16)
from three-point range, and .417 (5-12) from the free throw line.

Greg George led the Eagles with 17 points and Eddie Coulson had 15. Pat Mattson pulled down nine rebounds as the Eagles
controlled the boards 42-35. Coulson also had six assists. Northwest fared a little better than the Bruins offensively, hitting .429
(24-56) from the field, .143 (2-14) from behind the arc, and .619 (13-21) from the line.

George Fox (1-2) is off until Dec. 4 when the Bruins host Corban College in their home opener at 7:30 p.m. Northwest (4-3) goes to
Western Washington University Friday for a 7:00 p.m. non-counting exhibition game.

11/17 - GEORGE FOX 62, COLORADO COLLEGE 58: Atwater’s 25 Points Carry Bruins Past Tigers

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. — Evan Atwater connected on seven of 10 shots from the field, all three-pointers, and added a 4-4
effort from the free throw line for 25 points, leading the George Fox University Bruins to a 62-58 men's basketball win over the host
Colorado Coliege Tigers in the consolation game of the Colorado College Tip-Off Tournament here Saturday evening.

Atwater hit a pair of threes around a free throw by Bryan O’Connell to give the Bruins an early 7-0 lead, and they led the entire half.
Mark Metzler’s jumper with 9:27 left gave them their largest lead of the period at 21-7, and it was 30-23 at the haif as Atwater had 15

points by intermission.

The Bruins upped their advantage to 15 points three times in the second half, the last at 46-31 with 13:03 left after a trey by Trarvis
Toedtemeier. The Tigers rallied, however, behind post player Brady Ohisen, who had nine points in a 21-5 run that gave the host
team its first lead of 52-51 with 5:47 remaining in the game.

Colorado College scored six of the next eight points to take a 58-53 lead, but Ohisen fouled out with 2:16 to play and George Fox
was able to exploit his absence. With no physical presence inside for the Tigers, the Bruins scored six unanswered points on a
basket by Taylor Martin and two free throws and a jumper by Brent Satern, taking a 59-58 lead with 25 seconds left.

With the Tigers setting up for a final shot, Kyle Keefe went out of bounds along the baseline with 10 seconds left, and Colorado
College head coach Andy Partee was hit with a technical foul while arguing that a foul shouid have been called. The Bruins then
iced the game with two free throws by Atwater and one by Satern.

Atwater was the only Bruin in double figures, and together with his 18 points the night before against McMurry, he was an easy All-
Tournament choice. Metzler had a team-high five rebounds, and Satern had nine assists. Metzler and Martin had three steals

each.

Ohisen went out with 19 points, the only Tiger in twin digits, and had a game-high eight rebounds, earning All-Tournament honors.
Keefe passed out three assists. Ohlsen also made the All-Tournament Team, as did tournament MVP Alex Robles of McMurry and
Dusty Evers of LeTourneau University. McMurry defeated LeTourneau 93-80 in the tourney title game.

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. - Evan Atwater came off the bench to pour in 18 points, but it was not enough to rescue the George
Fox University Bruins from a 77-63 men'’s basketball defeat at the hands of McMurry University in the opening game of the Colorado
College Tipoff Tournament here Friday evening.

George Fox used a 12-0 run, capped by an Atwater three-pointer, to take a 13-3 lead six minutes into the game, and the Bruins
nursed that lead throughout most of the first half. Down 23-19 with 2:50 left in the period, McMurry out-scored the Bruins 8-0 the
rest of the way, taking the {ead for good as Chris Beck scored the final four points of the half to break a 23-23 tie.

11/15 ~ PREVIEW: Bruins to Use “Mix-and-Match” Approach to 2007-08 Campaian

NEWBERG, Ore. - With three vacancies to fill in the starting lineup, the five on the floor at the opening tipoff for the George Fox
University Bruins in the 2007-08 men’s basketball season won’t look the same as it did last year - but don’t expect it to look the
same from game to game this season, either.

“Our lineup is really going to depend on who we play and what the matchups are,” says Bruin head coach Mark Sundquist, who
enters his eighth year at George Fox with a 73-101 record that includes a 46-29 mark in the last three years. “We literally have eight
guys who have played well enough in the pre-season to deserve a shot at starting.”

Three starters are gone from last year's 12-13 team that went 7-9 and finished fifth in the Northwest Conference. Two of the losses
were expected; the third was not. All-NWC Second Team post Chris Parker (16.1 ppg, 4.8 rpg) and two-time honorable mention All-
NWC wing Phil Heu-Weller (13.7 ppg, 4.2 rpg) graduated, but the Bruins also lost senior forward Brady Strutz (9.0 ppg, 6.6 rpg) for
the season with a knee injury suffered early in the pre-season.

“No question, losing our leading rebounder and a key person in our offense in Brady will hurt,” admits Sundquist. “He’s a tough kid
and a great person, and he's going to try to rehab that knee and play again next year. But that's basketball; sometimes those things
happen, and you just pick up and go on from there. if there's a bright side to it, a lot of kids are going to get more opportunity to piay
and show what they can do. We're still a pretty young team and they need experience.”

The Bruins’ veteran leadership will come from its three seniors and co-captains: point guard Brent Satern (5-10 Sr., Silverton, Ore. /
Silverton HS), wing Mark Metzler (6-3 Sr., Brookings, Ore. / Brookings-Harbor HS), and forward Taylor Martin (6-3 Sr., Silverton,
Ore. / Silverton HS). Satern averaged 13.5 points (15th in the NWC), 5.3 assists (3rd), and 2.1 steals (2nd) per game, eaming
honorable mention All-Conference honors. Metzler averaged 5.3 ppg, 3.4 rpg, and was 11th in the NWC with 1.3 steals per game
as a key reserve. Martin posted numbers of 4.4 ppg and 4.0 rpg as a starter.

Says Sundquist, “Brent is an excelient ieader both on and off the floor and as sound a point guard as you will find in the conference.
He plays with confidence and makes his teammates better. We will also be looking for him to be a little more aggressive on the
offensive end. Mark is a combo guard who can play the 1 or the 2 positions; he is one of the better defenders we have and ailso
gives us an outside scoring threat. Taylor at the 4 is a blue-collar, hard-nosed worker who keeps getting better and will do anything
for the good of the team.” :

Another returning guard who will see increased minutes at both the point and the wing is Joe Ahn (5-11 Jr., Beaverton, Ore. /
Beaverton HS), who averaged 2.4 ppg. “Joe is another versatile player who gave us a big lift at times off the bench last year,”
recalls Sundquist, “and he will be a very capable backup at either spot.”

Vying for a starting berth at the wing will be returees Evan Atwater (6-3 So., Port Orchard, Wash. / South Kitsap HS) and Dan
Lingenfelder (6-3 So., Longview, Wash. / Matt Morris HS). Atwater averaged 5.3 ppg and Lingenfelder 1.1 ppg in limited action.
Grant Vahalla (6-3 So., San Diego, Calif. / La Costa Canyon HS), who averaged 2.7 ppg as a freshman, is another candidate for a
shooting guard slot but has missed much of the pre-season with a back injury.

“Evan and Dan have looked really good in the fall and will give us some outside threats,” comments Sundquist. “Grant will be right
in that mix as well if he can overcome his back problems.”

The Bruins have two transfers at the wing who are expected to provide both offense and rebounding strength in Stephen Campbell
(6-3 So., Sherwood, Ore. / Westside Christian HS) from Portland Community College and Travis Toedtemeier (6-4 So., Beaverton,
Ore. / Faith Bible HS) from Cascade College.

“Travis is a perimeter threat who will help with the rebounding as well, something we are going to need from him with Brady out,”
says Sundquist. “Stephen is a very physical player who enjoys doing the ‘dirty’ work of rebounding and defending.

Matt Nobie (6-6 Sr., Albany, Ore. / West Albany HS) and Bryan O’Connell (6-9 So., Eugene, Ore. / Churchill HS) return for the
Bruin to battle for the post position. Noble had figures of 2.3 ppg and 1.7 rpg, while O'Connell contributed 0.5 ppg and 0.8 rebounds
in four games.

“Matt gives us some much-needed interior defense and rebounding,” notes Sundgquist, “as well as knowing our system and how we
like to do things. Big Bryan is further along than we expected; he lost some weight, has gained strength and speed, and is showing
some good moves around the basket. They wili both play a lot.”

Rounding out the squad are returnee Justin Hull (6-2 So., Gresham, Ore. / Gresham HS) and newcomers Mike Maerzluft (6-7 Fr.,
Hesperia, Calif. / Hesperia Christian HS) and Davis Martin (6-4 Fr., Silverton, Ore. / Silverton HS). Hull, who appeared in one
game last season, and Maerzluft are wings, while Martin, Taylor’s younger brother, is a point guard.

10/29 ~ NWC POLL: Bruins Tabbed for 7th-Place Finish in Conference in 2007-08

NEWBERG, Ore. - With only two starters returning in point guard Brent Satern and wing Taylor Martin, the George Fox University
Bruins have been picked to finish seventh in the Northwest Conference men'’s basketball race in 2007-08, according to a pre-season
poll of the league’s nine coaches.

The Bruins, who received 25 points in the poll, expected to replace Second Team All-NWC post Chris Parker (16.1 ppg, 4.8 rpg)
and two-time honorable mention All-Conference wing Phil Heu-Weller (13.7 ppg, 4.2 rpg, 44 3-point field goals), who graduated.
They had not expected to have to replace forward Brady Strutz (9.0 ppg, 6.6 rpg), who suffered a season-ending knee injury in pre-
season practice and will take a medical injury red-shirt year.

Satern (13.5 ppg, 5.3 apg), an honorable mention All-NWC performer, and Martin (4.4 ppg, 4.0 rpg) will be expected by coach Mark
Sundquist to increase their point production to take up the slack. Mark Metzler (5.3 ppg, 3.4 rpg) is likely to take one wing position,
but the rest of the lineup is up for grabs. The Bruins are coming off a season in which they went 12-13 overali and finished fifth in
the conference with a 7-9 record.

Lewis & Clark College is a unanimous choice to win the conference this year after sharing the title last year with Whitworth
University. The Pioneers picked up all nine first-place votes and the maximum 90 points in the poll. L&C returns all five starters,
including First Team All-NWC guard Thomas Tillery and Second Team All-Conference players Joey Taboni and Dave Berggren,
from a squad that finished 19-7 last season and 13-3 in the NWC.

The University of Puget Sound is second in the poll with 71 points and will try to return to the top of the NWC standings after winning
three straight conference titles from 2004-06. UPS also returns all five starters from last season’s team that finished 18-7 and 11-5,
including First Team All-NWC forward Jason Foster and Second Team choice Taylor Marsh.

Whitworth is third in the poll with 61 points. The Pirates must replace four starters from last year's 24-4 team, including 2007 NWC
Player of the Year Bryan Williams. First Team AI-NWC forward Ryan Symes is the lone returning starter.

Pacific University (47 points) is fourth in the poll, just ahead of Pacific Lutheran University (45 points). The Boxers will build around
junior forward Ross Bartlett, a Second Team All-NWC choice last year, while the Lutes look to senior guard Landon Heidenreich.

Willamette University is sixth in the poll with 38 points. The Bearcats return three starters, including wing Michael Smith. Following
George Fox is Linfield College (23 points), with the Wildcats looking to sophomore point guard Emil Kim. Whitman College is ninth
with 15 points, and the Missionaries will have honorable mention All-NWC guard Chris Faidley to build around.

The Northwest Conference will use a conference tournament to decide the automatic (Poo! A) bid to the NCAA tournament. At the
conclusion of the regular season, the second place team in the final standings will host the third place team in a playoff. The winner
wiil play at the regular season champion for the NCAA bid.

The season commences for the Bruins on Friday, Nov. 16, against McMurry University in the Colorado College Tip-Off Tournament
in Colorado Springs, Colo. The Bruins will also play in the Surf-n-Slam Tournament in San Diego, Calif., Dec. 28-29, and have the
usual 16-game conference schedule after the New Year.
