TONIGHT’S OPPONENT: The Pioneers are coming off a Friday night loss to 8th-ranked Puget Sound in
which they won the first game 15-13, then lost 3-15, 9-15,1-15 ...On Sept. 28, Lewis & Clark won at Pacific,
breaking a 33-match losing streak dating back to 1999 ... The Bruins defeated Lewis & Clark 14-16, 15-10;
15-5, 15-8 the first time these teams met in Portland ... The Pioneers’ Lizzie Woodburn, Molly Thomas, and
Krissy Forry all have earned NWC "Player of the Week" Honorable Mention this season... Woodburn is 6th

in assists per game (8.96) ... Devon McGinnis, a 1999 All-NWC Honorable Mention rightside hitter, is tied for
9th in blocks (0.88) and leads Lewis & Clark in kills with 2.61 per game ... Betsy Rice is 12th in blocks (0.73)
... Erin Costomck is 9th in digs (3.51) ...

[BRUIN BITS: The Bruins snapped-a 3-game losing streak last night with a 3-0 win at Pacific. Amy Forbes
had 11 kills to lead the Bruins, while Mindi Yost had 20 asists and 19 digs ... In the latest NWC statistics,
George Fox ranked Ist in blocks per game (2.45), 2nd in digs (19.24), 5th in assists (11.51), 6th in kills
(12.52), 7th in hitting pct. (.120) and 9th service aces (1.14) ... Individually, Yost is 2nd in assists (10.71) and
4th in digs (3.98); Shelly Schultens is 3rd in blocks (1.11), 4th in aces (0.41), and 12th in kills (2.61); Lynette
Domench is 11th in blocks (0.93); and Forbes is Hth in kills (2.68) ... Britins coach Steve Grant was 13th
among all-time active D-III coaches in career wins with 424 entering this season.
