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Season Preview 
The 2015 season was history in the making for the George Fox 

women 's lacrosse program after earning an 11-5 record and taking 
third in the Northwest Conference. This year, the Bruins look poised 
to make an even bigger splash in the NWC and hope to expand on 
that progress with first team All-NWC honorees Alexa Nakashimada 
and Miranda Edwards leading the way. 

Nakashimada returns for her senior season with the Bruins after 
playing and starting in all16 games last year. She was second on 
the team in points (59), goals (43) and assists (16) . She won 30 draw 
controls and picked up 23 ground balls. Her 72 shots were second on 
the team and she recorded an 87.5 shots-on-goal percentage. "Going 
into our thi rd season we have eight players who have been here 
since the inception of Bruin lacrosse in 2012, including senior captain 
Alexa Nakashimada, a dominant player of ours in the NWC," said 
head coach Natalie Harrington. "We have made leaps and bounds 
as a team, growing stronger in unison, really molding together as a 
team ." Her partner in crime, Edwards, was dangerous anytime the 
ball was in her stick. She led the team in almost every statistic and 
was a force to reckon with on the field . Edwards was first in goals 
(59), points (Go), shots (118) and shots on goal (92) . 

On the other side of the field, the Bruins look to replace first 
team All-NWC Kaylee Kolin in the net. It will be an adjustment 
for the Bruins, as only one other player has put on the goalie gear. 
Harrington will look for Mikaela Easterlin to step into the role for 
the Bruins and anchor the young team in the backfield . Easterlin 
was a crucial member of the Bruins last year, leading the team in 
assists (17) and draw controls (53) . She also received first team All­
NWC recognition and Harrington has no doubt she will make a great 
addition to the goalie spot.

Natalie Harrington enters her third year at the helm 
of the women's lacrosse program. A former women's 
lacrosse high school All-American and star player at 

NCAA Division I Fresno State University, Harrington became the first 
head coach for the women's lacrosse team in at George Fox University. 

Harrington hails from Oregon City, Ore., where she played four years 
at Oregon City High School. She led the team to the Oregon 6A state 
championship in 2009 and was the game's most valuable player. 

In her playing days at Fresno State, Harrington was a two-time team 
captain while playing as an attacker, midfielder and defender. She was 
named the Bulldogs' player of the year as a junior and attacker of the 
year as a senior. Graduating in 2013, she earned a bachelor of arts degree 
in communications. 

In 2015, the Bruins broke the program record for wins with 11 . They 
were atop the Northwest Conference standings for most of the season 
and finished third. The Bruins finished with an 11-5 overall record 
including 5-3 in the NWC. The Bruins had a total of seven players make 
the All-NWC list, while Miranda Edwards became the first player in 
program history to be named to the USA Select Lacrosse Team .
