New Yearly Meeting Home, Office Praised as Highly Satisfactory Setup!

Wh i l e a t t he
moment , the event or events may seem unex-
plainable, causing us to ponder why, or to pon
der over outcomes, yet in retrospect, the pat
t e r n b e c o m e s l u m i n o u s a n d d i s t i n c t .

W e h a v e f o u n d t h i s t o b e t r u e i n o u r o w n
lives. Our coming to Oregon Yearly Meeting
from California, 7 years ago, our going to Home-
dale as pastors when other plans had been made,
and the events in between have followed a pat
tern, the design of which we did not see unt i l
we had time for retrospect. Now we return to
California, and there are many things which
we cannot explain and purposes which we can
n o t s e e , b u t w e a r e c o n fi d e n t t h a t t h e s a m e
guidance of our Heavenly Father will continue
to weave His pattern for our lives.

Our leaving Portland was rather sudden and
unpremeditated. As soon as the decision was
made, we made hurried preparation for the ship
ment of our furniture and necessary arrange
ments for our trip. One of the rich (?) exper
iences of a preacher's life is that of moving.
It is a most valuable means of keeping one's
possessions pruned of everything but the essen
tials of living, but always it seems to be a pain
ful process. A person, not realizing just how
much he possesses, usually underestimates the
time necessary to pack. It was so with us as
usual. We would have been completely swamped
if it had not been for our Yearly Meeting Sup
erintendent, who came to our rescue, helped in
our packing, and then took us into his home for
the last four days of our stay in Portland.

der the roof of our l''early Meeting superintend
ent . From the s tandpoin t o f the phys ica l s t ra in
and stress it would be far easier for our super
intendent and especially his wife, to have a house
of a few rooms too smal l for the enter ta inment
of others, but f rom the standpoint of the bene
fits which acme to the Yearly Meeting, the pres
ent parsonage is ideal.

may be found the subject of this concern. What
is the correct way to consider the budget? We
have got ten in to the way o f d iv id ing the to ta l
amount of the budget among the quarterly meet
ings , then each quar te r l y meet ing has in tu rn
divided it among the monthly meetings. We
r e a l i z e t h a t t h e b u d g e t w a s e v o l v e d fi r s t
w i t h t h e p u r p o s e o f c a r r y i n g o n t h e s t a t u s
quo with very little thought given to expansion
and growth. The budget was a minimum needed
to successfully carry on. Each monthly meeting
has gotten into the way of just taking what has
been indicated as i ts share of the budget, and
feel ing pret ty good i f i t has paid th is amount .
Is this the right way as given in the Discipline?

Is not this the right way to approach the bud
get? The Yearly Meeting budget is presented.
Then before discussion there is a time of prayer-
asking that God might give wisdom and vision
and direct as to what part of the budget they
should assume. In the following discussion
and study of the budget no one asks, "Well, what
is our share?" or "How much does a certain
other church give ?" or "Can't we cut a little over-
last year?" or "Are ail the other churches doing
their share ? Aren't we already paying more than
any of the other churches?" These questions
should not be considered. Study the budget as
a whole, get the vision of the Yearly Meeting
work. Don't think of how little we can give, but
how much we can give. Forget about what other-
meetings give, whether- great or small. Give
enough to grow on and not just enough to get
by on.

Someone has asked: "What kind of budget
would please you, then?" Here I am presenting
a prudent budget, yet one that would meet the
challenge of expansion.

To r i g h t l y m a n t h e m i s s i o n a r y fi e l d , i t h a s
been stated time and time again that we need at
least four- families there, so I would add $1200.00
more to the present budget. The overhead would
need to be increased, and I feel that with $300.00
a d d e d w e c o u l d w e l l t a k e c a r e o f t h e e x t r a s . T o
t h e . m i s s i o n a r y a s k i n g s o f $ 5 4 0 0 . 0 0 , t h e r e f o r e ,
I wou ld add $1500 .00 , mak ing the m iss iona ry -
budget for 1948-1944 at $6900.00.

To the askings of the evangelist ic and church
extension board I would raise the salary of each
outpost pastor- whose work and abi l i ty just ified
i t t o $100 .00 pe r mon th so tha t he cou ld pu t
h i s f u l l t i m e i n t o t h e w o r k o f t h e c h u r c h . T h e
l e a s t w e c o u l d fi g u r e h e r e w o u l d b e t o d o u b l e
t h e a s k i n g s o f t h i s b o a r d , b r i n g i n g i t u p t o
$6500.00. This would not be out of proport ion,
f o r t h e i n c o m e s o f m o s t o f o u r c h u r c h e s h a v e
doubled or trebled during the past year. I would
recommend that this $100.00 a month be given
to new outposts of promise unt i l they were on
their- feet. I would send the most experienced
men we have into these new points, and not al
w a y s s e n d o u r n e w m e n t o t h e m o s t d i f fi c u l t
w o r k o f a l l .

I would expect Oregon Yearly Meeting to rally
to this challenge and under God to see the great
est move of evangelism that the church has yet
seen. That is the budget that I would present.

F u r t h e r m o r e , I w o u l d r e c o m m e n d t h a t d u r i n g
these t imes of prosper i ty estab l ished churches,
t h a t a r e w e l l a b l e t o d o s o , w o u l d r a i s e
the sa lary o f the i r pastors to a t least $150.00
per month. A church does not employ one per
son, but actual ly two, yet the salary is often a
mere pittance, while a man and his wife can go
i n t o d e f e n s e w o r k a n d m a k e a t l e a s t d o u b l e t h a t
amount of money. Let us g ive our pastors and
their wives an opportuni ty to put their ful l t ime
i n t o t h e w o r k . I t w i l l b e t h e m o s t p a y i n g i n
v e s t m e n t w e e v e r m a d e . I t w i l l m e a n m o r e
tithers, but v/e ought to have more tithers in our
c h u r c h e s . I t w i l l m e a n m o r e s a c r i fi c e , b u t w e
ought to have more sacrifice. It wil l mean more
prayer, but we ought to have more prayer. It
will mean more Spirit-filled Christians, but we
ought to have more Spirit-filled Christians.

I f every meet ing wi l l p ledge as i t should
the ask ings wi l l be overp ledged and funds wi l l
thus be avai lab le for o ther impor tant work
w h i c h t h e b o a r d s h e s t i t a t e d t o p l a c e i n t h e i r
askings.

E a c h m e e t i n g s h o u l d r e p o r t t h e a m o u n t o f
i ts pledge to the Yearly Meeting financial secre
ta ry, Wal te r P. Lee, S tar, Idaho, by May 1 so
tha t the execu t i ve commi t tee may p repare the
final draft of the budget to be presented at the
Yearly Meeting sessions.

The government today is asking that its citi
zens invest 10 per cent of their income in war
b o n d s . S h o u l d t h e c h u r c h o f t h e L o r d J e s u s
Christ with its message of salvation and its
priceless contributions to mankind be expected
to go forward on any less?

Americans are in a day of rationing of various
commodities and no doubt will adjust themselves
without too much difficulty, but the Gospel of
the Lord Jesus is not on the government's ration
list and should never be on a church ration list.
There is some cause to wonder i f the churches
have not been rationing the Gospel all through
the years. For had the conquest of the Gospel
b e e n e n t e r e d i n t o w i t h t h e s a m e w h o l e h e a r t e d -
ness as was the war, and had even a hundreth
part of the war budget been spent on telling the
story of Jesus throughout the world, such a ca
tastrophe as has befallen the world today would
have been most unlikely.

It was the year 1943, and Mr. World stood a

torn and bleeding, despairing and disheartened
creature; he stood looking down upon the valleyof the Volga where masses of men were shooting
at each other; some were managing tanks that
spit fire as they ate up distance, crawling over
bullet-ridged ground, sometimes knocking overa wounded man, leaving the body maimed. Some
men were circling overhead like birds, hurling out
bundles that burst into flames as they touched
the roofs of homes and business houses. In the
street of the city men were hanging out of win
dows, battering opponents with haggard, heavy
faces, who determinedly fought back. Over the
debris of shattered homes, broken bodies and
piteous moans arose the putrid stench of burnt
wood and human flesh .

As Mr. World turned away, he sighed heavily,
"I would see Jesus," and started wearily upon the
mission of fulfilling his desire. Where should
he go? Of course, the natural place, the logical
p lace would be the church! But—the church in
Russia had been forgotten years before. Japan
and Germany, too, had denied Christ. Germany,
that country that had risen to great heights in
science and swayed the world with music, had
no Jesus to show. England and France had
beautiful cathedrals, but the countries now were
steeped in blood and human sacrifice.

W h a t a b o u t A m e r i c a ! Y e s , A m e r i c a w a s
founded upon a belief in Jesus. Surely here he
w o u l d s e e J e s u s !

Mr. World dragged himself across continents
searching for the fullness of his desire. Having
arrived at one of the beautiful churches in Amer
ica he entered the front door to find himself in
a n i m m e n s e v e s t i b u l e , f u r n i s h e d i n e x q u i s i t e
style. His foot sank in the soft piled rug as his
eye traveled over the beautiful furniture, over
stuffed davenports and easy chairs. Several

people stood near the center of the room; among
them was a well poised lady, comely and charm
ing, g reet ing the new comers . Now a d ign ified
g e n t l e m a n w a s c o m i n g t o w a r d h i m . R e a c h i n g
o u t h i s h a n d h e m a d e M r . W o r l d f e e l w e l c o m e .
"Good evening, Mr. World, we are so happy to
have you w i t h us t on i gh t . Won ' t you go r i gh t
in. Here, Mr. Usher, show Mr. World a seat."

T h e v i s i t o r w a s s e a t e d i n a m o s t c o m f o r t a b l e
s e a t i n t h e m i d d l e s e c t i o n . O n e i t h e r s i d e w e r e
great, polished columns, forming aisles for the
s i d e s e c t i o n s . A r o u n d t h e e x t r e m e s i d e s o f t h e
building were rows of stained windows depicting
Bible scenes. Now the pipe organ had begun to
give forth soft, sweet melodies, and the choir,
dressed in somber robes, filed in and took their
places. After the music was over, the robed
minister ai-ose and talked about "our duty to
humanity during this war." But where were the
children? There was not a child and only a few
young people in the house. Didn't the young
people have the best opportunities of all others
he knew? Great colleges and universities he
had seen, and thousands of high schools scattered
over the land. Didn't the young people of Amer
ica come to church in this land of religious free
dom? Oh, now he remembered seeing the lines
of them around the door of a building marked
" T h e a t r e . "

Where was Jesus?
Sorrowfully Mr. World left the great building

a n d w a n d e r e d o u t a l o n g t h e s t r e e t i n t o t h e
night. He stumbled blindly along, mumbling, "I
w o u l d s e e J e s u s . "

Near the edge of the city was a little cottage,
a very little one. He was so nearly exhausted
he wondered if he might find a night's lodging.
Rapping at the door he was met by a kind look
ing man, who ushered him into a tiny room
where a mother sat on a chair, and kneeling at
her side was a little curly-haired girl whose
chubby hands were clasped in prayer. As she
lisped, "And, dear Jesus, bless msmma and bless
papa," Mr. World smiled. Here he had at last
s e e n J e s u s .

Why, you ask, is all this related? Because the
world is wanting Jesus, and it must see Him in
individual lives. This is a concern now more
than anything else. Fathers and mothers should
not send that girl or that boy away to any school
until they have shown her or him Jesus in their
own lives. That is the best education to give
the children. During these days young people
are beginning to wonder what is to become of
them. Show them Jesus if they never see a
building of higher education. Other young peo-

Thei 'e should be a missionary lesson once a
month, or at least once every two months. This
lesson may draw from the regular lesson helps
in many cases.

In order to carry out its purpose, the mission
ary committee needs to be headed by a chairman
who is extremely interested and zealous in his
job, and it is not one to be considered as any less
in importance than any other C.E. office. If you
are a chairman of this committee I would sug
gest tha t you enter in to your work w i th some
definite plans, such as bulletin boards, letters to
missionary acquaintances and study of mission
ary magaz ines . These and o ther p lans shou ld
serve to keep your own interest, and consequent
l y t h e i n t e r e s t o f t h e g r o u p , b u r n i n g f o r t h e
miss ionary fie ld .

The results of an extensive missionary pro
gram are of immeasurable value. Perhaps they
can be best seen by looking to some of the re
sults of missionary programs of the past. Trace
down some of the young people you know who
have entered, or plan to enter, some field of mis
sionary work. Christ ian Endeavor has done
much to fit them for this calling by the empha
sis placed upon missions in C. E. lessons and
young people's conferences. Do you see the part
which you as a missionary chairman can play in
the Gospel of "go ye into all the world?" It may
be that through your prayerful, diligent work
you may bring a burden upon some young per
son for missionary work.

Other results of an extensive missionary pro
gram in C. E. are increased interest in prayers

and in financia l suppor t o f tho.se in the fie ld.
