Redlands finished with 30 points
in this 24th Annual Tennis Cham-
pionship event and this marks the
16th consecutive year that the finals
have been staged at the Rockhill Ten-
nis Club.

Presbyterian College SC was
runner-up with 28 points while Gus-
tavus Adolphus MINN was third
with 26 and Claremont-Mudd CALIF
was fourth with 21.

Dave Petersen, the top-seeded
player in the tournament from Gusta-
vus Adolphus, won the individual
championship as he downed seventh-
seeded Dan Hanson of Redlands, 6-4,
6-7, 6-4.

This was the third straight year
that Petersen has advanced to at least
the semi-final round — he finished
runner-up to Bob Hochstadter of East
Texas State in 1973, was beaten in
the semi-finals last year by Stan
Franker of Texas Southern, and then
won the title on his third attempt by
beating Hanson.

“I've thought about winning it
ever since I got beat by Hochstadter
two years ago,” confessed Petersen.
‘“There was more pressure on me in
the whole tournament than I've ever
experienced playing tennis. My stom-
ach was tight when 1 went to bed
every night and when I got up every
morning.”’

Petersen advanced to the finals by
beating Craig Edwards of Redlands,
7-5, 6-4, while Hanson had to battle
three sets before downing Martin
Sturgess of Edinboro State PA, 2-6,
6-1, 6-4, for the right to face the Gus-
tavus Adolphus senior in the finals.

Benny Sims and Glenn Moolchan,

University, won the doubles cham-
pionship. Their 7-6, 6-3 victory over
Alvaro Angel and Carlos Behar of
Presbyterian SC made them the first
black players to capture an NAIA
doubles crown. Stan Franker of Texas
Southern became the first black play-
er to win the singles title as he
downed Gene Chappel of Columbus
GA ayear ago.

Sims and Moolchan, the number
eight seed in doubles, won the first
set, best-of-9 tie-breaker, 5-3, to win
the first game. The Texans then broke
through Behar’s serve in the fourth
game of the second set for the only

Edwards and Char were then up-
ended by Angel and Behar in the
semi-finals of the doubles competi-
tion.

“I think I've gotten the most grati-
fication from this one,” explained
Redlands Coach Jim Verdieck after
the Bulldogs had clinched the team
championship. “Three of my guys
(Hanson, Jim Doal and Bill Bonds)
were on the JV's when they first came
to school, so there was something to
create.”” Verdieck has been head
coach at Redlands for all ten NAIA
Championships won by the California
institution — the first one coming in
1954,

NC was selected as the 1975 NAIA

Conference.
