George Fox Refines Young Talent

Senior Mary Butts

George Fox returns its ace pitcher
and five of its top seven hitters, but
will need assistance from its under-
classmen to be successful in 1998.

Sixth-year coach Chris Gross
returns just seven letterwinners from
last season’s 18-17 team that finished
fifth in a tightly contested Northwest
Conference race. The Lady Bruins
were just three games out of second
place.

George Fox will be young this
season, with just two seniors on the
squad. The team is dominated by
freshmen and sophomores, six filling
starting positions.

“This team has a lot of raw talent,
we just need to work on refining it.”
says Gross.

Pitcher Beth Davis (So., Salem
Academy, Ore.) could be one of the
top talents in the league. She came to

George Fox last season after being
named the Oregon Class 2A Softball
Player of the Year. As a freshman,
Davis went 12-6 and posted the
fourth best ERA (1.77) in the league.

Backing up Davis on the mound
will be Coby Van der Meer (Jr., Sam
Barlow HS, Boring, Ore.), a 1997
Northwest Conference honorable
mention infielder. She hit .327—
second best on the team—and led the
team with 21 RBIs. She starts the
season plagued by back injuries.

Rounding out the pitching staff
will be pitcher/catcher Rachel Camp
(So., North Marion HS, Hubbard,
Ore.).

“Rachel has good speed (on her
pitches), and we’re looking for her to
develop a wide range of pitches.” says
Gross. When Camp is not on the
mound, she’ll be a backup catcher.

Starting at catcher is Jennifer
Kennedy (Fr., Brookings-Harbor HS,
Ore.), a First-Team Far West League
selection in high school.

“She has good fundamentals and a
catcher’s mentality,” says Gross.

Gross retains the core of her
infield, returning three of four
starters. Van der Meer will hold
down first base for the Lady Bruins
and will sometimes be backed up by
designated hitter Tracey Hyde (So.,
Greenleaf Friends Academy, Idaho).

The quick feet of shortstop Beth
Kellogg (So., Emmett HS, Idaho)
give George Fox a dangerous lead-off
hitter.

“She has such incredible speed,
she could put the ball anywhere in
the infield and still outrun it to first
base.” says Gross.

Second baseman Allison Vaubel
(Sr., Gervais HS, Salem, Ore.) was
George Fox’s top hitter last season,
One of two returning seniors, Vaubel
led the team in batting average (.348),
hits (39) and on-base percent (.504).
Gross says Vaubel—a four-year
starter—is the most consistent player
on the team.

Sharing time at third will be
converted outfielder Brittany Baird
(Fr., Taft HS, Lincoln City, Ore.)
and utility player Miriam Liesch (Fr.,
North Salem HS, Sublimity, Ore.).

In the outhield, four-year starter
Mary Butts (Sr., Hudson’s Bay HS,
Vancouver, Wash.) will cover right
field, and Gross looks to mult-
talented Sherilyn Gerig (So.,
Kennedy HS, Mt. Angel, Ore.) to
control center field.

Completing the trio is left fielder
Erin Hatch (So., Houston Co.,
Springfield, Virginia).

For some power at the plate, Gross
can turn to designated hitters Tracey
Hyde and Tracy Waters (Fr.,
Mazama HS, Klamath Falls, Ore.).

The team will have to overcome its
youth and inconsistency to repeat its
winning season.

“We have a lot of athleticism, but
we'll have to fight for consistency,” says
Gross. “This is a fun group. The big-
gest challenge is having them believe
in themselves. Once they find that
desire, they will be very competitive.”

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ATHLETIC AFFILIATION

The landscape of small-college athletics in the Pacific
Northwest is undergoing sweeping changes, and George
Fox University is in the midst of the transformation.

In the fall of 1994, the University joined the Northwest
Conference of Independent Colleges (NCIC), a league of
10 strong academic institutions in Oregon and Washing-
ton. That winter, the NCIC applied for membership in
the National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA)
Division III. The move meant leaving the National
Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA), an associa-
tion George Fox had held membership in since 1965.

George Fox and the NCIC members have provisional
membership in the NCAA, but George Fox will continue
to compete in NAIA national championships until 1999-
2000, when it expects to be eligible for NCAA Division ITT
national championships.

George Fox’s men’s and women'’s basketball teams
compete in NAIA Division 11, while the 11 other sports the
University competes in are not divided into divisions by
the NATA.

The NAIA is an autonomous association administering
programs leading to 13 men’s and 11 women’s champion-
ships. The NAIA includes about 350 four-year colleges
and universities in 49 states and Canada. They are
grouped in nine regions and 44 conferences.

The NCAA administers 80 championships in 21 sports
for its 1,201 member institutions, involving nearly 21,000
men and women scholar-athletes. There are more than

350 schools in Division I11.
