COLLEGE HISTORY AN D LOCATION 

The Quaker settl e r s of the Wi l­
l amette Vall e y r ecognize d the value of 
education. They made p rovi s i o ns for 
this need, e ven b e for e Orego n public 
s c hools offered many advantage s, by 
organizing Pacif i c Acade my in 1885. 
It was of this school that former 
president Herbe rt Hoover stated: " As 
a y oung stude nt the r e for three years, 
I received whate v e r set I may have 
toward good purposes i n life." 

Pacific College, organized in 
1891, provided more advanced work, and 
in 1930, the Academy was discontinued 
so that the educat i onal efforts of the 

Quakers could be centered around the college which came to play an ever­
increasing role among the college s and univer sities of the West. In 1949, 
because of the many "Pacific" college s, the school was renamed George Fox Col ­
lege, honoring the founder of the Friends Church. 

ACCREDITATION AND MEMBERSHIP 

George Fox College, accredited by the Northwest Association of Secondary 
a nd Highe r Schools, is a member of the National Council of Accrediting, the 
As soc i ation of Ame r i can Colleges, the Association of Schools of Religious 
Education , t he Friends' Council of Education, and the Association of American 
Fr iend s ' Colleges. It i s also approved by state and f e d e ral government for 
the e d u c a t i on of veterans, admission of alien students, and the training of 
elementary teachers in conjunction with the Oregon College of Education. 

DIAMOND JUBILEE 

Dur i ng the 1966-67 school year, designated the "Year of Jubilee," George 
Fox Col lege looked back on 75 years of progress. In these years, much has 
b e en a ccomplished: the many new bu~ldings, thirteen built or remodeled in 
jus t the last ten y ears; progressively higher faculty salaries, which have 
doubled i nthelast ten y e ars; increasingly excellent faculty qualifications, 
inc l ud ing ma ny doctorates; students from many states and foreign countries; 
unrestricted accreditation, a loyal and interested alumni; and an unprecedented 
progr a m of tr i -college cooperation including George Fox, Cascade, and Warner 
Pacific.
