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ABOUT GEORGE FOX COLLEGE

George Fox College is the outgrowth of a desire by
early Willamette Valley Quaker settlers who established
Pacific Academy in 1885 for the Christian education of their
children. The college division was organized in 1891 to
provide more advanced instruction for students. In 1949,
because of the many colleges in the Northwest with Pacific in
their name, the college was renamed George Fox in honor of
the founder of the Friends (Quaker) Church. The college is
governed by a 42-member Board of Trustees elected by
Northwest Yearly Meecting of Friends Church, which com-
prises more than 8,300 members in 56 churches in Oregon,
Washington, and Idaho.

Today the 60-acre rural, tree-shaded campus a half-hour
drive from Portland is undergoing a major expansion with
four new buildings completed this year, including a new $2.4
million sports complex, an $800,000 academic building, and
two new residence halls in a $1.25 million project. A new
$1.3 million Fine Arts Center currently is under construction.
Enrollment is at a record 706, George Fox this year being
one of Oregon’s fastest growing colleges with a 12 percent
enrollment increase.

Accredited by the Northwest Association of Secondary
and Higher Schools, the college offers 20 majors in six divi-
sions: Education, Fine and Applied Arts, Language Arts,
Natural Science, Religion, and Social Science. George Fox is
one of 14 members of the national Christian College Con-
sortium. The college has a student-faculty ratio of 16/1, with
more than 60 percent of faculty members having doctorates.

George Fox students come from 20 states and 7 foreign
countries. Nearly 40 religious denominations are represented
on campus.

Alumni of George Fox arc primarily in service-oriented
vocations of Christian ministries, education, social work, and
medical fields. The college’s most prominent alumnus is the
late President Herbert Hoover, who attended Pacific Aca-
demy.




A Look Back:
1976-77 HIGHLIGHTS

The 1976-77 basketball season was one of those that
almost automatically brings a smile when recalled. Coach
Sam Willard originally called it a “building year,” indicating
an improvement on the previous season and in a time when
the college was constructing a new sports complex. Build they
did—both the $2.4 million new playpen, and on the playing
court where the Bruins put together a 20-9 mark, the best in
the school’s history and the first time a 20-win season had
been produced.

The season also went into the record books, in fact, more
than 20 times, as the Bruins in Willard’s first year set marks
in that many categories, including 11 team season records.
Hcading that is 11 consecutive wins, the most ever. The
Willard-led Bruins dropped their season opener in a double-
overtime affair with Lewis and Clark, then recled off 11
straight victories before bowing to St. Martins more than a
month later. Included in that winning sweep was champion-
ship of Willamette's John Lewis Classic.

The 1976-77 Bruins produced more points than any previ-
ous tcam with a 2,495 total, and their 86.0 points per game
average was the highest ever. That came on 1,003 field goals,
a record, and with the best field goal percentage mark—.503.
The Bruins also tossed in a record 489 free throws and at the
best rate ever, 74.0 percent. It also was the top playmaking
team with 657 assists during the season. Senior guard Tom
Hecwitt led in that category with 177 for the season and a 6.1
average, both records.

But it was scoring that shared the limelight, with senior
forward Tim Hardie producing points at a 20.1 pace, the
best-ever average. And junior center Paul Cozens brought
down 305 rebounds for an individual secason record while
owning both the best field-goal shooting season average ever
(.568) along with the best free throw accuracy at .882.

Two single-game records were cstablished in a contest
with Warner Pacific in mid-February. The Bruins shot at a
sizzling .603 rate from the field and had a perfect night at
the free-throw stripe (6 of 6).

It was a scason in which Cozens moved into the position
as George Fox’s highest scoring player ever with 1,495 points.
He passed the previous 1,300 total, set by Gordy Loewen in
the 1968-72 scasons, in a contest with Warner Pacific on
Jan. 28. Cozens boosted his scoring average to 17.79 points a
contest (a record) and holds six all-time scoring bests.

The season saw more ‘‘century games” than ever with
three final scores topping the 100-mark: 101-90 with Linfield,
106-94 with Pacific, and 100-95 with Whitman, George Fox
winning all.

With a regular-season 20-8 mark the Bruins, for the sixth
time in seven years, reached the NAIA District 2 playoffs,
earning a trip to Hawaii to meet University of Hawaii-Hilo,
first-year members of the district. It was a long trip starting
after an all-night drive from a game in Olympia, Wash., and
the Bruins were edged by their hosts 85-79 to end the season
that brought special recognition to two: Cozens and Hardie
as District 2 All-Stars.

And it was a season for travel—nearly 16,000 miles in all,
including the Hawaii excursion and a northern swing to
Alaska, as well as ground travel in Oregon, Washington, and
Idaho.



BRUINS COMPETE IN NAIA DISTRICT 2

George Fox Coliege men’s athletic teams compete in Dis-
trict 2 of the National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics
(NAIA). Fourteen teams currently make up the district, all
but three within the state of Oregon. They include the five
members of the Northwest Conference, four members of. the
Evergreen Conference, and five independent schools, includ-
ing George Fox.

The district tip-off and play-off guidelines are established
by a basketball committee, composed of the 14 basketball
coaches, this year with Bruin Coach Sam Willard as chair-
man. The playofl system this year involves an eight-team
tournament including the collcges rated highest by the “Sem-
pert System,” which awards points based on wins and losses
against tcams with winning and losing records.

The National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics was
officially formed in 1952, the outgrowth of the National As-
sociation of Intercollegiate Basketball, which had been organ-
ized in 1937, primarily to determine a national champion in
basketball. The purpose of the NAIA is “to champion the
causc and promote the interests of the colleges of moderate
enrollment and sound athletic philosophy and program.”
NAIA now sponsors 16 national champions for the 565 mem-
ber institutions and 27 affiliated conferences in the United
States and Canada. The national headquarters is at 1205
Baltimore, Kansas City, Mo. 64105.

A LOOK AT THE PAST

The game of basketball was invented by Dr. James
Naismith in 1891, and it took just seven years for it to be
brought to George Fox College (then called Pacific College).

College board member and community leader T. W.
Hester and others first saw the game played at the Portland
YMCA. They were captivated by the new game and secured
a ball, which they brought back to the college. The first
exhibition game was played shortly thereafter, in the winter
of 1898, and the first site was the third floor of the old Com-
mercial Hotel on North Main Street because the college had
no adequate space for the new sport.

The first gymnasium on the campus was the upper part
of one wing of an old academy building (Hoover Hall), built
in 1885 and torn down in the mid 1950s. A one-room wood
gymnasium building was constructed in 1916 and served untij|
1946, when the college opened Hester Gymnasium, a con-
crete block structure built partly by student/faculty labor at
a cost of $40,000. The building, with a single hemlock play-
ing floor and seating for 1,100, served through the 1976-77
season.

The college embarks this year on a new era with a brang
new $2.4 million sports complex—the Coleman H. Wheeler
Center for Sports and Physical Education, containing threc
basketball courts and seating for 2,700. (See page 30.)

College athletic affiliation in men’s basketball over those
years has gone from independent status to mcmbership in
the old Willamette Christian College Conference, the Metro-
politan Conference, the Oregon Collegiate Conference, and
back again to the present status as a major small college
independent member of NAIA District 2 (joined in 1965)
In 1973 George Fox was the district champion and has been.
in the district playoffs six of the last seven years.

“Our greatest basketball year,” according to a college
publication, “The First Fifty Years” (published in 1941)
“was reached in 1917 when Pacific College won the [Wi]la:
mette Valley] league championship and defeated Oregon
State College 34-25.” There have, of course, been many
significant wins, seasons, and players throughout the last 79
years. Much of that history, however, has been lost because
of the lack of available information and incomplete records
prior to NAIA membership in 1965. Highlights and records
since that time appear on the preceding pages. Pre-NAJA
