nder fifth-year head coach Pat 

Bailey, the George Fox University 

Bruins have gotten used to winning 

seasons in baseball with four plus-.500 

records in a row, and Bailey fully expects 

the 2000 cam­

paign to be 

another success­

ful one- albeit

percentage of .692. That figure was a 

new NAJA record, and was the third­

highest mark in college baseball history 

- at any level! Only Jacksonville State 

University in 1977 (.703) and the 

University of Denver in 1981 (.697), 

both NCAA Division II reams at the 
time, had greater numbers. 

The ream averaged 12.3 runs per 

game, and had the NAIA's top four 

individuals in runs per game, the 1-2-4-

5 hitters in hits per game, the 1-2-4-7 

sluggers in home runs per game, the 1-

3-5-8 RBI leaders, and the national 

doubles leader. Yet, despite all that 

expect to 
replace those kinds of numbers. " It was 

fun to watch those kids hit everything 

that was thrown at them ," Bailey admits, 

"bur we certainly don't expect that to 

happen again ... We'll rely more on 

our pitching and defense than we had 

to last year." 

Ah, yes, pitching and defense - the 

things that win ballgames. Virtually over­

looked in the lineup's assau lt on the 

record books was rhe fact that Bruin 

pitchers posted a 4.19 earned run aver­

age, II rh-besr in the nation. Wirh only 

one significant loss to the staff, Bailey 

expects this year's mound corps to be the 

best he has eve r had. 

Defense was another story. The Bruins 

fielded only .940, making 90 errors in 
40 games, and the coaching staff's 

recruiting efforts in the off-season were 

geared toward shoring up the defense 

Pitching 
H eading up the pitching sraff is ace 

righthander Kess Romano (Sr., Van­

couver, Wash.) , who led the team with 

an 8-2 record, a 2.83 ERA.. and 65 

strikeouts in 86 innings. H e will be fol ­

lowed in the rotation by right;- Ryan 

Alvis (Sr., Kent, Wash.), who was 4-3 

with a 5.53 ERA and 64 K's in 68.1 

innings. 
The Bruins will need a third starter 

for three-game confere nce series, and 

Bailey says that spot '\viii probabh- go 
to who's rhrowing well ar the rime.·· Top 

candidates for rhe slot are righthanders 

Jason Schilperoort (Sr., C hehalis, 

Wash.), who was 2-0 with a 3 .00 ERA 

in 15 innings, and Brody Wilson (So., 

Eugene, Ore.), who went 3-2, 4.20 in 

30 innings, and lefty Paul Andrewjeski 

(Jr. , Vancouver, Wash.), who was 4-1 

with a 3.69 ERA and 31 whiffs in 31.2 

innings. Matt Sievers (So., Albany, 

Ore.) is an up-and-coming righty from 

the junior varsity ream vvho throws 

everything w ith movement and might 

get a look in the rotation. 

Righthander Eric Beasley (S r. , The 

Dalles, Ore.) has been the staff closer 

since his freshman year and posted 

another fine season in '99, saving a pair 

of games with a 2.40 ERA. Bailey likes 

southpaw transfer Damon Lorenz (Jr., 

Gaston, Ore./Chemekera CC) in middle 

reli ef, and wi ll also count upon roo kie 

righries Mike Beck (Fr .. Livermore, 

Calif.) , Mitch Sheppler (Fr., Portland. 

Ore.). and Adam Lapp (So .. Forest 

Grove, Ore.). who is com ing off elbow 

surgery, ro fill in rhe middle innings.

(.343, 4 hr, 32 RBI). Only slick-fielding 
David Farrell (Sr., Tacoma, Wash.) 
returns as a starter at second base, bring­
ing a .357 average and a "tough-out" 

reputation to the position. His backup 

will be prep First Team All-State selec­

tion Kevin Tucker (Fr., Forest Grove, 
Ore.). 

Paul Gramenz (So., Sequim, Wash.) 

moves in as Farrell's double-play partner 

at short; he's untested, with only two at­
bars las t season, but Bailey says "athleti­
cally, he's the best I've had at that posi­
ti on." Juco transfer Aaron Bliss (Jr., 
Hillsboro, O re./Lower Columbia 

Co llege) is expected to improve the 

defense at third and provide a decenr 

stick at the "hot co rner. " The battle for 

first base is a wide-open one among 

returnees Kyle Langeliers (So., Pleas am 

Hill , Ore.) and Brian Newman (Jr.,

Bellingham, Wash.), who both saw very 

limited duty last season, and newcomer 

Jake Johnson (Fr., Newberg, Ore.) .

Schilperoort, who hit .350 with 4 

home runs and 29 RBI while playing in 
several spots, returns for his third year as 

a starter, taking over in center field for 

departed All-Conference flychaser Ryan 

Munoz (.429, 6 hr, 33 RBI, 21 steals). 

All-Conference right fielder Ryan 

LaBreton (.403, 19 hr, 63 RBI) and left 

fielder Chad Hollabaugh (.345, 5 hr, 35 
RBI) are gone, to be replaced by 
Oregon State University transfer Garrett 
Bates (Sr., Tigard, Ore.) in right and 

either Wieg or Mike Piper (So., Seattle, 
Wash.) in right. Bates was the Bruins' 

top hitter in fall practice, while Piper 

was a part-time starter as a freshman 

two years ago but transferred to the 

University of Washington, where he did 

not play ball, for a year before returning 

to George Fox. 
Russell Johnston (Fr., North Bend, 

Ore.), one of the fastest players on the 
team, will be called upon often as an 

outfielder, as will Sheppler when he is 

not on the mound. Johnson could also 

see time in the outfield, as could 

Stephen Donohue (Fr., Gresham, 

Ore.), Adam Carlsen (So., Cannon 

Beach, Ore.), and Richie Clausen (Fr., 
Anchorage , Alaska).

Summary 
"We had a 'Disneyland' offense last 

year- it was like some kind of fanta­

sy," says Bailey. "No one, least of all me, 

expects that kind of power again, but 
we're still going to be pretty good offen­
sively and score some runs. Oh, we'll hit 

some home runs - maybe between 40 

and 60 this year - and I think we're 

capable of hitting .315-.350, but we'll 
try more 'team-oriented' things, like 

stealing bases, hit-and-runs, bunting to 

move runners up, things like that, to 

manufacture more runs. 

"Almost our whole pitching staff is 

back. We only lost one pitcher who con­

tributed a lot statistically - Mike Shear, 

who was 6-0, mostly in middle relief­

but our top starters and relievers are all 

back. I really like our pitching. 
"Our weakness last year was defense; 

it was one of the worst defensive teams 
I've ever had, and I know the defense 

cost us at least five games with errors 

late in the game. We will be much 

improved in the field this year and 

shouldn't give away games on fielding 

mistakes. Plus, a better defense gives our 

pitchers more confidence. 
"Each year, our team captains- this 

year they're Schilperoort, Birley, Alvis, 
Romano, and Farrell - help the players 

come up with a slogan, some sort of 

'mission statement.' This year, they 

came up with HEART, which stands for 

'Hard work Every day Attains Respect 

Together.' I like that, and I think this 

attitude has really shown up in our 

practices. Some people may think that, 

because we lost so much offensive 
power, we won't be nearly as good, but 
this team could end up being pretty spe­
cial. It's just a gut feeling I have, and I 

don't know exactly what that means -

it may not necessarily translate into a 

better record - bur the team chemistry 

this year seems very close, and together, 

they could achieve a lor. I'm very much 

looking forward w thi s season.''

nless you were actually there to wit­

ness the destructive force of the 

George Fox University batting 

order in 1999, the numbers stagger the 

imagination: 

production, and four of them with 

20 or more 

• A 16-0 home record, the best ever 

for the Bruins at home 

All that offense, coupled with a pitch­

ing staff that had the 11 th-besr ERA in 

the NAIA at 4.19, produced a 32-8 

overall record, the best in team history, 

and a Northwest Conference co-cham­

pionship at 18-6 with Linfield. 
However, when Lewis-Clark State and 

The Master's College were the only 

regional independents to receive at-large 

bids to the NAIA playoffs, the Bruins' 

season came to a disappointing con­

clusion. 

• A .692 slugging percentage, tops in 

the NAIA and third-highest ever in 

college baseball - at any level! 

• A record .387 batting average, 

second in the NAIA 

• 12.3 runs per game, best in the 

nation 

• New season records for runs (492), 

hits (569), doubles (118), home 

runs (102), and RBI (455) 

• Five batters over .400, four in 

double figures in home runs 

• The 1-2-3-4 NAIA leaders in runs 

sco red, the 1-2-4-5 hitters in hits 

per game, the 1-2-4-7 sluggers in 

home runs per game, the 1-3-5-8 

RBI leaders, and the national 

leader in doubles per game.

Honorable Mention All-Conference 

accolades went to shortstop Lance 

Gilmore, second baseman David Farrell , 

left fielder Chad Hollabaugh, designated 

hitter Jason Schilperoort, all .300 hit­

ters, and pitcher Mike Shear, who post­

ed a perfect 6-0 record . 

Head coach Pat Bailey was honored as 

Northwest Conference "Co-Coach of 

the Year," the second rime in three sea­

sons he has been so honored, sharing 

the award with Scott Carnahan of 

league co-champion Linfield.

I 
n just four years, Pat Bailey, the 1999 Northwest Conference Co-Coach of the Year, 

has established himself as one of the brightest new stars in the college coaching 

ranks. 
With four straight winning reco rds of 25-16, 29-14, 25-13, and last year's 32-8, 

Bailey has a career record of 111-51, a .685 winning percentage, the best of anyone 

ever to coach the Bruins. His teams were Northwest Conference runner-ups in 1996 

and 1998, conference champions in 1997, and last season tied for the league champi­
onship with Linfield. 

In 1997, Bailey was named Northwest 

Conference Coach of the Year after guiding the 

Bruins to their eighth conference or district title in 

a 1 0-year span. Several of his players have received 

all-conference and all-district honors, and last year, 

first baseman Nate Barnett became his first NAJA 

First Team All-American. 
Bailey rook over the Bruin program immediately 

after guiding West Linn High School into the 
Oregon Class 4A state championship game. At 

West Linn , his reams advanced to the Class 4A 

state playoffs seven times and in his final season were edged 2-1 in rhe 1995 state 

championship game. 
Four times Bailey was named Three Rivers League Coach of the Year. He was at 

West Linn for 10 years as head baseball coach and assistant football coach. His base­

ball teams won five league titles and reached the Oregon semifinals in 1989, 1991 and 

1995. From 1989 to 1995, his combined record as a high school and American 

Legion baseball coach was 315-105 (.750). 
Prior to West Linn, Bailey taught and coached at Willamette High School in 

Eugene, Ore., for three years. He has worked at various baseball camps, and served as 

a pitching coach at rhe Universiry of Portland in 1992. 
"George Fox really matches up with me personaliry-wise and philosophically," says 

Bailey. "As a coach, I want to make sure every kid is making the most of his God-given 

talent. I want them to be a class act in the classroom and the communiry. I want the 

kids to match the school and my personaliry. I stress to my team that we're a fami ly. 

Family members are more important than themselves. If you're going to be a leader, 

you must be a servant first. " 
Bailey is a 1974 graduate of Moscow High School in Idaho, where he played foot­

ball, basketball and was rhe baseball ream's MVP. He earned two letters in baseball at 

North Idaho College in Couer d 'Alene, Idaho , then two more as a start ing outfielder 

and ream captain during his senio r season at the University of Idaho. He continued 

playing semiprofessionally until age 28. 

In 1978, Bailey completed his business education degree, and ea rned a master of 

education degree in educat ional administ ration from the University of Oregon in 

1983. 

At Wes t Linn , Bailey was also a business instructor, and in 1994 was named to 

Who's Who Among America's 

Outstanding High School Teachers. In 

1995, he was one of 30 outstanding 

educators honored with a 1995 

Education Excellence Award, given by 

Associated Oregon Industries. 

At George Fox, Bailey is also associate 

director of athletics and a teacher in the 

department of heal th and human 

services. 

Bailey and his wife, Susan, live in 

Newberg with their children, Alex, 16, 

and Ann, 13.

Background on the 
Bruin Nickname 

G 
eorge Fox's Bruin nickname comes from a real bear 

captured in 1887 just two years after Pacific 

Academy (the University's predecessor) was estab­
lished. The small cub was found in the Coast Range 
foothills west of Carlton when its mother was shot. The 
young cub was brought to campus by a student and later 
lived with a faculty member. 

When it grew to adulthood, ir was kept in a pit in 

Hess Creek Canyon south of the campus. It escaped one 

too many times and was turned into steak for the dining 

table and the hide preserved on a frame and displayed in 

an early campus museum. When the hide deteriorated 

several years later, it was taken to a campus furnace room 
to be destroyed, bur rhe framework proved a problem in 
dismantling so it was left sitting in a corner. 

Students found the old Bruin skin later and began 
skirmishes over ownership, a tradition that continues 

today. "Bruin Junior," a replica, under a set of guidelines 

passed down for years, is fought over periodically in class 

competition, with the class able to physically drag the 

Bruin replica off campus declared the rightful owner 
until next "flashed." 

Even with the Bruin tradition, somewhere 
along rhe line, the "Quaker" rag for athlet­

ic teams came into popularity with sports­
writers because of the University's church 

affiliation, and that nickname was used, 
along with the mascot "Foxy George," a lit­

tle fox with a Quaker hat. Both gained 

acceptance for a period in the 1950s and 1960s 

until a vote of faculty, students and administration in 

1970 reinstated the Bruin nickname to its rightful place.

Taylor is in his 12th year as George Fox University 

athletics director, but he has been associated with 

the Bruins for 26 years as player, coach, and profes­

sor. Taylor, 48 , first came to George Fox in 1971 as a 

junior forward for the men's basketball team. In 1972-

73, he helped the Bruins to their first-ever NAIA 

District 2 tide. 

Taylor graduated from George Fox in 1974, receiving 

honors as the Outstanding Man in Teacher Education and Outstanding Physical 

Education Major. He received a master of science degree in education from Linfield 

College in 1975. While enrolled in graduate courses, he was a George Fox residence 

hall director. 

From 1976 to '79, Taylor was the Bruins baseball coach while also serving as assis­

tant basketball coach. He worked at a sporting goods retailing firm from 1979 to '81, 

but returned to George Fox as coach of the women's basketball team from 1981 to '93, 

producing a 162-155 record. He also coached the softball team from 1981 to '88 and 

again in 1990, compiling a 77-99-1 record, and in 1985 he was named NAIA District 

2 Coach of the Year. 

At George Fox, Taylor is responsible for athletic department functions, including eli­
gibility and compliance with George Fox, Northwest Conference, and NCAA regula­

tions; budgeting; and department and spores center managemenr. In 1992 he was 

named NAIA District 2 Administrator of the Year. 

Taylor has three children: Leah, 25; Bree, 20, who plays volleyball for the Bruins; 

and Casey, 1 0. He and his wife, Kathy, live in McMinnville.

it was known as Pacific Academy.

George Fox University baseball, soccer and 

softball teams have played home games 

on the Curtis and Margaret Morse Athletic 

Complex since 1989. 

Across from Wheeler Sports Center on 

Fulton Street and Villa Road, the complex 

was renovated using a donation from Curtis 
and Margaret Morse. Using labor from 

Volunteers on Wheels, new dugouts and a 

press box were constructed for the baseball 

field.

The baseball faci lity continues to improve. In 1991 , Smurfit Newsprint Corp., 

Newberg, donated all lumber for an indoor hitting facility located in the northwest 

corner of the complex. 

The baseball Bruins are rough to beat at Morse Field , going 122-31 (.797) in their 

11 years at the complex. In the last four years , they've gone 54-7 in Newberg, an .885 

winning percentage. 

Field dimensions are 340 feet down the left-field li ne, 375 in the left-center-field 

alley, 400 to straight-away center, 370 in right center and 335 down the right-field 

line.
