In the first game, Jamie Kraushaar (7-6) went the distance for the Boxers, allowing only three hits. 
One of them was a rare inside-the-park home run by Cassie Halvorson on a shot to left-center that 
hugged the fence and got away from the outfielders in the 2nd inning. Michelle Roberts, who had 
walked, scored ahead of Halvorson as the Bruins took a 2-1 lead. 

The Boxers regained the lead against Roberts (1-11) with 3 runs in 5th, Kelsey Herstad and Alison 
Hennes hitting run-scoring doubles and Jenelle Andrews an RBI single. A 3-run 6t capped by 
Herstad's 2-run double, iced the win. 

In the nightcap, southpaw Trinity Smith (2-1) threw a one-hitter, the only safety single to·short by 
Kim Backhaus in the 2nd. She did not strike out anyone and had 4 walks. 

The Boxers effectively put the game away with 4 in the 1st off Nikki Morrison (0- . Hennes and 
Megan Holley had RBI singles before Smith popped a 2-run double, and the v· · ors were off and 
running. They added single runs in the 2nd and 3rd, then scored 4 in the 5th and got the Bruins out in 
the bottom of the inning to shorten the game. 

George Fox fell to 4-24 overall and 2-18 in the conference with 9 losses in a row. Pacific, completing a 
4-game sweep of the Bruins, improved to 19-13 overall and evened its league mark at 10-10. 

The Bruins have their work cut out for them next weekend as they take on league-leading Linfield 
College in a 4-game series. On Friday (Apr. 17), the Bruins play two in McMinnville, while on Saturday, 
they play a pair in Newberg. Both doubleheaders start at 12:00 noon. The Boxers play a 2:00p.m. 
twinbill at Pacific Lutheran University next Friday.

Boxers 

Box Score Game 2 

FOREST GROVE, Ore. - A pair of early leads in both games could not stand up to Pacific University's 
offense and the George Fox University Bruins wound up losing a Northwest Conference softball 
doubleheader to the Boxers 7-1 and 10-6 Friday afternoon here at Lincoln Park. 

The Boxers used a 2-4, 3 stolen base-performance from Heather Wilson and a 2-3 game from Jenelle 
Andrews to beat the Bruins in game one. Andrews' double in game two ignited a 6-run Boxer 2nd 
inning that gave Pacific the cushion it needed for victory. 

Andrews led the Boxers offensively by going 4-7 with 2 doubles, 2 runs scored and a RBI. Wilson 
finished 3-8 and had 4 steals to break the Pacific single-season record for stolen bases with 23 to 
date. Teammate Trinity Smith set the record of 22 last season. 

Georg Fox took a 1-0 lead in the top of the 2nd in the first game when Kim Backhaus singled, was 
sacrificed to second, stole third, and scored on Kayla Winkler's hit to left. The Boxers responded in the 
home half, however, as Andrews opened the frame with a double, then scored on a George Fox 
throwing error that put Smith on first base. Smith came home on Megan Holley's single, and Holley 
plated on Alison Hennes' single to left. 

The Boxers added two runs in the 4th on a RBI single by Kelsey Herstad and a dropped fly ball that 
would have ended the inning. The Boxers added single runs in the 5th and 6th, both on Bruin fielding 
errors. 

Jaime Kraushaar allowed only 4 hits to earn the win and improve her record to 6-6. She allowed the 
one earned run and 2 walks while striking out 2. Winkler took the loss for the Bruins to drop to 0-5. 

The Bruins again took a 1-0 lead in the top of the 2nd in the nightcap when Backhaus singled, 
advanced two bases on a sacrifice and a ground out, and then stole home. However, the Boxers came 
back with a 2nd-inning deluge, sparked by Andrews' one-out double. Two-out singles by Chelsea 
Logan and Erin Sakai plated the first 2 runs, an error on Hennes' fly ball on the next at-bat allowed 2 
more runs to cross. Two batters later, Herstad singled to score Hennes, and Wilson came home on a 
wild pitch to close out the inning. 

George Fox took two runs back in the 3rd and added a single score in the 5th to come within two, but 
the Bruins gave back two in the 6th when a throwing error allowed two Boxers to score. Wilson added 
the Boxers' final run when she scored on Andrews' single to left. The Bruins added two in the 7th, 
scoring on a pair of Pacific errors. 

Sarah Camp and Katie Plumb led the Bruins at the plate in game two, Camp going 2-2 with 2 walks 
and 2 runs scored, and Plumb going 2-3 with 2 RBI. 



Smith (1-1) earned her first win of the season for the Boxers, allowing 5 earned runs on 7 hits with 4 
strikeouts. Michelle Roberts (1-10) took the game two loss for George Fox, allowing 4 earned runs on 
8 hits with 4 strikeouts. 

George Fox has now lost 7 straight and is 4-22 overal, 2-16 in the conference. Pacific, which snapped 
its own 10-game losing skid, is now 17-13 overall and 8-10 in the NWC. 

The Boxers and Bruins finish up their four-game NWC series with a doubleheader Saturday (Apr. 10) 
at Morse Field in Newberg, first pitch at 12:00 noon.

TACOMA, Wash. - Completing a four-game series sweep, the University of Puget Sound Loggers took 
both ends of a Northwest Conference softball doubleheader from the visiting George Fox University 
Bruins Sunday afternoon here at East Athletic Field, this time by scores of 6-1 and 5-3. 

Puget Sound got off to an early lead again, scoring three runs in the 1st inning to take command of 
game one. The Loggers tacked one more run on in the bottom of the 5th before the Bruins got on the 
scoreboard with a run in the top of the 6th. Puget Sound answered right back, scoring two in the 
bottom of the inning to complete the scoring. 

Adriane Herlache ( 4-4) pitched seven solid innings for Puget Sound to earn the victory. Herfache 
allowed only four hits, walked one, and struck out three. Kayla Winkler (0-4) gave up eight hits over 
six innings in the foss for George Fox. 

Robyn Humphreys and Marisa Gillaspie each had two hits and an RBI to pace the Loggers offensively, 
while Annie Buxton drove in two runs on her one hit. Four different players had a single hit for the 
Bruins, who were hindered by their four errors in the game as much as by their lack of offense at the 
plate. 

In game two, the Loggers held off a comeback-minded Bruin team. Trailing 5-1 heading into the 5th, 
the Bruins applied some offensive pressure, capitalizing on two Logger errors to score two runs. It 
might have been more as George Fox had the bases loaded with no outs, but Roberts honed in and 
the Bruins had some base-running miscues, allowing the Loggers to get out of the inning with their 
lead intact. 

Jessica Roberts (3-2) earned her second win of the weekend, allowing just three hits only a day after 
pitching a no-hitter in her first start of the year. Roberts helped her own cause, going 3-3 with a run 
and an RBI, and Kayfa Wells was 2-3 with a double and an RBI. 

Michelle Roberts (1-9) took the loss on the hill for the Bruins, while Cassie Halvorson was 1-4 with a 
run scored to lead the Bruins offensively. 

George Fox is now 4-20 overall and 2-14 in the conference, while Puget Sound has evened its record 
at 10-10 and is 7-5 in league play. 

The Bruins visit Pacific University Friday (Apr. 9) for a 12:00 noon doubleheader before hosting Pacific 
the next day in another noon twinbill.

TACOMA, Wash. - Playing at home for the first time all season, the University of Puget Sound Loggers 
got a solid combination of live bats and great pitching to sweep the George Fox University Bruins 9-1 
and 7-2 in a Northwest Conference softball doubleheader Saturday afternoon here at East Athletic 
Field. 

In game one, the Loggers' Jessica Robert pitched a no-hitter in her first start of the season. Roberts 
(2-2) pitched five innings, striking out four batters while walking only two. George Fox's one run was 
unearned. Lacey Wade (2-6) took the loss for the Bruins. 

Puget Sound got on the board early with a two-run homer by Robyn Humphreys in the bottom half of 
the 1st inning.

In fact, only twice during that time had the Bruins even reached the 
1 0-run mark: on Mar. 9, 2002, in a 10-0 win over Pacific, and just two days earlier on Mar. 20, a 10-2 win 
over St. Catherine in the Sun West Tournament. 

Leading the offensive charge for the Bruins in their big win were Cassie Halvorson, who went 3-4 with a 
double and 2 runs scored; Sarah Camp, who was 2-2 with a walk and 2 runs; Kindra Roley, who doubled 
and walked in her only at bats and had 2 runs and 2 RBI; Katie Plumb, who doubled and drove in 2; and 
Kim Backhaus, who doubled, scored twice, and knocked in one.

Conference softball competition, something was bound to give Saturday afternoon here at Morse Field- and it did 
for both teams as the home-standing Bruins rallied to win the opener 5-4 before the visiting Pioneers hung on to win 
the nightcap 8-5. 

The Bruins took a 1-0 lead in the 1st inning of the first game as Cassie Halvorson reached and scored on 
two throwing errors by starting pitcher Janet Freerks, but the Pios went in front in the 3rd on an RBI single by 
Freerks and a run-scoring ground out by Stephanie Lemon. Halvorson singled, stole second, and scored on Sarah 
Camp's single up the middle to tie it 2-2 in the 5th.

George Fox 2004 Softball Preview--

BRUINS EXPECT TO SHOW BETTER RECORD 
WITH BETTER ATHLETES IN '04 SOFTBALL SEASON 

For George Fox University softball coach Bob Steenson, the 2003 season was a strange experience. The 
Bruins' 5-31 record in his first year as a college coach was an anomaly for someone accustomed to many years of 
success as an ASA coach. 

Steenson conducted the Bruins' workouts in the fall of2002 on a volunteer basis while the school searched 
for a new head coach, and did not take the position until late in the fall. As a result, there was no recruiting done 
and the roster was largely composed ofwalk-ons with a few veterans mixed in. Add to that the fact that heavy 
spring rains and poor drainage on the Bruins' Morse Field forced the team to play every game away from home, and 
the resultant record was not totally unexpected. 

Expect the 2004 season to be different. 
"We are so young and untested," Steenson admits, "but we will be better simply because we have better 

athletes this year, we are stronger, and our new players have a ton of softball knowledge. We'll have people with 
softball skills and experience at every position, even if it's not on the college level yet." 



Pitching 
This year's Bruins will have something they haven't had in several years- at least four quality pitchers. 

The Bruins were a two-pitcher team last year, and only had one hurler the year before that. Staff ace Laura Steenson 
Seratt, the coach's daughter and a one-time All-Northwest Conference selection, has graduated, but brings her 
expertise back as the team's pitching coach. 

Lacey Wade (So., Junction City, Ore.) returns with high expectations of improving upon last year's 1-15 
record. Newcomers who will work into the rotation include Nikki Morrison (Fr., Salem, Ore.), Michelle Roberts 
(Fr., Salem, Ore.), and Kayla Winkler (Fr., McMinnville, Ore.). 

"Lacey is an off-speed specialist and the only tested pitcher we have," says Steenson, "but we'll work 'em 
all in at the start. Michelle throws the hardest of our four. Nikki has good stuff but hasn't thrown in two years, 
since she is a transfer from Seattle Pacific, which does not have a softball program." 

Catching 
Starter Julia Driggers has graduated, so the Bruin catching corps is untested. Kindra Roley (Fr., Newberg, 

Ore.), daughter of Bruin assistant coach Mark Vergets, and Larae Guillory (Fr., Wallowa, Ore.) will battle for the 
starting berth, although Guillory may get the early nod by default, as Roley is recovering from some recent surgery. 

"Kindra is our most experienced catcher and we hope to get her back soon, but Larae is a quick learner and 
should do well," Steenson notes. "And if needed, we can always put Sarah Camp (Sr., Hubbard, Ore.) behind the 
plate; she's just a great player to have because of her versatility." 

Talle Anne (Thompson) Malmstrom (Sr., Dundee, Ore.) returns at first base, bringing a good glove and 
an improved stick that will be counted on for an increased number of RBI this season. Kim Backhaus (Jr., 
Hillsboro, Ore.) is back for her third straight starting season at the hot corner, providing solid defense. She, too, will 
be called on for increased offensive production. 

The middle infield situation is more muddled. At second base, Steenson say "we may play by committee; 
Lacey Wade or Kayla Winkler can play there when they aren't pitching, and Katelin O'Malley (Fr., Bend, Ore.) is 
another candidate." 

Steenson feels blessed to have two quality contenders for the shortstop position in Ashley van Loon (Fr., 
Jefferson, Ore.) and Katie Plumb (Fr., Drain, Ore.), who will join the team once basketball season is over. 

"Both will give us fine all-around play at short," predicts Steenson, "and whichever one does not win the 
position might wind up at second. Or I might move one to third and put Kim in the outfield, where she is also an 
excellent fielder." 

Outfield 

The heart of the Bruin outfield is center fielder Cassie Halvorson (So., Hillsboro, Ore.), an All-Conference 
Honorable Mention selection after hitting .346-1-13, all team-leading figures, in her rookie season. "She covers a 
ton of ground as well," adds Steenson. 

Camp is targeted for right field, taking advantage of her outstanding speed and strong arm, though she has 
also started at second and short in past years and could pop up in those spots at times. The Bruins' lead-off hitter for 
the last three years, she is a left-handed slap hitter with an excellent eye who ranks among the league leaders in on­
base percentage year after year. 

Left field features a grab-bag of candidates, including Winkler, Wade, O'Malley, and possibly even 
Roley if there is a need to get her bat in the lineup while protecting her recovery from surgery. "We'll be fine no 
matter who is out there," says Steenson, "as they all have good arms and can cover some ground." 

Summarv 
"We have more pitching depth than we've ever had," Steenson points out, "although we don't have an ace 

yet like Laura, who kept us in every ballgame she pitched. Our defense will be significantly improved once we get 
everybody back who is either injured or playing another sport. 

"The key to our improvement could be our offense. We need all of our players to make better contact and 
raise their averages about 50 points or so, and we'll have a chance to be competitive. We aren't ready to challenge 
the top teams in our conference yet, but we should definitely be an improved ballclub that is going to spring a 
surprise or two."
