Head Coach Mark Vergets 
Bruins continue to improve under third-year coach 

Mark Vergets, a longtime figure 
in Oregon softball, took over the 
George Fox University softball pro­
gram in 2005 and fashioned a 12-25 
record in his first year - triple the 
number of victories from the 
season before. 

Vergets was already familiar 
with the Bruin program, having 
served as an assistant coach under 
Bob Steenson the previous two sea­
sons. The transition 
to the new coach 
was a smooth one, 
and the future of the 
program is brighter 
than ever as it 
embarks on its third 
year under Vergets' 
leadership. 

Vergets' involve­
ment in softball 
began in 1991 as a 
summer Amateur Softball 
Association coach. In 1998, he led 
his girls' 14-U Oregon ASA fast­
pitch summer team to the state 
championship. He was an assistant 
softball coach at Newberg High 
School from 1999 to 2002. 

Vergets moved to 
Newberg in 1964. 
Mark and his wife, 
Roni, own and operate 
Newberg Hardware. 

The Vergets have 
been married for 30 
years and have four 
grown children: 
Keri, Kory, Kindra (a 
member of the 2004 

George Fox softball team), and 
Kirk. They have two grand­
children, Kodee and Kenya.

CURTIS AND MARGARET 
MORSE COMPLEX 

George Fox University soccer, baseball, and softball 
teams play home games on the Curtis and Margaret 
Morse Athletic Complex. 

Located on the northeast section of the campus, 
the complex was renovated in 1989 using a major 
donation from Curtis and Margaret Morse, avid sup­
porters of Bruin athletics. Four generations of the 
Morse family have attended George Fox. 

All three Morse Fields are natural-grass surfaces. 
The soccer field, home to both the men's and women's 
soccer teams, has seating for 250 spectators. 

The baseball field has seating for 250 spectators. 
Directly behind home plate is the concession stand and 
press box. The field measures 330 down each line, 365 
to the left-center power alley, 370 to right center, and 
380 to dead center. 

The softball field, which has an all-dirt infield, has 
seating for 100 fans. The outfield fence is 200 feet 
down each line, and 205 to straightaway center. 

Fund-raising efforts are now under way for a new 
athletic field complex located on 24 acres of land 
donated to the university by Newberg business owners 
Ken and Joan Austin.

INTERCOLLEGIATE ATHLETICS 
are an important part of George Fox University, home 
to one of the Northwest's most successful small-college 
sports programs. Winning programs, of course, are 
accompanied by a proper balance between academics 
and athletics. At George Fox University, student­
athletes compete for conference and national titles at a 
Christ-centered university where professors and coaches 
help them grow in mind, body, and spirit. Intercol­
legiate athletics competition provides for practical 
application of what is learned in the classroom and 
at practice.

More than 15 per­
cent of George Fox's traditional undergraduate students 
participate in these sports. Their records over the years 
serve as shining testimonies to the administration's con­
viction that an institution can play for the glory of God, 
follow the rules and ethics of its governing organiza­
tions, and be successful on the fields and courts of com­
petition at the same time. 

At George Fox, the values of athletics are integrated 
with the goals of Christian higher education in a process 
that includes: 

• Physical conditioning 
• Managing emotions 
• Courage 
•Teamwork 
• Cooperation 
• Graciousness in winning and losing 

Consider the growing legacy: 

• George Fox has earned national, district or conference 
team titles 19 times during the last decade. 

• George Fox athletes have earned more then 300 
All-America and All-America Scholar-Athlete honors. 

• Seven of the 12 coaches on staff have been named 
Coach of the Year at various levels a total of 26 times. 

• George Fox coaches have held their positions for an 
average of 10 years, and together have accumulated 
more then 1,500 collegiate wins. 
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
