6/2 — ALL-AMERICA: Bruins’ Jones Named ABCA First Team All-America as Utility Player

NEWBERG, Ore. — Capping an outstanding 2005 season, Derrick Jones of George Fox University has been named
to the NCAA Division iif All-America Baseball First Team as a utility player as chosen by the American Baseball
Coaches Association.

Jones, a junior fram Forest Grove, QOre., began the year as the Bruins’ starting right fielder and bullpen closer, then
became the team’s No. 1 starting pitcher and designated hitter midway through the season. The right-hander posted
a 9-1 record on the mound, including a 7-0 record in Northwest Conference play, with one save, a 2.50 ERA, and 73
strikeouts in 75.2 innings. He led the conference in strikeouts while placing second in ERA and tying for second in
wins. At the plate, he was seventh in the conference with a team-leading .377 and tied for fifth in hits (60). He led
the league in RBI (63) and tied for the lead in triples (3), tied for second in doubles (17) and tied for second in home
runs (10), and was third in slugging pct. (.711). In the latest national stats (through games of May 15), he was eighth
in RBI per game (1.47) and tied for 11th in wins (9).

Jones was named NWC Co-Pitcher of the Year while earning First Team All-Conference as a pitcher and Second
Team as a utility player. He was chosen by the ABCA to the NCAA Division Il All-West Region First Team as a utility

player.

The selection of Jones to the All-America First Team gives the Bruins five NCAA All-Americans, including four First
Team selections in the last three years. Pitcher Ryan Alvis was a Third Team pick in 2000, first baseman Eric Bell
was a First Team choice in 2003, and Co-National Pitcher of the Year Scott Hyde and shortstop David Peterson
made First Team last year as the George Fox won the 2004 NCAA Division Ilf World Series.

Jones played a major role in another record-setting season for George Fox in 2005. Although they did not get a
chance to defend their 2004 11l national championship, the Bruins overcame several key losses from that team to go
32-12, tying the record for most wins during the regular season. George Fox was ranked #28 nationally and #3 in the
West Region in the final regular-season polls. A 15-game winning streak in mid-season established a new team
record, and their .979 fielding percentage set a new D-lIl national record. The Bruins equaled their best conference
record of 20-4, set in 2005, earning them a conference co-championship with Linfield College. It was the fourth
straight NWC crown and seventh in 10 seasons under head coach Pat Bailey, whose record now stands at 284-132.

Other First Team All-Americans were catcher Gerard Haran of the Coilege of New Jersey, designated hitter Steve
Wiczek of Wisconsin-Stevens Point, first baseman Lucas Jones of Lynchburg, second baseman Jeremy Jirschele of
Wisconsin-Oshkosh, shortstop Luke Uliman and third baseman Jake Frank of Wooster, third baseman Jeff Natale of
Trinity (Conn.), outfielders Jay Lavender of Aurora, Trey Luster of East Texas Baptist, and Tommy Paterson of
Linfield, utility player Zach Lutz of Alvernia, and pitchers Buddy Klovstad of Chapman, Josh Schwartz of Rowan, and
Greg Reinhard of national champion Wisconsin-Whitewater. Uliman was the ABCA National Player of the Year.

5/24 — ALL-REGION: Five Bruins Earn All-West Region Honors with Jones as First Team Utility Player

NEWBERG, Ore. — Derrick Jones was rewarded for his ali-around skills with First Team honors, and four other
George Fox University Bruins were named to the Second and Third Teams as the 2005 NCAA Division Hii All-West
Region baseball teams were announced as chosen by West Region members of the American Baseball Coaches

Association.

Jones was named the First Team utility player after seeing duty for the Bruins as a starting and relief pitcher, right
fielder, and designated hitter. The Bruins’ double-play combination of shortstop David Peterson and second
baseman C.R. Braniff made the Second Team, while center fielder Drew Johnson and left fielder Daniel Downs were

Third Team picks.

Jones, a junior righthander from Forest Grove, Ore., posted a 9-1 record, including a 7-0 record in Northwest
Conference play, with one save, a 2.50 ERA and 73 strikeouts in 75.2 innings. He led the conference in strikeouts
while placing second in ERA and tying for second in wins, earmning NWC Co-Pitcher of the Year honors. At the plate,
he was seventh in the conference with a team-leading .377 and tied for fifth in hits (60). He led the ieague in RB} (63)
and tied for the lead in triples (3), was second in doubles (17) and tied for second in home runs (10), and was third in
slugging pct. (.711). In the latest national stats (through games of May 15), he was eighth in RBI per game (1.47)
and tied for 11th in wins (9).

Peterson, a senior shortstop from Aloha, Ore., batted .316 with 12 doubles, 31 RBI, 45 runs scored, and ranked third
in the conference in stolen bases (19). A steady, often-spectacular fielder, he led the NWC in assists (128) and
committed only four errors ali season, a major reason why the Bruin set a new NCAA Division {1l record for fielding
average (.979). He was a three-time AI-NWC First Team selection, and last year also received First Team All-West
Region and First Team All-America honors.

Braniff, a junior from Hillsboro, Ore., ranked 12th in the conference in batting at .363, tied for the league lead in hits
(66), and was third in runs scored (48) and tied for fifth in doubles (14). On the bases, he was a perfect 13-13 in
steals, ranking sixth in stolen bases. He made only three errors in the field, was second to Peterson in assists (114),
and turned 30 double plays as the Bruins led the NWC with 43 twin killings. He was a First Team All-NWC pick this

year and was Second Team last year.

Johnson, a sophomore from New Plymouth, idaho, paced the conference in stolen bases (27) as the Bruins
established a new team record for steals in a season (89). He ranked ninth in the NWC in batting (.365) and tied for
first in hits (66) and fourth in runs scored (47). He also had six doubles and drove in 19 runs from his leadoff spot in
the order. With 122 chances in the field, he was one the three Bruin starting outfielders who committed no errors this
season. He made First Team All-NWC this year and was Second Team last year.

Downs, a sophomore from Kirkland, Wash., was 15th in the NWC in batting at .352, tied for second with 10 home
runs, and was fourth in RBI (45) and total bases (97) and fifth in slugging pct. (.599). He was one of six Bruins with
double-digit doubles with 10, scored 41 runs, and had nine stolen bases. He handled 59 chances in the field
flawlessly. He was National Co-Hitter of the Week for Mar. 21-27, during which he had a 6-for-7 game with nine RBI
at Whitman, tying GFU record for hits and at bats in a game.

5/12 - ALL-CONFERENCE: Eight Bruins Honored on Ail-Northwest Conference Diamond Squads

NEWBERG, Ore. — If strength up the middle is the mark of a good baseball team, then it is not hard to understand
how George Fox University put together another outstanding season (32-12) in 2005: Three starting pitchers, the
Bruins’ double play combination, and their center and left fielders have been named to the All-Northwest Conference
First Team, Second Team, or Honorable Mention baseball squads as chosen by the league’s nine coaches.

Ace righthander Derrick Jones received the Co-Pitcher of the Year award, and was joined on the First Team by
shortstop David Peterson, second baseman C.R. Braniff, and center fielder Drew Johnson. Left fielder Daniel
Downs and starting southpaw Brandon Rupp were named to the Second Team, while Jones also received a nod as
the Second Team’s utility player after splitting time as a designated hitter and right fielder. Starting righthander
Jordan Purdy received Honorable Mention. Head coach Pat Bailey was honored as Co-Coach of the Year after
leading the Bruins to a 20-4 conference record, tying last year's mark for best NWC record ever, and sharing the
league crown with Linfield College.

Jones, a junior from Forest Grove, Ore., posted a 9-1 record, including a 7-0 record in league play, with a 2.50 ERA
and 73 strikeouts in 75.2 innings. He led the conference in strikeouts while placing second in ERA and tying for
second in wins.

He was second in the
league in innings pitched (88.1) and games started (12) and fourth in strikeouts (70) while tying for fourth in wins. A
two-time NWC Pitcher of the Week selection, he went 26.2 innings without allowing a run during the middie of the
conference season.



Purdy, a junior from Keizer, Ore., had the Bruins’ best won-lost record as he went 6-0 from the third spot in the
rotation. He ranked 14th in the league in ERA (4.14), tied for fourth in appearances (17), and was seventh in wins.
He struck out 47 in 71.2 innings. His best performance came in a no-decision game at No. 2 Chapman when he went
7.1 innings, allowing only six hits, four of them bunt singles, and two runs with six strikeouts in a game the Bruins won
in the 9th inning 3-2.

Bailey, last year's West Region and National Coach of the Year when the Bruins went 40-10 and won the NCAA
Division Il World Series, picked up his fourth straight NWC Coach of the Year award and seventh overall. He also
won or shared the award in 1997, 1999, 2000, 2002, 2003, and 2004. In 10 seasons at George Fox, he has compiled
a 294-132 record, with a winning percentage of .690 that ranks in the top 25 among active D-lll coaches.

Sharing Pitcher of the Year honors with Jones was Linfield lefty Alex Justus, while the Wildcats’ Tommy Paterson
was named Hitter of the Year. Scott Carnahan of Linfield shared Coach of the Year honors with Bailey for the second

year in a row,

5/3 - GEORGE FOX 3, CHAPMAN 2: Bruins Win Pitching Duel in Chapman Finale with 9th-Inning Rally

ORANGE, Calif. ~ Righthander Jordan Purdy and southpaw Nick Hedgecock combined on a five-hitter and Tye
Tinner singled home the winning run to cap a two-run rally in the top of the 9th inning, leading the George Fox
University Bruins to a 3-2 win over the Chapman University Panthers in the finale of a three-game series between the
last two NCAA Division lil national basebali champions Tuesday afternoon here at Hart Park.

George Fox, with a .978 fielding percentage, and Chapman, fielding .973, rank 1-2 in the nation in that category, but
defensive lapses played a big part in Tuesday’s game, as only two runs in the contest were earned. One of those
came in the bottom of the 2nd as the Panthers took a 1-0 lead. John Alexander was hit by a pitch, Jarod Sammet
and C.J. Castillo bunted for hits to load the bases, and Travis Otott hit into a 6-4-3 double play as Alexander scored.

The Bruins tied it with an unearned run in the 5th. Dan Wentzell was hit by a pitch, moved to second on a ground
out, and came home on consecutive errors at short and first. The Panthers regained the iead with an unearned run
of their own in the last of the 5th. Kyle Redding bunted for a hit, moved up on an error at short and a passed ball, and
came in on Tyler Dean’s foul sacrifice fly to right.

Down to their final three outs in the 9th, Daniel Downs started the Bruins’ comeback with a lead-off single off Panther
ace Scott Akamine, the winning pitcher in the 2003 World Series title game, who had aliowed only two hits to that
point. Marc Mason sacrificed him to second, and when the right fielder mishandled Wentzell’s single fo right, Downs
scored the tying run and Wentzell wound up at second. After Kevin Kopple's ground out to first moved Wentzell to
third, Tinner’s single through the left side put the Bruins on top to stay.

Purdy worked 7 1/3 innings, allowing all five Panther hits while striking out 6 and walking only 2. After walking Jason
Mooneyham intentionaily with one out in the 5th, he retired the last eight hitters he faced, exiting in the 8th after
getting Scott Zine on a comebacker that deflected off the pitcher to Tinner at third, who threw him out. Hedgecock
retired both batters he faced in the 8th and then set the Panthers down in order in the 9th, getting the win when his
teammates rallied to improve to 2-3.

Akamine (6-2) finished with a five-hitter as well, striking out 9 and walking a pair.

“We played the last two games about as well as we can play — we had to,” admitied Bruin coach Pat Bailey when the
series was over. “Chapman’s pitching staff is a group of veterans who are simply outstanding, and | think they're a
better team than they were when they won it all two years ago. To get this win today was amazing. Jordan Purdy
pitched the game of his life in a game we fiterally HAD to win; he was money in the bank every inning we needed him.
And Nick Hedgecock — he may be a freshman, but he doesn't pitch like one any more.”

George Fox, ranked 18th nationaily, improved to 30-10 and, with four games at home left, are still hopeful of an at-
large bid to the 2005 playoffs and a chance to defend their 2004 World Series crown. The Bruins, just as they did last
year, tied with arch-rival Linfield College for the Northwest Conference championship, but have to rely on getting one
of three “Pool C” berths because Linfield took two of three from them in the season series and gets the NWC's
automatic bid. Third-ranked Chapman fell to 30-8 as its seven-game winning streak was snapped, but the Panthers
are an independent and are virtually a shoo-in for a “Pool B” bid which goes to seven independents and non-
automatic conference teams.

The Bruins host California State University-East Bay (formerly CSU-Hayward) in a four-game series this weekend to
close out the regular season, starting with a single game at 3:00 p.m. Friday. The Panthers host the University of
Redlands Friday at 3:00 p.m.

The lead was short-lived, however. in the home half of the 5th, Hallenbeck walked with one out and Zine homered to
give the Panthers a 4-3 lead. Ochoa then nailed down the win by retiring the last 14 Bruins in a row, boosting his
record to 9-1. He finished with 6 strikeouts and 3 walks.

Rupp fell to 7-4 with the hard-luck setback. He also fanned 6 and walked 3, working 7 2/3 innings.

Chapman (30-7), ranked 3rd nationally, thus took a two-games-to-none lead over the 18th-ranked Bruins (29-10} in
this three-game series between the last two NCAA Division il national champions.

5/1 — CHAPMAN 10, GEORGE FOX 2: Panthers Pound Bruins in First Game Between Last Two D-lil Champs

ORANGE, Calif. - In the first of a three-game series between the iast two NCAA Division il World Series winners,
the 2003 champion Chapman University Panthers got the best of the 2004 champion George Fox University Bruins
for a 10-2 victory Sunday night here at Hart Park.

The Panthers, ranked 3rd in the latest ABCA D-Ilil national poll, jumped on the 18th-ranked Bruins early, scoring a run
in the 1st and three more in the 3rd to hand GFU ace Derrick Jones (8-1) his first loss of the season. Singles by
Justin Hallenbeck, Scott Zine, and Tyler Dean produced the first run, and the Panthers used four hits, including
doubles by Brian Brubaker, C.J. Castilio, and Kyle Redding, plus a George Fox throwing error for their three runs in
the 2nd.

The Bruins got one run back in the 3rd on Ryan Fobert's 4th home run of the season, but that was the only run and
one of only two hits the visitors could muster off of Chapman’s Buddy Klovstad (8-0) in seven innings. The Bruins’
other run came on a throwing error on Kevin Kopple’s grounder to short with the bases loaded in the 8th after reliever
Billy Sulentor had walked the bases loaded. By then, the Panthers had safely tucked the game away with three-run
outbursts in both the 6th and 7th innings.

John Alexander had three hits and Hallenbeck, Zine, Dean, and Brubaker had two each as the Panthers collected 16
hits off Jones and relievers Alex DeAngelis, who was pitching against his former teammates, and Daniel Grierson.
Fobert had two hits for the Bruins, half their total of four. it was the Bruins’ lowest number of hits in a game this year.

George Fox, the Northwest Conference co-champion after Linfield College defeated Pacific University 7-2 Sunday
afternoon to tie the Bruins for the league title, falls to 29-9 overall, while Chapman improves to 29-7. The teams
square off again Monday night at 7:00 p.m., foliowed by a Tuesday wrap-up at 12:00 noon.

4/28 — GEORGE FOX 9, PACIFIC 7: Bruins Outslug Boxers to Earn a Share of NWC Title {(Maybe More)

NEWBERG, Ore. — Assuring themselves of no less than a tie for their fourth straight Northwest Conference basebali
championship, the George Fox University Bruins completed a three-game series sweep by out-slugging the Pacific
University Boxers four home runs to three and winning 9-7 Thursday afternoon here at Morse Field.

George Fox, ranked 18th in the latest NCAA Division lil national poll and 3rd in the West Region, improved to 29-8
overall and finished NWC play with a 20-4 record, equaling last year's mark for best conference record ever. The
Bruins now await the outcome of two other NWC series this weekend, Linfield College at Pacific and Whitworth
College at Pacific Lutheran University.

Linfield and PLU are both 17-4, and sweeps by one or both would enable those teams to tie the Bruins. If both lose
one in their respective series, the Bruins would have the conference crown all to themselves, as well as the NWC's
automatic bid to the NCAA National Tournament. in the event of a two-way tie, either Linfield or PLU would get the
bid because each beat the Bruins in the season series; in a three-way tie, the edge goes to PLU, which beat both
Linfield and George Fox two-out-of-three.

Pacific dropped to 15-16 overall and 10-11 in the league.

The Bruins took a big early lead thanks to the power of Derrick Jones. Drew Johnson opened the bottom of the 1st
with a walk off Boxer ace Derek Haner, C.R. Braniff and David Peterson followed with singles to load the bases, and
Jones powered his 9th home run to center for a grand slam. Singles by Matthew McCord, Cedric Steinshouer, and
Adam Azril got one run back for the Boxers in the 2nd off the Bruins' Jordan Purdy, but Braniff singled in Marc Mason
in the 2nd and Jones hit his 10th home run just to the right of center in the 3rd for a 6-1 George Fox lead.

Matt Hendryx drilled a two-run homer, his 5th, off Purdy in the 4th to cut the Bruin lead to 6-3, and Aaron Svarthumle
blasted his 5th round-tripper, a three-run shot, off reliever Gehrig Richins in the 6th inning to tie the game at 6-6.
George Fox regained the lead in the bottom of the 6th when Zach Gantenbein dropped Dan Wentzell's long drive to
right-center for a three-base error and Mason’s sacrifice fly delivered Wentzell, but McCord tied it again with a two-out
solo shot, his 6th of the year, off Richins in the 7th.

Boxer reliever Brad Baker, who had frustrated the Bruins with an assortment of side-arm breaking stuff and
changeups, allowing no hits and an unearned run, from the 5th through 7th innings, was lifted in favor of Azril,
normally a Pacific starter, to begin the last of the 8th. Daniel Downs homered to right-center leading off the inning,
his 7th of the season, to break the deadlock, and Richins foliowed with his 3rd circuit clout to left-center, pinning the

loss on Azril (4-4).

Southpaw Nick Hedgecock took over for Richins (3-1) to preserve the game in the 9th and notched his 6th save, tying
the Bruins’ single-season record, but the inning was not without its suspense. Shortstop Peterson made a diving stop
of Svarthumle’s smash up the middie and gunned him down by a step to start the inning, but Ryan Raagas beat out a
chopper up the first base line and Nick Williams dumped a pop fly into center just out of the reach of second sacker
Braniff to bring the go-ahead run to the plate. Hedgecock got Lloyd on a fly to center and induced McCord to hit into
a 6-4 forceout, however, to end the game.

Jones' two home runs enabled him to take over the conference lead in that category, and he already was the league
leader in RBI before his five in this game upped his total to 61. That number is tied for the 5th-most in a single
season by a Bruin.

George Fox, the 2004 NCAA Division Il national champion, heads for Orange, Calif., next week for a three-game
series with the 2003 national champion, Chapman University. The two will square off Sunday and Monday night at
7:00 p.m. before finishing with a Tuesday day game at noon. Pacific hosts Linfield Saturday for a doubleheader and
Sunday for a single, both days starting at noon.

4/24 - GEORGE FOX 9-6, PACIFIC 3-5: Bruins Sweep Boxers to Regain Conference Lead by a Game

NEWBERG, Ore. — Regaining a tenuous hold on first place in the Northwest Conference baseball race, the George
Fox University Bruins swept the Pacific University Boxers 9-3 and 6-5 in a doubleheader Sunday afternoon here at
Morse Field while Linfield College and Pacific Lutheran University, the other two challengers for the league crown,
were splitting a pair in McMinnville, Ore.

George Fox, 28-8 overall, is 19-4 in the conference, while Linfield and Pacific Lutheran are now a game behind the
Bruins, each at 17-4. The Bruins conclude conference play with the finale of the Pacific series Thursday at 4:00 p.m.
at Morse Field. Linfield goes to Pacific and PLU hosts Whitworth College next weekend in three-game series that will
determine the conference's automatic bid to the NCAA National Tournament, which George Fox won last year.

In the first game, Derrick Jones boosted his record to 8-0 but pitched out of jams all day long, scattering 12 hits over
seven innings of work. He fanned five, walked ane, and surrendered only three runs as the Boxers wound up
stranding 11 runners in the game. Derek Haner (4-3) went 7 1/3 innings for Pacific and took the loss.

George Fox took a 2-0 lead in the 1st on a two-run single by Daniel Downs, but Pacific tied it in the 3rd on a two-run
shot over the left-field foul pole by Robert Lloyd. Downs singled in C.R. Braniff in the bottom of the 3rd for the run
that put the Bruins ahead to stay, and they saited the game away with three-run rallies in the 6th and 8th innings.

Braniff, Downs, Gehrig Richins, and Ryan Fobert had two hits apiece for the Bruins, who had 11 safeties in all. Lioyd
and Matthew McCord had three hits and Aaron Svarthulme and Scott Yasumoto had two each among the Boxers’ 13.

4/17 - GEORGE FOX 10-2, PACIFIC LUTHERAN 3-4: Bruins Set Winning-Streak Record but Split with Lutes

TACOMA, Wash. — A 10-3 first-game win gave the George Fox University Bruins a team-record 15 wins in a row, but
the streak came to an abrupt halt with a 4-2 loss to the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes in the second game of a big
Northwest Conference baseball doubleheader Sunday afternoon here at the PLU Field.

With Linfield College winning a pair at the University of Puget Sound Sunday, the conference standings now have
Linfield in first percentage-wise at 15-2 (.882), followed by George Fox at 17-3 (.850) and Pacific Lutheran at 14-3
(.824). Based on games over .500, George Fox leads Linfield by half-a-game and PLU by a game-and-a-haif. The
Bruins are 25-7 overall, while the Lutes are 20-10.

The Bruins jumped out to a 7-0 lead after two innings in the opener, aithough the game was delayed twice in the first
two frames by rain. PLU got on the scoreboard with a single run in the 3rd inning and plated their final two runs in the

5th.

Derrick Jones led the Bruins in the first game with 2 hits and 3 RBI. He was also the winning pitcher, tossing 8
innings and allowing 9 hits, walking one and striking out 6 while improving to 7-0. David Peterson had 2 hits and
drove in 2 runs, while Tye Tinner had 3 hits and C.R. Braniff 2 safeties.

Bobby Benes had 3 hits and an RBI for the Lutes, and Justin Whitehall had 2 hits and 2 RB{. Jeff Caley (4-3) was the
losing pitcher.

Jones hit a two-run home run in the 1st inning, his 7th of the season, to give George Fox the early lead in the second
game, but the Bruins would not score again the rest of the game. Benes hit a sacrifice fly to drive in T.J. Cafferth with
an unearned run in the 3rd, cutting the margin to 2-1 and ending the scoreless-innings streak of Bruin southpaw
Brandon Rupp (6-3) at 26 2/3.

The Lutes took the lead in the 5th when Jason Miller drove in Roger Guzman with a single and Benes scored on an
error. David Fox drove in Miller with a single in the 7th for the final PLU run.

Joe DiPietro allowed 5 hits, walked 2, and struck out 6 in 7 innings to even his record at 2-2. Aaron Roetcisoender
tossed the final two innings for his 7th save of the season.

The two teams will complete the series Monday with a single game at 11:00 a.m.

4/13 — GEORGE FOX 6, CONCORDIA 4: Bruins Beat Cavaliers for Record-Tying 14th Straight Win

McMINNVILLE, Ore. — Home runs by Derrick Jones and Ryan Fobert in the first two innings sparked George Fox
University to a 5-4 win over the Concordia University-Portland Cavaliers, their record-tying 14th straight victory, in a
non-conference baseball game Wednesday afternoon here at Linfield College’s Roy Helser Field. The game had
been rescheduled from Tuesday because of wet conditions at Concordia’s field.

Jones lofted his 6th home run of the season to left with two out in the 1st after a double by C.R. Braniff, and Fobert
lined his 3rd of the year to right in the 2nd, giving the Bruins a 3-0 lead. The Cavs got one run back in the 5th on
consecutive singles by Kenny Nelson, Scott Dickson, and James Mannion.

The Bruins got what proved to be the winning runs in the 6th. David Peterson led off with a single, went to third on a
double by Jones, and Daniel Downs walked to load the bases. A wild pitch by Seth Mathews scored Peterson, and
after Jones was caught at the plate on a grounder by Gehrig Richins, Dan Wentzell delivered Downs with a line single
up the middle.

Concordia battled back with three in the 8th. Consecutive singles by Aaron Coiteaux, Derek Shigano, and Adam
Hackstedt scored one run and knocked out Peder Rauen, the fifth of six George Fox pitchers. Richins relieved and
surrendered a two-out, two-run single to Tyson Langford, but escaped further trouble by getting Ty Fogarty on a fly to
right. After the first two batters in the 9th struck out, Coiteaux singled and stole second and third, but was stranded
as Tyler Young flied out to center, giving Richins his 3rd save.

The win went to George Fox starter Daniel Grierson (1-0), who worked two perfect innings. Concordia starter Scott
Gilberti (2-5) took the loss.

George Fox is now 24-6 after winning 14 in a row for the fourth time in team history, while Concordia is 15-19. The
Bruins will try for a record-setting 15th straight win as they begin a critical Northwest Conference series Saturday
against Pacific Lutheran University with a doubleheader at 12:00 noon in Tacoma. The Bruins are 16-2 in the
conference, while PLU and Linfield are a game-and-a-half back at 13-2. The Cavaliers were to play Linfield following
their game with the Bruins before hosting Oregon Tech Saturday in a Cascade Collegiate Conference twinbill at
noon.

4/10 - GEORGE FOX 6, PUGET SOUND 4: Bruins Tie Loggers Three Times with Long Ball before Winnin

NEWBERG, Ore. — Fighting back with the long ball, the George Fox University Bruins rallied to tie the University of
Puget Sound Loggers three times with home runs before finally pulling out a 6-4 win that kept them in front in the
Northwest Conference baseball race Sunday afternoon here at Morse Field.

Puget Sound took a 1-0 lead in the top of the 1st inning on a double by Andrew Sloan and singles by Michael Olsen
and Shaun Messerli before George Fox starter Jordan Purdy settied down, shutting out the Loggers on one hit over
the next five innings. It appeared for a while as if that lone run would be enough for UPS righty Taylor Thompson,
who kept the Bruins off-balance with his side-wheeling delivery and off-speed breaking stuff. The Bruins managed
only two base-runners through the first four innings, a bioop single to center by Drew Johnson to iead off the 1st and
a walk to C.R. Braniff in the 4th.

The Bruins finally got a second hit off Thompson with two out in the 5th, a tremendous blast to right by Dan Wentzell
for his first home run that tied the game 1-1. The Loggers went back on top 3-1 in the 7th, though, as Mac Gebbers
walked, Olsen singled, Messerli waiked to load the bases, and Jake Herigstad stroked a two-run double to right-
center with none out.

Alex DeAngelis (2-0) relieved Purdy at
that point and got out of the inning, picking up the win when the Bruins rallied in the bottom of the 8th.

Ryan Fobert started the comeback by lining the first pitch from Thompson over the fence in right to tie the game a
third time at 4-4, his second round-tripper of the year. Tye Tinner followed with a single, Johnson beat out a bunt for
a hit, and Braniff was hit with a pitch while trying to sacrifice, loading the bases. David Peterson then delivered the
go-ahead run with a sacrifice fly to right, finally knocking out Thompson in favor of Quentin Flores. Derrick Jones hit
a sharp grounder back to Flores which the pitcher knocked down. With Johnson going on contact from third, Fiores
pounced on the loose ball and tried to nab the runner coming home, but catcher A.J. Jorg was unable to handle
Flores’ low throw when the ball and Johnson arrived at home almost simultaneously, giving the Bruins an insurance

run.,

Richins replaced DeAngelis to start the 9th and set the Loggers down in order, fanning pinch-hitter Joe Newland to
end the hard-fought contest and earn his 2nd save.

With the win, George Fox maintained its status in first place in the conference standings with a 16-2 league mark.
Linfield College and Pacific Lutheran University both won Sunday and trail the Bruins by a game-and-a-half at 13-2.
The Bruins also improved to 23-6 overall while winning their 13th straight game, one short of the team record of 14,
achieved twice. Puget Sound dropped to 11-14 overall and 4-11 in the conference.

Both teams play non-league games Wednesday at 3:00 p.m., the Bruins trying to tie their record for most wins in a
row at Concordia University-Portland and the Loggers hosting Western Baptist College.

4/9 - GEORGE FOX 12-6, PUGET SOUND 5-0: Bruins Alone Atop NWC after Taking Two from Loggers

NEWBERG, Ore. - There is still a lot of baseball to be played, but for the moment, the George Fox University Bruins
sit alone atop the Northwest Conference standings after sweeping the University of Puget Sound Loggers 12-5 and 6-
0 Saturday afternoon here at Morse Field.

The Bruins have now won 12 in a row, two short of the team record, to improve to 22-6 overall and 15-2 in the
conference. Pacific Lutheran University, the former first-place team, spilit a twinbill at Pacific University, and Linfield
College took a pair from Lewis & Clark College Saturday, leaving those two teams tied for second, a game-and-a-half
behind the Bruins, each at 12-2. George Fox has seven conference games left, PLU and Linfield 10 each.

Derrick Jones was the standout for the Bruins in the first game against the Loggers, getting the win on the mound
while helping himself with a big game at the plate. He worked 8 innings, allowing 8 hits and 3 runs while striking out
6, running his record to 6-0. He also slugged two home runs and a double and drove in 5 runs while scoring 3.

The Bruins took a 2-0 {ead against Puget Sound starter Tyler Williams (0-2) in the 1st as Jones hit a two-out homer to
right-center after a lead-off walk to Drew Johnson. Shaun Messerli tied the game in the 4th for the Loggers with a
two-run shot to right off Jones, his second, following a Michael Olsen single, but Tye Tinner gave the Bruins the lead
right back in the bottom of the inning with his second home run of the year to left after a Dan Wentzell single.

The Loggers cut the margin to 4-3 in the 5th when Wentzell lost Andrew Sloan’s high fly to deep right with the bases
loaded in the sun and it fell for a hit, scoring Peter Marcek from third. Steve Martin, the runner on second who had to
hold up in case the ball was caught, also tried to score but was cut down at the plate on a throw from Wentzell to
second baseman C.R. Braniff to catcher Ryan Fobert.

Jones foliowed a single by Braniff and a walk to David Peterson with a three-run drive just to the right of center in the
bottom of the 5th, his 5th round-tripper of the year, and added a run-scoring double in the 8th as the Bruins scored
five times to put the game away. Braniff collected four of the Bruins’ 14 hits, including two doubles, while Tinner and
Gehrig Richins had two hits apiece. Tinner had an RBI double in the 8th, giving him 3 RB! in the game. Messerli had
three hits for the Loggers while Shaun Kiriu, Sloan, and Marcek had two each.

In the nightcap, Bruin southpaw Brandon Rupp extended his streak of scoreless innings to 24 with 8 shutout innings,
allowing only 3 hits while fanning 6 and walking one as he improved to 6-2. Richins worked a 1-2-3 9th to complete
the Bruins’ fourth shutout of the season, all in the last eight games.

Jones doubled in Braniff and Daniel Downs singled home Jones in the 1st inning to give Rupp all the runs he wouid
need and pin the loss on Eric Monge (1-2). Johnson and Braniff singled and came around to score on a pair of errors
in the 3rd to make it 4-0, and Rian Patrick and Marc Mason hit RBI singles in the 8th to close our the scoring.
Johnson, Braniff, Downs and Mason had two hits each as the Bruins collected 10 hits, their 12th straight game with
double-figure hits.

The teams conclude their three-game series Sunday at 12:00 noon in Newberg, with the Loggers expected to throw
staff ace Taylor Thompson (5-3, 3.09) against Bruin righty Jordan Purdy (6-0, 2.53).

In one of those quirks occasioned by an unequal number of games played, the George Fox Bruins (20-6) are
either in 1st place or 2nd place in the conference standings, depending upon one’s viewpoint. The Bruins are
13-2 in the league, while Pacific Lutheran is 11-1. The Lutes are on top by percentage (.917 to .867), which
is the method by which the actual league champion is determined, but the Bruins are a half-game ahead of
the Lutes by virtue of being 11 games over .500 while the Lutes are 10 over. Right behind the two is Linfield
at 10-2 (.833) in what has become a three-team race for the NWC crown. The Bruins will try to maintain
their place in the standings as they host the 7th-place Puget Sound Loggers (11-11, NWC 4-8) for a three-
game set this weekend. The Bruins are expected to go with RHP Derrick Jones (5-0, 0.92), LHP Brandon
Rupp (5-2, 3.34), and RHP Jordan Purdy (6-0, 2.53) in that order in the series. George Fox, the 2004 NCAA
World Series champion, is a defending NWC co-champion and was picked to finish 2nd this year; Puget

4/4 - GEORGE FOX 7. LEWIS & CLARK 2: Downs’ Homer Breaks Game Open as Bruins Beat Pioneers

PORTLAND, Ore. — Daniel Downs slugged a three-run homer in the 5th inning to break open a tight ballgame,
sparking the George Fox University Bruins to a 7-2 victory and a three-game Northwest Conference baseball series
sweep of the Lewis & Clark College Pioneers Monday afternoon here at the Huston Sports Complex.

The Bruins took a 1-0 lead in the 1st as C.R. Braniff reached on a one-out error, David Peterson was hit by a pitch,
the two pulled a double steal, and Derrick Jones hit a sacrifice fly to right. Pioneer starter Jordan Smiley (1-4) then
tightened up, stifling the Bruins on only two hits through four innings.

Smiley’s control deserted him in the 5th, however, and his wildness proved costly. Drew Johnson and Peterson
walked, and with two out, Downs drilled his 6th round-tripper of the season over the left-field fence. The Bruins
continued to build upon that lead as Braniff doubled in Marc Mason in the 6th, Kevin Kopple drove in Dan Wentzell
with a ground out in the 7th, and Jones grounded out to score Johnson in the 8th.

George Fox starter Jordan Purdy (6-0) worked 6 2/3 innings, scattering six hits while striking out five and walking only
one. The Pios touched him for a pair of runs in the 6th on an RBI grounder by Greg Willams that scored Corey Lowell
and Mike Giardina’s run-scoring single that plated Sam Marthinsen. After Purdy surrendered a single to Bryan Walla
and a walk to Loweli with two out in the 7th, Nick Hedgecock relieved and aillowed no hits in 2 1/3 innings for his 4th
save.

Wentzell was 3-4 as the only Bruin with multiple hits, but the visitors put their speed to good use, stealing seven
bases, including a single-game record-tying four by Peterson. Lowell had a 2-2 game for the Pioneers.

George Fox stretched its winning streak to 10, improving to 20-6 overall and 13-2 in the conference. The Bruins hold
a half-game lead over Pacific Lutheran University in the conference standings in games-over; the Lutes are 11-1 and
have a better percentage than the Bruins but have played fewer league games. Lewis & Clark fell to 8-16-1 overall
and 0-12 in league play.

The Bruins host the University of Puget Sound and the Pioneers visit Linfield College Saturday, both playing 12:00
noon doubleheaders.

4/2 - GEORGE FOX 11-14, LEWIS & CLARK 4-0: Rupp’s 4-Hit Shutout Completes Bruins’ Sweep of Pios

PORTLAND, Ore. - Stellar pitching performances by Derrick Jones and Brandon Rupp, the latter throwing a four-hit
shutout, and 29 hits on offense carried the George Fox University Bruins to a sweep of the Lewis & Clark College
Pioneers, 11-4 and 14-0, in a Northwest Conference baseball doubleheader Saturday afterncon here at the Huston
Sports Complex.

Jones (5-0) went eight innings in the opener, striking out 10 with three walks while scattering five hits. He took a
shutout into the 8th when the Pioneers scored three runs, but only one of the runs was earned. The Pios added a
final run in the 9th off reliever Brady Rhodes, but the Bruins had long since put the game away.

George Fox jumped on Pioneer starter Eric Muroka (0-3) in the 1st with four runs. Consecutive singles by Drew
Johnson, C.R. Braniff, and David Peterson to start the game plated one run, Jones doubled for two more, and Gehrig
Richins singled to score another. The Bruins added two more in the 3rd on an RBI single by Daniel Downs, last
week’s NCAA Division Il Co-National Hitter of the Week, and a throwing error on a steal by Dan Wentzell that
allowed Downs to score from third. Tye Tinner’s three-run homer in the 5th, his first of the year, all but sealed the
win.

Richins led the Bruin attack by going 3-5 with three RBI, while Johnson, Braniff, and Jones had two hits apiece. Both
of Jones’ hits were doubles. Chris Estrella went 3-4 for the Pios.

Rupp (5-2), who has not allowed a run over his last 16 innings, spaced four hits in his second complete game of the
season in the nightcap, fanned seven, and walked only one. He was in total control after the Bruins battered Pioneer
starter Scott Brown (1-3) for seven runs in the 2nd inning. A two-run double by Marc Mason and a two-run single by
Braniff were the key blows in the inning.

The Bruins added single runs in the 5th and 6th innings, two more in the 7th, and closed out their 17-hit attack by
scoring three in the 8th. Wentzell was 3-4 with a pair of double to pace the Bruins, with Johnson, Braniff, Downs,
Mason, and Kevin Kopple getting two hits each. Wentzell and Kopple each scored three times.

George Fox, with nine straight wins and 13 victories in its last 14 games, is 19-6 overall and 12-2 in the conference,
moving into a virtual tie for first with Pacific Lutheran University, which is 11-1 in league play. The Lutes are playing
out of conference this weekend. Lewis & Clark is 8-15-1 overall and 0-11 in the NWC.

The two teams will complete their three-game series Sunday afternoon at 2:00 p.m. in Portiand.

3/28 - GEORGE FOX 4, WILLAMETTE 0: Purdy and Peterson Push Bruins by Bearcats for Series Sweep

NEWBERG, Ore. — Righthander Jordan Purdy and southpaw Nick Hedgecock combined for George Fox University’s
second straight shutout and All-America shortstop David Peterson led the offense with a 3-for-4 day as the Bruins
completed a three-game Northwest Conference sweep of the Willamette University Bearcats 4-0 Monday afternoon
here at Morse Field.

Purdy (5-0) worked the first 7 2/3 innings of the game which had been postponed by rain on Friday, scattering 7 hits
while striking out 8 and walking only one. Hedgecock relieved him to get the final out with two runners on in the 8th,
surrendered a leadoff single to Brian Gilmore in the 9th, and then got three straight outs for his 3rd save.

The Bruins took a 1-0 lead in the bottom of the 1st as C.R. Braniff singled with one out, Peterson doubled him to third,
and Derrick Jones’ slow roller to short scored Braniff. In the 2nd, Gehrig Richins doubled to lead off the inning,
moved up on Dan Wentzell’s sacrifice, and scored on Ryan Fobert’s apparent double to the fence in center.
However, Fobert slipped in the wet grass as he made a wide turn at first and then missed the bag as he headed for
second, and was called out at first on an appeal from the Willamette defense.

When the Bruins put two on with two out in the 3rd on a Peterson single and a walk to Daniel Downs, Tye Sundiee
relieved Bearcat starter Adam Beebe (1-3) and kept his team in the game, stopping the Bruins over the next 4 1/3
innings. The only two runs the Bruins got off Sundlee were unearned in the 7th when Peterson singled home Drew
Johnson, who had reached on an error and stolen second, and Peterson came in on Jones' double to deep right.

In addition to Peterson’s multi-hit game, Wentzell had two hits, including a double, as the Bruins collected 10 hits.
Matt Johnson had three hits and Sean Anderson and Gilmore had two each for the Bearcats.

George Fox is now 17-6 overall, with seven straight wins, and 10-2 in the conference, moving into a virtual tie for the
top with Pacific Lutheran University, which is 9-1. Willamette is 11-11 overall and 7-6 in the league. Both teams are
in conference action again Saturday, the Bruins going to Lewis & Clark College and the Bearcats hosting Linfield
College in twinbills at 12:00 noon.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Getting a little bit of everything — 28 hits by the offense, no errors on defense, and good efforts
from four pitchers — the George Fox University Bruins swept a Northwest Conference baseball twinbill from the
Willamette University Bearcats, 9-3 and 9-0, Friday afterncon here at Morse Field.

In the opener, Derrick Jones (4-0) posted his third straight strong performance since moving into the Bruins’ starting
rotation as he spaced eight hits over seven innings, allowing two runs while striking out six with only two walks to pick
up the win. Nick Hedgecock, after surrendering Ken Halpin’s first home run of the season on the first pitch he threw
in the 8th inning, retired the last six batters he faced to earn his 2nd save.

The Bruins took a 2-0 lead in the 1st against Bearcat ace Zach VandeGriend (3-3) on Jones’ bases-loaded sacrifice
fly that scored Drew Johnson and Daniei Down'’s single to score C.R. Braniff. Braniff singled in Ryan Fobert in the
2nd, and Dan Wentzell and Johnson hit sacrifice flies in the 5th to up the Bruins’ lead to 5-1. Holding a slim 5-3 lead
in the bottom of the 8th, the Bruins tucked the game away with four runs in the frame, Jones singling in one run and
the other three scoring on two wild pitches and one throwing error.

Johnson, Braniff, David Peterson, Downs, and Gehrig Richins had two hits each as the Bruins collected 13 hits in all.
Halpin was 3-4 while Brian Gilmore and Steve Johnson had two hits each for the Bearcats.

In the nightcap, Bruin southpaw Brandon Rupp (4-2) surrendered singles to Sean Anderson and Kelly Gilmore to lead
off the game before striking out the side, a harbinger of things to come. He allowed only three more hits over the next
six innings, finishing with 10 strikeouts and two walks. Alex DeAngelis completed the combination shutout, the
Bruins' first of the year, with two no-hit, four-strikeout innings.

Johnson bunted for a single, stole second, and scored on Jones’ two-out hit in the 1st for the only run the Bruins
would need, but they saited the game away against Willamette starter Jeff Jensen (4-2) with a seven-run 3rd. The
big blows of the inning were a two-run home run by Richins, his first of the season, and a two-run single by Johnson
that capped the rally. Downs and Wentzell doubled for the Bruins’ final run in the 6th.

Wentzeli was 3-4 with three stolen bases to lead the Bruin attack, which pounded out 15 hits. Johnson, Braniff,
Jones, Downs, Richins, and Tye Tinner, making his first start in two weeks after recovering from a swollen spleen,
had two hits each. Kelly Gilmore had three of the Bearcats’ five hits.

George Fox is now 16-6 overall, with six straight wins, and 9-2 in the conference, while Willamette is 11-10 overall
and 7-5 in the league. The three-game series concludes Saturday with a single game at 12:00 noon in Newberg.

Righthander Derrick Jones pitched the Bruins to a 10-1 win at Whitman on Sunday, earning Northwest
Conference “Pitcher of the Week” honors for Mar. 14-20, the second straight week he has won the award.
He worked the first 7 innings, allowing only 3 hits and 1 unearned run (0.00 ERA), with 9 strikeouts and only
1 walk. In two conference starts this year, he has an 0.64 ERA with 15 strikeouts in 14 innings while
allowing 8 hits and 2 walks.

* Bruins Set Hits Record with 28, Tie Three Other Marks in 27-2 Win at Whitman

The George Fox record books got rewritten when the Bruins pounded out a 27-2 victory over the Whitman
Missionaries in a Northwest Conference game on Mar. 21. The Bruins 28 hits broke the single-game record
of 27 set exactly one year ago in a 23-10 win over Whitworth College in Newberg. Their 27 runs tied the all-
time high for runs in a 27-1 victory at the University of Puget Sound on April 26, 1997, so their 25-run
margin of victory was the 2nd-largest ever.

Daniel Downs tied a pair of individual records while going 6-7 at the plate with a double, two home runs,
and 9 RBI. His 6 hits in a game tied the record first set by Ryan Munoz vs. Western Baptist on April 1, 1995,
and tied four other times - by Munoz and Mark Tyler in the same game at Puget Sound on April 26, 1997,
by Tyler again vs. Whitworth on May 8, 1999, and by Drew Johnson at Whitman on March 13, 2004.

NEWBERG, Ore. — With the heart of their batting order — 3, 4, and 5 hitters David Peterson, Derrick Jones, and
Daniel Downs — going 7-11 with six runs scored and six RBI, the George Fox University Bruins edged the Western
Baptist College Warriors 7-6 in non-conference baseball action Wednesday afternoon here at Morse Field.

3/23 — Former Bruins’ Catcher Greg Dombek Signed by Colorado Rockies

NEWBERG, Ore. — Spring training for all major and minor league baseball teams is well under way for the 2005
season, and the recent signing of former George Fox University catcher Greg Dombek by the National League’s
Colorado Rockies means that there are now two ex-Bruin stars currently in the professional ranks.

Dombek, the starting catcher for last year's NCAA Division il national champions, became the second Bruin from that
team to enter pro ball when he signed as a free agent in late February. He reported to the Rockies’ training camp in
Tucson, Ariz., on March 3, and is expecting to be assigned to a Class A team which will begin play in mid-April.

Dombek, who hails from Vaughn, Wash., and Peninsula High School, played for the Bruins for four years, compiling
career numbers of a .309 batting average, 21 doubles, 16 home runs, and 100 RBI. As a senior, he was a Second
Team All-Northwest Conference catcher who batted .347, led the league with 10 home runs, and had 42 RB!l. He
was the batting leader in the 2004 NCAA Division Il World Series with 14 hits in six games as George Fox defeated
Eastern Connecticut State 6-3 for the national title, earning All-Tournament honors.

Although Dombek was courted by a number of scouts, he went undrafted, but he nearly signed as a free agent with
the Toronto Blue Jays. An injury to one of the catchers on the Jays' Appalachian Rookie LLeague team in Pulaski, Va.,
created an opening, but after the team had contacted Dombek, they decided to move a player from another team

instead.

“Yes, it was disappointing not to sign,” recalls Dombek. “The Blue Jays called me and asked me to be ready to fly out
the next day in case their Rookie League catcher was done for the season, and then they never called again.”

Not expecting to have another chance, Dombek, a biology major at George Fox, began this past fall to study for his
entrance exams to dental school. He moved to San Diego to begin preparations for the exam by studying with a
relative who is a dentist — and that's where he was contacted in February by Carl Moeschi, a West Coast member of
the Major League Baseball Scouting Bureau. When informed that the Rockies had a coupie of openings in their
organization, Dombek jumped at the opportunity.

“Of course, | was really excited when they called, but after what had happened last summer, | didn't want to get my
hopes up,” Dombek admits. “I wasn’t even worried about a contract; | told them all | needed was a plane ticket to

Arizona and I'd be there!”

Even the Rockies don't expect their players to play for free, so Dombek does have a contract — “pretty much a
standard minor league contract,” he says, “$1,000 a month, one year, a lot of it goes to rent, and some per diem
money. I'm just grateful for the opportunity, and if it doesn’t work out, I've still got dental school to fall back on.”

Dombek thus joins pitching ace Scott Hyde, who was drafted in the seventh round and signed by the New York Mets,
as Bruins currently in the pros. Hyde played for the Mets’ Class A New York-Pennsylvania League team, the
Brooklyn Cyclones, attended the Florida Instructional League in the fall, and is now in spring training with the Mets in
St. Lucie, Fla.

WALLA WALLA, Wash. — Setting a team record for most hits in a game with 28 while tying other three team or
individual records, the George Fox University Bruins pounded out a 27-2 win to complete a three-game sweep of the
Whitman College Missionaries in Northwest Conference baseball action Monday afternoon here at Borleske Stadium.

The Bruins' 28 hit broke the single-game record of 27 set exactly one year ago in a 23-10 win over Whitworth College
in Newberg. Their 27 runs tied the all-time high for runs in a 27-1 victory at the University of Puget Sound on April 26,
1997.

Daniel Downs tied a pair of individual records while going 6-7 at the plate with a double, two home runs, and 9 RBI.
His 6 hits in a game tied the record set by Ryan Munoz vs. Western Baptist on April 1, 1995, and tied last year by
Drew Johnson at Whitman on March 13. His 7 at bats tied a record held seven others, including Johnson last year in
that same Whitman game. Downs, who also scored 3 times, smacked a two-run double in the 2nd, clubbed a three-
run homer in the 6th, and added a two-run shot, his 5th round-tripper of the season, in the 7th.

C.R. Braniff had a career day as well, going a perfect 5-5 while knocking in 5 and scoring 5. With two doubles and
three singles, he raised his team-leading batting average to .444. Johnson, Dan Wentzell, and Marc Mason had 3
hits apiece. Johnson scored 4 runs, Wentzell drove in 2 and scored 3 with a pair of doubles, and Mason doubled and
scored 3 while driving in 3.

George Fox scored a pair of runs in the top of the 1st off Whitman starter Matt Jungmann (1-2), then broke things
open with 7 in the 2nd inning, all unearned as a result of a two-out error. The Bruins scored in every inning but the
9th, and had their biggest outburst in the 6th when they poured across 8 runs.

The record-setting explosion made things easy for Bruin starter Jordan Purdy (4-0), who went 5 innings with 5
strikeouts while scattering 8 hits and allowing both Whitman runs. Brady Rhodes and Rase Rowley worked two
innings apiece to finish up, neither aliowing a hit.

The Missionaries scored in the 5th when Sean Kinney walked in front of J.D. Fischer's 4th home run of the season.
Andrew Shultz and Simon Poliack had 2 hits apiece for the home team.

George Fox improved to 13-6 overall and 7-2 in the conference, while Whitman fell to 3-12 overall and 1-8 in the
league. The Bruins visit Western Baptist Tuesday for a 1:00 p.m. non-conference game before hosting Willamette
University Friday and Saturday in a three-game conference series. The Missionaries head to Linfield Coliege for a
conference twinbill at noon Friday, followed by a single game at noon Saturday.

WALLA WALLA, Wash. - For the second week in a row, Derrick Jones used both his pitching arm and his bat to
spark the George Fox University Bruins to a Northwest Conference baseball doubleheader sweep, this time over the
Whitman College Missionaries 10-1 and 15-6 Sunday afternoon here at Borleske Stadium.

Last week, Jones beat Whitworth 4-1 in the first game of a twinbill, then had 3 hits with 3 RBi in a 13-1 nightcap
victory. This time, he scattered 3 hits over 7 innings, struck out 9, and allowed only one unearned run to the
Missionaries in the opener, with a two-run homer in the 1st inning at the piate for good measure, then went 4-6 with a
pair of doubles, 3 RBI and 3 runs scored in the second game.
