3/2 - ALL-CONFERENCE: Cave Second Team All-Northwest Conference, Thomas Honorable Mention

NEWBERG, Ore. — Darby Cave was named to the All-Northwest Conference Second Team and Kellie
Thomas received Honorable Mention for All-Conference in voting by the league’s nine coaches for their
performances during the 2003-04 George Fox University women’s basketball season, according to a release from
NWC information director Steve Flegel at Whitworth College.

Cave, a 6-0 senior post from Portland, Ore., finished high in several statistical categories in the conference,
including scoring (12.8, 6th, tied with Thomas), rebounding (7.4, 6th), field goal pct. (.569, 2nd), and blocked shots
(1.92, 2nd). Her .569 shooting mark is the 2nd-best ever in a single season for a Bruin (All-American Katie Greller
shot .582 in 1997-98), and her 48 blocked shots are the 8th-best season mark. She reached double figure in points
16 times and in rebounds 4 times, with 3 double-doubles. She had career highs of 23 points at Whitworth on Feb. 27
and twice had highs of 13 rebounds, vs. St. Thomas (Minn.) on Nov. 30 and vs. Lewis & Clark on Feb. 17. She led
the Bruins in scoring 9 times and in rebound s 11 times.

Cave completed her four-year career as the No. 2 field goal pct. shooter in Bruin history with a .530 mark
(419-791), second only to Greller’s .543. She finished just short of becoming the 9th Bruin to reach 1,000 career
points with 994, ranking 9th all-time, while her 544 career rebounds are 9th and her 92 blocked shots are 3rd.

Themas, a 5-10 sophomore wing from Medford, Ore., also ranked high in several NWC categories,
including scoring (12.8, 6th, tied with Cave), assists (2.88, 7th), free throw pct. (.761, 7th), blocked shots (0.84, 5th),
3-point field goals (1.56, 7th), and 3-point field goal pct. (.351, 5th). She scored in double figures 19 times, with a
career-high 24 vs. nationally-ranked Carleton in Minnesota on Nov. 29 and 22 vs. Willamette on Jan. 20. She
posted her first career double-double with 14 points and 14 rebounds at Whitworth on Feb. 27. She was the Bruins’
top scorer 5 times.

After only two seasons, Thomas has 633 career points and seems well on her way to becoming only the 9th
player in Bruin history to reach 1,000 career points. Her .780 free throw pct. (128-164) ranks 5th all-time, and her
.355 3-point field goal pct. (77-217) is also 5th.

Both Cave and Thomas were First Team All-Conference selections last year. This year’s Bruin team, with
Cave and Thomas playing key roles, posted its 11th straight winning season with a 13-12 record and tied for 5th in
the conference at 7-9.

Post Tiffany Speer of Whitworth repeated as NWC Player of the Year, while Michelle Ferenz of league co-
champion Whitman, which was picked to finish 6th in the pre-season, was named NWC Coach of the Year. Other
First Team All-Conference choices were Lindsay May of co-champion Puget Sound, Courtney Johnson of Pacific
Lutheran, Katie Patneaude of Whitman, Sarah Shogren of Whitworth, and DeeDee Arnall of Pacific.

2/28 — WHITMAN 68, GEORGE FOX 62: Whitman Clinches Tie for NWC Title with Closing Win Over Bruins

WALLA WALLA, Wash. — A 7-0 run over a 3-minute span in the closing moments enabled the Whitman
College Missionaries to break away from a 57-57 tie and go on to clinch a share of the Northwest Conference
women’s basketball championship with a 68-62 win over the George Fox University Bruins Saturday night here at
the Sherwood Center.

By virtue of a Pacific Lutheran University loss to Pacific University and a University of Puget Sound win
over Linfield College Saturday, PLU was bumped from a share of the title and the Missionaries tied with UPS. It is
the Loggers who will gain the NWC’s automatic berth, however, by virtue of a coin flip, and Whitman must hope
for an at-large bid.

George Fox led only twice in the game, at 5-4 on a 3-pointer by Liz Clark with 17:06 left in the first half
and at 31-30 on a jumper by Amy Fitch with 17:35 to go in the game, but the Missionaries could never put the
Bruins away completely until late in the game. Kellie Thomas® 3-pointer knotted the game 57-57 with 3:43 left to
play, but Denise Kirstein broke the deadlock with a free throw with 2:33 left, Laura Vertatschitsch nailed a three at
1:49, Lizzy Washburn hit a jumper at 0:53, and Vertatschitsch added a free throw at 0:44 for a 64-57 Whitman lead.
The Bruins got no closer than five thereafter.

Kim Leith led the Bruins with 16 points, Thomas scored 15, and Clark added 12. Sarah Myhre came off
the bench to grab 7 rebounds, but the Bruins were out-rebounded for one of the few times this season, 43-34.
Thomas had 5 assists. Senior post Darby Cave scored 6 points and finished her career 6 points shy of 1,000 for her
four years at George Fox with 994.

Sarah Laird scored 15 to lead the Missionaries, Washburn had a double-double with 12 points and 10
rebounds, and Vertatschitsch scored 11. Washburn and Vertatschistsch had 4 assists apiece.

George Fox ends its season at 13-12, the Bruins’ 11th straight winning season, and 7-9 in the conference.
Whitman is 19-6 overall and 13-3 in the league while hoping for one of six at-large bids to be given to “Pool C”
teams, which include runner-ups from all conferences.

2/27 - WHITWORTH 64, GEORGE FOX 59: Cave Closes within 12 of 1,000 Points but Bruins Fall to Pirates

SPOKANE, Wash, — Darby Cave moved within 12 points of 1,000 for her career by scoring a game and
career-high 23 points, but it was not enough as the Whitworth College Pirates took a 64-59 win over the George Fox
University Bruins in a Northwest Conference women's basketball game Friday night here at the Whitworth
Fieldhouse.

In the first half, the Pirates outscored the Bruins 22-5 to turn an 18-11 deficit into a 32-23 lead with just
over four minutes to play. Whitworth went into the locker room with a 37-29 lead.

George Fox remained within striking distance throughout the second half behind Kellie Thomas, who had
10 points and 11 rebounds after halftime. But each time the Bruins got close, Whitworth answered with a big shot.
After Liz Clark pulled Fox to within 46-43, Sarah Shogren hit a three-pointer. When Kim Leith made two free
throws with 6:34 to play to make the score 54-50, Micki DesMarais drove in for a key lay-up. Thomas' three-pointer
that pulled the Bruins within 59-57 with three minutes to go was followed by another Shogren three-pointer.

Tiffany Speer's two free throws with 14 seconds to play sealed the win.

Cave notched her points by hitting 10 of 12 from the field and 3 of 4 from the line, giving her 988 career
points with one game left. She ranks 9th on the Bruins’ all-time scoring list, and could become the 9th player in
team history to reach 1,000 points. Thomas posted her first career double-double with 14 points and 14 rebounds,
and Leith chipped in with 11 points. Amy Fitch had a game-high 7 assists. The Bruins once again controlled the
backboards 42-37 and made 23 field goals to 18 for Whitworth, but were nailed at the free throw line, making 7 of 8
while the Pirates canned 19 of 24.

Dani Bielec led the Pirates with 19 points, draining 4 of 6 three-pointers. Shogren finished with 15 points
and 8 rebounds while Speer added 12 points and 7 rebounds. DesMarais and Wenchi Liu had 4 assists apiece.

George Fox fell to 13-11 overall and 7-8 in the conference. Whitworth concluded its season at 19-6 overall
and 11-5 in the NWC, placing 4th in the conference and with three straight seasons with at least 18 wins.

The Bruins conclude their season at Whitman on Saturday evening (Feb. 28) at 6:00 p.m., follwed by a
men’s game at 8:00 p.m.

University Bearcats in a Northwest Conference women’s basketball game Friday night here at Cone Field House.

Taylor hit 4 of 5 3-point shots in the first half en route to a career-high 20 points in the game, and Cave
added 21 points and 7 rebounds.

NEWBERG, Ore. - Playing her final home game, senior post Darby Cave went out with a bang, recording
a double-double with game highs of 19 points and 13 rebounds to lead the George Fox University Bruins past the
Lewis & Clark College Pioneers 82-55 in Northwest Conference women's basketball Tuesday night here at Miller
Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

George Fox was in complete control throughout, hitting its first four shots, scoring the first 10 points of the
game, and building its first 20-point lead at 28-8 on a pair of free throws by Robin Taylor with 9:40 left in the half.
The Bruins led 48-19 at the break after hitting 55.6% (15-27) from the field while holding the Pios to 17.9% (5-28).

The Bruins’ largest lead of the game came with 4:13 left in the second half as Melissa Alexander canned a
layup for a 39-point advantage at 81-42. The Pios closed the gap by scoring 13 of the game's final 14 points.

Cave's double-double was her 3rd of the season and 8th of her career. She was joined in the scoring
column by Taylor with 15, Kim Leith with 14, and Kellie Thomas with 10. The Bruins' only other senior, wing
Amy Fitch, had a game-high 6 assists. Liz Clark picked off 7 steals to lead the defense, which forced 24 Pioneer
turnovers. The Bruins also controlled the backboards 50-45.

Sarah Moon came off the bench to lead the Pioneers with 11 points, while Carrie Centlivre and Krystle
Mortimore added 10 each. Lindsay Sweetland was the top rebounder for the Pios with 9, and Centlivre had 4
assists.

It was the 4th straight win for the Bruins, by a total of 81 points over that span, and raised their record to
13-9 overall and 7-7 in the conference. The Pioneers dipped to 5-16 overall and 2-10 in the league.

The Bruins are off until Monday, Feb. 23, when they will play a non-conference makeup game against St.
Martin's College at 7:00 p.m. in Lacey, Wash. The Bruins and Lady Saints had been scheduled for Jan. 3 but were
snowed out. The Pioneers go to Pacific Lutheran University, one of the co-leaders in the NWC, this Friday, Feb. 20.

FOREST GROVE, Ore. — A red-hot first half of shooting en route to their best shooting night of the
season lifted the George Fox University Bruins to a big lead and an eventual 77-68 win over the Pacific University
Boxers in Northwest Conference women's basketball action Saturday here at the Pacific Athletic Center.

TACOMA, Wash. — Courtney Johnson, Pacific Lutheran University’s pre-season All-American, posted a
triple-double with 20 points, 12 rebounds, and 10 blocked shots, leading the 16th-ranked Lutes past the George Fox
University Bruins 74-49 in a Northwest Conference women's basketball game Saturday night here at Olson
Auditorium.

Sara Wilcox's lay-up with 12:36 left in the first half broke a 12-12 tie and gave the Lutes an advantage they
would hold the rest of the game.

2/6 — PUGET SOUND 65, GEORGE FQOX 61: Late Bruin Rally Falls Just Short as Loggers Prevail

TACOMA, Wash. — Kim Leith scored 9 of her game and career-high 23 points in the final three minutes
in a valiant effort to rally the George Fox University Bruins against the University of Puget Sound, but the home-
standing Loggers prevailed in the end, 65-61, in Northwest Conference women’s basketball Friday night here at
Memorial Fieldhouse.

George Fox jumped ahead by 11 at 22-11 on a jumper by Kellie Thomas with 7:42 left in the half, but the
Loggers out-scored the Bruins 15-3 to close out the first 20 minutes and take a 26-25 lead into the break. The
second half was played evenly early on, with six ties and six lead changes in the first 10 minutes, until Puget Sound
scored six unanswered points to stretch their lead to 8 with just over six minutes to play. Angie Straw’s free throw
with 4:28 remaining gave the Loggers their largest lead at 59-50.

Leith hit a 3-pointer and 3 other baskets in the final 2:50, her last shot cutting the Logger lead to 63-61, but
there were only three seconds left on the clock. Kilty Keaton, the league’s top free throw shooter, hit a pair of free
throws with 0:01 left to secure the win for the Loggers.

Leith hit 10-16 from the field with a couple of 3-pointers to keep the Bruins in the game, and Thomas
added 16. Darby Cave had 8 rebounds to lead the Bruins in that category, and Leith added 4 assists.

Lindsay May led UPS with 17 points, and at the 9:35 mark of the first half, on a free throw, she became the
9th player in Puget Sound history to score 1,000-plus points for a career. She now has 1,012 points in 69 games in a
Logger uniform. Keaton added 14 points, and Straw was one point shy of a double-double, finishing the night with
9 points and a game-high 10 rebounds.

George Fox dropped to 9-8 overall and 3-6 in the conference with its 3rd straight loss and 5th straight to the
Loggers, while Puget Sound stayed in the thick of the NWC chase by improving to 15-3 overall and 7-2 in the
league.

The Bruins stay in Tacoma Saturday (Feb. 7) to play league-leading and 16th-ranked Pacific Lutheran
University at 6:00 p.m., while the Loggers also return to the court Saturday, playing host to the Boxers of Pacific
University. Both games are at 6:00 p.m., followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

1731 — WHITMAN 48, GEORGE FOX 47: Surprising Missionaries Stun Bruins with Late Free Throw

NEWBERG, Ore. — Katie Patneaude sank the second of two free throws with 5 seconds left, giving the
Whitman College Missionaries a 48-47 edge over the George Fox University Bruins in a Northwest Conference
women’s basketball game on Homecoming night Saturday here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

The first half was a definite study in contrasts. Whitman got out of the blocks fast, jumping out to a 13-2
lead in the first seven minutes. The final 13 minutes belonged to the Bruins, however, as they out-scored the
Missionaries during that time 18-4 to take a 20-17 halftime lead.

A layup by Kellie Thomas and two free throws by Darby Cave gave the Bruins their biggest lead of the
game at 24-17 with 18:35 to play, but Patneaude responded with a layup and a three-point play to get the
Missionaries back in the game.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Shooting guard Kellie Thomas scored a game-high 22 points, 16 in the first half, and
the George Fox Bruins never trailed in rolling to a 68-48 win over the visiting Willamette University Bearcats in
Northwest Conference women’s basketball action Tuesday night here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

The game was tied twice in the first 5 minutes, but two free throws by Robin Taylor (Fr., Ben, Ore. /
Mountain View HS) and three straight baskets by Kim Leith lifted the Bruins from an 8-8 tie to a 16-8 lead with
11:29 left, and the Bearcats got no closer than 6 the rest of the period. It was 40-24 George Fox at the half, and the
Bruins extended that to as much as 27 in the second half on Katie Plumb’s layup with 9:17 to go, making it 58-31
at that point.

George Fox used its dominance on the boards to control the game, holding a 47-39 advantage over the
Bearcats, including 15 on the offensive end. The Bruin defense forced 22 Willamette turnovers and held the
Bearcats to a 32.1 shooting percentage (18-56) while committing only 17 turnovers themselves and shooting 39.7
percent (27-68).

In addition to Thomas’ big game, Leith finished with 12 for the Bruins. Liz Clark grabbed 11 rebounds,
and Leith led the defensive effort with 4 steals.

Simmie Muth was the Bearcats’ only double-figure scorer with 11 points and also had 5 assists, while
Deanna Lund had a game-high 14 rebounds.

George Fox is now 9-5 overall and evened its conference record at 3-3. Willamette dropped its 4th straight
to fall to 4-9 overall and 0-4 in the conference.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Angie Straw sank two free throws with 2:18 left to break a 42-42 tie and the
Northwest Conference’s best free throw-shooting team hit 6 of 6 from the line in the final 30 seconds, giving the
visiting University of Puget Sound Loggers a 53-44 win over the George Fox University Bruins in the conference
opener for both women’s basketball teams Friday night here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

The homestanding Bruins came out of the chute on fire, hitting their first four shots for an 8-0 lead three
minutes into the game.

Puget Sound took its biggest lead at 39-29 on a layup by Heidi Collier with 10:34 to play, but the Bruins
battled back to tie the contest 42-42 with 2:27 left on a steal and layup by Rebin Taylor (Fr., Bend, Ore. /
Mountain View HS). Straw’s freebies broke the tie, and Collier hit a critical 3-pointer at 1:25 for a 47-42 UPS
edge. Kellie Thomas sank two free throws with 32 seconds left to cut the UPS lead to 47-44, but Kilty Keaton with




4 free throws and Jennifer McLuen with a pair in the final half-minute enabled the Loggers to ice the win, their 4th
straight over the Bruins.

Thomas led the Bruins with 17 points, the only Bruin in twin digits, while Darby Cave was the top
rebounder with 8 and Liz Clark had a team-high 3 assists. George Fox hit 34.7% from the field, but hurt itself the
most with 22 turnovers to only 14 for Puget Sound.

Lindsay May scored 16 for Puget Sound, the only Logger in double figures, Angie Straw grabbed 9
rebounds as UPS held a 38-35 advantage on the boards, and Keaton had a team-high 3 assists. UPS shot only 29.6%
(16-54) from the field, but hit 80.0% (20-25) on free throws after taking a league-leading 73.9% from the charity
stripe into the game.

George Fox is now 6-3 overall and 0-1 in the conference, while Puget Sound won its 3rd in a row and is 9-1
overall, 1-0 in the league.

1/10 — PACIFIC LUTHERAN 69,GEORGE FOX 52: Lutes Down Bruins Behind Kustura’s Clutch Shooting

NEWBERG, Ore. — Standing only 5’4”, Aundi Kustura is one of the smallest players in the Northwest
Conference this year, but she came up with some big shots Saturday night here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports
Center, scoring 22 points, 17 in the second half, to lead the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes to a 69-52 women’s
basketball win over the George Fox University Bruins.

After breaking a 2-2 tie on a layup by Sara Wilcox, the Lutes led throughout the first half and went into the
break ahead 28-25. George Fox finally took its first and only lead of the game at 32-30 with 14:47 to play on a 3-
pointer by Liz Clark, and then Kustura went to work.

In a span of 69 seconds, the little guard hit two jumpers and a three, and a triple by Kelly Turner made it 10
unanswered points as the Lutes took control, 40-32.

Kim Leith (So., Sherwood, Ore. / Sherwood HS) earmned Honorable Mention for Northwest Conference
"Player of the Week" for Dec. 8-14, making it two weeks in a row for the George Fox wing, by sparking the Bruins
with outstanding play off the bench in two games. In a 60-52 win over D-II St. Martin’s on Friday, she had a team-
leading 14 points, hitting 4-8 from the field (3-5 on 3’s) and 3-3 from the line, with 1 rebound and 5 assists. Ina 71-
68 setback at Western Baptist on Saturday, she tied for the game high with 18 points, sinking 6-13 from the floor (3-
7 on 3’s) and 3-4 from the line, with 1 rebound, 2 assists, 2 blocked shots, and 1 steal. For the week, she scored 32
points (16.0) on 10-21 shooting (.476), including 6-12 (.500) on 3’s, and 6-7 (.857) from the line, with 2 rebounds, 7
assists, 2 blocked shots, and 1 steal.

NWC “Player of the Week” honors went to Tiffany Speer of Whitworth for the second straight week as she
scored 27 points with 11 rebounds and 3 assists in the Pirates’ only game of the week, a home win over Great Falls.

* Rueck Gets First Win over a D-II Opponent:

George Fox’s 60-52 win over St. Martin’s on Dec. 12 was, as far as Bruin head coach Scott Rueck can
remember, his first win over an NCAA Division II school during his 8 years as the team’s coach.

“Of course, we haven’t played that many D-II schools,” Rueck admits with a smile. “When we were NAIA
Division II, I know we won some games over NAIA D-I teams, and we’ve got a few wins over NAIA schools since
we joined the NCAA a few years ago. Those levels aren’t that far above us, even though they have scholarships for
athletics and we don’t. But to beat a good St. Martin’s team (which beat Seattle this year, and Seattle beat us twice
last year) was an excellent win for us. Our defense was outstanding, especially in the first half, and we hit some big

buckets late in the game when it came to ‘crunch time’.

* Bruins Hold Saints Under 10% Shooting for a Half:
In a remarkable display of defense, the George Fox Bruins held the St. Martin’s Saints below 10% shooting

in the first half of their eventual 60-52 win in Newberg on Dec. 12. The Saints did not make a field goal until over 7
minutes had been played as the Bruins built up a 20-4 lead, and wound up hitting only 3 of 31 shots in the half for a
.097 mark. No reliable GFU records are available for lowest field goal pct. defense in a half, but certainly that
would rank among the all-time best defensive efforts but a Bruin team.

* Why Coaches Get Grey: Big Leads Come and Go
In George Fox’s 60-52 win over St. Martin’s on Dec. 12, the Bruins built up a 22-point lead early in the

second half, only to have the visiting Saints close to within one with just under 3 minutes left before the Bruins hung
on for the win. The next night in Salem, it was the Bruins’ turn to fall far behind, trailing Western Baptist by as
much as 23 before they fought back within a point with a minute left in the game. The Warriors, however, managed
to survive the scare for a 71-68 win.

12/12 — GEQRGE FOX 60, ST. MARTIN’S 52: Bruins Hang On for Win over D-II Opponent St. Martin’s
NEWBERG, Ore. — Pulling off their first win over an NCAA Division II opponent in Scott Rueck’s eight
years as a coach, the George Fox University Bruins gave up all but one point of a 22-point lead but hung on at the
end to defeat the St. Martin’s College Saints 60-52 in a non-conference women’s basketball game Friday night here
at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.
Both teams began the game cold, the Bruins getting only a jumper by Sarah Myhre and the Saints only a
pair of free throws by Julia Eisentrout in the first 7 minutes of the game. George Fox went on 15-0 run midway




through the period, however, to take a 20-4 lead, and stretched it to 30-11 at the half. The Bruin defense forced 11
first-half turnovers by St. Martin’s and held the Saints to a meager .097 shooting percentage (3-31).

Melissa Alexander’s 3-pointer early in the second half boosted the Bruins’ lead to its largest of the night at
33-11with 17:50 to play, but the Saints fought back behind some tighter pressure that caused 11 second-half George
Fox turnovers and the hot hand of Martina Kartikova, who had 17 points in the final period. Kartikova’s layup with
2:45 left cut the Bruins’ lead to 51-50, but Darby Cave’s rebound layup and long triple by Liz Clark (Jr., Elbe,
Wash. / Eatonville HS) put the home team back up 56-50 with 1:56 left and finally took the steam out of the Saints.

Kim Leith sparked the Bruins twice, once in each half, with a trio of 3-pointers off the bench and wound
up with a team-high 14 points, while Cave added 13 and Alexander 10. Kellie Thomas grabbed 10 rebounds, a
career high, and Clark had 9 to lead the Bruins to a 43-41 edge on the boards. Thomas and Leith each had 5 assists.

Kartikova finished with 19 points and Eisentrout had 17 as the only Saints in double figures. Kartikova
made it a double-double evening with a game-high 14 rebounds, while Beth Layton had a team-high 4 assists.

George Fox is now 5-1 after winning its third in a row, while St. Martin’s lost for the second straight time
and slipped to 3-4.

12/13 — WESTERN BAPTIST 71, GEQRGE FOX 68: Late Bruin Rally Falls Just Short in Loss to Warriors

SALEM, Ore. — Down by 23 points with 15 minutes to play, the George Fox University Bruins rallied to
within a single point with a minute left, but could not complete the comeback and dropped a 71-68 decision to the
Western Baptist College Warriors in a non-conference women’s basketball game Saturday night here at the C.E.
Jeffers Sports Center.

The Bruins made just 5 of their initial 23 field goal attempts as the Warriors built a 20-point advantage, 34-
14, with less than five minutes remaining in the first half. Western shot 48 percent (14-29) and connected on 13-16
from the line in the opening frame to take a 41-27 lead to the locker room.

Western Baptist outscored George Fox 12-3 to open the second half and took their biggest lead of the
game, 53-30, with 14:52 remaining. However, the Bruins steadily cut into the deficit and a pair of free throws by
Liz Clark pulled GFU within one, 69-68, with one minute to play. The Bruins committed two turnovers in the final
minute, though, and Lindsy Brownell hit a jumper with 20 seconds left for the final margin.

Brownell paced the Warriors to their fourth win in a row with 17 points, while Toran Lundgren had 12
points and 7 rebounds. Former Bruin Jessica Gama and Jessi Schaumburg scored 11 points and Erin Plotts added
10. Tosha Wilson dished out 7 assists in the victory. Western Baptist shot 44 percent (24-54) from the field and
made 23-27 from the foul line.

George Fox got 18 points apiece from Kim Leith and Kellie Thomas and 11 from Darby Cave, but could
not overcome a difficult shooting game, finishing at 34 percent (20-59) for the night. The Bruins hit 8-26 from
beyond the arc, but failed to convert from the line at the pace of the Warriors, making 20-31. Clark led the Bruins
with a game-high 8 rebounds, but Western won the battle on the glass, 42-36.

The Bruins had a three-game winning streak snapped and are now 5-2 on the season, while the Warriors
won their fourth straight and improved to 5-3.

Kim Leith (So., Sherwood, Ore. / Sherwood HS) earned Honorable Mention for Northwest Conference
"Player of the Week" for Dec. 8-14, making it two weeks in a row for the George Fox wing, by sparking the Bruins
with outstanding play off the bench in two games. Ina 60-52 win over D-II St. Martin’s on Friday, she had a team-
leading 14 points, hitting 4-8 from the field (3-5 on 3’s) and 3-3 from the line, with 1 rebound and 5 assists.

* Rueck Gets First Win over a D-II Opponent:

George Fox’s 60-52 win over St. Martin’s on Dec. 12 was, as far as Bruin head coach Scott Rueck can
remember, his first win over an NCAA Division II school during his 8 years as the team’s coach.

“Of course, we haven’t played that many D-II schools,” Rueck admits with a smile. “When we were NAIA
Division I, I know we won some games over NAIA D-I teams, and we’ve got a few wins over NAIA schools since
we joined the NCAA a few years ago. Those levels aren’t that far above us, even though they have scholarships for
athletics and we don’t. But to beat a good St. Martin’s team (which beat Seattle this year, and Seattle beat us twice
last year) was an excellent win for us. Our defense was outstanding, especially in the first half, and we hit some big

buckets late in the game when it came to ‘crunch time’.

* Bruins Hold Saints Under 10% Shooting for a Half:
In a remarkable display of defense, the George Fox Bruins held the St. Martin’s Saints below 10% shooting

in the first half of their eventual 60-52 win in Newberg on Dec. 12. The Saints did not make a field goal until over 7
minutes had been played as the Bruins built up a 20-4 lead, and wound up hitting only 3 of 31 shots in the half for a
.097 mark. No reliable GFU records are available for lowest field goal pct. defense in a half, but certainly that
would rank among the all-time best defensive efforts but a Bruin team.

* Why Coaches Get Grey: Big Leads Come and Go
In George Fox’s 60-52 win over St. Martin’s on Dec. 12, the Bruins built up a 22-point lead early in the

second half, only to have the visiting Saints close to within one with just under 3 minutes left before the Bruins hung
on for the win. The next night in Salem, it was the Bruins’ turn to fall far behind, trailing Western Baptist by as
much as 23 before they fought back within a point with a minute left in the game. The Warriors, however, managed
to survive the scare for a 71-68 win.

12/12 - GEORGE FOX 60, ST. MARTIN'S 52: Bruins Hang On for Win over D-II Opponent St. Martin’s

NEWBERG, Ore. — Pulling off their first win over an NCAA Division II opponent in Scott Rueck’s eight
years as a coach, the George Fox University Bruins gave up all but one point of a 22-point lead but hung on at the
end to defeat the St. Martin’s College Saints 60-52 in a non-conference women’s basketball game Friday night here
at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

Both teams began the game cold, the Bruins getting only a jumper by Sarah Myhre and the Saints only a
pair of free throws by Julia Eisentrout in the first 7 minutes of the game. George Fox went on 15-0 run midway
through the period, however, to take a 20-4 lead, and stretched it to 30-11 at the half. The Bruin defense forced 11
first-half turnovers by St. Martin’s and held the Saints to a meager .097 shooting percentage (3-31).

Melissa Alexander’s 3-pointer early in the second half boosted the Bruins’ lead to its largest of the night at
33-11with 17:50 to play, but the Saints fought back behind some tighter pressure that caused 11 second-half George
Fox turnovers and the hot hand of Martina Kartikova, who had 17 points in the final period. Kartikova’s layup with




2:45 left cut the Bruins’ lead to 51-50, but Darby Cave’s rebound layup and long triple by Liz Clark (Jr., Elbe,
‘Wash. / Eatonville HS) put the home team back up 56-50 with 1:56 left and finally took the steam out of the Saints.

Kim Leith sparked the Bruins twice, once in each half, with a trio of 3-pointers off the bench and wound
up with a team-high 14 points, while Cave added 13 and Alexander 10. Kellie Thomas grabbed 10 rebounds, a
career high, and Clark had 9 to lead the Bruins to a 43-41 edge on the boards. Thomas and Leith had 5 assists
apiece.

Kartikova finished with 19 points and Eisentrout had 17 as the only Saints in double figures. Kartikova
made it a double-double evening with a game-high 14 rebounds, while Beth Layton had a team-high 4 assists.

George Fox is now 5-1 after winning its third in a row, while St. Martin’s lost for the second straight time
and slipped to 3-4.

12/13 - WESTERN BAPTIST 71, GEORGE FOX 68: Late Bruin Rally Falls Just Short in Loss to Warriors

SALEM, Ore. — Down by 23 points with 15 minutes to play, the George Fox University Bruins rallied to
within a single point with a minute left, but could not complete the comeback and dropped a 71-68 decision to the
Western Baptist College Warriors in a non-conference women’s basketball game Saturday night here at the C.E.
Jeffers Sports Center.

The Bruins made just 5 of their initial 23 field goal attempts as the Warriors built a 20-point advantage, 34-
14, with less than five minutes remaining in the first half. Western shot 48 percent (14-29) and connected on 13-16
from the line in the opening frame to take a 41-27 lead to the locker room.

Western Baptist outscored George Fox 12-3 to open the second half and took their biggest lead of the
game, 53-30, with 14:52 remaining. However, the Bruins steadily cut into the deficit and a pair of free throws by
Liz Clark pulled GFU within one, 69-68, with one minute to play. The Bruins committed two turnovers in the final
minute, though, and Lindsy Brownell hit a jumper with 20 seconds left for the final margin.

Brownell paced the Warriors to their fourth win in a row with 17 points, while Toran Lundgren had 12
points and 7 rebounds. Former Bruin Jessica Gama and Jessi Schaumburg scored 11 points and Erin Plotts added
10. Tosha Wilson dished out 7 assists in the victory. Western Baptist shot 44 percent (24-54) from the field and
made 23-27 from the foul line.

George Fox got 18 points apiece from Kim Leith and Kellie Thomas and 11 from Darby Cave, but could
not overcome a difficult shooting game, finishing at 34 percent (20-59) for the night. The Bruins hit 8-26 from
beyond the arc, but failed to convert from the line at the pace of the Warriors, making 20-31. Clark led the Bruins
with a game-high 8 rebounds, but Western won the battle on the glass, 42-36.

12/13 — WESTERN BAPTIST 71, GEORGE FQOX 68: Late Bruin Rally Falls Just Short in Loss to Warriors

SALEM, Ore. — Down by 23 points with 15 minutes to play, the George Fox University Bruins rallied to
within a single point with a minute left, but could not complete the comeback and dropped a 71-68 decision to the
Western Baptist College Warriors in a non-conference women’s basketball game Saturday night here at the C.E.
Jeffers Sports Center.

The Bruins made just 5 of their initial 23 field goal attempts as the Warriors built a 20-point advantage, 34-
14, with less than five minutes remaining in the first half. Western shot 48 percent (14-29) and connected on 13-16
from the line in the opening frame to take a 41-27 lead to the locker room.

Western Baptist outscored George Fox 12-3 to open the second half and took their biggest lead of the
game, 53-30, with 14:52 remaining. However, the Bruins steadily cut into the deficit and a pair of free throws by
Liz Clark pulled GFU within one, 69-68, with one minute to play. The Bruins committed two turnovers in the final
minute, though, and Lindsy Brownell hit a jumper with 20 seconds left for the final margin.

Brownell paced the Warriors to their fourth win in a row with 17 points, while Toran Lundgren had 12
points and 7 rebounds. Former Bruin Jessica Gama and Jessi Schaumburg scored 11 points and Erin Plotts added
10. Tosha Wilson dished out 7 assists in the victory. Western Baptist shot 44 percent (24-54) from the field and
made 23-27 from the foul line.

George Fox got 18 points apiece from Kim Leith and Kellie Thomas and 11 from Darby Cave, but could
not overcome a difficult shooting game, finishing at 34 percent (20-59) for the night. The Bruins hit 8-26 from
beyond the arc, but failed to convert from the line at the pace of the Warriors, making 20-31. Clark led the Bruins
with a game-high 8 rebounds, but Western won the battle on the glass, 42-36.

The Bruins had a three-game winning streak snapped and are now 5-2 on the season, while the Warriors
won their fourth straight and improved to 5-3.

George Fox is off until Tuesday, Dec. 30, when its hosts Concordia University-Portland in another non-
league tilt at 7:00 p.m. Western Baptist commences its Cascade Collegiate Conference slate on Wednesday, Dec.
17, with a game at Oregon Tech, ranked 24th in the NAIA, starting at 5:30 p.m.

12/12 - GEORGE FOX 60, ST. MARTIN’S 52: Bruins Hang On for Win over D-II Opponent St. Martin’s

NEWBERG, Ore. ~ Pulling off their first win over an NCAA Division II opponent in Scott Rueck’s eight
years as a coach, the George Fox University Bruins gave up all but one point of a 22-point lead but hung on at the
end to defeat the St. Martin’s College Saints 60-52 in a non-conference women’s basketball game Friday night here
at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

Both teams began the game cold, the Bruins getting only a jumper by Sarah Myhre and the Saints only a
pair of free throws by Julia Eisentrout in the first 7 minutes of the game. George Fox went on 15-0 run midway
through the period, however, to take a 20-4 lead, and stretched it to 30-11 at the half. The Bruin defense forced 11
first-half turnovers by St. Martin’s and held the Saints to a meager .097 shooting percentage (3-31).

Melissa Alexander’s 3-pointer early in the second half boosted the Bruins’ lead to its largest of the night at
33-11with 17:50 to play, but the Saints fought back behind some tighter pressure that caused 11 second-half George
Fox turnovers and the hot hand of Martina Kartikova, who had 17 points in the final period. Kartikova’s layup with
2:45 left cut the Bruins’ lead to 51-50, but Darby Cave’s rebound layup and long triple by Liz Clark put the home
team back up 56-50 with 1:56 left and finally took the steam out of the Saints.

Kim Leith sparked the Bruins twice, once in each half, with a trio of 3-pointers off the bench and wound up
with a team-high 14 points, while Cave added 13 and Alexander 10. Kellie Thomas grabbed 10 rebounds, a career
high, and Clark had 9 to lead the Bruins to a 43-41 edge on the boards. Thomas and Leith had 5 assists apiece.

Kartikova finished with 19 points and Eisentrout had 17 as the only Saints in double figures. Kartikova
made it a double-double evening with a game-high 14 rebounds, while Beth Layton had a team-high 4 assists.

George Fox is now 5-1 after winning its third in a row, while St. Martin’s lost for the second straight time
and slipped to 3-4.

The Bruins are back in action quickly, visiting Western Baptist College in Salem Saturday (Dec. 13) at 7:30
p.m. The Saints head for San Bernardino, Calif., next weekend, where they will take on California State University-
San Bernardino in the Sheraton-Ontario Airport Coyote Classic at 7:00 p.m. Friday (Dec. 19). Western Oregon
University and the University of California-Davis play at 5:00 p.m. in the other first-round match-up.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Overcoming a slow offensive first half that saw them holding a slim 5-point lead at
the half, the George Fox University Bruins exploded for 41 second-half points and raced away to a 70-37 win over
the Cascade College Thunderbirds in a non-conference women’s basketball game Saturday afternoon here at Miller
Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

11/29 — CARLETON 76, GEORGE FOX 70: Carleton Clicks from Free Throw Line to Bounce Bruins

ST. PAUL, Minn. — Sizzling from the free-throw line, the Carleton College Knights hit 25 of 27
charity tosses and posted a come-from-behind 76-70 win over the George Fox University Bruins in a first-
round women’s basketball match-up in the Elite West Tournament Saturday afternoon here at the
University of St. Thomas’s Schoenecker Arena.

The George Fox defense held the Knights, ranked 14th in the ESPN/USA Today/WBCA coaches
poll, to a .267 shooting percentage (8-30) in the first half, but the Bruins led only 36-30 as Carleton
connected on a perfect 13-13 from the line. The Bruins had led by as much as 8 when Kellie Thomas, who
had 11 first-half points, hit a 3-pointer for a 32-24 lead with 3:05 left in the period.

The Knights went ahead for good with 11 minutes left in the second half when Beth Freeman sank
a pair of free throws for a 50-48 Carleton lead. After falling behind by as much as 6, the Bruins cut it to
58-57 on a another 3-pointer by Thomas with 5:58 left, but the Knight went on an 8-0 run at that point to
secure the win.

Thomas led all scorers with a career-high 24 points, including 6 3-pointers, one short of the Bruin
single-game record. No other Bruin reached double figures, although Melissa Alexander, Darby Cave, and
Kim Leith had 9 apiece. Liz Clark had 9 rebounds, Alexander had 4 assists, and Amy Fitch had 3 steals.

All five starters for Carleton scored in double figures, led by Megan Vig with 19. Freeman added
14 points while tying the Carleton record for the best perfect free-throw game (12-12), Linnea Engel and
Katie Freeman had 12 each, and Kristi Colbenson added 11. Beth Freeman and Engel had 11 and 10
rebounds respectively, helping the Knights to a 44-42 edge on the boards. Katie Freeman had 5 assists and
Engel had 5 steals. A

In the tournament’s first game, host St. Thomas defeated Luther College of Iowa 85-65 while
setting a new school record with 12 3-point baskets.

The tournament switches to Carleton in Northfield, Minn., Sunday, with Luther (2-1) vs. Carleton
at 1:00 p.m. PDT (3: 00 p.m. CDT), and George Fox (2-1) vs. St. Thomas (1-0) at 3:00 p.m. PDT (5:00
p.m.

11/22 - GEORGE FOX 76, CONCORDIA 62: Bruins Never Trail in Overpowering Cavaliers

PORTLAND, Ore. — After three early ties, the George Fox University Bruins went on a 24-9 run
to take a 30-15 lead midway through the first half, and the Bruins never led by less than 9 points the rest of
the way in cruising to a 76-62 win over the Concordia University-Portland Cavaliers in the Concordia
Women’s Basketball Classic here Saturday night.

Sparked by 11 first-half points from Kellie Thomas, the Bruins built up a 44-27 halftime lead and
were never seriously threatened throughout the second half. The Bruins shot .500 from the field in the
second half and hit 7 of 10 free throws to stymie the Cavs any time the host team made a run. The largest
margin of the game came with 3:22 left when Kim Leith sank a pair of free throws for a 73-52 GFU lead.

Darby Cave led the Bruins with 19 points, sinking 9-12 from the field, while Thomas and Leith
finished with 15 each. Cave and Erin Powers had 9 rebounds apiece and Amy Fitch pulled down 8 as the
Bruins held a sizeable margin on the boards, 49-28. Fitch had a game-high 7 assists as the Bruins racked
up 26 assists on 29 field goals, one short of George Fox single-game record.

Katie Atkins had 18 points, Annie Obrist 11, and Karla Finn 10 for the Cavaliers. Atkins, Leigh-
Anne Durham, and Christy Rickert had 5 rebounds each, and Atkins had 4 assists.

George Fox is now 2-0 on the season and Concordia is 1-4. The Bruins travel to Minnesota next
weekend to play some of the best D-III competition in the country in the Elite West Region Invitational.
On Saturday, Nov. 29, the Bruins play Carleton College at the University of St. Thomas in St. Paul, Minn.,
game time at 1:00 p.m. PDT. On Sunday, Nov. 30, the Bruins take on St. Thomas at Carleton in
Northfield, Minn., that game at 3:00 PDT.

1121 — GEORGE FOX 62, EVERGREEN 55: Bruins Overcome Slow Start to Squash Geoducks

PORTLAND, Ore. — After a sluggish start that saw them down by 8 at the half and as much as 13
early in the second half, the George Fox University Bruins recovered in time to rally for a season-opening
62-55 win over the Evergreen State College Geoducks Friday night here in the Concordia University-
Portland Women’s Basketball Classic.

The Bruins shot only .242 in the first half (8-33) while the Geoducks hit .500 (12-24) in taking a
30-22 lead into the break. After Evergreen hit two shots, one a 3-pointer, to open the second half, the
George Fox defense, which forced 29 turnovers in the game, tightened up and the shots began to fall for the
Bruins. The Bruins also shot 21 free throws, making 12, in the second half, compared to a 1-2 half at the
line for the Geoducks.

Darby Cave and Sarah Myhre led the Bruins with 13 points apiece, with Kim Leith adding 12 and
Kellie Thomas 10. Cave had 8 rebounds and Myhre and Amy Fitch pulled down 7 as the Bruins edged the
Geoducks 43-40 on the boards. Thomas had 4 assists and 4 steals, and Fitch also had 4 steals.

Christi Pendergrass had 18 for Evergreen and Alicia Riddle added 12. Heather Hyde with 9 and
Pendergrass with 8 led the Geoducks on the boards, and Pendergrass had 3 assists.

George Fox (1-0) takes on host Concordia-Portland Saturday at 7:30 p.m., while Evergreen (1-4)
plays Pacific University, which defeated Concordia in Friday’s second game, at 5:30 p.m.

George Fox University 2003-04 Women’s Basketball Preview -~

VETERAN LINEUP FUELS BRUINS’ DRIVE
TO RETURN TO TOP OF NWC IN *03-04

NEWBERG, Ore. --- With eight letterwinners and all five starters returning, the George Fox Bruins enter
the 2003-04 women’s basketball season with the expection of being right in the thick of the battle for the Northwest
Conference championship again. The Bruins won league titles in 2000 and 2001, but slipped to 31d and 4th the last
two years — and they didn’t like it one bit.

“We need to learn from the failures of a year ago,” says head coach Scott Rueck, who begins his 8th
season at George Fox with a 130-49 (.726) record, “and this team is committed to doing that. Our efforts last year
proved these kids can play with any team in our league - but we also played down to the competition at times. We
learned that, in every single game, there are opportunities to take control of the game and you'd better take
advantage of it, but we didn't always do that."

The 2002-03 Bruins went 15-10 and placed 4th in the league at 10-6. The team was highly competitive,
with only one of its 10 losses by double figures, and played tough, consistent defense, but an erratic offense often
betrayed the Bruins at critical junctures of ballgames. Establishing offensive consistency will be a key if the Bruins
are to return to the top of the conference and make their 3rd post-season appearance in the last five years.

Three All-Conference Performers Anchor Lineup

Three All-Conference performers return for the Bruins: post Darby Cave (6-0, Sr., Portland, Ore. /
Central Catholic HS) and wing Kellie Thomas (5-10, So., Medford, Ore. / South Medford HS), who were First
Team All-NWC, and Honorable Mention All-NWC wing Liz Clark (5-9, Jr., Elbe, Wash. / Eatonville HS). Cave
averaged 10.8 points and 6.2 rebounds while leading the league in field goal pct. (.549), Thomas averaged 12.6
points and 3.2 boards, and Clark averaged 8.3 points and was 2nd in the league with a 7.8 rebounding mark.

"Darby is playing the best basketball of her life right now," obseves Rueck, "and with increased efficiency,
she can be the dominant post player in this league. Kellie is a year smarter and a strong shooter who is playing
extremely well. Liz has a sprained ankle that may keep her out of the first few games, but she learned last year what
she is capable of doing. We have challenged these three to take their games to the next level, and we'll be hard to
beat if they do."

Other returning starters include wing Amy Fitch (Ritzville, Wash. / Ritzville HS), who averaged 6.2 points
and 3.7 rebounds a game, and point guard Kim Leith (Sherwood, Ore. / Sherwood HS), who had figures 0f 9.0
points, 3.4 rebounds, and 3.0 assists. Leith, however, will shift to a wing this season.

“Kim’s more natural position is at a shooting guard,” comments Rueck. “She’s very dangerous out there
with both her shooting skills and her ability to drive.”

Rueck considers Fitch perhaps the top defensive wing in the conference, believing “she can lock down
anybody. We’ll look for more scoring from her and if she comes through, it will make us awfully tough.”

With Leith at a wing, the point guard position falls to Melissa Alexander (5-3, Jr., Portland, Ore. /
Wilson HS), who missed 10 games in the middle of the season with an injury but averaged 2.4 points and 1.7 assists
in the 15 games she did play.

“Mel’s injury last year put some pressure on Kim at the point; she did a very capable job, but she’s a scorer
at heart,” admits Rueck. “Mel protects the ball very well, creates shots for herself by driving, and is a fine passer
who can dish it off to the open shooter.”

Post Sarah Myhre (6-0, Jr., Corvallis, Ore. / Crescent Valley HS), who averaged 5.5 points and shot
.583 from the field, will see plenty of playing time, and will pose a formidable double threat down low with Cave
when the two are in the game together.

“Sarah is a talented inside player who can even take it outside if needed,” says Rueck. “She’s a good
shooter from anywhere on the floor and likes to go to the boards as well.

Brittanie Strutz (5-11, So., Oregon City, Ore./ Oregon City HS) should also see increased court time
after showing tremendous improvement in the fall. Erin Powers (5-11, Fr., Salem, Ore. / South Salem HS) was
red-shirted after missing all of last season with a knee injury and will provide depth at either a wing or post in her
rookie season.

“Brittanie is playing very well so far — well, everyone is,” Rueck observes, “and Erin could be a key for us.
She is a good athlete with a good understanding of the game, and appears fully recovered from her knee injury.”

Only Two Newcomers This Year

There are only two new faces on the Bruins’ roster this year, and both are expected to see significant
playing time in their first seasons: point guard/wing Robin Taylor (5-7, Fr., Bend, Ore. / Mountain View HS) and
post Katie Plumb (5-10, Fr., Drain, Ore. / North Douglas HS).

“Robin is one of those players who just loves basketball and plays hard all the time,” says Rueck, “and
she’ll get some time at both point and wing this season. Katie comes from a 2A program where she was regularly
the best one on the court, and is quickly learning to play 100 percent of her athleticism. I see a bright future for both
of them.”

Summary
“We are defensively solid, which is the sign of a veteran team,” Rueck observes. “Our freshmen played a

lot last year, and gained great experience in every kind of situation, so they really play much older than sophomores.
“Defense kept us in every game last year; we were just inconsistent offensively. Our teams in the past have
always shot the ball very well, and we did at times last year, but our scoring deserted us at the wrong time



sometimes. We also turned the ball over more than any other team I’ve had, so if we can do those two things — be
more consistent offensively, and cut down on turnovers — we could have an outstanding year.

“Our offense is much more defined this year. Several teams concentrated on stopping our inside game and
let our guards shoot, but this year, we will have four scorers on the perimeter all game long; we are very balanced
and teams won’t be able to key on any one individual.”

Season Opens Nov. 21

The Bruins open the 2003-04 season Friday-Saturday, Nov. 21-22, in the Concordia Univesity-Portland
Classic. Evergreen State College provides the opposition at 6:00 p.m. on Friday, then the Bruins take on host
Concordia on Saturday at 8:00 p.m.

In addition to the usual 16 Northwest Conference games, the Bruins’ schedule features matchups with two
West Region powers from Minnesota, against Carleton College on Nov. 29 and the University of St. Thomas on
Nov. 30. The home opener for the Bruins is Dec. 6 against Cascade College.

11/17 — NWC POLL: Bruins Picked 3rd, PLU and Whitworth Run 1-2 in NWC Pre-Season Coaches’ Poll

SPOKANE, Wash. — After winning Northwest Conference titles in 2000 and 2001 but finishing 3rd and
4th the last two years, the George Fox University Bruins hope to return to the top of the conference standings in
2003-04. Despite five returning starters, however, the Bruins were only picked 3rd in pre-season voting by the
league’s nine coaches, with Pacific Lutheran University and Whitworth College, two of the three teams that battled
for a conference title to the final weekend last year, as favorites to return to the top of the NWC standings.

Pacific Lutheran, which finished tied for 2nd in the NWC last season but won the league tournament and
advanced to an NCAA tournament sectional, picked up 6 first-place votes and 77 total points in the poll. The Lutes
return four starters, led by 6-3 senior Courtney Johnson, who was a First Team All-NWC selection last season.
Sophomore wing Kelly Turner was a Second Team choice as a freshman. PLU has won or shared four NWC titles
under head coach Gil Rigell.

Whitworth picked up the other 3 first-place votes and 75 points in the poll. The Pirates won their first NWC
title since 1995 last winter. Junior forward Tiffany Speer, who was the 2003 NWC Player of the Year, leads a list of
three returning starters. Second Team All-NWC pick Sarah Shogren also returns for 2003 NWC Coach of the Year
Helen Higgs.

George Fox was 3rd in the poll with 60 points. The Bruins welcome back two First Team AIl-NWC
performers in sophomore wing Kellie Thomas and senior post Darby Cave, while wing Liz Clark was Honorable
Mention. Also back are starting wing Amy Fitch and starting point guard Kim Leith.

The University of Puget Sound finished 4th in the poll with 55 points after finishing tied for 2nd in the
conference standings last season. The Loggers welcome the return of First Team All-NWC forward Lindsay May.

Linfield College and Willamette University were 5th and 6th in the poll, with 48 and 32 points respectively.
Pacific University (27 points) was 7th in the poll, while Whitman College and Lewis & Clark College finished tied
for 8th with 20 points.

This season, for the first time, the Northwest Conference will not use a conference tournament to decide the
automatic (Pool A) bid to the NCAA tournament.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Amy Fitch scored a career-high 19 points and the George Fox University defense
held Pacific University to single digits in points in the first half, carrying the Bruins to a 70-42 win over the visiting
Boxers in a Northwest Conference women’s basketball game Tuesday night here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler

Nelson had 17 points, the only Boxer in double digits, while Katannya Kapeli and Sara Harsin were
Pacific’s top rebounders with 5 each.

George Fox improved to 7-4 overall and 1-2 in the conference, while Pacific slipped to 6-3 overall and 1-1

in league play.

1/16 — GEORGE FOX 65, LEWIS & CLARK 45: Bruins Pass First NWC Road Test with Win over Pioneers

PORTLAND, Ore. — Buoyed by a sterling effort on the boards, the George Fox University Bruins won
their first Northwest Conference women'’s basketball road test of the year, defeating the Lewis & Clark College
Pioneers 65-45 Friday night here at the Pamplin Sports Center.

George Fox jumped out to a double-digit lead at 18-6 midway through the first period and built it to 32-17
at the half on the strength of a decisive edge in rebounds. While hitting only 38.2% of their shots (13-34), the
Bruins got plenty of second chances, corralling 13 offensive rebounds among the 30 total they grabbed in the half.
The Pios had only 13 rebounds collectively at the break, while the Bruin defense held the home team to 28.6%
shooting (8-28).

In the second half, the Bruins stretched their lead to as many as 24 at 55-31 on a pair of Erin Powers free
throws with 9 minutes left in the game. A late run enabled the Pios to close within 12 at 56-44 on a Cedra Fox layup
with 3:23 left, but the Bruins ended the game with a 9-1 run to regain control.

Liz Clark sparked the Bruins with her 3rd double-double of the season and 7th of her career, garnering 17
points and 14 rebounds, and nearly had it in the first half with 11 points and 8 boards at the break. Kellie Thomas
added 15 points and Robin Taylor scored a career-high 12. Thomas and Amy Fitch had a game-high 4 assists
each. George Fox, the NWC’s top rebounding team, pulled down a season-high 54 to only 32 for Lewis & Clark,
including 20 offensive boards.

1/17 - LINFIELD 59, GEORGE FOX 51: First-Half Breakdown Costly as Bruins Bow to Wildcats

McMINNVILLE, Ore. — A 14-0 run by the Linfield College Wildcats turned a 3-point lead for the George
Fox University Bruins into an 11-point deficit midway through the first half, and the visiting Bruins never recovered
in falling to their Yambhill County rivals 59-51 in Northwest Conference women’s basketball action Saturday night
here at Ted Wilson Gym.

After taking an early 7-4 lead, the Bruins went stone-cold from the field and surrendered numerous
turnovers to the Wildcats’ full-court pressure, allowing 14 unanswered points that gave Linfield an 18-7 lead with
10 minutes left in the half.

2/10 - GEORGE FOX 71, LINFIELD 52: Bruins Limit Wildcats to 7 First-Half Points in Runaway Win

NEWBERG, Ore. — For the second time this season, the George Fox University Bruins held an opponent
to single digits in points for a half, this time limiting the Linfield College Wildcats to a mere 7 points in the first half
enroute to a 71-52 win in a Northwest Conference women's basketball game Tuesday night here at Miller Gym in
the Wheeler Sports Center.

George Fox scored the first 8 points of the game and 15 of the first 16, holding their Yamhill County rivals
to a single point for over 10 minutes. Kendra Victor’s layup was the first Linfield bucket and cut the George Fox
lead to 15-3 with 9:12 left in the half. The Bruins never trailed by less than double figures the rest of the way, and
led 24-7 at the break, holding Linfield to an 11.1 shooting percentage (3-27). The 7 points allowed by the Bruins
bettered by two the number George Fox surrendered to Pacific University in a 70-42 win back on Jan. 13.

The Wildcats broke loose for 45 points in the second half, almost half on free throws (22-26, 84.6%), but
the Bruins stayed comfortably ahead by hitting 60% from the field (15-25) and 81.3% from the line (13-16) for 47
points. The Bruins’ largest lead came at 58-30 with 8:11 to play on a free throw by Amy Fitch.

Kim Leith led the Bruins with 23 points, including 5 3-pointers, tying her career high set two games ago at
Puget Sound. Kellie Thomas added 14 points. Liz Clark, although scoring only 2 points, pounded the backboards
for 16 rebounds, enabling the Bruins to more than double the Wildcats’ rebounds, 47-23. Fitch had 5 assists and
Clark had 4 steals.

Victor wound up with 15 to pace the Wildcats and Bayley Coblentz scored 10, both players coming off the
bench to give the visitors a spark. Victor also pulled down 9 rebounds. Linfield starters scored only 17 points, and
the Bruins shackled the Wildcats’ leading scorer and rebounder, Monica Schwing, to a single point and 2 rebounds.

George Fox snapped a 4-game losing streak and improved to 10-9 overall and 4-7 in the conference,
Linfield dropped its 3rd in a row and fell to 6-13 overall and 3-7 in the league.

The Bruins travel to Salem Friday (Feb. 13) to take on Willamette University, while the Wildcats host
Pacific Friday. Both games are at 6:00 p.m., followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Katie Patneaude sank the second of two free throws with 5 seconds left, giving the
Whitman College Missionaries a 48-47 edge over the George Fox University Bruins in a Northwest Conference
women’s basketball game on Homecoming night Saturday here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

The first half was a definite study in contrasts. Whitman got out of the blocks fast, jumping out to a 13-2
lead in the first seven minutes. The final 13 minutes belonged to the Bruins, however, as they out-scored the
Missionaries during that time 18-4 to take a 20-17 halftime lead.

A layup by Kellie Thomas and two free throws by Darby Cave gave the Bruins their biggest lead of the
game at 24-17 with 18:35 to play, but Patneaude responded with a layup and a three-point play to get the
Missionaries back in the game.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Shooting guard Kellie Thomas scored a game-high 22 points, 16 in the first half, and
the George Fox Bruins never trailed in rolling to a 68-48 win over the visiting Willamette University Bearcats in
Northwest Conference women’s basketball action Tuesday night here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

The game was tied twice in the first 5 minutes, but two free throws by Robin Taylor and three straight
baskets by Kim Leith lifted the Bruins from an 8-8 tie to a 16-8 lead with 11:29 left, and the Bearcats got no closer
than 6 the rest of the period. It was 40-24 George Fox at the half, and the Bruins extended that to as much as 27 in
the second half on Katie Plumb’s layup with 9:17 to go, making it 58-31 at that point.

George Fox used its dominance on the boards to control the game, holding a 47-39 advantage over the
Bearcats, including 15 on the offensive end. The Bruin defense forced 22 Willamette turnovers and held the
Bearcats to a 32.1 shooting percentage (18-56) while committing only 17 turnovers themselves and shooting 39.7
percent (27-68).

In addition to Thomas’ big game, Leith finished with 12 for the Bruins. Liz Clark grabbed 11 rebounds,
and Leith led the defensive effort with 4 steals.

Simmie Muth was the Bearcats’ only double-figure scorer with 11 points and also had 5 assists, while
Deanna Lund had a game-high 14 rebounds.

George Fox is now 9-5 overall and evened its conference record at 3-3. Willamette dropped its 4th straight
to fall to 4-9 overall and 0-4 in the conference.

The Bruins are off for 10 days before hosting Whitman College on Friday, Jan. 30. The Bearcats host the
University of Puget Sound this Friday, Jan. 23. Both games are at 6:00 p.m., followed by men’s games at 8:00 p.m.

McMINNVILLE, Ore. — A 14-0 run by the Linfield College Wildcats turned a 3-point lead for the George
Fox University Bruins into an 11-point deficit midway through the first half, and the visiting Bruins never recovered
in falling to their Yamhill County rivals 59-51 in Northwest Conference women’s basketball action Saturday night
here at Ted Wilson Gym.

After taking an early 7-4 lead, the Bruins went stone-cold from the field and surrendered numerous
turnovers to the Wildcats’ full-court pressure, allowing 14 unanswered points that gave Linfield an 18-7 lead with
10 minutes left in the half. Amy Fitch’s free throw with 8:45 ended the run, but the teams did little more than trade
baskets to the end of the half, with Linfield taking a 26-14 lead into the break. The Bruin defense held Linfield to
29.0% shooting (9-31), but the offense struggled, making only 23.1% (6-26), the Bruins’ worst shooting half of the
season.

Linfield maintained a double-digit lead throughout the most of the second half, and took its largest lead at
45-29 on back-to-back three-pointers by Heidi Jurgens and Brandi Loring with just under 10 minutes to play. The
Bruins caught fire briefly with an 8-0 run, getting the lead back into single digits at 45-37 on Darby Cave’s fast-
break layup with 6:55 left. However, Monica Schwing hit two critical short jump-hooks in the middle to give the
Wildcats some late breathing room. A three-pointer and a steal and layup by Kim Leith brought the Bruins back
within 8 at 57-49 with 1:38 left, but it was too little, too late.

Cave finished with a game-leading 22 points, a new career high for her, and Kellie Thomas added 12. Liz
Clark had 8 rebounds, tying for the game high, but the Bruins, the NWC’s top rebounding team, were manhandled
by Wildcats on the boards 44-32, including 16 offensive caroms. Thomas had 5 assists and Liz Clark made 4 steals.

Schwing paced the Wildcats with 18 points and Jurgens scored 12. Lacey Conroy was top ‘Cat on the
boards with 8, while Jurgens had S assists and Lindsay Sticka had 4 steals.

The Bruins fell to 8-5 and 2-3 in the conference, while the Wildcats, snapping an 8-game losing streak to
the Bruins, improved to 4-8 overall and 1-2 in the league.

George Fox returns home to play Willamette University Tuesday, Jan. 20, at 6:00 p.m., followed by a
men’s game at 8:00 p.m. Linfield goes to Whitman College Friday, Jan. 23.

1/16 - GEORGE FOX 65, LEWIS & CLARK 45: Bruins Pass First NWC Road Test with Win over Pioneers

PORTLAND, Ore. — Buoyed by a sterling effort on the boards, the George Fox University Bruins won
their first Northwest Conference women’s basketball road test of the year, defeating the Lewis & Clark College
Pioneers 65-45 Friday night here at the Pamplin Sports Center.

George Fox jumped out to a double-digit lead at 18-6 midway through the first period and built it to 32-17
at the half on the strength of a decisive edge in rebounds. While hitting only 38.2% of their shots (13-34), the
Bruins got plenty of second chances, corralling 13 offensive rebounds among the 30 total they grabbed in the half.
The Pios had only 13 rebounds collectively at the break, while the Bruin defense held the home team to 28.6%
shooting (8-28).

In the second half, the Bruins stretched their lead to as many as 24 at 55-31 on a pair of Erin Powers free
throws with 9 minutes left in the game. A late run enabled the Pios to close within 12 at 56-44 on a Cedra Fox layup
with 3:23 left, but the Bruins ended the game with a 9-1 run to regain control.

Liz Clark sparked the Bruins with her 3rd double-double of the season and 7th of her career, garnering 17
points and 14 rebounds, and nearly had it in the first half with 11 points and 8 boards at the break. Kellie Thomas
added 15 points and Robin Taylor scored a career-high 12. Thomas and Amy Fitch had a game-high 4 assists each.
George Fox, the NWC'’s top rebounding team, pulled down a season-high 54 to only 32 for Lewis & Clark,
including 20 offensive boards.

Sarah Moon was the only Pioneer to score in double figures, tossing in 14, while Fox led the Pios with 9
rebounds.

NEWBERG, Ore. — Standing only 5°4”, Aundi Kustura is one of the smallest players in the Northwest
Conference this year, but she came up with some big shots Saturday night here at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports
Center, scoring 22 points, 17 in the second half, to lead the Pacific Lutheran University Lutes to a 69-52 women’s
basketball win over the George Fox University Bruins.

After breaking a 2-2 tie on a layup by Sara Wilcox, the Lutes led throughout the first half and went into the
break ahead 28-25. George Fox finally took its first and only lead of the game at 32-30 with 14:47 to play on a 3-
pointer by Liz Clark, and then Kustura went to work.

In a span of 69 seconds, the little guard hit two jumpers and a three, and a triple by Kelly Turner made it 10
unanswered points as the Lutes took control, 40-32. Another three by Turner made it 46-34 with 9:52 left, the first
double-digit lead of the night, and the home team got no closer than 9 the rest of the way. The final score was the
largest margin of the game.

The Bruins got 16 points and 7 rebounds from Darby Cave, and Kellie Thomas chipped in with 11 points.
Melissa Alexander had 8 assists. It was another tough night for George Fox from the field; after hitting only 34% in
a loss the night before to the University of Puget Sound, the Bruins managed only 35.8% (19-53) against PLU.

In addition to Kustura’s 22, Turner and Wilcox had 12 points and Mallory Mann scored 11. Kezia Long
was the Lutes’ top rebounder with 7, and Mann passed out 8 assists. The Lutes, after hitting only 38.5% (10-26) in
the first half, sizzled in the second half, making 56.0% (14-25).

George Fox fell to 6-4 overall and 0-2 in the conference, while Pacific Lutheran, ranked 32nd in the
D3hoops.com poll, improved to §-2 overall and 2-1 in the league.

The Bruins are back in conference action Tuesday (Jan. 13), hosting Pacific University, which upset Puget
Sound Saturday night in Forest Grove. The Lutes are off until Friday (Jan. 16) when they will host Whitworth

12/12 — GEORGE FOX 60, ST. MARTIN’S 52: Bruins Hang On for Win over D-II Opponent St. Martin’s

NEWBERG, Ore. — Pulling off their first win over an NCAA Division II opponent in Scott Rueck’s eight
years as a coach, the George Fox University Bruins gave up all but one point of a 22-point lead but hung on at the
end to defeat the St. Martin’s College Saints 60-52 in a non-conference women’s basketball game Friday night here
at Miller Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

Both teams began the game cold, the Bruins getting only a jumper by Sarah Myhre and the Saints only a
pair of free throws by Julia Eisentrout in the first 7 minutes of the game. George Fox went on 15-0 run midway
through the period, however, to take a 20-4 lead, and stretched it to 30-11 at the half. The Bruin defense forced 11
first-half turnovers by St. Martin’s and held the Saints to a meager .097 shooting percentage (3-31).

Melissa Alexander’s 3-pointer early in the second half boosted the Bruins’ lead to its largest of the night at
33-11with 17:50 to play, but the Saints fought back behind some tighter pressure that caused 11 second-half George
Fox turnovers and the hot hand of Martina Kartikova, who had 17 points in the final period. Kartikova’s layup with
2:45 left cut the Bruins’ lead to 51-50, but Darby Cave’s rebound layup and long triple by Liz Clark put the home
team back up 56-50 with 1:56 left and finally took the steam out of the Saints.

Kim Leith sparked the Bruins twice, once in each half, with a trio of 3-pointers off the bench and wound up
with a team-high 14 points, while Cave added 13 and Alexander 10. Kellie Thomas grabbed 10 rebounds, a career
high, and Clark had 9 to lead the Bruins to a 43-41 edge on the boards. Thomas and Leith had 5 assists apiece.

Kartikova finished with 19 points and Eisentrout had 17 as the only Saints in double figures. Kartikova
made it a double-double evening with a game-high 14 rebounds, while Beth Layton had a team-high 4 assists.

George Fox is now 5-1 after winning its third in a row, while St. Martin’s lost for the second straight time
and slipped to 3-4.

The Bruins are back in action quickly, visiting Western Baptist College in Salem Saturday (Dec. 13) at 7:30
p.m. The Saints head for San Bernardino, Calif., next weekend, where they will take on California State University-
San Bernardino in the Sheraton-Ontario Airport Coyote Classic at 7:00 p.m. Friday (Dec. 19). Western Oregon
University and the University of California-Davis play at 5:00 p.m. in the other first-round match-up.

NEWBERG, Ore. — OQvercoming a slow offensive first half that saw them holding a slim 5-point lead at
the half, the George Fox University Bruins exploded for 41 second-half points and raced away to a 70-37 win over
the Cascade College Thunderbirds in a non-conference women’s basketball game Saturday afternoon here at Miller
Gym in the Wheeler Sports Center.

Both teams struggled offensively in the opening minutes, George Fox hitting only 2 of its first 11 shots and
Cascade connecting only once in its first 8 tries, and the Bruins led only 4-2 just under 8 minutes into the game.

The T’birds finished the game with a 22.6% shooting night, making 12-53 from the floor, and committed 23
turnovers.

George Fox is now 4-1 after winning its home opener, while Cascade falls to 0-7.
