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The 2005-06 Season

Bruins’resurgence continues with a second straight Winning season

Led by a trio of seniors with three
years each of starting experience,
the George Fox Bruins posted their
second straight winning season in
2005-06, pointing to the team’s re-
emergence as a Northwest
Conference contender.

The Bruins opened the season
with seven wins in their first cight
games, including a pair of confer-
ence victories, and went 7-2 against
nonconference opponents. In
league, the Bruins were 9-7 and fin-
ished fourth in the NWC standings.

Offense was the Bruins’ trade-
mark, as George Fox ranked third
nationally in free-throw percentage
(.782), 15th in three-point ficld-
goal percentage (.407), 37th in
scoring (81.1 ppg), 38th in field-
goal percentage (.484), and 75th in
assists per game (15.76). They were
the conference leaders in three-
point and free-throw shooting, and
also led the league in blocked shots
per game (3.24).

Shooting guard Aaron Schmick
(Sr., Hillsboro, Ore.) capped off an
outstanding carcer by being named
to the D3hoops.com All-West
Region Second Team and repeating
as an All-NWC First Team selection.
He led the team in scoring (17.6

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The Building Continues ...

Mark Sundquist has cemented aﬁrmfoundationfor the Bruins in six years

With the Bruins’ first back-to-back
winning seasons since the 1997-98
and 1998-99 campaigns, Mark
Sundquist has established a solid
base on which to continue rebuild-
ing the George Fox program into a
consistent contender in the rugged
Northwest Conference.

Sundquist’s hard work and
patience through four years of
rebuilding paid off handsomely
in 2004-05 as the Bruins
posted their best season in 14
years, going 18-7 overall and
finishing second in the con-
ference at 13-3. Sundquist
was named the NWC Coach
of the Year for that stunning
turnaround. The success con-
tinued in 2005-06 as the
Bruins went 16-9 and fin-
ished fourth in the league
at 9-7.

Sundquist didn’t travel
far to take the George Fox
post. During the 1999-2000
season, he served as the boys’
basketball coach at Newberg
High School, just eight blocks
from George Fox. Prior to
coaching at Newberg, he
spent two seasons as the boys’ bas-
ketball coach at Woodburn (Ore.)
High School.

Born on Nov. 24, 1965, in St.
Helens, Ore., Sundquist grew up in
Hillsboro, Ore., where he attended
Glencoe High School.

WHEELER SPORTS CENTER/
MILLER GYM

Entered by crossing a wooded canyon on a

200-foot bridge, the Wheeler Sports Center is the
home of the George Fox Bruins basketball team. The
$2.7 million, 55,000-square-foot complex is the uni-
versity’s largest building.

Wheeler’s main feature is the James and Lila
Miller Gymnasium. With a total seating capacity of
2,750, and measuring 116" x 1747, the gvm contains
three full—lcngth basketball courts, three vollevball
courts, and 10 badminton courts. The ceilings are 32
feet above the hardwood maple floor.

Adjacent to the gym on the upper level are a staff
room, multipurpose
room, classrooms,

and athletics admin-
istration and faculty
offices. The building’s
weight room was
&

remodeled and
expanded during

the summer of
2002 and now
contains 1,800
square feet of
floor space.
On the lower
level are
dressing
rooms, team
rooms, a Concessions
area, laundry facilities,
an Cquipmcnt-issuing
room, and storage

INTERCOLLEGIATE ATHLETICS

are an important part of George Fox University, home
to one of the Northwest’s most successful small-college
sports programs. Winning programs, of course, are
accompanied by a proper balance between academics
and athletics. At George Fox University, student-ath-
letes compete for conference and national titles at a
Christ-centered university where professors and
coaches help them grow in mind, body, and spirit.

Their records over the years
serve as shining testimonies to the administration’s con-
viction that an institution can play for the glory of God,
follow the rules and ethics of its governing organiza-
tions, and be successful on the fields and courts of com-
petition at the same time.
